Christmas is peculiarly the children’s fes-
tival. When God, who is Love, made a
mapifestation of that love in the person of
Jesus Christ, He gave, and Christ, though
King of Kings and Lord of Lords, willingly
took, the form of a little child. Certainly
it seems fitting that the children should have
a prominent place in the plans arranged to
commemorate the’/season of this wonderful
birth.

Begin to plan early. When the little folk
are §mt1c1patmg with pleasure the Thanks-
giving dinner, both parents and teachers
may lead them to think of those less favored
than themselves with this world’s goods ;
and if they are allowed to feel a little bit of
the joy of giving, they will be the more
ready to appreciate something of the thought
of the greatest and most wonderful Gift the
world has ever had.

In the week-day entertainment which it is
usual to have at this season, ever keep before
the mind of the individual child that all are
working together for the pleasure and happi-
ness of the community. If the children are
to entertain the grown folk, endeavour to
have them do so collectively, as far as possi-
ble. Let mother and teachgr do all in their
power to prevent the ‘I can do better than
you’’ spirit, that self-consciousness, which
go spoils a child.

By Rae Furlands

Christmas is peculiarly the children’s fes-
tival. When God, who is Love, made a
mapifestation of that love in the person of
Jesus Christ, He gave, and Christ, though
King of Kings and Lord of Lords, willingly
took, the form of a little child. Certainly
it seems fitting that the children should have
a prominent place in the plans arranged to
commemorate the’/season of this wonderful
birth.

Begin to plan early. When the little folk
are §mt1c1patmg with pleasure the Thanks-
giving dinner, both parents and teachers
may lead them to think of those less favored
than themselves with this world’s goods ;
and if they are allowed to feel a little bit of
the joy of giving, they will be the more
ready to appreciate something of the thought
of the greatest and most wonderful Gift the
world has ever had.

Early tell them the Christmas story. I
wish I had space to write out Kate Douglas
Wiggin’s simple and realistic arrangement of
it. It is better told to little children at first.
Later, read it to thun from St Luke’s
Gospel.

But, after all, it is little the teacher can do
compared with the opportunities the father
and mother have. And yet, how often are
those opportunities missed or misused.

In the week-day entertainment which it is
usual to have at this season, ever keep before
the mind of the individual child that all are
working together for the pleasure and happi-
ness of the community. If the children are
to entertain the grown folk, endeavour to
have them do so collectively, as far as possi-
ble. Let mother and teachgr do all in their
power to prevent the ‘I can do better than
you’’ spirit, that self-consciousness, which
go spoils a child. The best thing to help
them into happy ways isthe thought of the
gentle, Christ Child, who always thought,
not of self, but of how to serve others.

One of the men turned out to be related to
Nehemiah, who asked, ‘“ How were things
getting on at Jerusalem when you left ?”’

Then the travellers began to tell how
everything was in a bad state. The city
walls had been broken down by the heathen
and the gates set on fire. The Jews them-
selves were very unhappy, for their heathen
neighbours laughed and mocked at them.

Nehemiah felt very sad when he heard
about the troubles of his own people, for he
knew it was all becanse they had disobeyed
God. He thought a great deal about what
he had heard. Every day he prayed to God
to forgive the sins of his people. He also
