THE PROVISION TRADE

AND COLD STORAGE NEWS.

At present the new company has a
capacity for slaughtering and taking care
~of 500 hogs per day, which they turn into
barrelled pork, bacon, hams and sausages;
while the offal, formerly almost entirely
uscless, will be converted into valuable by-
products.  The company expects to be able
to handle at least 40,000 of the 50,000
hogs at present raised on the Island, and
cventually increase the capacity of their
plant to much greater prupnrlirm.\.

Cattle and  sheep have  already  been
slaughtered to some extent, and converted
into canned meat or disposed of fresh in
the local market.  The company  intends
1o go into/this branch of the business more
largely in the future, and will cater par-
ticularly / to  the  Halifax, Sydney, St
John's Nfid., and St. John, N.B., markets
in the line of fresh meats. Warchouses
will be crected at the chief di.\ll‘ihulillg'
centres, and, eventually, the trade will
be carried on by their own  steamers
thoroughly equipped with up-to-date cold
storage.  They expeet, eventually, to be
able to handle 20,000 head of cattle and
the same number of sheep per year. What
supply is lacking will be imported on the
hoof to the Island.  Poultry is another
branch which will be taken up.

The new company commenced  operi-
tions on October 25, the business being
under the management of J. M. Wilie,
formerly with Armours; and up o last
week had handled 7,000 hogs and a small
number of cattle and sheep.

If the present intentions of the company
are fully carried out, the industry will be
of incalculable benefit to the Isliind, and
all parts of Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick, especially the country Iving along
the Gulf shore.

VENISON LICENSES.

The butchers' hicenses to handle venison
expire on December 5. The demand for
that kind of meat has been brisk this sca-
son, but very little profit has been realized
from its sale on account of the $15 license.
The larger shops are obliged to handle it
for the convenience of their customers.
The regulations  governing  the sale of
venison are strict.

The business of L. Larue was acquired
in 1896, It was a Canadian cut tobacco
fuctory and was still used, Mr. Larue

being manager.

The  American  Tobaceo  Company  of
Canada manufactured the same cigarettes
in Canada as The American Tobacco Co.
of the United States made. The former
company manufactured under license from
the latter. It was in 1900 that the “‘ex
clusive” contract  was started. It was
not the company that started it, but the
Grocers” Guild asked for it, and it start
ed in London, Ont., and extended over
the Province of Ontario.

It was afterwards started in the Pro
vinee of Quebec, but it had not yet gone
to any of the other Provinces. He would

This was not neces
sary  as llll- a'(m.ﬁgnm-.\ wWere |N'I'fa-«'l|}
satisfiecd with the present system. The
company s ciearette business had greatly
increased, and it pow mmwounted to about
5 per cent. of the whole. The proportion
of  the sales of The American Tobacco
Company of Canada and of The Empire
lobaceo Company were far in excess of
all the others, and it ought to be, for
these rnlu]mlliaw took hold of the trade
when ina erade condition, and had spent
a ot of money in developing it. The com
panies had about 60 per cent. of the eat
tobaceo bhusiness,

Before he went into the business of The
Fwmpire Tobacco  Company, Mr. Davis
said the Ontario farmers did not know
how to cure their tobacco, and it went
bad on their hands. Since the Empire

factory was purchased from-Mr. Arch
bald, it had been developed, and the con
pany had helped in growing and curin.
Canadian leaf tobacco. The natural chan
nel of distribution was to the retaile
direct, without the middleman. The “‘ex
clusive’”” clause in the contract was pui
there so that the company would know
that their agents were selling the goods 1w
the proper way. and not because they
feared competition. He declined to say
how much, and whether or not, anythine
was paid to The American Tobacco Com
pany in the United States for the licen-
vranted the Canadian company, in which
refusal he was upheld by the court.

The system of coupons and tags in con
nection with the prizes were given o i
crease the consumption  and draw th
consumer away from the foreign 1o i
domestic leaf. The company had yist put
a new brand of chewing tobacco on th
market, called ** Stag,”” which they scli
at 26c. per Ih. He would not say vhethe
the company got any profit ont of it al
that price. Mr. Davis produced a list o
The American Tobacco Company’s  con
signees, showing the names of £33 per
sons, and also a list of The Fmpin
Company’s  consignees, which bore th
signatures of 200 persons. He said that
the cigarettes were made in Canada, but
were  wholly  manufactured from  foreign
leaf. He did not know of any jobbers o
dealers who handled the cigarettes on th
2 per-cent. basis. Any person could get
them on that basis, provided he was
large enough  distributor. It would not
do to make too many distributors o
that class, as they would take away
business from the other consignees. Th
company’s wish was to encourage the us
of Canadian leaf tobacco, and in orde:
to do that. they gave prizes, coupons.
and contracts.

The  business had  increased  three fold
since  the company  started at Granby.
and they were considering the advisabil
ity of opening again at Joliette.

To issue “exclusive’” contracts was cowm
monly done in other trades, such as the
mateh, tinning, cordage, axe, scythe and
edee tool business, the rice business, and
the “Force” food business. He thougeht
there were about 25,000 to 30,000 retail
ers of tobacco in Canada, and so far a-
he knew  there were no contracts which
afiected  the trade.

LET US BE PATIENT.

The following letter, dated November
21, was received by L. Chaput, Fils & Cie,
Montreal, from Chicago. It speaks for
itself :

The patience of some of our customers is being
-everely tried this fall by delays in the shipment of
merchandise. Less the blame be laid at the door
of the innocent, it is best to be informed as to the
causes. During the last year some 80,000 cars
were added to the rolling stock of the transporta-
lion companies.  But, in spite of this remarkable
precaution, these companies are now called upon
for 59,000 cars in excess of the supply. There has
never been anything in the history of the railroad-
ing to compare with this inundation, To swell the
trouble, very aggravating conditions in California
have blocked in the dried fruit and raisin shipment
in an especial manner, labor strikes, the inability
to pack or obtain the large sizes of prunes, etc.
I'o illustrate :  One Chicage house, with 30 cars of
these two items sold to retailers on contract, found
itself, about November 2o, with 27 cars unshipped
from the Pacific Coast.

Let it be clearly understood, no wholesale house,
ast or west, north or south, escapes. No jobber is
n the least blameworthy. No human agency could
have foreseen this choking of the avenues of distribu-
tion. No retailer (it is hoped) will lose his temper
after these conditions are understood

We shall come out from under the crush, and
expect to see daylight before competitors do. Itis
preeminently a ime for all concerned to keep sweet
tempered. We ask your forbearance and rely
upon your cooperation

PRICE LIST MAKES CONTRACT.
( )f\' November 20, Judge Morson handed

down a written judgment in a case

tricd by him in the Divisional Court,
Toronto.  The E. W, Gillett Co., of To-
ronto, sued W. H. Gillard & Co., of
Hamilton, 1o get $19.84, balance on a
veast bill; having sent the usual circular
of PI']\'(‘\. These Pl'it\‘\, the \IL’ll'llg't' main-
tained, were raised, or, rather the price of
the veast, the only line of Gillett’s  goods
bought by Gillard, was raised, because
that was the only line bought by the
Hamilton firm.  The Toronto firm denied
this, and relied upon its published catat
loguc of prices, which has a clause stating

that prices are ** subject to change without

notice.”  The judge said : *There is no
question but that any vendor can sell at
what price he pleases, and can change
these prices from time (o time as he sces
lit; but this he cannot do if he has fixed
his pl'i\‘cs h_\ t'nnull‘;u'l with his customers
In this case the sending of the price list

was an offer to sell the yeast at the prices

nrentioned in ity and  the ordering of

yeast by the defendants was an acceptance
of that offer, and that constituted a con-
tract at prices quoted 5 and the shipping

of the yeast must be taken as having been

done under this contract, which fixed the
price and which price the plaintiffs, there-
fore, could not change as they sought to
do.  The plaintiffs can charge the defen-
dants only the price quoted in the whole-
sale list 5 which the defendants paid betore
action, and the plaintilfs cannot recover
the increased price claim, which is $19.16.

VISITED BERLIN REFINERY.

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GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC.

IT has been officially announced by Mr.

Haws, the general manager, that the
Grand Trunk Railway System is to be ex-
panded into o transcontinental hine.  The
vast  streteh  of territory north of - the
boundary line between Lake Superior and
the Pacific Ocean is to be traversed by o
third parallel line of railway at some dis-
tance north of the two other lines. The
new  road  will be known as the Grand
runk Pacific Railway, but will remain a
part of the Grand Trunk Railway System.

Big as the project is, it will by no means
be as great an undertaking as was  the

building of the Canadian Pacific Railway.

I'he Canadian Northwest is now a land of

great possibilities and boundless resources
for the growing of wheat and cattle, and
abounding in mineral wealth. Tt possesses
a wheat belt larger than that of  the
Western United States. The Peace River
Valley, hitherto almost unopened to com-
merce, is capable of producing the finest
wheat on the continent of America.

Commencing at cither Gravenhurst or

North Bay, the new  transcontinental line

THE CANADIAN GROCER

will traverse New  Ontario, rich  with
minerals, timber and fisheries ; Manitoba,
which is only just beginning to grow
wheat on the scale it can be produced
there; the Saskatchewan Valley, therecesses
of which have hardly yet been explored by
the: white man; the rich wheat producing
districts of the valley of the Peace River, a
very small fraction of the land surface of
which has as vet been subdued by the
plough ; the district of Northern Alberta
with its vast arcas of woodland and much
coal, to probably pass over the Rockies at
the Pine River Pass, 500 miles north of
the International boundary line, and 220
miles north of the Yellow Head Pass, which
will probably be used by the Canadian
Northern.

This new line is to be completed  in
about five years after the surveys are
made.  And by that time the output of
the Northwest of last year of 70,000,000
bushels of wheat will be greatly expanded.

The railway  accommodation  in the
Northwest is no longer equal to the task
ol moving the grain crop ol that part of
the country.

There is every indication that as soon as
the Grand Trunk reaches the Pacitic it
will big for « share of the trade of that
ocean. No doubt but that @ great part of the
products of the country it will traverse will
be carried off 1o the British and other
markets from ports on the Pacitic,

The terminals of this railway, as well as
those of the Canadian Pacific and Cana-
dizan Northern, will become great shipping
ports, the importance of  which will be
enhaced by the completion of the Trans-
Isthmian Canal.

T he importance the building of this great
road will have on the trade of this country
is too vast to contemplate. The millions
of dollars spent on the building  of this
areat  transcontinental line means work

for thousands of laborers, activity i our

great steel industries and - expansion of

business for the merchants off Canada. .\
large home market will be provided for the
products of the garden ;s%l the dairy, the
common articles of food dealt in by the
merchant. 1t means a0 heifvy increase in
\
population which will give our merchants
more than they can do tosgtend o its

wadnts.

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RECIPROCITY WITH CANADA.
IT is gratifving to note the interest that

is being manifested in Canada lately by
the business men of the United States. Per-
ceiving thatthe rapid expansion of the Great
West, and the industrial activity preval-
ent from sea to sea has created a valuable
market in this country for various pro-
ducts of the factory, foundry and the mine,
a movement has been started in the North-
ern States of the Republic having for its
Uhjc\'l the celfecting of l‘\'\‘ipl‘\\\‘.ll.\ with
Canada.

The National  Reciprocity  League,
newly-formed  organization  officered by
prominent men of the Western States will
hold a convention at Detroit on December
10 and 11, to consider the question fully
and formulate plans tor the conducting
of & vigorous campaign to bring about the
desired result.

At this convention the United  States
workers for reciprocity with: Canada are
expected o unite their forces to make o
demiand on Wiashington to request the re-
convening ol the Joint High Commission
which adjourned in 1895, Should  that
body assemble, the supporters of this plan
believe that there would result o trade
treaty acceptable to both countries. It is
claimed that during the past vear there
has been a radical change in the sentiment
of the United States as o having  cfoser
trade relations with Canada.

The rapid way in which Canada is being
invaded by scttlers from the United States
during the past two vears, and the conse-
quential great commercial and industrial
growth of the country, have caused (he
merchants and  manufacturers  of  the
United  States a desire o gain admit-
tance to this market to sell their goods.
There  is now  growing  up in  then
minds o fear that this country will go
clsewhere for outlets for here surplus pro-
ducts and buy where she sells her goods,
it the United  States Ndministration per-
sists much longer in her attitude towards
this country in regard to the high Gl
which they are at present maintaining.

The value of our imports trom  the
United States for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 1902, amounted (o $120,81 1,750,
while to the United States we exported
$71,196,505.

DISSATISFACTION WITH CUSTOMS RULINGS

\\'Hl:\ the late Hon. Clarke Wallace,
M.P., took hold of the Customs
Department he made radical changes in
the administration.  He had been a suc-
cessful general store keeper and  miller.
He worked on business principles.  His
predecessors followed red tape and rules,
and seemed o consider most importers
unconvicted criminals

Hon. Mr. Paterson, as ThHeE CaNapiax

Wallace's  footsteps He was a good
business man himselt, and the important
appointments have, as a rule, been given
1o expericnced business imen.

In the last few sears there has been less
friction than at any tme.  The officials
have been generally fair and reasonable in
their dealings with the public.

There has, however, been more or less
dissatistaction with many of the rulings
by Jocal appraisers and by the decisions
from Ottawi With less prosperous times
there willk be much more complaint.

Limporters at one point have had 1o pay
a much .li:\')jtl dul_\ than those at another.
We know of cases where Montreal im-
porters found it more profitable to have
some invoices passed in Toronto or at some
other point, and vice versia. These differ-

[t is not the fault of “the officials at
Ottawa, 1eis the fault of the system.

Long ago a remedy was urged in these
columns.  Its adoption was promised, and
an attempt was made to carry it out.

It was that the special appraisers at the
Jeading ports should mect at regular inter-
vals 1o discuss all questions on which there
wis a difference of opinion.  Their con-
clusions should = be submitted 1o the
Minister for final action.

THE GERMAN SUGAR KARTELL.
,l‘() defeat the purpose of the Brussels

Sugar Convention is™ the task to
which the German Sugar Kartell has set
itsef. .\ round robin appeal was made re-
cently by that body to the sugar syndicatesol
Austria- Hungary, France, Holland and
Belgium, urging the creation of an inter-
national sugar middle  European syndi-
cate which could maintain an arbitrary
high price and a limited supply of sugar
on the markets of the world, and protect
the  beet-growers and refiners of  sugar
from low prices after the bounties have
been retired.

Nearlv three-fourths of the European
bect-sugar supply is produced by the
countries interested in this scheme, and
the growers and refiners have o unite 10
grapple with the problem of disposing of
their surplus products on the markets of
the world after the bounties expire.  That
cvent will be on September 1, 1903, and
then the profits realized - will be much
lower than they were under the bounty
systen.

Germany, the largest sugar-exporting

nation of the world, produces about once-
third of the sugar produced in Europe.
The German Sugar Kartell is therefore the
lcader in the above movement, as they will
have to face a decrcased home consump-
tion.  They are also mecting with othe
difficulties.  Their exports to the United
States are yearly becoming less, owing 1o
the increased production in Cuba, to say
nothing of the development of the home
beet-sugar industry. And, shoald Congress
reduce or remove the duty on the Cuban
product, the German trade in that direction
would doubtless rapidly diminish.

The plans of the Kartell call for the
presentation of a law to the German Reich-
stag providing for a higher import duty on
sugar than is contemplated in the pending
Bill.  The last session of the Reichstag,
in place of the bounty of .40 marks per
kilogram, provided a duty of 1.80 marks

to protect the home industry from importa-

tions chiefly from Austria and Hungary
The Kartell proposes to materially increa~
this import duty. This will enable th
syndicate to. hold up the German marke
to their hearts’ content.

The prestige of the German  Sugi
Kartell has received a heavy blow in th.
repeal of the bounty, as the syndicate Wit
able, by the markets at home being kepi
high, to place its surplus sugar on tl
British and other markets at prices whicl,
no other countries could touch.  To key
its grip on the open market  thise Kartell
will have to bring the countries of Centrl
Europe into  an international  svondicat
that will forbid sugar being exported
any country affirming the Brussels Con
vention.  And unless they can carry oul
this project they will have to face a con
siderable reduction in the revenue, a bhig
falling off in the exports and a congested
market at home.

As our readers are doubtless aware, th
British House of Commons a few days ago
adopted o Bill concurring in the agre
ment arrived at by the  powers at th

Brussels Conference.

STRONG POSITION OF TEAS.
l)l'le\'(i the past three weeks the

London, Eng., tea market has

gained  considerable  strength, and  all

Green teas of India, Ceylon, China and
Japan have gone up about | 4.

The closing of the Indian market
Calcutta a short time ago was carlier than
usual, which, together with the small out-
turns during October, has created a short
age in Indian teas. Consequently buyers
rushed to the Colombo market, where the
demand  suddenly  became much greate
than the supply, and the prices of the
Ceylon product were also forced up. Added
strength was given to the Colombo markel
by the probability of a moderate crop in
that Island.

And the natural result of a scarcity in,
black teas was the increase in the demand
for green teas, hence the appreciation in
the volume of these.

Advices of recent date from Japan report
that the third and fourth crop teas arc
now on that market, but are scarce and
are sclling at high figures.  The quality
is also said to be not up to the average.

Altogether the situation in-‘fuu of all

descriptions is a strong one.

DEALING WITH TIRESOMNE
CUSTOMERS.

By A. W

NE of the many annoyances in the
( ) daily life of a merchant is the tire

some customers. Of these there are
many kinds, from the lady who comes in
1o purchase a spool of thread and has
most of the dry goods spread out on the
ounter before she leaves, to the garrul
ous old farmer who expects the merchant
or his clerk to listen to an hour’s talk
about the crops, interrupting himself oc
asionally in  an endeavor to *° batter
down 7 “the price of-some article he in
tends to purchase.

Then, there are the people who go from
me store to another, not to buy, but to
“price.”” They will go into a store, ex
amine minutely certain  articles, inquire
the prices, consume half an hour of the
merchant’s time, promise to- call again
tomorrow or next week and go direct
to the next store in that line and go
through the same performance there.
Having made the rounds, and finding
that they cannot do better at one place
than another, they go back to the first
<tore and buy, unless in the meantime
they have come to the conclusion that
they did not want to buy at all.

Women are the worst offenders in this
way ; but some men are just as bad. It
takes them an unconscionable long time
a buying, and while they are at it other
customers  are  waiting - impatiently for
their turn, not to mention the traveller
vhose train leaves in an hour, and who
1= restrained by business etiquette  frowm
“hreaking in”? oon a customer.

Some merchants have learned how  to
dispose of tiresome  customers  without
olfending  them, but others allow them
clves to be robbed  of much valuable
time every day without making any efiort
to save themselves from this annoyance
which they seem to think is unavoidable,
and a part of the business.

By Kkeeping the customer to the point,
and by not introducing any subjects that
will distract the customer from the fact
that he came to buy and not to talk, a
merchant can do much to save his time
and yet not offend the most sensitive cus-
tomer.

Do not let your customer away before
he has bought what she intended to buy
and a few things that she did not intend
to get, hut get her into the way of mak-
ing her purchases more quickly and with

less loss of time to yourself. A tactiul
merchant can accomplish this without
any loss of custom, and, indeed, can do
it so as to please rather than offend a
customer, who, after all, may be a slow
buyer because the merchant is a slow
seller. Then, when he remembers those
customers who have been waiting for him
to get through with the one ahead of
them, and the traveller who has missed
his train and won’'t get home till Satur
day night instead of Friday afternoon,
he will realize the value of time and make
his customers realize it, too.

RETAILERS SELLING BY CATALOGUE

N UCH can sometimes be gained by
‘\[ following the examples set by the
departmental stores in conducting
their  business.  There are now in the
United States a number of large retailers
who have commenced sending out cata
logues of their goods, and thus buildine
up a mail-order trade.

According to a New York paper the
cases recorded  are rhi:‘ﬂ_\' from stores
which conduct a business of from %100,
000 upwards annually, and their trade is
chiefly with well to-do and wealthy fam
ilies.

One of these catalogue dealers is locat
ed in Harlem, and has an annual busi
ness of upwards of $500,000 ; he orders
new goods twice a week, at which time
his catalogue is revised, showing the list
price every Monday. When the goods arve
delivered on that day, these catalogues
are given out.

They include  nearly 1,000 difierent
articles, and the prices of at least 200
of tham are changed every . issue. For
this purpose the retailer has a small
printing  press on which the forms are
kept constantly  standing. It is, there
fore, but little: trouble to correct and
strike off a few hundred sheets once a
\\l'l"\.

But it is much of a novelty after all,
and, no doubt, brings good results, ov
the dealer would not bother with it. 1t
ecnables the customers who usually order
their sllllp“vs from the house to keep
posted on the change in prices—which is
quite a convenience.

It would be of little service, however,
to a retailer of the ordinary class, or,
say, those who do an annual business of
310,000 or $15,000, for most. customers of
that kind order at the store and ascer

1ain all changes in price there.

As the total cost is less than 34 a week,
it need not be called extravagant nor a
fanciful pastime on the part of the re-
tailer.

STALE GOODS IN A STORE.

FIVHE wide-awake vetailer s always
I careful not to allow any surplus

stock to accumulate in his store.
Surplus stock means stale goods, and on
this matter The Retailers’ Journal has
the following to say :

An experienced groceryman will be able
to tell the moment he steps into a
strange grocery store whether or not the
proprietor is acquainted with his busi
ness.  The store may be clean, the fix

tures may be of theffmost modern pat
tern, the clerks neat in appearance, and
there may be a good number of custom
ers in the store.  All this the experienced
grocer takes in at a glance. But he looks
a little further and in the next glance

notices  that the grocer is carrying a

great lot of stale goods. At once he
makes up his mind that the groceryman
into whose store  he has stepped has
never learned his business.

And he is right in his conclusions. 1t
takes considerable  watchfulness on tue
part of a grocer to keep the stale goods
from accumulating on his shelves and in
every part of his store.  Goods that arve
out  of date, goods of a variety still
popular, but so old as to have lost that
freshness which is always attractive.

In most cases stale goods are the rve-
sult of poor buying and want of care in
wanagement.  There is seldom any necd
of a grocer loading  himself up with a
line of goods that is likely to get stale
on his hands. If he knows his trade as
he should, he can guage the quantity he
ought to buy. If he buys a Jr)iu*gaiu he
should know that a little extra pains is
necessary  to  the  preservation  of  the
goods.  They  should not be piled up
where patrons can see them day after
day and week after  week. People get
tived of looking at a pile of goods, even
if they are fresh. They get a stale look
simply hecause they are ever present in
the same place.  Such goods should be
changed about occasionally. 1In this con
nection  the  grocer might learn some
thing from his good wife, who, when she
tires of secing her furniture and other
furnishines  always in the same place,
shifts things about, giving to the rooms
an air of freshness.

Any thoughtful grocer, sceing that he
is accumulating 4 lot of stale stuff, can
always get rvid of it by a little effort.
Certain of his customers, if he knows his
trade well, he can select and offer them
such goods at a bargain. Any way to
get the old stufi out of the way and put
new stuff in its place.

Toronto, November 27, 1902
GROCERIES.
FAIRLY satisfactory volume of
7 business has been transacted in

wholesale groceries this week and
trade seems equal to last year. Jobbers
are busy with the last of their orders for
shipment by water to western aud north
western points, and hesides are receiving
fairly satisfactory sorting orders frowm
the country at large. There have been
few changes in prices during the week,
and sugar remains as it was at the time
of going to press, the advance being fully
maintained. Teas are higher in sympa
thy with appreciations on the primary
markets, where all blacks of India and
Ceylon are up fully 2c. per lb., and In
dian, Ceylon, China and Japan greens are
fully  14c.  higher. There has been a
heavy business in  all  kinds  of dried
fruits this fall, and buyers in anticipation
of this had bought freely.  But many are
experiencing  difficulty in getting in their
deliveries on time by reason of shortage
in the crops or delays in shipment from
the primary markets, owing to the scar
city of cars. Selected Valencia raisins
are scarce and a little higher and Cali
fornian dried apricots are up le.

CANNED GOODS,

The prices of peas and corn continue
firtn and unchanged with a fairly active
demand for them for the time of the
vear. Tomatoes arve still scarce, high and
much wanted. Armour’s canned meats
have advanced in the United States and
are therefore firmer in tone here without
any change in their prices. The demand
for them is light. Fruits are quiet and
steady.  Sardines are firmly held and the
domestic grades are showing a tendency
to go up, owing to a reported shortage
in their cateh this year from the Atlan
tic Coast. Additional news of the pro
posed new combine of 37 salmon canneries
of British Columbia, outside the present
association, state that the new combine
will issue better terms than those made
by the present combine. The new con
cern proposes to buy out al the canner
ies for cash.

COFFEES.

The local coffee market 15 stronger on
account of the inereased strength of the
Rio market in all grades, owing to ad
vances in Brazilian exchange. The local
trade keeps steady, with the bulk of the
business doing in the cheaper grades. We

The annual report of the British Local
Government Board for the year on the adul-

ter tion of foods shows that 67,811 samples

were analyzed.  Of these 5,989 were of

goods that violated the pure food law of

Gircat Britain, known as the Food and
Drug Act.  Milk furnished 2,938 of the
offenders, or 11.2 per cent. of the samples
of milk taken.
the total of food adulterations found, or
10.3 per cent. of the samples examined.
Milk and  butter, therefore, yielded to-
gether 1,163 of the 5,989  adulterated
samples found.  The English cheese is
