WASHINGTON, Feb. 24—A let-
ter written over a decade ago by Dr.
Alexander ‘Graham Bell, the inventor,
of the telephone, and recently discov-
ered, is causing his many friends herec
to wonder whether he was not the
first man to suggest the imbedding
of radium in bodily tissue as a cura-
tive agent for deep-seated cancers.
The letter dated July 21,1903, and
addressed to Dr. Z. T. Sowers of
Washington was made public by the
National Geographic Society to-day.

Speaking of the satisfactory results
radium was found to have on external
cancers and at the same time of the
unsatisfactory effect it had on deep-
seated cancers. Dr. Bell in his lettar
said. “It has occurred to me that onz
reason for the unsatisfactory natuse
of these experiments arises from the
fact that the rays have been appliel
externally, thus having to pass
through healthy tissues of various
depths in order to reach the cancer-
ous matter. The crooks tube from
which Rontgen rays are emitted, is, of

OTTAWA, Feb. 24.—The bill
introduced in the House of
Commons to increase the bond
issue of the Lake Erie & North-
ern Railway from $35000 to
$45,000 was passed to-day. The
company voluntarily agreed to
relieve all the municipalities
which by vote of the ratepayers
purchased second mortgage
bonds from their obligation to
complete the purchase. Thus
Brantford will not have. to buy
$119,000 worth of the second
mortgage bonds. Paris, Galt,
Simcoe and Port Dover, which
had their share in the financing
of the road, will be similarly re-
lieved of payment for the bonds.
The city of Brantford was rep-
resented by Mr. W. F. Cock-
shutt, M.P., who agreed to the
increase of the bond issue pro-
viding the city was relieved of
responsibility.

GRAVESEND, Eng., Feb

ed from South Afri:a on beard the
Umgeni on January 27, after the gea-
eral strike had been broken by tie

government, declared their intention
of refusing to leave the vessel when
she arrived here to-day. They said
they would remain on board until the
steamer returned to South Africa.

Mr. Bain, general secretary of thae
trades federation of South Africa,
acting as spokesman for his fellow
exiles said:

“We were pressed into this vescel
against our consent. We do not n-
tend to/leave it until we land agaia
in South Africa.”

Arthur Henderson, a labor mem-
ber of parliament, and other British
labor leaders went out in a tug dowa
the Thames to meet the deported
labor leaders from South Africa. but
the captain of the Umgeni refused
to allow any one to come on boari.
A conference between the South Af-
ricans and their British friends wzs
therefore impossible, and both par-
ties contented themselves for ths
moment with singing: “The Red Flag’
Secretary Bain handed over the side
of the Umgeni to Arthur Henderson
a long statement recounting tle
events which led up to the strike
leaders deportation from South At-
rica. It declared that hundreds of
people had been arrested indiscrimin-
ately during the strike for no crime
whatever. The leaders of the move-
ment, it asserted, surrendered on'y
in order to avoid bloodshed when a
military officer had threatened to
attack the trades hall in Johannes-
burg,

The refusal of the deported men
to leave the Umgeni on her arrivil
had not been anticipated here. The
labor members of parliament had ar-
ranged a great welcome for them, in-
cluding a complimentary dinner in
the dining rooms of the House of
Commnions and demonstrations atthe
opera house and in Hyde Park.

The Umgeni proceeded up the
Thames to one of the London docks
before any further steps were taken
in connection with the landing of the
men.

A general strike of all trades in the
Union of South Africa was declaed
on January 13, and Premier Botha's
government responded with the pro-
clamation of martial law, calling over
100,000 men to the colors. There were
some disorders in Johannesburg aud
Pretoria, but after a few days the
strike collapsed and on January 27
the leaders of the movement ware
taken secretly on board the Steam:r
Umgeni for transportation to E1ge
land.

[ETTER T0PEOPLE

‘Lent 2 Time for Self-Examina-
tion— Questions Are Sub-
mitted for Answers.

Bishop Williams of Huron has is-
sued the following Lenten pastoral:
Dear Brethern:

The time of spiritual stock-taking
is once again at our doors. It is a
time of visitation and of testing. All
such times leave us either better or
worse—never the same. For forty
days we are called by ‘God through
the Church to consider our ways and
to mend them. There is none so good
but that he may and ought to be bet-
ter, and none so bad but that the way
of amendment and renewal is still
open. Therefore the call is to all and
to everyone; and therefore, brethern,
“take we heed betime, while the day
of salvation lasteth; for the night
cometh when none can work. But let}
us, while we have the light, believef
in the light, and walk as children of
the light; that we be not cast into
utter darkness, where is weeping and
gnashing of teeth. Let us not abuse
the goodness of God, who calleth us
mercifully to amendment, and of His
endless pity promiseth forgiveness ot
that which is past if with a perfect
and true heart we return unto Him.
Wherefore make you new hearts and
a new spirit. Wherefore will ye die,
Oh ye house of Israel, seeing that 1
have no pleasure in the death of him
that dieth, saith" the Lord God? Turn|
ye, thén and ye shall live.”

Chureh to all in this season of Lent.
Will you heed it?

There are two perils or tendencies,
beyond all others, that beset the peo-
ple of this Province at this time.

The first is the peril of plenty—the
spiritual numbness that comes to
people when prosperous and filled
with the good things of this life. It
makes them satisfied with this life,
and causes them to lose appetite for
spiritual and eternal things.

The second is the peril of self-sat-
isfaction in religion. It is a peril
that always grows in times of peace
and plenty.

'Everybody ‘is in-
ﬂuenced by them, even when he does
not think so. Hence the inestimable
value of the Lenten season when we
are periodically summoned to con-
sider how we stand in relation to
God and the unseen—how we’ stand
in relation to Christ.

Three questions I suggest for self-
examination and I ask everyone to
fput them seriously to himself this
Lent:

1. Is Christ the centre of my life?
tIts central motive and its central
goal?

2. In my estimate of things and of
.life, which comes first with me—the
iseen or the unseen?

3. Is Church attendance, Church

work, and Church giving a pleasure
or a burden to me?
' Bring yourself inexorably to these
tests; and if in the ordering of your
life you 'discover an absence of re-
Lference to Christ, a preference of the
visble and the present over the un-
seen and eternal, and an apathy or
weariness as to the use of the means
of grace and the fulfilment of your
Christian obligations, then, be assur-
ed, the tendencies or perils ,to which
I have referred, have taken hold of
‘you.

Now therefore is the time to shake
ourselves free from them, when God
calls us and the Church gives its
help. Let us apply ourselves to the
way of amendment

But they
were in power fifteen years, and their
practical interest during that time was
marked by little legislation, while the
Agricultural Department, the one de-
partment of the Government which
comes in touch with the farmer, was
actually starved.

One example is the way the Experi-
mental Farms were treated under the
Laurier regime. (The Experimental
Farms, by the way, were started by
Sir John Carling, a Conservative Ag-
ricultural Minister.) The yearly ap-
propriations under the Liberals were
the smallest possible to keep the
farms going; no expansion work was
attempted, no new lines taken up, and
the money expended was not even
sufficient to keep the farm buildings
and equipment in proper repair. In
some cases the new' Government
found, when it came into power, that
the farm equipment actually
much inferior to that on the average
Canadian farm, while the buildings
were almost ready to fall down.

The change in policy is shown by
the estimates. For instance, the last
year of the Liberal regime there was
provided in the public works esti-
mates for experimental farms only
$10,000. The estimates laid on the
table this week provide for no less
than $250,000 for the improvement of
Experimental Farm buildings and for
new buildings.

For carrying on the Experimental
Farms in all their branches there was
provided, the last year of the Liberal
rule, $215,000, and this year the esti-
mates contains no less than $770,000
for similar work. For Experimental
Farms altogether the vote, in 1911,
was' $225,000, and this year a little
*dver a million, or, to be exact, $1,025,-
000.

The increase in appropriations this
year are for three main purposes.
First, expenditure on new lines and
methods of work. Second, expansion
of old lines of work, and, third, money
for the purchase of additional sta-
tions, erection of new buildings, and
purchase of equipment.

A policy of specializat{on has been
carried on in connection with the
work. Three new divisions have re-
cently been formed on the Central
‘Farm—Animal Husbandry, Field
Husbandry and Agrostology, each
with its separate appropriations. In
the West there have been large ex-
periments in mixed farming, with a
view to increasing this method of
farming in the Prairie Provinces. Sev-
eral of the stations, formerly not
equipped for live stock, have made ar-
rangements for such work. Provi-
sion has also been made for experi-
mental work in poultry, involving ex-
penditure for buildings, stock and
equipment. As for the expansion of
the old work, the progress in the past
two years has been so great as to
make the lines of investigation seem
almost new.

citizens at all hazards wherever they
may be in the world.

Our government’s policy has becn
to warn Americans to leave Mexicc,
c¢iopping all their property and being
grateful if they get out with their
lives. Reports have come again ard
again of our fellow citizens who have
lost their lives during this period of
civil war and yet nothing is done ex-
cept to lift the-embargo on armsaa‘l
le; both sides buy in this country to
whatever extent they may be able to
make purchase.

The natural result of our policy
thus far is to bring discredit upon
our diplomacy in all the governments
of the world. There can be no doubt
of that. The scheme has worked so
ill as to have been abandoned in
other cases but committed to a cer
tain line of policy in Mexico, it may
be that we shall continue it to the
end, no matter what the humiliation
to which it may lead before the trou-
ble is over.”

Amonzy
the qualilcations required,he said, wos
a good presence, a man who could di:-
tate letters to a stemographer, oue
who knew how to keep an office =as
well as doing outside work, and i
his spare timie read up everythirg
about the latest developments in ideal
wiring. Of ceourse the hydro repre-
sentative was picturing the ideal is-
spector, and he thought the city
would have to pay $1,500 or $1,290
per year for the proper man. Tae
discussion ‘ended by Mr.
retiring to examine a couple of thc
applicants for the job, and he will in-
form the council lately as to the most
likely appointee.

Gas Inspector

Mr. Strickland, representing the
Hydro = Electric Commission, hal
something to say to the council in
regard to the appointment of an elec-
trical inspector. The council cou'l
appoint the man, but the candidice
had to be put through an examiaia-
tion. No matter who the council a;-
pointed, the examination would be
in:partial. Mr. Strickland  said 2
would be in the city to-day auil
examine the applfantsy He ywontl
then let the council know: the
likely man. The salary for a city Hge
Brantiord, he said, would be about
$110 or $1200 per year. A proper m-
spector would earn this money. Ile
should be a little ahead of the times,
studying ideas all the time and fol-
lowing their development.

Were Tvwo By-laws..

Two by-laws were necessary for the
street railway business.  One was s
straight money by-law to raise $270,-
000, and one was a by-law calling for
a vote of the people. The money oy-
law was sponsored by Ald. Hollin-
rake, chairman of Finance, and ths
other by Ald. Charlton, chairman of
the Railway Committee. It requirea
a ruling of the Mayor to set things
right at first.

Ald. Hollinrake wanted to know
which committee had the right to
handle the problem. He said he ‘had
the by-law prepared, but it had dis-
appeared from his desk.

Ad. Charlton also asked the Mayor
to decide.

“As far as I can see” said His Wor-
ship in an Abe Lincoln sort of man-
ner, “What pertains .to. finance anl
the raising of money must com=
through the finance committee; what
pertains to the railway proposition
going to the people must come from
the railway committee.”

Ald. Hollinrake raised the question
of money being voted at some future
date to the railway. What committee
would handle the issue.

The Mayor pointed out that if the
city operated the 'street raiway it
would be done by a commission of
three. 1f they wanted money they
would have to come to the finance
committee,

Ald. Charlton — “Welil then, Mr.
Mayor, the railway committee hdd
better resign. As chairman, I feel that
I ought to resign rather than to iill
an office the work of which is usurped
by some other authority., We want
to do our share and I have had &
tremendous; gmount .of kicking in my
committee about this.”

The Mayor held to his ruling, stat-
inz that he wanted to be as fair as he
knew how. [Finance must go to the
finance committee when it comes o
by-laws affecting the tax rate, and
railways - to railway committee.

Ald. Pitcher also took a hand in the
argument. He thought the Mayor
wa: fair in his ruling. In getting the
proposition submitted to the people
he thought the railway committee

| should handle it. ‘When it came io

raising money, it was up to the fin-
ancs committee,

Ald. Sutch hereupon remarked that
the street raiway was going rough
enough already, “without getting
rough up here.”

The By-law.

Thereupon Ald. Hollinrake intro-
duced the first by-law. With Ald.
Ward in the chair, in committee of
the whole, the measure was read
clause by clause. It called for the
raising of $270,00 for the purchase,
improving and equipping of the
Grand Valley Railway Company. he
debentures will have life from June 30,
1914, and will bear interest.at 4 1-z
per cent, until 1944.

“The Mayor Speaks.

Mayor Spence took occasion to ex-
plain things to the aldermen in re-
ference to the situation. The city had
fought the railway in the courts for
two years. The company during thai
time had been in a state of bankruptcyv,
and for several years before that, pd<
though not legally bankrupt. The city
had suffered from this condition of
affairs, The stage was reacheéd when
it became unbearable both from' ths
viewpoint of the City Council and
the people in general. Proceedinas
were finally launched in the courts,

an. the city won at every angle. Fin- |

ally the péint was reached where the
company was in a corner with their
backs to the wall and they were su+-
rouhded. But what judgments the
city had secured were entirely agam-.
the Grand Valley Company. They dil
not affect the holders of the first
mortgage, $125,0000, the Canadian
General Electric Company, which was
willing at all times to assume continl
of the road. The judgments of thc
court could not jeopardize their posi-
tion, As advised by the City Solici-
tor two weeks ago, it was thought

that the time was opportune for the |

city to take action. Accordingly a
representative committee was ' ap-
pointed but a figure was never ar-
rived ‘at until the sub-committeé moat
in Toronto. The city’s offer proved
the most acceptable. hTe city was to
pay $90,100 to the G. V. bondholde-s,
as well as paying off the minor mor -
gages on car barns, etc. The $30,000
due the city in tax arrears had to be
paid ‘off. Ten new cars would cost

| approximately $50,000 and the balance

of the $270,000 would be devoted to
rebuilding present worn out lines and
making extensions, It was desired
that the road be made to pay during
the coming year and the Mayor be-
!ieved that “this would eventuate, If
1L was' necessary, financial arrange-
ments’ could be made with the Bank
of Montreal so that the city could
taks the road over at an earlier date
than June 30, if necessary,

The present council, said his Wo:-
ship was elected on a municinai
ownership platform. He had bean
elected on that himself. Now it was
up to the people to say whether thev
were in earnest or not when they
elected this council to represent them
He had faith in the people that they
would carry the by-law.

The Mayor said he wundersto>d
typewritten reports emanating fron
certain well known qnarters were b>-
ing circulated, showing how mu:h
Jrantford would go in the hole - by
the operation. of the street railway.
There was a motive ' behind - thes:.

For himself, as a ratepayer, he had
sufficient information to show that‘t
was in the interests: of the city of
Brantford to take over the road aid
run it. If the people did not want to
operate it; it could be turned overto
a private company very easily at'a
profit to the city on theprxce at pras-
ent offered.

The Mayor’s remarks were listened
to with interest, and the council wes
unanimous in endorsing the same!

Ald Ward wanted to know if the’

She Was Sent Out as a Spy
by President Lincoln

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The life of I’resident Lincoln is so
thoroughly identitied with the four
gears of war—the last four years of
nis earthly existence—that we are not
iccustomed to think of him in any
sther conpection. During that brief
seriod we see himn under many lights—
gow he is endeavoring by wise diplo-
macy to prevent foreign governments
from intervening between the north
and the south to insure the separation
of the states and ou the same day
gives to a woman of low degree the
iife of her son, who has been sentenced
to be shot for desertion; at one mo-
ment be is urging the generals to move
their armies aguinst the enemy; the
next be is sending out an individual—
a girl in her teens perhaps—te bring
him information of the Confederates.

It is this last named field tbat con-
nects Mr. Lincoln especially with the
romance in adventures of the war.

A secret service bureau was organ-
ized, with headguarters at the capital,
by AHan Pinkerton. It was his busi-
ness to provide and equip spies, but it
was Mr. Lincoln who laid out their
work for them. He told them what
information he needed. and it was
their part to get it for him. The risk
they ran was very great., and their pay
—when they worked for pay—was pro-
portionately large.

Possibly the most successful of Mr.
Lincoln's spies—that is, considering the
importance of the information obtain-
ed—was a young woman. Kate Beale
had lived in Richmond, the capital of
the Confederacy, and during her resi-
dence there had naturally become fa-
miliar with the place and taken on the
accent peculiar to Virginia. Moreover,
she was supposed. to sympathize with
the southern cause. She was at the
time of Mr. Lincoln's incumbency the
only support of an invalid mother and
found it difticult to provide the neces-
sary supplies. ’

It occurred to Miss Beale that she
might put ber knowledge of Richmond
to advantage by going there and bring-
ing informatien to.the federal govern-
ment. True, if she were caught in
such work she was liable to suffer
death or at least be kept in a southern
prison till the end of the war, leaving
her mother withont either support or
attendance. . She went to Allan Pin-
kerton and told him of the advantages
she possessed for secret service work
at Richmond and found him a willing
listener.

But Pinkerton before employing her
must make sure of her tidelity to the
Union cause. She proposed to deceive
her friends in Richmond, but she might
if she chose deceive those in Washing-
ton, for ber plan was to offer her serv-
ices to the Confederate government to
go to Washington and bring back in-
formation for President Davis. Wash-
ington was full of southerners ready to
convey information to the Confederate
government, and it was difficult to tell
who could be trusted.

Pinkerton pretended to trust Miss
Beale. but before employing her sent
decoys to her to try to draw from her
a betrayal in case she intended to
work for the Confederacy instead of
the Union. She .stood all these tests.
and at last Pinkerton. becoming satis-
fied that she was to be trusted. sent
her to President Lincoln. This was in
the spring of 'G5, when the war was
drawing to a close.

On arriving at the White House she
was admitted to a room, in which she
found Mr. Lincoln alone. He bad a
very simple but very important work
for her.

“Mr. Pinkerton informs me.” he said.
“that you are familiar with Richmond.
[ am anxious to learn what provisions
they have there on which to subsist in
case .our armies surround and cut off
their lines of supplies. It will be your
part to take notice of their depots, to
see how well filled they are and if nec-
essary, or you can do so without too
much risk, learn what they have
from officials. My object is to dis-
cover whether they are in condition to
stand a siege or must surrender in case
General Grant, who is south of them
at Petersburg, captures the place, cut-
ting off their omly communications
southward.”

Miss Beale understood perfectly what
was required of her and its value if
executed. Mr. Lincoln sent her off
with. a *“God bless you and bring you
back safely from your perilons work.”

Citizens were occasionally passing to
and fro.-between the lines. and Miss
Beale. having President Lincoln's pass,
had no trouble in getting to Rich-
mond. She pretended to be bitter
against the Federal government and se-
curing the acquaintance of the wife of
the officer in charge of the commissary
department of the Confederate capital
was introduced to him as a person who
was anxious-to serve the Confederate
cause. She asked the commissary how
she could aid in the matter of getting
supplies into the Confederacy from the
north. She was taken to President
Davis for a reply 2nd held a confer-
ence with him and the commissary
general in the executive mansion.

There were bhut two ways by which
supplies could be introduced into the
gﬁl’udgmcx from the outside—block-

ade running and landing a vessel at
some point not guarded by Federal
troops. The former of these ethods
was the common one. Miss Beale sald
that she, knew Coufederate sympathiz-
ars in Baltimore who would be glad to,
send a load of provisions to some point |
on the Virginia shore if they could be
sssured that the ship would be met by
1 Confederate force. It isnota bundred
miles down Chesapeake bay to North
Cumberland county, Va., and there
were many convenient points on the
f*otomac and the bay for landing. Mr.
Davis and the commissary general
were much pleased with Miss Beale's
plan und spent some time conferring
together in her presence as to the most
vonvenient place for them to seid a
force to meet the ship bringing them.

All this was but a cloak for the spy
to learn of the avallable stock of pro-
visions in Richmond and to secure a
return to the north. \While the matter
was pending she learned that there
were very few commissary stores in
Richmond, and if General Grant should
cut the only line of supply still open—
that through Petersburg—the capital
of the Confederacy would be obliged
to surrender.

At last, a point for landing supplies
by the fictitious Baltimore sympathiz-
ers having been agreed upon, Miss
Beale was given a pass to go through
the lines and resolved on her departure
the nest day.

But now at the last moment a danger
came up in a singular coincidence. A
Confederate spy was in Richmond who
was piaying the same game on the
IFederal that she was playing on the
Confederate government. It happened
that this person had seen Miss Beale
coming out of Allan Pinkerton's office
in Washington. Whether he remem-
bered just when and where he had
seen her. or whether he was not quite
sure of it, she knew at once by the
scrutiny with which he looked at her
that she was in danger.

All her faculties were concentrated
on losing the man or his losing her be-
fore he could take any decided action.
Appearing not to notice his interest
in her, she walked on till espying an
empty cab she called the driver and
entered it.

And now comes one of the most re-
markable cases of assurance under
peril that have ever been manifested
by either man or woman. With light-
ning rapidity she formed her plan.

“Drive me to the executive mansion,”
she called to the driver. '

She was whirled away, but a glance
at the man she was trying to avold
assured her that he was watching her,
though he was endeavoring to make it
appear that he was not, and when she
reached the mansion and alighted at
the door she saw him hurrying after
her. Entering the house, she asked
for the president and was shown to
the anteroom to wait her turn for an
audience. She had nothing to. com-
municate to Mr. Davis, her object be-
ing to indicate to the man who follow-
ed her that she had business with the
government. Finally, when she thought
this bad been effected, she determined
to make an exit.

If her shadower were outside walit-
ing for her, she felt that she was lost.
Her heart was in her throat as she
passed from the house. She dare not
look about her, but so far as she conld
see the man had vanished. At any
rate., she saw nothing of him. If he
were still shadowing her he was keep-
ing ont of sight.

But she must seek safety in flight.
A few miles from Richmond to the
southward are the battlefields fought
over by Lee and McClellan during the
peninsular campaign. Miss Beale di-
rected the cabman to drive out to
these fields. Having reached her desti-
nation she dismissed the cabman and
started for Fortress Monroe, some sev-
enty miles to the southeastward.

The story of this journey, on foot, by
wagon, by boat on the James river, is
a romance in itself. It was a flight
from prison, a flight from the halter.
At last, worn with fatigue and ex-
posure, the fugitive reached the fort.

General
Grant was hammering at Petersburg
and was destined a month later to cap-
ture the place. So Mr. Lincoln was as-
sured by Miss Beale's report that as
soon as Grant had finished his work
the capital of the Confederacy would
be at the disposal of the Federal gov-
ernment and that the end of the war
was in sight.

Kate Beale was well paid for her
work. Indeed, she received enough to
supply her mother’'s and ber own wants
for a long time to come., Luckily, the
war soon after ber exploit ended. or
doubtless the fascination of the danger
involved would have led her to risk her
life again. But the pitcher that goes
often to the well is at last broken.

Such episodes as this have connect-
ed Mr. Lincoln’s name with adventur-
ous story.
