Temperance Legislature in Massa-
chusetts.

For years Local Option has prevailed
in this state. Ancually each town and
city decides by vote whether the sale
of liquor shall be licensed within its
bounds for the next twelve months.
The towns habitually vote “No,” A
few of the cities do the same; for instance,
Malden, Somerville and Cambridge:
Others vote “Yes” habitually, In others
the forces are so evenly divided that
“Yes” is sometimes triumphent, and
sometimes “No,”

Lately there has been added to our
temperance legislation a statute making
81000 the minimum fee for a licence to
sell intoxicating liquors as a beverage,
and limiting the number of licensed
dealers in any community to oune for
each thousand of the population, In
Boscon, however, one is allowed for
every 500 of the population. One year
ago many believed that the solution of
the liquor] problem had been reached,

A revolution in potato culturc is
likely to be occasioned by the remark-
able results in the American Agricul
turist Prize Crop Competition. That
magazine & year ago offered prizcs
aggregating nearly 810,000 for the
largest yield on one measured acre cach
of wheai, oats, corn and potatoes, The
oat award for a crop of 135 bushels in
the Dgcember issue whetted farmers’
expertations for big results in the pota-
to class, They are not disappointed,
for the grand prize goes to a crop of
738 bushels 25 pounds of the Dakota
Red, grown on one acre of strong clay
loam, in Aroostook eounty, Me,, man-
ured with a ton of special potato fertil-
izer. The twelve prige-winning erops
averaged within a fraction of 500
bushels per acre, and the first 100
crops averaged 3264 bushels per acrc,
These details are all the more remark-
able when we remember that the aver-
age product per acre in the whole
United Btates the past year was only
76 bughels of potatoes, These prize
