THE BUDGET SPEECH.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell's Clear, Con-
cise and Masterly

EYPOSITION OF PROVINCIAL FINANCES,

A )
On Moving the Legislature into Supply.

In submiting his financial statement for
the year 1894 and the estimates for 1895,
Hon. Mr. Mitchell said he would endeav-
or to discharge the duty devolving upon
him as clearly and concisely as possible.
fact that the past year had been a fairly
He thought he could, at th& outset, con-
gratulate the house and country upon the
successful one throughout the province.
The great farming industry had been fair-
ly prosperous; the harvests had been
good, and the farmers were facing the
winter hopefully. The lumber industry
had been somewhat depressed but the
outlook was mow improving. In com-
mercial circles the depresgion existing in
other parts of the world had been felt 1o
some extent, but in view of the financial
distress reported from other countries this
province had little to complain of. He re-
ferred to a wﬁyersation he had heard a-
mong a number of commercial travellers,
who agreed that

BUSINESS HAD BEEN BETTER

during the past year in New Brunswick
than in any part of Canada, or in any
part of the United States in which they
had travelled. Although very few for-
eigners were coming to our country to
settle, yet we had a better class coming,
namely, many of the people who had left
this province years ago and gone to live
in distant lands, who were now returning
to the land of their birth, satisfied that
after all there were many places in the
world worse than the province of New
Brunswick. (Applause) We could not
hope to obtain any considerable share of
the imigration from the old country here,
for the saying of the poet was a true one :
“ westward the tide of empire takes its
way.” For many years this tendency
had been exhibited not only in this prov-
ince, but in all the maritime provinces,
and in the New England States. In the
states of Maine, New Hampshire and
Vermont there were three deserted farms
to-day for every one to be found here.
Then again there was a tendency on the
part of steamship and railway companies
who were doing all they could to indace
travel over their lines, to draw the imi-
grants as far as possible to the west. That
had been going on for years, and as long
as it was the case little was t6 be hoped
for from immigration in this provincesHe
did not believe in advertising in the old
country the fact that we had deserted
farms here, as it was calculated to send
the people elsewhere. Our object should
be rather

TO BUILD UP OUR OWN COUNTRY

and keep our young men at home, and
make the farming profession attractive,
When we are able to produce our own
pork, our own beef, and to export some-
thing to other countries, these tacts will
do more-for us than all the clap-trap guide
books that could be published. Then we
will see the young men and young women
who have left our province come back to
it —one of whom is worth a dozen foreign
immigrants.

Turning to the subject of the financial
condition of the province, Mr. Mitchell
said at the end of the fiscal year of 1893
the bonded indebtedness of the province
amounted $2,628,000. During the past
year there had been very little railway
building, and to his mind if there had
been less for many years past it would
have been better for the province and for
its financial position. Many useless roads
had been built, and a large amount of the
credit of the province had been pledged
for them. The increase of bonded in-
debtedness during the past year had been
$47,000, which was incurred for the build-
ing of the Woodstock bridge. At the
present time the total bonded debt of the
province was $2,675,000. During the year
$30,000 of bonds bearing 6 per cent.
interest had been redeemed, and replaced
by four per cent bonds, which were sold a
little above par. This was the best possi-
ble evidence that the financial.position
of the province was good. Many paople
are prone to eay that under the present
dominion government the financial stand-
ing of the dominion had been s.-riously
impaired ; the fact, however, that Mr.
Foster was able to float a loan recently
upon such favorable terms was the best
possible answer to this criticism. The
same was true as to the position of New
Brunswick. No bonds of any of the
provinces

ARE MORE EAGERLY SOUGHT FOR

those of this province. During the com-
ing year about $109,000 of debentures
bearing 6 per cent. interest would fall due,
which would be taken up and replaced by
four per cents. From year to year the
average rate of interest paid by the
province had been decreasing. Yearsago
the province was paying an average of 6
per cent. upon its loans; now the average
was a little over 4} per cent.

In 1892 the floating indebtedness of the
province was $146,016.79; in 1893 it was
$125,296.58 ; last year it was back to very
nearly the figure of 1892, or $146,483.61.
This increase over the figure for 1893 was
more than accounted for in the over ex-
penditure in the public works department.
During last year a large number of steel
bridges had been huilt, such as the Doug-
lastown bridge which cost $4,546.42 the
Cusiack bridge costing $7,274.51, the El-
gin bridge costing $4,735.97, and the St.
George bridge which had cost last year
$2,611.25; this wae not the whole cost of
the latter structure, but a balance paid
upon it. Then there were the St. Stephen
bridges purchased by the government in
conjunction with the city of Calais, and
upon which the sum of $9,974,93 had
been paid, making in all $29,143,08 ex-
pended upon permanent steel structures.
These bridges had stone superstructures
and were properly chargeable to capital
account. In addition to these in the
county of Kent there had been some
bridges” built which ought properly to be
charged to capital account, because they
would last for generations, aed it was not
right that the whole charge should be
borne by the revenue at the present time.
Had the amount thus expended upon
permanent bridges been charged to capi-
tal account, instead of their being an in-
c¢rease in the floating indebtedness this
year, there would have been a decrease
of $7,926.05.

Turning to the current revenue account
of the year, Mr. Mitchell said the govern-
ment had estimated that the revenue

1
! would amount to $650,069.68. The actual
receipts, of course, were onmly for ten
months, and amounted to $619,297.87. It
was absurd to say, as some hon. members
had said, that the government had any
advantage to derive by way of financial
showirg becauss of changing the term of
the fiscal year. Everyone would ac-
knowledge that when the fiscal year was
made to terminate with the calender
year, the sessions of the house were held
too late in the season, and the lumber-
men, farmers and merchants in the house
found that it, seriously interfered with
their varioas operations. The govern-
ment had made the change without the
slightest thought as to what the effect
would be on the financial statement. It
would of course be difficult to contrast
the expenditure for the ten months of
1894 with that of the full term of 1895.

Dr. Stockton—You must have a state-
ment of the expenditures and receipts for
the months of November and December.
Let us have them.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell—They will be duly
brought down; I have not got them at
the present time. There had certainly
been a serious falling off in the revenue,
which asjgveryone was aware was.due to.
the decrease in the territorial revenue.
The estimated expenditures for the year
were $669,372.48; the actual outlay was
$661,521.28. The largest item of over-ex-
penditure had been upon great roads and
bridges, namely $30,593.10, of which
amount, however, as he had already
pointed out, $29,143.08 had been expended
on permanent bridges, which should
properly be charged to capital account,
In 1893 his memory was that the board of
works over expenditure had been $33,000.
It would seem almost impossible to keep
this expenditure within bounds. Con-
tinual claims for new bringes were being
made upen the chief commissioner, and
of course these works were of public
necessity. No hon. member would ven-
ture to say that any of these were un-
necessary bridges. It was also to be noted
that the cost of labor and of material was
increasing from year to year. Twenty-
five years ago the very best and most
durable of lamber for the construction of
bridges could be had at a reasonable
figure right in our own province. That
day had gone by ; the quality of pime now
cut was inferior and_little better than
spruce, and bridges built from such ma-
terial

MUST BE VERY SHORT LIVED.

If Southern pine is used is it expensive,
and very often it happens to be bled, and
then is very little better than our own
common pine or spruce. Then again
there was the tendency to unload upon
the government as much as possible the
responsibility for the care of roads and
bridges. In many counties the statute
labor is done in a very perfunctory man-
ner. A good deal had been said in the
press as to money being wasted in the
department of public works. - He had
represented the county of Charlotte for a
good many years—and he did not sup-
pose that the moral tone of that county
was much higher than that of other coun-
ties—and he had yet to learn of an in-
stance of the fraudulent expenditure of
money inghat county through the board
of works. It was easy matter to make
these charges in the press, but they had
abgolutely no foundation. He did not
believe that any of his colleages from
Charlotte had made any money out of the
construction of bridges there. A very
fine bridge had been built at St. Stephen
—next to the Woodstock bridge the finest
structure in the province.

Mr. Powell — What was the cost of it?

Hon. Mr. Mitchell —I think some-
where in the neighborhood of $30,000.
Only a portjon of that was included in
this year’s account. The city of Calais
had paid half and paid it cheerfully too;
the citizens of that town were taxed di-
rectly for it. And though that large ex-
penditure had been going on right under
his very nose —and he did not pretend to
be a better man than some of the hon.
gentlemen opposite — he had been unable
to steal a dollar out of it yet. (Laughter)

An hon. member — TheYankees watch-
ed you too closely.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said it had been
charged in the press that a big steal had
been made in connection with the repair-
ing of the suspension bridge at St. John.
The gravamen of the charge — the partic-
ular point sought to be driven into the
minds of the people — was, not that the
money had been stolen, but that it had
been stolen and put into an election fund.
(Hear, hear)

Dr. Stockton — There was an election
going on at that particular time.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell —There never has
been an election held in this province but
that there was some public work under
construction at the same léime. Bridges
were being built all the tithe. Was it to be
expected that because an election was com-
ing on, the chief commissioner should at
once order all work to be stopped? Well,
the evidence had all been taken in regard
to the suspension bridge—and he was
glad to hear the leader of the opposition
and other hon. gentlemen give the chief
commissioner credit for the impartial
manner in which he had conducted it —
and he had yet to know of it being said,
or insinuated, through the press or other-
wise,

THAT ONE DOLLAR OF THAT MONEY

went into any election fund. (Hear, hear)
There was a time when the present lead-
er of the opposition dispensed a good deal
of public money in the city and county of
St. John, yet no one thought of accusing
bim of appropriating any money for elec-
tion purposes, though some of the work,
such as the cutting down of the Jordon
Hill, was going on just about election
times.

Passing on, Mr. Mitchell said the am-
ount expended last year for the ten
months upon the administration of justice
was $10,543,93. The outlay for the whole
year would be less than the estimate, and
very much less than it was in 1893. There
was cause for congratulation that the
| province had been fairly free from serious
crime during the year. There were no
very lengthy trials, and the criminal bus-
iness was attended to by the crown offic
ers. The expenditure for jury fees had
been lessened by the legislation of last
session, by which provision was made for
the trial of causes by the judge without
the intervention of a jury.

There had been expended upon agri-
culture during the ten months $14,651.43.
Of this amount, the agricultural society
grants had amounted to $8,150; interest
and insurance, $1,380; dairying associa-
tion, $2,400; farmers’ and dairymen’s re-
port, $150. A part of that report had been
bound up with the agricujtural report, and
the government had 1000 extra copies
struck off at the request of the farmers’
and Jdairymen’s association, for general
distribution. The traveling dairies cost
$1,690.52 ; secretary’s salary, $833.33 ; hand
book and register, $47.58. There were

other amounts expended in the interest
of agriculture, amounting to $1,666.17,
namely, the herd book, $507.40; agricul-
tural report, $1,107.77, and a few other
small items. The entire amount expend-
ed on agriculture, therefore, was $16,317.60.
The agricultural work of the year by the
department had been conduncted on the
same line as in previous years.

Mr. Powell—The auditor’s report says
that the amount was $14,600.

Hon. Mr. Mitehell—Well, 1 have point-
ed out other amounts aggregating $1,666
that were expended in the interest of ag-
riculture. There had been a disposition
on the part of some hon. members to .bé:
little the work done for agriculture by the
government. The latter were satisfied to
be judged by the results. There was a
disposition to claim that the work had
all been done by the dominion govern-
ment, and that the local government had
simply performed the function of fifth
wheel to the coach. The government
acknowledged thankfully the great ser-
vices which had been rendered by Prof.
Robertson. It was his duty—and he did
it with pleasure—to instruct the people of
the different provinces. But he (Mitchell)
‘wonld appeal to-hon. members to sy how
many factories would have been establigh-
ed in the province bat for the assistance
given by the locol government ? He would
appeal to the hon. member for Westmor-
land, who always took a most active in-
terest in agriculture, to say what the
opinien of his constituents was.

Mr. Killam—They say they would have
had no factories but for the subsidy given
by the local government.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said whatever might
be the opinion of the opposition, the
people of the country knew and fully rec-
ognized the credit due the government for
its unceasing efforts on behalf of the
farmer. Wherever you went throughont
the province the beneficial results were
visible of the importation of horses, sheep
and cattle made in 1887 and 1888. No
doubt fault was found in some sections,
but this would always be the case. He
was satisfied that the people of the great
county of Carleton, than which no county
had received more benefit from the agri-
cultural policy of the government, would
say, though they had sent the hon. mem-
ber (Atkinson) to the house to oppose the
government, that the governmeut had
done a good work in the interest of agri-
culture. A few years ago the province
was importing butter and cheese, and the
only cheese factories doing) anything at
all were in the county of Carleton. Today
there are 33 factories in operation in this
provinee, producing 894,200 pounds of
cheese, eleven of which factories ‘were
built last year; and seven creameries pro-
ducing 128,95¢ pounds of butter, two of
which were built last year. The increase
of butter made in 1894 was 57,413 pounds,
of cheese 308,311 pounds. Last year, in-
stead of importing cheese as formerly, the
province exported from Montreal for Eng-
land 150,000 pounds of cheese, valued at
$14,437.50; to the West Indies 50,000
pounds ; to Liverpool direct 3,000 pounds;
to Newfoundland 2,000 pounds; and in
addition to that the merchantsof St. John
shipped a considerable quantity of cheese
to the southern and western counties of
Nova Scotia. Of butter there was shipped
(from Halifax) 40,000 pounds, valued at
$7,800, making in all a dairy export of
$27,712. It may be said that this is not a
large sum, but it is a large sum when it is

considered that three years ago nearly all

the cheese used in this province
WAS IMPORTED FROM ONTARIO.

During the year the government had
had in their employ John Robertson,
who had devoted all his time and energy
to dairy work, and who was peculiarly
well adapted thereto; also Mr. Alward of
Butternut Ridge, with a travelling dairy ;
and in addition to sending Prof. Robertson
down here to lecture, the dominion goy-
ernment had -sent a couple of gentlemen
through the province with a portable
dairy. Mr. Mitchell quoted from a letter
written by Hodgson & Sons, a large cheese®
dealing firm in Great Britain, showing the
very high position taken by New Bruns-
wick cheese in that market. With regard
to our creameries, the difficulty was to
find a sufficient market. Asyet our Cana-
dian butter does not rank with the Danish
product in England, and it was to be hoped
that the dominion government, with the
greater resources at their disposal, would
bend their energies to securing a market
for Canadian butter on the otfer side of
the water. For the present, his opinion
was that it would be much better for our
farmers to invest in cheese factories than
in creameries.

In the past, Mr. Mitchell said, the
present government had endeavored to do
what they could to improve the different
breeds of cattle in the province, and to
assist the farmers in grading up their
present stock. It was impossible to carry
on dairy farming successfully without
good breeds of cattle, and there was no
use in our farmers having good breeds of
cattle unless they were educated ;to take
care of them properly. It was the in-
tention of the government in the very near
future to make a further andrlarge im-
portation of cattle, and he hoped also of
sheep and swine. The necessity for such
importation was becoming more and more
apparent. He was glad to know that a
great increased interest was being taken
by the farmers in the question of breeding
and feeding good stock. The time was
not far distant when the province of New
Brunswick would occupy as good a position
as any other in the dominion in this
branch of industry. (Applause.) In On-
tario the work was commenced twenty-
five years ago, in Quebec a few years ago.
In the latter province wonderful progress
had been made, in part owing to the
interest taken by the clergy, as was the
case in some of the counties in this
province. In Prince Edward Island very
rapid progress has been made, owing to
the very great interest taken by the do-
_minion government in the matter. Possi-
bly the reason the dominion government

MR. EMMERSON'Sx\ ADDRESS.

In the Legislature in the Debate on the
Address,

In the debate on the address in the

local legislature last week, Hon. Mr. Em--

merson, Chief Commissioner, followed
Dr. Atkinson. He said the government
did not look with any disfavor upon the
hon, member’s presence, and he thought
the Attorney General had correctly voiced
his own sentiments, as well as those
of his colleagues and supporters. Mr.
Emmerson fhought the house should
look at the amendment that had\ been
proposed more seriously than some hon.
members had done. It was to be hoped
that no hon. gentleman really wished the
house to place itself on record in such &
way that it would be the laughing stock
of the country. Did anyone ever hear of
any person being tried by any court upon

a-Bynopsis of evidence published in the
press. If the argument of these hon.

ntlemen as well founded, it would be
sufficient for juries to remain in their
homes and after reading the comments
and synoptical reports of the newspapers
convict or acquit as the case may be. Did
they presume to tell the house that it was
well informed as to the evidencefgiven at
the investigation? The hon-gentleman
opposite had acquitted him of all attempt
to shut out evidence. That evidence
would shortly be placed before the house
and country. As long as human nature
remains as it is, governments must always
be dependent upon the integrity and
honesty of public servants. The country
must to a certain extent take the chance
of their being honest or dishonest. The
amendment was a childish one, and he
did not think it was the duty of the peo-
ple’s representatives to come here and
play at legislation. ' The mere fact that a
measure would do no harm was no argu-
ment whatever for its passage. Mr. Pitts
had stated there was too much tinkering
with legislation. and yet he was willing to
place upon the statute books a measure
concerning which he had no information

to point out where there was a loop hole

in the law.

Dr. Stockton — There was a pretty big
loop-hole down at the suspension bridge.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson said this would
have to be done under any circumstances
where men were entrusted with authority
to make repairs upon public structures.
The house should not trifle with the time
of'the people of this country talking over
proposed amendments, with no remedy
suggested and no evidence adduced. The
leader of the opposition had referred to
the editor of the Globe as beinga very
kindly friend of the present administra-
tion. No doubt upon the same principle
he regards the hon. member for Carleton
as a friend of the government because of
his kindly and candid criticisms of their
conduct.” The hon. member had referred

eges of the people under our institutions,
He had wazxed eloquent over the delay in
issuing the writ in Carleton county. What
did he have to say as to the delay in issu-
ing the writ for Quebec West on the part
of the dominion government ?

Dr. Stockton —I say the writ should
have been issued.

‘Hon. Mr. Emmerson — Then why did
you not condemn the Dominion govern-
ment? The hon. member shouid make
some slight show of being consistent.
He (Emmerson) hoped the house had
heard the last about the delay in issuing
‘the writ for Carleton. It was well known
that up to the night previous to the
opening of the legislature Hon. Mr. Con-
nell was in Fredericton and that he took
part as 3 member of the executive at that
time. Surely he could not then have re-
signed. /Passing on Mr. Emmerson said’
that to the provincial government of this
province was due almost wholly the erec-
tion of the cheese and butter factories
throughout the different counties, because
of the subsidies granted from the provin-
cial treasury. The leader of the opposi-
tion was incorrect in saying that omly
$4,000 was granted last year, the fact being
that $4,000 was granted under authority
of the legislature and $2,000 under the
law.

Dr. Stockton — Yes, but that was $2,000
less than the year before.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson — But you wanted
it to go to thie country that the amount
that was being given was only $4,000.
The hon. member for York had stated
that he did not believe in a government
which legislated for the classes and not
for the masses, and yet he lauded to the
skies the Dominion government which
legislates for the classes. He had criticis-
ed the government because it was' doing
nothing to promote immigration. The
policy and object of this government was
to keep at home the young men who be-
longed to the country. The Dominion
government had been spending many
thousands of dollars in bringing over
stvamship loads of immigrants who, after
their arrival, passed over into the United
States. Some years ago this province had
sent over to England Mr. Edward Jack, a
very competent and able gentleman, who
thoroughly knew the capabilities of the
provinces. Afterwards Mr. Boyce was
sent over, and what was the result of his
mission? The result was that that not a
single farmer was brought into the pro-
vince as a result of that expenditure. The
establishing of the settlement of Balmoral,
in Restigouche, had cost the people of this
country $200,000, and he was informed
that only five of the men who were placed
there were now in the country. The
Dominion government had been for years
expending millions of dollars for the pur-
pose of -building up the Northwest. If
the hon. gentlemen opposite would use
their influence to induce the Dominion
government to devote their attention to
these maritime provinces and the desert-
ed farms here, it might inure to our ad-
vantage, Some four or five years ago he
(Emmerson) in conjunction with other
gentlemen, had prepared pamphlets and
had them translated into Danish and dis-
tributed throughout Denmark for the
purpose of gecuring settlers upon deserted
farms in Westmorland and Albert, but nd
response had ever been received. These:
experiences showed that the efforts of
the government should be applied to
keeping the people in the country who
were now here, by aiding the farming and
other natural industries of the province
in every possible way. ;

Mr. Emmerson said he would be sorry.
to think that the hon. member for Carle-
ton had such an opinion of the members
of the governinent as he had expressed in
his card. He feared that he had become

member was calm when he wrote that
card, it must have been that kind of calm-
ness which amounts to a mania. He

THE MANITOBA SCHOOL MATTER:
L

\
Eistory of the Case Which Will Play an
Important Part in the Domonion
Elections.

The litigation growing out of the Man-
school legislation has been long, tedious
and expensive. It has had a worse feat-
ure still, for it has done much to keep
alive racial and religiousanimosities. The
-story of the contention of the provincial
government of Manitoba on the one hand
for asystem of common public schools, and
of the Roman Catholic minority on the
other for separate denominational schools,
would be a long one if told with all its de-
tails of legal procedure. The essential
facts of the matter are as follows:

In 1870 the federal parliament passed
the Manitoha Act providing for the admit-
tance of that province into the Canadian
confederation. The section of that Act
conferring provincial jurigdiction in edu-
cational matters reads as follows:

“In and for the province, the legislat-
ure may exclusively make laws in relation
to education, subject and according to the
following provision : Nothing in any such
‘law shall prejudicially affect any right or
privilege with respect to denominational
schools which any class of persons have
by law or practice in the province at the
union.”

A school law was passed by the first leg-
islature of Manitoba providing for Protes-
tant and Catholic schools, to be supported
by their own section of the community.
In 1890 the Greenway government se-
cured the passing’of an Act that appropri-
ated all school taxes, whether from Prot-
estants or Catholics, to the support of a
common school system, which was by the
same Act established. Out of that Act
and its enforcement has arisen all the lit-
igation that now for the second time has
been adjudicated upon by the Imperial
Privy Council.

SUIT ENTERED BY THE CITY OF WINNIPEG. -

When the city of Winnipeg took steps
to collect school taxes from the Roman
Catholics the latter resisted payment and
began an action to contest the consitution-
ality of the Act. They contended that
when Manitoba entered confederation
they were in the enjoyment of separate
schools sustained voluntarily and that
under the section of the Manitoba Act,
quoted above, this privilege was guaran-
teed them ; thatthe legislature did not
possess the power to pass an Act affecting
any right or privilege with respect to de-
rominational schools which any class en-
joyed at the time Manitoba .entered the
union. . In support of this they also ap-
pealed to section 93 of the; British North
American Act: e

“In and for each province the legislat-
ure may exclusively make laws in relation
to education, subject to the following pro-
vigion: Nothing in any such law shall
prejudicially affect any right or privilege
with respect to denominational schqols
which any class of persons have by law
in the province at the union;”

The provincial government replied:
first, \ghat the Briti‘sh North American
Act did not apply to; Manitoba, because
that province was nq/t a part of the €an-
adian confederation when the Act was
passed. That was purely a question of
law. For asecond defence they contended
that whether or not the British North
American Act applied to Manitoba, the
Roman Catholics could not maintain a
separate school system exempt from pro-
vincial interferance, because such school
system did not exist prior to 1871, when
Manitoba entered the union. and it was
only such pre-existing schools that had

‘been guaranteed to any denomination.

This second answer was therefore one of
fact : did the Roman Catholic minority
passess a separate school system prior to
the entrance of Manitoba into confeder-
ation?

The courts of Manitoba sustained the
provincial government, but the Supreme
Court of Canada reversed the decision and
declared the Act unconstitutional. In
turn this judgment was reversed by the
Imperial Privy Council, so that the final
decision held the Act to be corstitutional
and did away with separate schools i’
Manitoba.

But the minority did not let the mate"*
ter rest here. They asked the federal
goyernment to give remedial legislation, -
basing their demand upon the following
section of the British North American
Act:

“ An appeal shall be to the Governor-
General-in-Council from any Act or de-
cision of the legislature. of the - province,
or of any provincial authority, affecting
any right or privilege of the Protestant or
Roman Catholic minority of the Queen’s
subjects in relation to education. .. .. .. ..
In every case the parliament of Canada
may make remedial laws for the due ex-
ecution of the provisions of this section.”

QUESTIONS SUBMITTED TO THE SUPREME
COURT. e

The federal government thereupon pre-
pared a case of six questions and asked
the Supreme Court to give a judgment of
interpretation to be rendered before fed-
eral remedial legislation would be attempt-
ed. The case submitted was as follows :

1. Ts the appeal referred to in the said
memorials and petitions of the Roman
Catholic minority, and asserted thereby,
such an apbeal as is permissable by sub-
section 3 of section 23 of the British North
American Act, 1867, or by sub-section 2 of
section 22 of the Manitoba Act, 33 Vic-
toria,’(1870) chapter 3, Canada ?

2.. Are the grounds set forth in the pet=
itions and memorials snch as may be sub-
ject of appeal under the authorities of the
sub-sections above referred to, or either of
them ?

3. Do the decigions of the judicial com-
mittee of the Privy Council, in the case of
Barrett vs. the city of Winnipeg, and Lo-
gan vs. the city of Winnipeg, dispose of or
conclude the application or redress based -
on the contention that the rights of the
Roman Catholic minority, which acceded
to them after the union, under the stat-
utes of the province, have been interfered
with by the two statutes of 1890, com-
plained of in the said petitions and mem-
orials?

4. Does sub-section 3 of section 93 of the
British North American Act, 1867, apply
to Manitoba?

5. Has His Excellency the Governor-
General-in-Council power to make the
declarations or remedial orders which are
asked for in the said memorials and pet-
itions, assuming the material facts to be as
stated therein, or has His Excellency the
Governor-General-in-Council any other
jurisdiction in the premise ?

6. Did the Acts of Manitoba relating to
education, passed prior to the session of
1890, confer on, or continue to, the mi-
nority a “right or privilege in relation to
education ” within the meaning of sub-
section 4 of section 22 of the Manitoba
Act, or establish a system of separate or
digsentient schools within the meaning of
sub-section 3 of section 93 of the British
North American Act, 1867 Is said sec-
tion to be found to be applicabte to-Mani-
toba, and, if so, did the two Acts of 1890
complained of, or either of them, affect
any right or privilege of the minority in
such a manner that an appeal will lie
thereunder to the Governor-General-in-
Council ?

On February 26, 1894, the Supreme
Court rendered its judgment of interpre-
tation, holding that the Roman Catholic
minority had no ground upon which to
ask remedial legislation ; the court stand-
ing three to two, Mr. Justice Sedgwick
taking no part in the case as he had as-
sisted in its preparation while deputy min-
ister of justice.

From this decision the Roman Catholic
minority appealed to the Imperial Privy
Council, and it is upon that appeal that
judgment has just been rendered, reversin
the judgment of the Supreme Court ans

declaring that the Roman Catholics of
Manitoba have the right to ask remedial

legislation from the Dominion Parliament,
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THE BUDGET SPEECH.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell’s budget speech pub-
lished in our columns to-day will repay
careful perusal Its tone is buoyant and
hopeful, and in marked contrast to the
blue ruin utterances of such pessimists as
Mr. Powell and Dr. Stockton who, to
achieve a party triumph, are willing it
should go abroad as their deliberate
opinion that the provinge is going to the
dogs, possibly because -they and their
associates do not occupy the treasury
benches. It is true there was‘a small
defiicit in the last year's operations, but
it is smaller than that of the previous
year, and is due éntirely to the demand of
the people for greater assistance on their
roads and bridges. The government are
.constructing a large number of iron
bridges with solid masonry foundations—
permanent structures that will last for
generations, and Mr. Mitchell claims that
the cost of these erections might very
properly be charged to capital account
rather than to current account. They
have been built, however, from the ordin-
ary revenue from year to year, and ex-
plain the difficulty the government have
in ' keeping the expenditure down to
reasonable limits. Mr. Mitchell is able
to show care and economy in every
branch of the public service, and the Op-
position have not been able to point to
one item of expenditure which cannot be
fully justified. It is true the gentlemen
who are o ambitious to assume control
of the the treasury, have criticised the ten
cent items in the auditor general’s report ;
they have pointed out the wasteful ex-
travagance of the government in permit-
ting their employes to use steel pens and
type writing machines instead of goose
quills; they have grown eloquent over the
stationery and postage stamp expendi-
ture, and have apparently demanded the
dismissal of an old gentleman who re-
ceives $40 a year for making fires and
cleaning spittoons, but in the larger arena
—in discussing the great public expendi-
tures they have not made a single point
against the government.

If Dr. Stockton and his colleagues were
sincere and truthful, they would give the
government credit for conducting the
business of the country upon economical
methods. The administration challenges
the closest scrutiny, and is fully justified
in claiming that at no time iu the history
of New Brunswick has her public business
been more prudently and honestly con-
ducted than by the present government.

Mr. Mitchell ‘was able to remark with
pride and satisfaction on the stimulus the
local government policy has given to the
cheese and butter industry, as shown in
the agricultural report for 1894. There
are at present no less than twenty-seven
cheese factories in the province, where in
1891 there were only eight. In 1891 there
was but one creamery; now there seven
combined butter and cheese factores, and
four which ‘make butter only, or in all
forty-five butter and cheese factories as
against eight in 1891. Surely this is
progress and development for which the
local government may claim a fair share
of the credit. Does anybody suppose
that these factories would be in operation
today, but for the handsome bonuses ex-
tended to them by the local government ?
Yes, there is one person who pretends to
speak for the farmers of this county who,
ewhenvyer the dairy business is mentioned,
extends his neck and sneering declares it
a “fad.” Well, it is better to be called a
“fad” than a “ freak.”

But what have been the results from
the cheese and butter factories? In three
years the number of patrons has increased

om two hundred to twelve hundred, and
the value of the product from $18,000 to
$100,000. In 1891 the province imnorted
a great deal of cheese and some butter,
and exported neither butter nor cheese.
The exports- last year were $2,000 worth
of cheese and $8,000 worth of butter. Ten
cheese factories and five creameries were
established last year in eight counties.
Even the Sun, which is a bitter opposition
organ, is compelled to admit that the
growth of the co-operative cheese and
butter industry is a matter which is a
subject of congratulation to all who have
had anything worth while to do with it,
and that the provincial bonuses have
given the business the stimulus 1t re-
quired.

Who will say, then, that Mr. Mitchell
and the government are not entitled to a
full mecasure of credit from the farmers of
New Brunswick for their efforts to- de-
velop the cheese and butter industry.

There are g great many other points in
the provincial secretary’s very excellent
address which we might elaborate and
emphasize, but space will not permit_to-
day. We may add, however, that it was
a clear and concise exposition of provincial
finances, an honest presentation of the
facts, and an expression of confidence in
the future prosperity of this province.

ONLY A DOZEN.

It is rather a striking coincidence that
in both the New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia Assemblies the oppogition numbers
twelve, but our House is larger than theirs.
We have 41 members to their 38, so that
proportionately Premier Blair's majority
is larger than Premier Fielding’s, and the
latter’s, in all conscience, is large enough.
Without counting the speaker of either
House, the parties stand: New Bruns-
wick, government, 28; Opposition, 12.
Nova Scotia government, 25 ; Opposition,
12.

There is another point in which the
opposition in the two provinces strongly
resemble each other. Both are poorly
led. In the last election Mr. Cahan, who
was the Nova Scotia leader, was defeated
at the polls, and his successor is Dz Me-
Kay of Cape Breton, whe occupied a
similar position from 1886 to 1890, without
impressing anybody with his ability or
tact in.leading a party. We should like
to give a better certificate to Dr. Stockton,
who in many respects is a very amiable
young man, but who as a politician is a
great failure. We have no doubt Mr.
Blair’s hopes are,that aslong as he remains
premier,he may have Dr. Stockton leading
the opposing party, but there are rumors
that the doctor would be quite willing to
retarn to the government ranks, even to
feed on the husks, as the prodigal of old.
In that case the duty of leading the Op-
position would no doubt devolve on Mr.
Pinder, who, in the event of his party’s
success, would go into a new government
as provincial secretary and watch-dog of
the treasury.

A TORY CONVENTION.

Our Conservative friends announce that
they will hold a convention.ip this city
on Tuesday next to nominate a candidate
for parliament in place of Mr. Temple,
who will not again be in the field. The
announcement suggests a lot of interest-
ing things. Has Uncle Thomas really
bagged the senatorship? and if so, how
much has it cost him. He has run three
very expensive elections, but if he secures
a life seat in the upper chamber for him-
self, besides the appointment of his sons-
in-law to good positions in the civil ser-
vice, not to speak of the railway bridge
subgidy, this country will owe Mr.
Temple nothing.

We scarcely think, however, that our
Cor.gervative friends need bother coming
to the conventicn. If 1Tue HErALD is
correctly informed, the nomination has
already been arranged. That important
matter was attended to some weeks ago
when the Conservative delegation went
down to St. John and proffered the
nomination to Mr. Foster. The rank and
file of the party had nothing to do with
it; the leaders made the deal, and will
expect the party to ratify their act. That
is what is popularly known as machine
politics ;. and it flourishes wherever Con-
servatives are to. be found. AL

We have before pointed out that Mr.
Foster deserts Kings county because he
cannot secure re-election there, and it is a
poor compliment to York that the electors
of this old metropolitan constituency
should be invited to accept the castoff
representative of a rural constituency.
The story about Kings being too large a
county for Mr. Foster in his poor health
to canvas, is altogether too fresh for ac-
ceptance. As a matter of fact, Mr. Foster
has been travelling through Ontario and
Quebec for the past ten days, campaign-
ing, a wonderful feat for a sick man to at-
tempt. DMr. Fosterj is really suffering
from political sickness, and he thinks the
atmosphere of York will restore his vital-
ity, but in this he may be very much
mistaken. The peculiar form of Mr.
Foster’s political illness, is Domvillism;
which nearly fixed him in 1891, and fear-
ing a recurrence of the attack if he re-
mained in Kings, he is preparing to leave
that constituency.

It is certainly a most lamentable con-
fession of weakness and unpopularity on
his part. Fancy a minister of the crown
— the man standing second in the cabi-
net — with all the patronage and author-
ity of government at his disposal, admitt-
ing his inability to carry his native
county, which he* has represented for
twelve years. In the upper provinces,
Ministers have sought election in other
counties than their own, but it was to re-
deem, if possible, a constituency from the
enemy. But Mr. Foster is not built that
way. He is not seeking to redeem a con-
stituency; he is even afraid to runin a
county already held by his party, and he
seeks what he considers a safe Tory seat.
With his well known selfishness, he is
looking out for himself, and we shall see
whether the electors of York are willing
to support him in his_designs. We shall
see whether carpet baggers and tramp
politicians may find a. safe retreat, solace
comfort and support in an independent
and intelligent constituency like York.

MR. FOSTER AND TEMPERANCE.

They say Mr. Foster expects to receive
the temperance vote in York. Bat why
should he? Mr. Foster used to be a strong
temperance and prohibition advocate.
When he was a profesgor up on the hill,
he talked temperance and prohibition
from the city hall platform by the hour.
What has he done in parliament to ad-
vance the cause? It has been open to
him for the last twelve years to have in-
troduced a prohibitory bill, but he has not
moved in that direction. On the other
hand, he has done everything possible to
shelve the question—to put it out of sight,
that it might not embaras: the govern-
ment. Mr. Foster was an enthusiastic
temperancc man when he was receiving
$10 per night for temperance lectures, but
when he grabbed the $8,000 salary of a
cabinet minister he pocketed his temper-
ance principles, and smiled at the credu-
lity of the people in giving him credit for
sincerity in the first instance. Now that
he is coming to a strong temperance con-
stituency for election, his friends find it
convenient to trot ont Mr. Foster’s tem-
perance record. They make a great mis-
take. If the Minister of Finance is to be
judged on that, he will fail to secure the
support he is seeking. Surely the tem-
perance men of York are shrewd enough
to see through Mr. Foster’s record on the
question. It is a fact that he has deserted
about every principle for which he con-
tended before entering public life, and
now he caps the climax by deserting his
constituency. THE HHErRALD does not be-
lieve that the county of York desires the
services of a.gentleman of that character,
even though he happens for the time to
occupy a cabinet position.

MR. M‘LEOD WAS FUNNY.

At a Coneervative organization meeting
in St. John Wednesday evening, Mr. Mc-
-Leod, M. P., remarked that the Liberal-
Conservatives in that constituency are a
united party, and there would be no
difficulty about the nomination of the
candidates. The men that were chosen
would receive the support of all the Con-
servatives. How Mr. Chesley, M. P,
must have smiled at the observation of
his colleague. Why, it is only two years
since the “party” put up George Robertson,
as a candidate, and Mr. Chesley,who failed
to secure a nomination from the “ma-
chine,” cameoutand snowed Mr.Robertson
under. No doubt Mr. Chesley is prepared
to repeat the operation if the convention
fails to nominate him, but he will have to
count the Liberal candidates in his calcu-
lation. The trouble with the Tory party
in St. John is the same as in many other
constituencies—there is open rebel'ion
against the “machine,” and when they
meet to choose their candidates they will
have a lively time.

FREDERICTON’S BENEFACTOR.

Mr. Wilmot has placed Fredericton un-
der another debt of obligation for the
handsome donation of $10,000 for the
sustenance of the park which he has pre-
sented to the city. The cost of the grounds
in the first instance was in the vicinity of
$7,000, the improvements alJready made
must have run up to pretty nearly $3,000,
and h work_we*to be done, and the
latest.gift-tTie total outlay will reach nearly
~$95,000. This is indeed princely, and will
hand Mr. Wilmot's name down to poster-
ity as that of a gentleman of large public
spiritand generosity. No city,in this part
of Canada at least, has enjoyed such a
benefaction, and- THE HERALD expresses
the feeling of this community when it
says that every man, woman and child in
it, will remember and honor the memory
of the man who, out of his own private
means, has contributed so magnificently
to the public good.

PreMIER BowELL has heen at Montreal
this week and met some of the big manu-
facturers and monopolists who flourish
under the N. P. No doubt he passed
around the hat for election contributions,
and met a ready response. These are the
people who have kept the government in
power for the last ten years, and they will
attempt to continue it.

PARISH POLITICS.

The great minds of the local opposition
have been engaged this week in criticizing
government expenditure, and their giant
intellects have scarcely reached beyond
grasping the complicated details of sta-
tionery and sealing wax bills. They grew
eloquent on the steel pen question, and
are understood to be preparing elaborate
addresses on the alarmigy increase in the
postage stamp account. {The attack on the
gdvernment has been le& by Dr. Stockton,
ably seconded by Mr. Phinney, and there
was intense excitement in the party when
the latter discovered that an old gentle-
man who has been in the government
service for half a century, is receiving $40
a year for looking after the fires, etc., in
the departmental buildings. The excite-
ment reached a climax, however, when
that astute political leader, Mr. James
Kossouth Pinder, of Nackawick,unearthed
the startling fact that the government had
bought a law book in New Yerk for the
extravagent sum of $10.

It is not improbable that the opposition
before the close of the session, may move
for a royal commission to investigate this
whole &tationery, sealing wax, elastic band
and postage stamp business, which is piling
up the public debt to the extent of tens
of dollars every year. The enquiry will
probably embrace, among other things (1),
whether the Attorney General cannot use
one cent stamps on his correspondence,
leaving one end of his letters open for the
inspection of the P. O. authorities; (2),
whether it is possible, in view of the
alarming condition of the public treasury,
for the Provincial Secretary to use paste or
mucilage in sealing his letterstinstead of
expensive red sealing wax; (3), whether
it would be expedient and in the interest
of sound economy for the Chief Commis-
sioner to issue goose quills instead of steel
pens to the clerks in his department, and
to buy a grey mare to haul him when he
travels to inspect the roads and bridges.
Dr. Stockton advocates this means of loco-
motion, and cites the case of Hon. Mr.
Lindsay, who, when Surveyor General at
one time for about twenty-seven minutes,
nearly half a century ago, cost the prov-
ince nothing for travelling expenses; (4),
whether it might not be advisable for the
Surveyd‘quneral to attend to the crown
land department fires and spittoons him-
self, rather than contribute a proportion of
the $40 paid in part for thaf service.

These and a number of~other such
startling enquiries will no doubt farnish
ample work for the proposed royal com-
mission,which may be moved for by either
Mr. Phinney or Mr. Pinder, or both.

THE BANK OF NOVA SCOTIA.

The 63rd annual statgment of the Bank
of Nova Scotia shows that old and reliable
institution to be in a very healthy condi-
tion. The profits last year were $171,151.76,
after providing for doubtful debts and
losses, and besides this the bank recovered
$47,600 of an old loss. - After paying the
stockholders a dividend of 8 per cent. the
directors carried $100,000 to the reserve
fund, which now reaches the enormous
proportions of $1,300,000, or within $200,-
000 of the bank’s capital. The stock of
the bank is now quoted at 180, and is
eagerly sought by persons desiring a profit-
ableand safe investment. No doubt much
of the remarkable success of the Bank of
Nova Scotia is attributable to the wise,
sagacious and prudent management of
Cashier Fyshe, whose reputation as a suc-
cessful banker stands second to none in
Canada. The agency in this city is in
charge of Mr. Chalmers, a gentleman who
enjoys the confidence and esteem of the
bank’s patrons, and is a favorite generally
in social and business circles.

Tuae Toronto Empire, organ of the
Conservatives in Ontario, has been ab-
sorbed by the Mail of the same city, and
the new publication will be called The
Mail and Empire. It is a striking re-
flection on the policy of the Tory govern-
ment, that even their great newspaper has
had to succumb to the disastrous effects
of the N. P.,,and that many of its em-
ployes have had to seek employment on
the other side of the line. The Mail in
recent years has pursued an independent
course, and has been especially violent
against the French Canadians. How the
Quebec people will relish the new com-
bination is yet to be seen.

Tae difficulty which has arisen between
the medical staff of the Victoria Hospital
and the board of munagement, is very
much to be regretted. The doctors, con-
sidering that they give their professional
services free, think they have a right to
be represented on the board ; their request
is denied, and they resign in consequence.
The Hospital is in need of the'hearty
co operation of all classes in the com-
munity, and it is to be hoped some solu-
tion of the present difficulty will be
reached satisfactory to all parties. The
full text of the correspondence between
the disputing bodies will be found in our
local columns to-day. 7

THE Advocate, organ of the liquor trade
in Ontario, is quite gatisfied with Premier
Bowell’s accession. It says the new pre-
mier will undoubtedly follow largely the
policy of his predecessors on the temper-
ance question, and calls the attention of
the trade to the fact that prohibition is
not part of that policy. ‘Neither is Hon.
Mackenzie Bowell a prohibitionist,” sig-
nificantly adds the Advocate. Evidently
our temperance friends have nothing to
expect from Mr. Bowell.

It must now be apparent to everybody
who reads the newspapers and observes
the activity in the Conservative party,
tbat the general election at the farthest is
only a few weeks off. The government
supporters have already received a straight
tip, and are calling conventions to nomin-
ate their candidates. How long do the
Liberals of York intend waiting before
making a move to place a candidate in the
field ?

Tae HeraLp is not inforn§ed of the
character of the local government’s pro-
posed bill readjusting the representation
in the legislature, but it will be gratified
if the city of Fredericton is granted a mem-
ber of itsown. ‘A ceatre with the popu-
lation and intelligence of Fredericton, is
entitled to this concession; which would
meet with the approval of all classes.

Mg. Hazex, M. P, of St. John, who re-
turned from Ottawa this week, says he
does not know when the general election
will be held, but possibly he knows more
than he cares to tell. It is significant,
however, that the very evening he
reached home, he attended a Conservative
ward meeting and advised his friends to
organize at once.

Hon. Mr. Laurier spoke at Toronto on
Tuesday evening and was given an en-
thusiastic reception, six thousand people
crowding Massey hall to hear the eloquent
opposition leader expound Liberal prin-
ciples.

A. K. Cannon, who has been in the em-
ploy of F. B. Edgecombe the past four years,
18 to leave here on the 26th inst. for Oitawa,
where he has accepted a good position in
the large Canadian dry goods firm of
Crawford-Ross. Mr. Cannon has enjoyed
the confidence of his employer here, and
the esteem of the public, and his departure

will be very much regretted.
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did so much for P. E. Island, as compared
with New Brunswick, was that the former
sent a solid delegation to Ottawa opposed to
them, while the New Brunswick delegation
stood solidly in their support.

Dr. Stockton — Do you say the Dominion
government has been unfair to us?

Hon. Mr. Mitchell —No; but I say they
have done much more for the Island peo-
ple)\and Iam glad to know that they are
carrying on so good a work there.

Continuing, Mr. Mitchell said the amount
expended upon education during the period
of ten months was in excess of the same
period in 1893. This was owing to more
schools being in operation and a better
class of teachers. The daily average at-
tendance had advanced from 50 to 56 per
cent, but was still far short of what it
should be. The French department at the
Normal School, he regretted to say, had not
as many students as it should have.. The
number was Jamentably small. He was
glad, however, to say that a larger number
of them were taking the full Normal School
course than formerly. The contingencies
of the executive, government, legislature
and publi¢ printing had cost the province
about the same as in preceding years.

The expenditure upon lunatic asylum for
the year 1894, taking in the entire twelve
months, would be slightly less than for the
year 1893. There was a steady increase in
the number of patients, the total being: in
1894, 596, and at the end-of the year 482,
while the daily average was 481. In 1882
the total number of patients was 475, at the
end of the year 357, and the daily average
345. The average cost per capita was then
$110.83, as against $108.88 for the th months
of last year.

Dr. Stockton — But that is upon a differ-
ent basis.

The Hon. Mr. Mitchell said the per capita
cost varied little from year to year. One
fact was patent, that the cost of the lunatic
asylum of this province was less than that
of any other province or state in the union.
The expenditure for mining had been some-
what less than the estimate. The grant to
the Natural History Society was fixed. On
public health there had been expended
$1 464, which would about cover the entire
outlay for twelve months., The ‘estimated
outlay for the public health was $2,100, but
fortunately no contagious diseases of im-
portance had arisen which had entailed ex-
pense during the past year. The report of
the provincial board was before honorable
members and it would be seen that the
health of the people generally{had been
very good. The expenditure for public
printing was $12,036.31. Stumpage col-
lection cost about the sum estimated. The

cost of surveys and railway inspection had
exceeded the expectation of the government
by $1,376.02. The chief draughtsman in the
crown land office in exan¥ining the plans
had satisfied himself that there was some
great error in the plans as to the forest
lands of Restigouche, that there must be
quite an extent of territory not shown by
the plans and upon which the government
should be receiving mileage. TheSurveyor
General accordingly directed a survey to be
made, and it was found that about 150
square miles of land were there beyond
what wasshown on the plans. There was a
double tier of blocks, instead of a single
tier. This land was in the tract which the
Muskoka Land Company supposed they
had bought. It was found that their mile-
age was not sufficient to cover the whole
area by 150 square miles. The result was
the company immediately made application
for the 150 square miles, and the upset price
upon these lands would more than recoup
the department for the expenses of the sur-
veys.

There has been spent for game protec-
tion $472.44. This expenditure was cer-
tainly justifiable, in view of the hundreds
of moose and deer slain throughout the
province last year by reason of the deep
snows and crust. The unforeseen expense
amounted to $2,272 33. After the eloquent
professions of loyalty made by the hon.
members on both sides of the house this
session, his only fear was that the govern-
ment wonld be condemned because the ex-
penditure was not larger. Mr. Mitchell re-
ferred to the pleasure felt by all at meeting
Their Excellencies and to the active, intel-
ligent interest taken by Lord Aberdeen in
the proceedings of the farmers' convention.

.Turning to the estimates for the current
year Mr. Mitchell said the amount expected
from Dominion subsidy was™$483,560.25.
Territorial revenue was placed at $145.000.

Dr. Stockton — Upon what do” you base
that calculation, seeing that yon only got

L $65,000 from stumpage last year?

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said the mileage renew-
als were known and the revenue from other
sources was nearly the same from year to
year, viz.,, from fishing licenses, sales of
land, ets. The estimate for stumpage was
based on the information received from
scalers which indicated that more operatqrs
were at work and that they went into the
woods earlier than usual and that the oper-
ations would be larger than for some years
past. Then again, the season had been the
most favorable known for years. In the
year 1893, which was a very favorable year,,
$105,000 had been received from stumpage,
and it was reasonable to suppose that this
year the receipts would be as large, if not
larger. In 1893 the amount received from
renewals was about $18,000, and from stum-
In 1894 the amount re-
ceived from renewals was $29,400, and from
stumpage, $65,401; this year it was thought
that about $10,000 more would be received
from renewals and land sales than in 1893,
so that he thought the estimate of $145,000
would prove to be within the mark. Mr.
Mitchell then enumerated the other items
of estimated receipts as given in the state-
ment, making a total of $670,560.25.

Passing to, the estimated expenditures,
Mr. Mitcheil said $14,160 had been calculat-
ed upon the item of administration of jus-
tice. As he had before stated, a decrease
was expected in the amount of jury fees.
This year an appropriation of $500 was ask-
ed for the publication of equity reports, the
importance of which all legal gentlemen
would recognize. Theé appropriation asked
for agriculture was $21,650; for boy’s indus-
trial home, $1,500. He had not yet received
the annual report from this institation, but
the information he had received showed
that it was doing excellent work, and was
likely to fulfill all the aims of its founders.
For contingencies the same amount was
asked as Jast year, $12,000; for deaf and
dumb institution, $1,500, $1,000 of which
was authorized by law to meet the cost of
erection of the building, and the other $500
for maintenance. The appropriation for ed-
ucation, $183,914.48, was a little in excess of
lust year, based upon an increased number
of pupils, and higher grade of teachers.
There were fewer third-class teachers em
ployed and more first and second class than
a few years ago, which 1increased the am-
ount the gouernment had to pay. Forelec-
tions, $900 was estimated. For executive
government, $25,600 was asked for.

Dr. Stockton — Why such an increase as
that? Last year it was $23, 000.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell — Oh, that was for ten
months. For fisheries, the estimate was the
same as in 1894, $1,000; free grants, $7,000;
game protection, $1,000. He only wished
the finances of the province warranted a
larger appropriation for this purpose. The
large sums ex pended for game protection in
the state of Maine had been productive of
great benefit td the people. The interest on
the bonded debt was placed at $114,000 ; leg-
islature, $19,295; expenditure on lunatic
asylum, $40,000.

Referring to the Natural History Society
grant of $125, Mr. Mitchell said the society
was doing an excellent work. He had in
his hand capies of letters from Sie Willlam
Dawson, Prof. Bailey, Prof. Ganong, and
Mr. Montague Chamberlain, bearing testi-
mony to the useful work of the society. For:
public health, $2,000 was asked for, of which
$500 would be applied to paying a portion
of the expenditure in connexion with the
small-pox cases-which had occured at Sus-

sex last year, as the representatives from
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Kings county had urged that the govern-
ment should pay one half of the expenses
as had been done with regard to the county
of Restigouche under similar circumstances.

Mr. Mitchell enumerated the other ap-
propriations as per statement, making ‘in
all $669,134.48 for the current year.

The Opposition Amendment.

In conclusion Mr. Mitchell thanked the H —_——
house for its courteous and patient hearing .

Mr. Powell, the financial critic of the op- =
position, followed Mr. Mitchell. He said Christmas
the record of the government has been debt,
debt, varied by more debt, and what now,
he asked, would the provincial secretary do.
The province could not go on at such a rate
indefinitely ; the end had to come and had
fo come shortly. The government might
borrow sufficient money to run the province
until some of its members abandoned local
and entered dominioen politics, but the mem-
bers of the house generally should face the
difficulty. In view of the state of provincial
affairs he purposed moving the following
amendment, which was seconded by Mr. Sl
Shaw :

That Mr. Speaker do not leave the chair,
but that it be resolved :

1. The the financial statement of the
province, owing to a succession of yearly
deficits, calls for the immediate adjustment
of expenditure to income; and to accom-
plish this the most rigid economy should be
practiced in all branches of the public ser-
vice.

2. The enormous proportions of our
public debt, in view of our limited sources
of income, imperatively demand that there
should be no further increase; and that an
amendment of our constitution is desirable
so that the executive cannot without the
consent of at least a two-thirds vote of the
legislative assembly, incur expenditure in
excess of the income of the province.

That in view of the direct taxation re-
cently imposed upon the municipalties a
general system of municipal reform be
adopted by which municipal affairs be more
economically, and efficiently managéd, and
by which all officials paid out of the muni-
cipal fund be appointed and controlled by
municipal authorities.

4, That all work paid for out of muni-
cipal funds be put up to public competition
as much as possible.

That in view of the importance of our
agricultural interests and the great necessity
of encouraging and developing those in-
terests, the duties of the office of surveyor
general be amalgamated with and discharged
by some other executive department, and
that a member of the executive, as minister
of agricucture, have charge of this important
provincial interest.

6. That the membership of the executive
is in excess of the requirements of the
province, withdraws annually from the
necessary services of this country a large
amount of money, and being dispropor-
tionate to the membership of the house,
imperils the independence of the legislature.

A Regrettable Condition of Affairs.

The following is the correspondence con-
cerning the difficulty which has arisen be-
tween the board of trustees of the Victoria
hospital, and the medical staff, and which
bas brought matters to a crisis at that in-
stitution.

the pEsition it has taken, so that the mem
bers of the staff may be in a position to
take immediate .and definite action in the

matter.”

Dear Sirs,—I am in receipt of your favor
of the 30th inst., and beg to reply as follows:

At a meeting of the board of trustees of
Victoria Hospital, held on Feb'y 13fh, 1892,
a communication signed by the medical
staff was read, in which it was stated, ‘‘That,
in the opinion of this staff, they should
have the right to elect a member of the
trustee board, to be selected from their own
number.” i

In reply to the above the secretary was
directed to ‘write, *‘ That, according to the
constitution ot the board by law, it is im-
possible for their request to be granted.”

On Feb'y 15th, 1892, the board -as called
together at the request of the mcdical staff,
when the latter pressed their demand for
representation through adeputation of seven
members. On Saturday, March 5th, 1892,
the board met again, when, after discussing
the merits of the request of the medical
staff, it was unanimonsly agreed to have the
secretary write to the staff, “ That the trus-
tees are unable to see the necessity or ad-
vantage of making any change in the con-
stitution of the board.”

The matter was then supposed by the
trustees to be closed and in terms of suffi-
cient clearness to leave no doubt of their
judgment on the merits of the application
of the medical staff for representation on the
board.

The secretary is now asked * to inform the
staff whether or not the board is determined
not to recede from the position it has taken,”
etc. To that question the secretary is not
able to make reply, and most respectfully
adds that as the staff have never reopened
the matter since the trastees decided it as
per the herein quoted extracts from the
records, it would seem to him that the con-
demnatory resolution of the staff does in-
justice boih to the trustees and to them-
selves. ?

Dear Sirs,—After receiving your letter of
February, 2nd inst., I sent notices to all the
trustees for a meeting (o be held on yester-
day p. m. tQ consider your demands. The
Board met as requested, and the following
is copied from the minutes of the proceed-
ings, after the letters of January 50th and
February, 2nd inst., from you, and my let-
ter of February, 1st inst., to you, had been
read, as follows: ‘

The Board “felt that they should notbe
charged with any discourtesy towards the
Medical staff, or any member of that staff,
and entirely disclaim ever having treated
the Medical staff otherwise than with every
consideration and courtesy.

The Trastees recognize the great respon-
sibility of the duty devolving upon them to
see that the affairs of the hospital are effi-
ciently carried on, and also recognize the
desirability of having the hearty co-oper-
ation of the Medical staff in the future as in
the past.

The Board desires to express their ap-
preciation of the valuable and beneficial
services rendered to the hospital by the
pbysicians * of Fredericton, without ex-
ception, being conscious of the fact that in
the rendering of such services they have
exceeded the average duty that every
citizen owes to this philanthropic institu-
tion.

. The Board trusts the Medical staff will re-
consider their action, but in case they ad-
to it, the Board would respectfully re-

tinue their services during the term upon
which they have entered, thereby affording
‘the Board time to make necessary provision
for the proper medical attendance of the
inmates. .

Believing that the Medical staff will,as a
body, -take up this finding of the Board of
Trustees, in the matter, with the same
friendly spirit in which it is sent.

MR. WILMOT'S GENEROSITY.

He Will Donate $10,000 to Sustain

Wil-
" met Park. .

~

E. H. Wilmot, the generous d(\)}:or of
Wilmot Park to the city of Fredericton,
has signified his intention of capitalizing
the sum of $10,000 to keep that popular
resort-in condition for all time, as appears
from the following communication sub-
mitted to the city council Tuesday eve-
ning:

To the Mayor and city council of the city
of Fredericton:

Gentlemen—It gives me much pleasure
to annonnce to the board that it is my in-
tention to convey, by deed or gift, to the
mayor, aldermen and- commonalty of the
city of Fredericton, the lot of land lately
acquired by me from Elizabeth A. O’Dell,

comprising twenty acres, sitnate within®

the city, to be held by the corporation
and their successors forever,in trust, for
the free use and enjoyment of the citizens:
to he called and known as “Wilmot Park.”
In ordef to insure the permanency and to
provide for the future care, preservation
and improvement of the _ark, I propose
to donate to the corporation the sum of
$10,000 as an endowment fund, to be in-
vesten and the accruing interest or in-
come, to be applied to this purpose by a
board of commissioners, to be incorporated
by act of the legislature. - ~f

The draft bill of incorporation has been
prepared and is-now in the hands of the
city clerk, who will submit it to the coun-
cil for their approval.

I respectfully ask the city council to
signify their willingnegs to accept the
profferéd gift, and the trust connected
therewith, and to join with me in an ap-
plication to thelegislature, now in session,
praying that the bill of incorporation may
be passed and enacted. I remain

In accordance with Mr. Wilmot’s de-
sire a bill has been prepared to go before
the legislature. After setting forth the
intention of Mr. Wilmot to donate the
park to the city, and also of his intention
of granting a sum of money for its main-
tenance, the bill goes on to enact that
Edward H. Wilmot, George E. Fenety,
the Mayor of the city of Fredericton, (for
the time being), Archibald F. Randolph
and James T. Sharkey and their successors,
shall be constituted a body corporate,
under the name of the ‘‘ Wilmot Park
Board,” and by that name shall have all
general powers and ‘privileges made inci-
dent to a corporation and shall have the
usual powers conferred on a corporation
of making the bye-laws and regulations
necessary for such ja béard in carrying on
the management of the park.

As mentioned above the board is to
consist of five members and the mayor
of the city shall always be one of those
members. As vacancies occur in the board
from time to time from death, resignation,
or otherwise, the same is to be filled up
from among the citizens of Fredericton by
Mr. Wilmot during his life time, nomi.
nating and appointing fit and proper per-
sons to fill vacancies, and after the death
of Mr. Wilmot, or in case of his becoming
incapacitated from any cause, then the
remainder of the board are given power
and required to select fit and proper per-
sons to fill any vacancy or vacancies. If
at any time the board shall refnse or
neglect for the space of three months from
the date of any vacancy to fill it, then and
in such case the city council of Fredericton
are authorized and required to forthwith
appoint a fit and proper person to fill the
same. The board is to have a chairman
elected annually and also such officers as
a secretaf'y-treasurer and caretaker of the
grounds.

The City Council.

In the absence of the Mayor, who is ill,
Ald. Babbitt presided at the City Council
meeting Tuesday evening, and the business
transacted was not much outside ordinary
routine.

The assessors, W. J. Crewdson’ principal,
John Richards and D. B. Barker, assistants,
were re-elected at the old salaries.

Ald. Gilman, from the commiitee on
John H. Reid’s claim, asked an extension
of time and it was granted. It will take
probably about seven years to hear all Mr.
Reid has to say on the subject. The letter
from E. H. Wilmot, submiited to the Coun-
cil, is published elsewhere.

The City Clerk was authorized to prepare
a petitiorf to the legislature in accord with
Mr. Wilmot’s wishes. : /

Dr. Coburn, chairman of the board of
health, wrote the Council referring in
strong terms to the absorbing wells on the
different corners, and recommending that
caps be made for some and that no private
individual be allowed to tap the sewers.
Meeting then adjourned.

The Boom Company to Move,

The Fredexicton Boom Company will
ask legislation this session for extension
of their charter, with the view of trans-
ferring the base of their operations from
their present situation to the river be-
tween Oromocto Island and the main
land at Maugerville. This will involve
the abandonment of their works at Doug-
.las, which cost the company $150,000, and
their present works at Mitchell boom,
Lincoln,” which were built at $50,000.
The new arrangement will afford them a
river space of three miles in length and
over three-quarters of a mile in width,
and will overcome the diffiulty of shallow
water experienced at Douglas, as well as
concentrating their entite works. - The
estimated cost of the new works is $65,-
000.

WILL RETURN TO CANADA.

Nearly Four Thousand French Cana-
dians Planning to Come Ba¢k Home.

The exodus of French Canadians to the
United States has so long been the sub-
ject of regret, that it will be the more sur-
prising and the more pleasing to learn
that nearly the whole population of an
American village is contemplating emi-
gration to this country. They are native
French Canadians and their children,
who went to seek work in the forests and
mines of Michigan. Protection having
failed to prevent the destruction of the
forests and to create a market for the pro-
ducts of the mines, they are now out of
employment and under the necessity of
removing to some place where other in-
dustries prosper. Their patriotic senti-
ments have led them to seek to resettle
on Canadian soil, and on this they and
the country are to be tongratulated. Rev.
Father Paradis, formerly Oblat, who had
the celebrated dispute with the Gilmours,
under the Mercier regime, is the promoter
of this movement, and the Canadians who
have responded to his appeals are those
settled in the county of Houghton, Mich.,
and principally in the town of Lake Lin-
den, of which they form fully one-half of
the population. Houghton county is the
centre of the copper country of lake Sup-
erior. In the palmy days of the mining
industry French Canadians were attracted
there in large numbers and formed the vil-
lage of Linden. In 1871 they formed a
Catholic congregation and erected a
church, whicn was rebuilt in 1880. Sub-
sequently they organized a St. Jean Bap-
tiste society, and gradually transplanted
all the customs of French Canada to that
rugged soil. Their preponderance gave to
the town an appearance which decidedly
reminded one of the Province of Quebec.
From 1889 to 1891 they even had
a newspaper .published in French. They
had their share of the public offices and
commanded the respectsef all those who
lived around them. The last American
crisis affected them most seriously, as cop-
per was practically a drug on the market,
and the lumbering operations had long
been decreasing. Knowing the state of
affairs Father Paradis, who still makes
colonization his work of love, left for
Michigan and reached Lake Linden on
the 21st of December. He found ready
listeners, and by the 5th of January he
had the names of 572 families, forming a
population of 2,985 souls, who expressed
their intention of returning to Canada as
soon asche found them suitable land to
settle upon.

He has interviewed the
Canadian Pacific authorities, who have
promised him reduced rates for the set-
tlers, and he has since left for Ottawa
where he goes to interview the govern-
ment. There are 50,000 Canadians in
Michigan, he declared, who are under the
necessity of seeking new homes owing to
the changed conditions where they have
settled. If the government is willing to
asgist, the majority of them can be brought

back to Canada. .
