Catholic Education.
IMPORTANT declaration by the 

" ENGLISH BISHOPS.

TheM.ortig declaration by the 
Cardintl Archbishop and Bishops of 
the province of Westminster on the 
Education Bl!, now before the Itn 
penal Parliament, has been issued :

L The Education Bill now befon 
Parliament has our good will and 
approvtl because it proposes to ie- 
cognize by statute voluntary and 
Christian schools as an integral part 
of the Natiora! system of elemen­
tary education. It embodies 
Christian principle which, as Catho­
lic bishops, we must ever assert and 
maintain. That principle is, that 
Ob*i*tian parents possess ac indo 
feasible natural right to have theii 
children taught cateehetically by 
approved teachers the definite doc 
trines of Christian faith and morals 
Christianity itself in this country 
has been imperilled by men who, in 
violation of this right, are bent on 
forcing the whole of our population 
into their narrow system of educa­
tion. This danger has rendered the 
statutory recognition of tht law of 
nature upon this subjedt imperative 
and urgent. Many.who disbelieve 
in definite Christianity naturally de­
sire to see instruction in its definite 

nas placed under all possible 
disadvantages. They hope that a 
system of undenominational instruc­
tion given in board schools by 
teachers whose religious belief may 
not be inquired into and ascertained 
will lead by degrees to the dissolu­
tion and final disappearance of Cnris- 
tianity as a definite system of faith 
and conduct from amongst the 
masses of the English people. Such 
hopes appear to us well founded. 
We are ourselves of opinion that un­
less Parliament takes immediate and 
effective steps to protect the rights 
and liberties of Christian parents 
another quarter of a century will 
well nigh complete the de-Christian- 
ising the great majority of English­
men. Under cover of the board 
school method considerable progress 
has been made already in this di­
rection, and signs are not wanting 
that the process may become more 
rapid and more pronounced in the 
near future.

A tendency to regard doctrine' 
Christianity as an old world super­
stition, which a more educated and 
scientific generation will naturally 
outgrow, unquestionably exists 
amongst a section of the board school 
teachers and a section of those who 
nominate and control them. It ie 
impossible that those who hold such 
views should he uninfluenced by 
them in the discharge of their duties 
Teachers who hold them will allow 
them, however unconsciously, to 
oolor their instruction, while pro­
tests and appeals will be disregarded 
by authorities who either share the 
sentiments of the teachers or care 
tor none of these things. The bill 
before Parliament, if it become law, 
will arrest this propaganda of in- 
differentism and unbelief by recog­
nizing and protecting the natural 
rights of Christian parents which we 
have laid down. In this it has our 
cordial approval. We wish that we 
could pronounce the„bill to be entire­
ly satisfactory in all ether respects 
We. wish that we could welcome it 
as a national charter of parental 
rights in the matter ot Christian 
education. But the fatal flaw of 
inequality by which education in 
Catholic schools is penalised in our 
eyes destroys its claim to such a 
title. 2, On this subject we have 
spoken on a former occasion, but we 
repeat the fundamental principles 
and facts of the position we take up. 
The State professes to hold liberty 
of conscience as absolutely sacred. 
The State at the same time has-de­
cided that it is the legal duty of all 
parents to have their children edu­
cated, f nd that neglect of that duty 
is punishable by law. The State as 
alogioal consequence of this decision 
has also declared that gratuitous edu­
cation is the right of alL ' Bat 
Catholic education is the only edu­
cation which can satisfy tbe Catho­
lic conscience, for Catholics hold 
that secular and religious education 
cannot safely be severed. The 
State, however, refuses to give 
Catholics even the secular element 
of education in their own schools 
upon equal terms with those which 
it grants to Board schools, for edu­
cation in Catholic sohoo's is not gra­
tuitous. In fact, therefore, the 
State condemns Catholics either to 
accept a gratuitous education, which 
they disapprove, or to pay a penal 
contribution for an education which 
they approve. In the first case 
the State directly violates liberty of 
conscience. In the second it re­
spects liberty of conscience in con­
sideration of a cash payment, but 
violates its own boast of gratuitous 
education. 3. We proceed to point 
out two main defects of the present 
bill, and to claim that they shall be 
made good. 1, The bill does not

In order to judge our claims fairly 
it must be remembered that the de­
nominational schools bear, and will 
continue to bear, two heavy burdens 
which the Board schools throw upon 
the ratepayers. They pay—(1) 
The whole of the capital charges; 
and (2) the whole cost of annual 
administration that Board schools 
have spent out of public moneys— 
over £37,000,000 under the fit st of 
these heads of expenditure ; and over 
£6,000,000 under the second. The 
third burden which we have borne 
hitherto, bnt from which we now 
afk to be relieved, is for “ mainten­
ance.” This charge also, it ie hard­
ly necessary to say, is met by tht 
Board school from public funds. 
Oatbcliosare neither able nor willing 
to meet out of their slender private 
resources and the hard-earned wages 
of the working classes the ever­
growing expenses of education 
under this head. They fed that if 
they save the public the whole cost 
of buildings and administration they 
are entitled at the least and in bare 
justice to the full cost of “ mainten­
ance” from the public purse, at all 
events wherever endowments and 
voluntary donations do not provide 
the income requisite for effioienoy. 
The bill before Parliament does not 
give the education authority even a 
discretionary power to raise the in­
come of the poorer shools to the 
needful standard. On the contrary, 
it actually lays down the principle 
that the education supplied to the 
State is to be appraised at two differ- 

t rates. *Ytfiru*>fn fi-ilM-ai 
under one roof or another. It em­
powers School Boards to raise 20s 
per scholar from the rates for 
“ maintenance,” and to augment this 
amount- indefinitely with consent.
It restricts voluntary schools to "a 
special aid grant of 4s per scholar, 
to be paid en average attendance. 
The inequality is manifest, and its 
injustice should need no coknment. 
We should point oat, however, that 
it is destined to increase year by 
year, for while the bill fixes no limit 
to the demands of the education 
authority for costly improvements, 
alterations, and additions, all ef 
which will be paid tor by Board 
schools out of the rates, it does fix 
4s per scholar as the limit of the 
special aid grant to voluntary schools, 
While this distinction is unfair and 
harsh as regards all voluntary shook, 
it operates with special severity in 
the case of Catholic schools. A 
large proportion of our schools are 
situated in the poorest quarters of 
great cites, and the children who at­
tend them are the poorest of the 
poor. Want, hunger, and misery 
are the lot of many amongst them, 
and such deprivations are not con­
ducive to regular attendance. For 
this reason the average attendance 
in many Catholic schools is excep­
tionally low, and as average attend' 
ance will determine the amount of 
the 4s grant payable to each school 
the sum receivable by Catholic 
schools will be exceptionally small 
also. It is probable, indeed, that 
some Catholic schools will not be 
able to earn much more than half of 
this grant in consequence, of the 
irregularity of the attendance 
Irregular attendance, it need hardly 
be pointed out, does not in any way 
lessen the expenditure of the schools 
which suffer by it. Whatever may 
be the attendance the staff of teach­
ers and the furniture and appliances 
must be maintained at the high 
standard insisted on by the State.

We 
call upon those who desire to raise 
the National Education to a high 
level of efficiency not to allow the 
Catholic schools, which, under ex 
oeptional disadvantage, are dealing 
with over 285,000 children to be 
stinted and starved by bidding them 
depend for their efficiency upon tbe 
precarious alms of the needy. We 
ask that the normal coat of “ main­
tenance” per child shall be ascertain­
ed either aooording to counties or 
districts, or according to a classifi­
cation of ^schools, and that the 
amount, whethr drawn from the rates 
or the. taxes, or from both, shall as a 
matter of course follow each child 
to the school of the parent’s choice. 
We ask for nothing more than sub­
stantial equality. Hitherto our 
appeal tor equal treatment has been 
refused on the ground that our 
schools are not subject to local oon- 
troL This pretext has been swept 

the prawtntJnlLmbia^v»» 
troduoes a large measure of local
control, inspection and audit There 
1e, therefore, no reason why the 
State should not pay the whole cost 
of‘•maintenance” in Catholic schools, 
leaving the cost of their administra­
tion and their buildings to be found 
by voluntary contributions. 5. The 
bill should also be amended in cer­
tain other particulars to make it, in 
our opinion, a satisfactory measure. 
These amendments will be taken 
charge of by the chairman of the 
Catholic School Committee, and a 
number of experienced gentlemen 
and members of Parliament whom 
we have invited to watch tbe bill 
on behalf of the Catholic comm nity 
as it passes through Parliament.

The relative financial circum­
stances of our children are further 
indicated by tbe fact that our “ pay­
ing sholars” ere only seven per cent 
as again»t twenty pqr cent in the 
schools of the Church of England 
While tbe poverty of our scholars 
diminishes, our power of earning 
money from public sources under 
tbe existing system, and under that 
embodied in the bill, the poverty of

tegrity of the constitution and 
the sacred rights of minorities ; 
consequently if the Manitoba 
minority may be deprived of their 
constitutional rights with impu­
nity and this robbery is condoned 
by the electorate of Canada, by 
entrusting the government of the 
Dominion to those who aid and 
abett the Greenway Government 
in their work of spoliation, the 
constitution may as well be abro­
gated at once.

Mr. Laurier opposed the very 
principle of remedial legislation by 
moving the six months hoist to the 
bill, and joined hands with Dalton 
McCarty, Joseph Martin and 
the other extreme Protestants in 
fighting the bill to death. What 
Mr. Laurier did he will do again 
if he gets the chance.

The nearer the day of election 
approaches, and the, more sharply 
defined become the fesuea between 
the political parties, the more does 
it behoove all intelligent electors 
to be on their guard against the 
sophistries and specious arguments 
of those who, for the sake of poli­
tical capitpL endeavor to obscure 
the real questions before the pub­
lic and divert attention by unduly 
magnifying matters of a subsidiary 
nature. In bo particular is 
this vigilance and wariness of 
electors more essential than ip the 
matter of remedial legislation. 
As we have frequently shown, 
and as is well known to all who 
take the pains to study this sub­
ject, the question of restoring 
their rights to the Manitoba min­
ority should never have been in- 
teijected into Federal politics or 
made an issue in the elections for 
the House of Commons. That it 
is so is no fault of the Domin 
ion Government or the Conserva­
tive party. The grievance for 
which redress is asked affects the 
Manitoba minority alone, and the 
remedy should come from those 
who crçhted the grievance ; who 
perpetrated the wrong, the Mani.

Treachery and perfidy inspired 
those who inaugurated the school 
trouble in Manitoba. But what 
is to be said of those who eagerly 
avail themselves of this nefarious 
work in the hope df party advan­
tage in the broader arena of Do­
minion politics ? This latter is 
the unenviable occupation to 
which Laurier and his allies are 
energetically applying themselves. 
It is not impossible that the 
Greenway Government might 
have, ere this, offered some rea­
sonable compromise of the mat­
ter had Mr. Laurier not entered 
into league with them to keep the 
question open in the hope of de­
feating the Conservative Govern­
ment in the Dominion general 
elections. The Imperial Privy 
Council, the highest court in the 
Empire, having decided in favor 
of the minority, and having trans 
mitted their decision to the Gov­
ernment at Ottawa to take action 
thereon, and the Greenway Gov­
ernment still refusing to right 
the wrongs they bad perpetrated, 
no other course remained to the 
Federal authorities, than to intro­
duce remedial legislation. That 
the Government of the day is 
Conservative has nothing to do 
with the principle involved. 4-Oy 
Government would, under the cir­
cumstances, be obliged to pursue 
the same course. This was well ex­
plained, in the House of Commons, 
by Mon. David Mills, a leading 
member of the opposition and one 
of the ablest constitutional lawyers 
in Canada. Notwithstanding the 
efforts of the Government to pass 
the Remedial Bill, their opponents, 
owing to the expiry of Parliament 
by efflux of time, were able to 
defeat it Thus it happens that 
this question is hurled into the 
yprtex of politics. Having succeed­
ed in getting the question where 
they can make a political football 
of it, Mr. Laurier and his friends 
are appealing to the prejudices of 
the people to defeat the Govern­
ment for the actoin they took re­
garding the measure. The tactics 
employed are most extraordinary. 
The ultra Protestants are asked to 
vote against the Government be­
cause they undertook to “ coerce” 
Manitoba ; but when Catholics are 
addressed apothpy shibboleth is 
employed, they are told thaj, the 
Government were not sincere and 
that Mr. Laurier will do bettor 
for the Manitoba minority, should 
he reach power. Tbe answer to 
this kind of argument is found in 
tbe conduct pf the respective 
parties. The jCjlovernmeut ?topd 
to lose by grappling with the 
question, Mid actually did losp 
the votes of several members who 
supported them on general prin­
ciples. Notwithstanding this they 
twk their ppljtical lines in their 
hands and did all in their power 
to restore to the Manitoba minor­
ity their constitutional rights. 
Not only that, but tbe govern­
ment appeal to the people to sup­
port them in the course they took. 
They are prepared to stand 
or fall by their action. Turning

The public debt is a matter that 
comes in for a great deal of Liberal 
criticism, of course teethe disadvantage 
of the Government. There are few sub­
jects so little understood, evrn by those 
who undertake to discuss it It will 
not be denied thst thé public debt of 
Canada is considerable. It cannot be 
denied either that for that portion of it 
incurred since Confederation the coun­
try has obtained fair vaine. Tbe 
money baa been spent on works, With­
out some of which, and these the most 
costly, it is doubtful if the Dominion 
would have been held together. This 
was the case with tbe expenditure on 
the construction of the Intercolonial 
Railway, in the early days of the union, 
and later, with that of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway, and which, with sub­
sequent extensions of these lines, bollt 
or aided by the authority of Parliament, 
represents three-quarters of the debt 
increase since 1867, outside of the 
the amount of provincial debts assum­
ed by the Dominion.

The public debt began in 1867, the 
year of Confederation. The newly 
created Dominion Government then 
took over debts doe by the provinces to 
the extent of 177,500,000, of which 
162,500,000 pertained to Canada, 
$8,000,000 to Nova Scotia, and $7,000,000 
to New», Brunswick. After some years 
it was found that this arrangement was 
not sufficiently liberal to the provinces. 
The interest charge on their obligations 
was found by some of tbe smaller ones 
to be too heavy, and appeal was made 
to the federal authorities for relief. 
This was granted to the extent that the 
Dominion assumed liabilities of $30, 
734,392, in some cases represented by 
debts of the Provinoee taken over, and 
in others, where th# Provinces had no 
debt, by a compensatory allowance, on 
which interest is paid. The total of the 
provincial debts thns assumed was 
$109.430,000. It represented no expen­
diture for which the Dominion Govern, 
ment, either Liberal or Conservative, 
was liable. It imposed no new burden 
on the people. The transfer merely 
meant that instead of the interest being 
paid out of the Provincial revennes, 
collected by the several Legislatures, it 
was to be paid out of Dominion rev­
enues raised by the Parliament of Can­
ada.

News of the Campaign.

On Thursday evening last, a largely 
attended meeting was held in the Phil­
harmonic Hall. The principal speech 
of the evening was delivered by Hon. 
Senator Ferguson. He began by say­
ing that some days previously, whilst 
removing some apple-trees from the 
railway station, it was intimated by 
Mr. Hector C. Macdonald that the 
boxes looked like coffins. If Mr. Mac­
donald were here now he could tell him 
of two men who would shortly be in 
need of political coffins. One of these 
men was Mr. Hector C. Macdonald and 
tbe other Mr. William Welsh. Hie 
tour through Belfast and Murray Har­
bor had convinced him that the feeling 
in that section of the riding was over­
whelmingly in favor of the Liberal- 
Conservative party, and he felt sure 
that Mr. Martin’s major ty would not 
be lees than 500 south of Vernon River 
Bridge. Taking up the matter of the 
proposed branch railways for this Pro­
vince, Mr. Ferguson made passing re­
ference to the meeting at North River, 
and said it was quite natural for Mr. 
Davies to stir np a feeling against 
branch railways in a district that was 
not to be benefitted. He then reviewed 
the history of the agitation for these 
branches, and contrasted the conduct 
of the representatives of both parties in 
Parliament and ont of it. Referring to 
Mr. Daviee’ statement that Hansard 
did not show that Mr. Haggart had in­
formed the Honse that he had the Gov­
ernor-General’s assent to the expendi­
ture for the proposed branch railways, 
he (Mr. Ferguson) said that since the 
meeting in Market Hall he had gone

In a neat and conciee 
speech he discussed the policies of both 
parties. He condemned the double 
attitude of the Liperala on the Trade 
and Manitoba Schools questions. He 
explained to the meeting the efforts he 
had successfully made to obtain the in­
clusion of Crapaud in the branch rail­
way policy of the Liberal-Conservative 
Government, and commended the ac­
tion ot that government in regard to 
the dairy industry.

stood either that the above snm repre­
sents all the expenditure for public 
works and the promotion of railway .en­
ter pree Incurred by the Dominion. 
There hag been expended over $14,000,- 
1)00 in aid to rajlwayg, and large sums 
on local public works, harbors, piers, 
breakwaters, etc., the eost of which 
came ont of the annual revenue.

The interest paid on the debt last 
year was $10,466,294. In 1878 it was 
$7,04$,833. The money obtained on the 
public credit wa« no yell peed, and 
helped the country so much, that the 
Government received the full benefit of 
the lowering of tbe rates for good loans 

the great money markets. The 
average rate of interest paid in 1868 
was 4.51 per cent.; in 1878 it was 3.68 
per cent.; it is now 2.91 per cent. The

and in no instance did he find that the 
nse uf the formula was recorded. It is 
inserted in the Votes and Proceedings, 
however, as was tbe case with respect 
to the branch railways. He thought it 
was a very small thing for Mr. Davi-a 
to come here fresh from Ottawa and en­
deavor to mislead the people. Hon 
Mr. Haggarl’s letter expresses the Gov­
ernment’s policy with respect to the 
building of these branch railways. Al­
though Mr. Davies pledged himself at 
the Caledonia meeting to advocate the 
branch railway from Southport to Mur­
ray Harbor he never opened his mouth 
concerning it until after he (Mr. Fergu­
son) had brought np the matter in the 
senate, and Mr. A. C. Macdonald had 
brought in his resolution. Mr. Fergu­
son then spoke of the action taken in 
respect to the branch Vailwayn^by 
Messrs. Martin, Jenkins, Hunt, and the 
Island’s representatives at Ottawa, and 
outlined the memorial submitted by 
them to the Government. He then 
pointed out that Mr. A. C. Macdonald, 
when speaking to hie resolution, re­
ferred only to the Murray Harbor and 
Elmira branches. This was done for 
the purpose of drawing out the oppoei 
tion members on the miller. Mr. Yeo 
fell into the trap, and, speaking after 
Mr. Macdonald, expressed the hope 
that the Government were pot going to 
pick out one or two places for branch 
railways and ignore other sections 
where branches were equally neces­
sary. Before he sat down Mr. Yho ac­
tually advocated branch railways for 
five other places, but he never said a 
word about Crapaud ! Hon. Mr. Hag­
gart then read the memorial submitted 
regarding branch railways, and said 
that whenever the Government felt able 
to build the railways the fullest justice 
would be done Prince Edward Island.
Ia tbe Senate, Senators Browse and 
Macdonald also advocated the branch 
reilwaye, and Premier Bowell said he 
would undertake to ma-:e good the 
premise made in the Commons by Hon.
Mr. » Haggart. He (Mr. Ferguson) 
pledged himself that the Government 
would build these branches if the peo 
p'e wanted them, and if they did not 
keep their pronrse he would not remain 
a member of the Government twenty- 
four hours. Mr, Davies has expressed 
the opinion fhat all these branch rail­
ways were only a scheme to kill the 
Belfast railway, although Mr. John 
Yeo had advocated their construction 
in the House. A careful perusal of the 
recent speeches of Messrs. Davies and 
Welsh, as re rortod |n the patriot news­
paper, will show that they were largely 
instrumental in killing the branch rail­
ways. They publicly boasted that they , ,,
had the Govemmejt by the throat, and tnac tne 
by obstruction prevented the passage 
of the railway subsidies. Mr. Ferguson 
then pointed ont the difference between 
the main estimates and the supple­
mentary estimates, and explained the 
practice of parliament with 'respect to 
both. He then took np the remedial 
bill, and showed that it was introduced 
on the lltb. of February last, thus al­
lowing over two months for its passage 
The Honse should have gone on with 
the remedial bill and the main esti­
mates side by side. But the Opposition 
pursued a determined policy of obstruc­
tion and interfered with the work of 
the session. In consequence of this obi 
straction, the remedial bill was not 
passed and only one item of the main 
estimates was disposed of. Tbe Liberal 
party wished the Manitoba school 
question to be an issue in the election, 
ia the hope that they would make poli­
tical capital out of H. Bqt he (Mr.
Fergason) felt sure they had made a 
miscalculation. The people will not be 
misled by the conduct of the Opposi­
tion. Daring his tour of the Belfast 
district he had met only one man who 
was disposed to censure the conduct of 
the Government in respect to the reme­
dial bill, and that man, he had been in­
formed,' was not a Protestant but a 
Catholic —and a Gnt. In conclu, 
sion M-. Fergason pointed ont that the 
level-headed and thinking portion of 
the Protestants throughout the Domin­
ion were not disposed to find fault with 
tbe Government for upholding the con­
stitution ip respect to the Manitoba 
School matter, and predicted a brilliant 
victoty for the Liberal-Conservative 
party on the 23rd of June next.

On Friday evening Senator Fergason 
was tendered an ovation at Summereide 
Oar advices from Snmmerside are to 
the effect that he was met at the Rail;

The Market Hall was thronged 
and the large audience included a good­
ly number of ladies. .

The address 
congratulated Senator Ferguson upon 
his elevation to the Senate and his 
more recent appointment to the distin- 
gnlshéd position offtrivy Councillor, and 
also spoke highly of | ie success which 
has attpudecj his efforts in advocating 
the rights and pressing the claims of 
hia native nrovinoe. An expression of

a stirring speech. He first dealt with 
the question of the railway branches, 
indignantly repelling the ridicnlons 
objections of Mr. Davies that the policy 
of building seven branches of abont 110 
miles was an absurdity, and that the 
question was an election dodge. In 
scathing terms he pointed out that Mr. 
Daviee had himself raised the branch 
railway question in Parliament in 1890, 
right before the last general election, 
and had solemnly promised the people 
of Caledenia in February, 1891 that if 
elected he would advocate the Belfast 
branch in Parliament, which promise 
he violated in the most flagrant man­
ner. If any man was justly charge­
able with using the question of branch 
railways for election pnrposes, Mr. 
Davies was tbe man who had violated 
his solemn promise to the people of 
Caledonia to accuse others of faithless- 

and insincerity. To the great
amusement of the meeting, Mr. Fer­
guson read from Hansard, 1895, the 
speech c-f Mr, John Yeo on the question 
of branch railways. Thinking that the 
Government would only entertain tbe 
Belfast branch, Mr. Yeo strongly urged 
the Government to build five branches, 
which he enumerated, without includ­
ing Crapaud. Mr. Ferguson showed 
how, as soon as Mr. Yeo concluded his 
spe-ch. Mr, Haggart announced the 
plan of building seven branched in­
cluding the Crapand one. Whereupon 
Mr. Davies sprang to his feet and de 
dared that the including so many 
branches was intended to kill the Bei 
fast one. Mr. Fergqson laid that Mr. 
Daviee’ declaration was particularly 
severe on Mr. Yeo. Mr. Davies was 
an adept at turning a sharp corner and 
did not care whom he trampled on in or 
der to gain his party purpose. He ad­
vised the electors to watch how Messrs. 
Davies and Yeo would reconcile their 
contradic ions in Parliament regarding 
branch railways, and thought the peo 
pie .of Crapand had a right to an ex­
planation Horn Mr, Yen as to why he 
did not say a word for Crapand when 
be was advocating toe claims for rail 
way branches of other parts of the la 
land. In contrast with Mr. Yeo’s 
thoughtlessness abont Crapand he in­
formed the meeting, amidst great 
cheers, that Crapand was included in 
the government policy at the instiga­
tion and through the influence of Mr. 
Hunt who made a visit to Ottawa at 
his own expense to see that the claims 
of Crapand were recognized. Mr. Fer­
guson distinctly stated that it was the 
settled policy of the Government to 
build the seven branch railways, be: 
ginning with the Belfast and Elmira 

He described the statements 
Government could, if they 

chose, have passed the railway appro­
priation at the last session as audacious 
in the extreme, and in open defiance of 
truth. Everyone knew that the main 
estimates for 1896-7 must have prece­
dence over the supplementary ones 
for the same year.' The former were 
introduced on the 24th of January and 
the House went into committee on the 
31st of tbe same month, passing one 
small item. Owing to the persistent 
obstruction of Mr, Davies and hia 
friends the House was never allowed to 
go into committee again on them. The 
main estimates had to ba disposed of 
before the supplementary estimates for 
1896 7 could be all owed. It was in 
the latter estimates that the sum of 
$250,000 towards the Belfast and Elmira 
branc es was placed. That item could 
not be nnt in the supplementary esti­
mates for the current year, because in 
that case the vote would lapse on the 
1st, of July, before even surveys could 
be completed. • Mr, Fergason read Mr.

Of all the grand demonstrations ever 
witneeeed in Montreal that tendered to 
Sit Charles Tupper, Bart., Friday night 
was tbe greatest. The torchlight pro­
cession was a magnificent display, and 
some seven thousand people were in 
line to escort the Prime Minister 
from the Liberal-Conservative clob 
room to,8ohmer Park, where the meet­
ing wai held. It is estimated that 
twenty thousand people were in and 
around the building. Senator Villen- 

,‘euve presided, end on the platform were 
the Premier, Hon. Messrs. Angers, 
Taillon, Desjardins, Sir A. P. Caron and 
over 500 of the leading Conservatives of 
Montreal and the Province of Quebec. 
Although Sir Charles looked in splendid 
form and his voice was good, there were 
many thousands who could not hear 
him. Bnt this mattered not. They 
saw the Cumberland war horse and 
cheered themselves hoarse in hie honor, 

i Sir Charles invited the business men of 
the metropolis to Windsor Hall on 
Saturday evening, where they could lis­
ten to him with greater comfort than at 
tt is tremendous meeting He said 
that although he realized the vaetneea 
of Montreal, yet he never believed it 
possible for such a body of men to ba 
got together at a political assembly. 
The Prime Minister repeated what he 
had said at Winnipeg, and amid thun­
dering cheers defied Mr. Laurier or any 
man to show that he had ever, during 
forty years of hia political life, appealed 
to religions or national prejudices. He 
declared that this was the preinde of 
the victory which was sure to come to 
the Liberal-Conservative party on tbe 
23rd of Jane next. Speeches were also 
delivered by Messrs. Angers, Taillon 
and Desjardins. The first named as­
sured the conntry that the remedial bill 
would be re-introduced and carried 
through parliament if it took from fall 
to spring to do it—a statement that was 
cheered in the most enthusiastic man-

Sir Charles’s meetipg on Saturday 
evening at Windsor Hall, where tbe 
Frime Minister spoke to two thousand 
of Montreal’s business men, will be con­
sidered one of the successes of the cam­
paign. He came ont flat-footed in sup­
port of the national policy and not less 
certain on the remedial bill. Sir Char, 
lea said that the meeting the evening 
before at Sohmer Park, although inter­
rupted by a few grits, was the largest 
gathering of the people he had eVér_ 
seen in the world, and was to his mind 
a proof of the vigor and vitality of the 
Conservative party.

He said 
that Mr. Glen, ex:M. P., and a renegade 
Canadian, called upon the Americans 
to hope for Mr. Laurier’s advent to 
power, as Canada would then buy $100, 
000,000 worth of goods from the republic, 
so Sir Charles warned the people that 
something more than Yankee prayers 
might be used against the Conservative 
party He scored the liberals upon 
their refusal to allow the militia vote to 
pass and that Mr. Laurier in hie atti­
tude on the school question was worthy 
of pity rather than Indignation. The 
Premier then went for Dalton McCarthy 
and when the great Protestant audience 
in Windsor hail hissed, SirÇharles'gaid; 
*! He is not worth a hiss.” He told how 
at Sir John McDonald’s reqnest he had 
been Mr. McCarthy’s godfather in Card- 
well, and this was one of the acta of his 
life he would always regret. Sir Char­
les Tapper appeared, however, at bis 
best when he triumphantly rolled back 
the charge that he was an enemy of the 
French race and communicated a 
copy of a letter which he had written to 
the Duke of Buckingham and Chandoe, 
Secretary of State for the colonies in 
1868, wherein he protesta} against 
Cartier receiving the title of C. B., 
while a K. C. B., was conferred upon 
Sir John A. McDonald, the same being 
acknowledged by Cartier’s claim being 
at once accorded.

Health on the Farm.

( From “ Farming ” for May.)

A farmer’s life is proverbially a healthy 
one ; but it is evident, ip many cases, that 
the standard of health might easily be im­
proved, were it not for the neglect of cer­
tain sanitary conditions. Fresh air and 
green fields do much to remedy what 
would in other surroundings, such as in a 
city, cause severe attacks of certain dis­
eases ; but even these aids to health fail 
occasionally, and "the individual has to suc­
cumb at length to the insidious foe, disease. 
PufiCwater is one of the most important 
essentials, to good health. None but those 
who have wandered through other lands, 
where pure water was a scarce commodity, 
can realize the blessing enjoyed by the man 
who has at his door an unstinted supply of 
good, wholesome water. In this country, 
as a rule, there is usually no lack of excel­
lent water, which, if preserved free from 
contamination from surface drainage, 
sewage, or stable liquids, presents a supply 
of first class quality sufficient for all needs. 
I* the care of our wells and springs, how­
ever, we oftentimes show a lamentable dis­
regard of the intres& of our health. Too 
often the well is located near to the stables 
or in such a position that the drainage from 
the stables, both surface and through the 
ground, finds its way, sooner or later, into 
the water, and contaminates it. In other 
instances, frogs, rats and mice find their 
way into the wells, and die there, poisoning 
the water with their putrid bodies. Many 
cases of sickness can be traced to causes 
such as these, and it is, therefore, of the 
highest importance that our wells should 
receive considerable attention every year.

this country, and in placing on record my 
sense of the advantage that I have derived 
from the association with Sir Charles Tap

fir in Canadian affairs, I am confident that 
am also expressing the feelings of those of 

my predecessors in offiec who have enjoyed 
the same privilege. While it would be 
impossible that the severance of Sir Charles 
Tapper’s connection with the high commis- 
sionership in this country should not be 
keenly felt, it is a matter of great satis­
faction to me to think that he is to be re­
placed by a statesman of such known ability 
and experience as Sir Donald Smith.

Angela Ladrazzoni, 
touched with compunction at the 
frailties of her early life, and disgusted 
with the world, now serves God in a 
monastery of nuns of the Order of 
Giteaux, in the djocese of Limoges in 
France, where she weeps in the silence 
of the cloister over the sorrows she 
caused Dimitrios, and awaits patiently 
the day that will deliver her soul from 
its captivity. Father Gregorio, now a 
venerable man, bent under tbe weight 
of years, still lives in the retirement of 
his monastic home in Spain, and often 
does his memory wander to scenes ol 
long ago, and do familiar facet arise 
before him. He keeps up a loving 
correspondence with his old friend 
Dimitrios, Fortuny, after a life of 
countless vicissitudes, abandoned bis 
wanderings and returned to'hls borne, 
where he died as a true Christian, in 
sentiments of great piety. Morosioi 
and Helena are still among the living, 
united by the sacred ties of matrimony. 
’J’heir happy home is in thé Palazzo 
Morosioi, on the Grand Canal at 
Venice, near the old wooden bridge, 
where, in the future, the fine Rialto 
will span the canal, as by moonlight, 
they fioat in their gondola, while tbe 
soft notes of the mandolin are wafted 
over the waters, they love to relate to 
their little ones the tales of days long 
past, and speak of their Unclc Dimi­
trios on the "far-off Island of Rhodes.

A beautiful day in tbe early part of 
tbe year 1482 is drawing to a close, 
It is nearly thirty years since first we 
met, reader, in the shadow of S .

Heie lies all that is mortal of 
Dimitrios Pochas, who fell in 1480, at 
the siege of Rhodes, bravely fighting 
in defence of the faith. May he rest 
in peace !”

A little below 1 read as follows:
1 The bodies of Dimitrios Phocas 

and Irene Diogenes which lie here 
awaiting tbe resurrection, were brought 
from Rhodes by the care of Vincent 
Morosini and his wife Helena, the 
sister of Dimitrios.”

The pilgrim is deeply touched. The 
pallor of the grave spreads Over his 
face, he raises his hand?, he speaks :

“ My God, I have found them ! 
My long life of penance is at an énd. 
Soul of Dimitrios, soul of- Irene, par­
don me, from the bosom of eternity 
My God ! I thank Thee, let me now 
depart in peace.”

Lo ! the man falls forward noon 
the cold marble stones, he is motion­
less. Approach him, lay your hand 
upon his shoulders, you are .touching 
a corpse.* * * * *

Tbe body of the pilgrim was found 
by the sacristan, and in his bosom lay 
concealed a paper containing the fol­
lowing:

“ Over seas and lands have I wan­
dered, since, almost miraculously, I 
was rescued from the waves, on that 
awful night. Long has been my pen­
ance, bitter were my tears, but a 
God of mercy has been merciful 
to me. I found rest for my soul in 
the bosom of the true faith on the 
tomb of Our Saviour at Jerusalem. 
Ndw, I seek for naught save to dis­
cover those whom I have injured, 
and to implore their pardon.”
* 'Morosini and Helena, having heard 
of this sudden death in the Church, 
defrayed the expenses of the funeral. 
The dead man was consigned to the 
earth at the feet of the two whose 
enemy he had been. A simple slab 
marks the place where he rests, bear­
ing the single inscription: “ Nicolaus ” 
the name of the one who there awaits 
the Resurrection together with the 
ashes of

Dîmitrios and Irene.

An inhabitant of the Scilly Isles has 
recently discovered a singular habit 
in the rats which infest those is 
lands. These rats are very a6un 
daot, even on the uniuhabited and 
desolate islets, and the consequent 
scarcity of their natural food has led 
to a practice which is not common 
among rodents — namely, fishing. 
The individual who communicates 
these facts found one day in their 
nests in tbe downs near the shore a 
number of crabs. In the bottom of 
one burrow on a bed. of damp sea 
weed were sixteen crabs, in anothei 
six, and in others three and four. 
The crabs were of good size and cer 
tainly had not come there of their 
own accord, for all of them had their 
legs bitten off near the body. It 
would seem that the rats were in the 
habit of catching them at low water, 
and bringing them to their nests, 
when, in order to prevent their escape, 
and to avoid being bitten by their 
pincers, they gnawed off their legs.
