The three by-elections held in
Ontario on Tuesday the 29th re-
sulted in the gain of one seab by
the Conservatives. =In the gener-
al election the Government carri-
ed two and the Opposition one of
these seats. Now the Govern-
ment has one and the Opposition
two, thus increasing by two the
previously large opposition ma-
Jjority in the Ontario delegation,
Mr Aylesworth and Mr Graham,
the new Ontario Ministers who
bave been trying to build up
their ptrtys shlttered fortunes

bnllmnt record.
THE OVER-TURN IN LONDON

London, which elected Mr Hy-
man by a substantial majority at
the general election, and re-
corded a, majority of over 800
300 for him when he became Min-
ister of Public Works two years
ago, has now elected Major
Beattie, Conservative, by a ma-
jority of 1,086. The preliminary
investigation of the criminal con-
spiracy case showe how the ma-
jority of 1905 was obtained. Over
a hundred electors, most of them
voters at two polling places, testi-
fied that they had received $10
each to vote for M\r Hyman. It
was not plain simple bribery, with
the briber taking his chance of
getting the vote, but a conspiracy,
in which returning officers and
scrutineers violated the secrecy of
the ballot so that the payment

devlivered. In some cases ballot
boxes were opened by the return-
ing officer and the ballots inspect-
ed privately. In most cases the
officer folded the ballot eo he
could see how it was marked, and
gave a sign to an accomplice who
checked off the name in a list of
voters to be paid. The conepira-
tors awaiting trial include leading
men in the Liberal organization,
and some who are implicated are
Government officers and contrac-
tors. When the facts came to
light Mr Hyinan resigned his seat.
His leading workers in the con-
stituency were so paralyzed by
the exposures that they did not
nominate a Government candidate
A Labour candidate ran against
the Conservative standard bearer,
and it is reported that he had an
understanding with the Govern-
ment that he would receive the
Liberal vote and support the Ad-
ministration. But the Conserva-
tive is elected by the largest ma-
jority ever polled in London.

BRIBES REJECTED,

East Northumberland has been
a rather close constituency, The
late member, Mr Cochrane, “had
great personal popularity. At
the last election his majority was
206. The Government had san-
guine hopes of eapturing this rid-
ing, Mr Graham, the new Minister
of Railways, who bas been com-
mended as a great organizer, went
to the constituency and took
charge of the campaign, speaking
at several places and moving ab-
out among the people with an
attractive programme of public
works. The Government candid-
ate issued a circular letter with
the British and Canadian flag on
one page, and on another offers of
wharves, breakwaters. publig
buildings and numerous similar
costly Government investments.
The Government campaign was
little more than &, wholesale at-
tempt to bribe the eonstituency
with offers of public money.
Nothing worse has ever been seen
in Dominion elections. Mr Gra-
ham has made himself a party to
a most degrading campaign. The
wholesome and refreshing part of
it isthat the scheme failed. Mr.
Owens, the Conservgtive candid-
ate who had no patronage to use
and no public bribes to offer, is
elected by a majority of 256
which is larger than that obtain-
ed by the late member ip the gen-
eral election.

NORTH WELLINGTON.

North Wellington was previ-
ous to last election a doubtful
constitutency. Mr McMullen had
long represented the riding but
his majority dwindled away uatil
in 1890 he wae defeated. Then
followed the redistribution or
gerrymander of Ontario im the]
Liberal interest, and North Well-
ington was re-adjysted so that
townships giving three or four
hundred Conservative majorities
were transferred to another rid-

SIR CHARLES HIBBERT
TUPPER.

The rsturn of Sir Chatles Hib-
bert Tupper to active political life
gives great satisfaction to the
Conservative party generally.
During a political career of eigh-
teen years, including some eight
years in office, Sir Charles Hib-
bert established a reputation as
a statesman, of great. ability and
an administrator of the strictest
lntergnty He has hosts of

his own. Sir Charles Hibbet is sf
first class fighting man. He was
five times elected in the County
of Pictou and never defeated,
though that riding had always
been regarded as a close constitu-
ency. Sir Charles Hibbert has
been re-nominated by the Pictou
Conservatives and will probably
take an active share in the organ-
ization of Nova Secotia and the
prosecution of the next campaign
in that Province. Mr Borden’s
duties as the leader of his party
compelled him in the last election
to give his attention to other Pro-
vinces and other constituencies
than his own. It will be the
sume in the next campaign and
the Conservatives of Nova Scotia
will consider themselves fortunate
in having Sir Charles Hibbert
Tupper smong them when the
fight comes on.

COUNTED IN

It was announced last week that
while Mr Turgeon, Attorney-Gen-
eral of Saskatchewan, came out of
the election contest with a minor-
ity of the unchallenged votes he
would probably be counted in by
the court or commission which
judges the disputed ballots. See-
ing that the court was composed
of the returning officer, appointed
by Mr Turgeon himself, and of a
local magistrate also selected by
the Government, and that the
magistrate had acted as Mr Tur-
geon’s agent at one of the polls,
and that he took part in the pro-
cession which celebrated Turgeon'’s
victory while the result was un-
certain, it could easily be foretold
that Mr Turgeon would be declar-
ed elected.

NO . INSURANCE MEASURE

It is not probable than any insur-
ance legislation will take place at the
coming Session. The excuse last
session was that the Government had
not time to deal with the quastion
after receiving the report of the
Royal Commission,: Ministers have
bad a good.deal of time since and
they have in their possession the
Royal Oommission’s draft bill, But
they do not appear to be very keen to
resume the discussion of insurance
matters. The political capital which
the Commission was to have created
proves to be worth very few ceats on
the dollar, and the Government has
already lost one Minister as a result
of issues raised affecting personal
character,

THE COST OF LIVING.

Another strong statement has been
made by civil servants respecting the
increased cost of living. It hardly
reguires such statements to prove to

the people at large that they need a
good deal more money than formerly
to pay their bills, Farmers, finding
their own expenses inereased, have
raised the cost of their produce, and
tbough the farmers themselves do not
grow rich their customers are groan=
iog under increased burdens. Every

thing.is higher that families bave to
buy. Inthese circumstances great
interest attaches to pledges given by
Mr. Fielding, when he entered
Dominion politics, to use his influence
to reduce public expenditure aand
public taxation and to make Canada
a cheap country to live in. A pum-
of those pledges bave been quoted
and they offer a singular commeat on
the familiar daily announcemeat of
higher and still bigher prices for all
the necessaries of life. Announce-
ment is made this week that doctors’
fees and general hotel rates will be
advanced on accouat of the increas
ed cost of living.

AirshipSecret Guarded
Close.

Edinburgh, Oct. 26.—The extra
ordinary precautions that are being
taken by the war office authorities to
maintain the secret of the aeroplane
invented by Lieutenant Dunn, now
being completed in one of the wildest
parts of the Scottish Highlands, make
the whole enterprise one of the most
romantic ia the history of aeronautics.

Police beadquarters at Buffalo, N.
Y. was buroed Friday afternoon.

- The twenty prisoners were
handcuffed together and marched to
the jail. ~The firemen apparentiy
bad the flames under contrel and
were working in the third floor when
the cupola toppled over and crashed
through the roof and top floor, Two
companies of firemen were caugh in
the crash. They were releas=d after
twenty minutes of hard work and
eight of them taken to the hospital.
The buildiog was practically destroy-

Of course we go {0 seée the place
where the miracle was performed by
the “ Madoona of the Snow,” the
Meadonna to whose power is asoribed
the esaving of the town of Torre
Annunziata, Torre Annunziata lies
on the shore of the Bay of Naples,
below Boscotrecase.

Priests and people rushed
to the ochurob, brought forth the icon
of the Madonna, and stationed them
selves there in the burning vineyard
they confronted the advancing lava,
expnsed the sacred pioture and
prayed for the deliverance of the
homes, Whether or not you believe
in modern miracles, the miracle was
done.
