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CHAIRMAÇ DOYLES SPEECH.
License commissioner Doyle’s address 

on the Soott Act, which we giro pretty 
fully thie week, is deserving of close, 
analytical reading. Hu modest claims 
for his past work in the temperance Held 
we will let go, by merely saying that 
there are several old temperance workers 
who do not yield the palm for these cam­
paigns to Mr. Doyle. His confession 
that his defeat for a reeveship changed 
his attitude on the temperance question 
is one that only a very testy disposition 
would acknowledge. A fanatic, accord­
ing to bis reasoning is one who labors 
for temperance free ; a practical temper­
ance man is one who uses the temper­
ance cry for plane, sad when unsuccess­

ful turns around upon hie old-time asao- 
mates.

He fails to see the difference be­
tween private life and public character. 
The chargee against the inspectors are 
made against them in their capacity as 
officiate, not as private citizens. All the 
inspectors might be sworn total abstain­
ers, and yet be utterly worthless so far 
as a vigorous and effective prosecution 
of offenders is concerned.

Mr. Doyle was too hasty in his as­
sertion that not one single charge had 
been specified. Had he waited until 
the deputation, which had been hastily 
called together, had spoken all its mind 
on the matter, he would have heard 
specific chargee enough. As it was he 
did hear some. The temperance people 
are ready and willing to make many 
specific charges before a government com 
mission or an independent tribunal, but 
the board of commissioners will need to 
be rid of much partisanship before a 
committee of gentlemen will go before 
them to be treated as prisoners in the 
dock. The report of the interview will 
show that sufficient chargee were made 
to satisfy the publie, if not the board, 
that there is gross criminal neglect by 
the duly appointed officials in thisooenty 
to fairly enforce the Soott Act.

The chairman of the board blames the 
people for the failure to enforce the law.
It was the people who should furnish the 
information. If the officials expect the 
people to do half lie work, will the 
officiale give the people half the salary.

The challenge to point out a single 
■ ease where the inspectors had refused to

^nte oases, was promptly accepted 
v. T. M. Campbell, to the confu­
sion and silence of commissioners and 
inspectors on that point afterwards. Mr. 

Doyle's fling at temperance men in bar­
rooms as a childish eon.

Here is a little 
question in simple proportion :— “If the 
inspectors have done so grandly in 
getting one conviction, are not the tem­
perance men five times more deserving 
of praise for effecting five convictions.'

Mr1. Doyle's claim that the act is as 
well observed in Huron as in any other 
county in Canada is not sound. In the 
county of Renfrew the act is a success 
because it is properly administered.
Clergymen, Catholic and Protestant, 
reeves and magistrates, professional and 
busineas men, unite in speaking in its 
favor. The reason this record does not 
exist in Huron is apparent to every­
body who aaw and heard license com­
missioner Doyle on Thursday.

I THE POLICE MAGISTRATE.
By a Majority ef Tew Iba Cewnly (Mull 

BeeMaste Bave Bne Wllhewt Salary.

Shortly after the council met st 4 
p.m., on Friday, the question of the ap­
pointment of a police magistrate for the 
county without salary loomed up. At 
first it didn’t appear to be as big aa a 
man’s hand, but it soon assumed propor­
tions, and it took a square vote of the 
council to settle it finally. It started in 
thia fashion :—

It was proposed that the county conn 
oil ask the government to grant the 
prayer of the temperance people’s peti­
tion.

Mr. Hayes—What right have we to 
ask, if it ie without salary ?

Mr. McMillan—We have just as good 
a right to ask the government to grant 
the prayer of that petition as we have to 
ask it for anything else. It had been 
one of the strong objections against the 
appointment that it waa going to entail 
a great cost upon the county. It was 
reasonable to ask the local government 
to do thia, as they had taken similar 
aciion in the county cf Duffenn.

Mr. Clegg would like to know what 
was the prayer of the petition. It ought 
to be before the coundl.

Mr. Wilton replied that the prayer of 
the petition waa to appoint John Beattie 
without a salary.

The warden alio thought the petition 
should be before the chair.

Mr. Cook—The motion qualifies itself, 
and asks that the police magistrate be 
appointed in accordance with the petition 
of the Scott Act association, and have 
him without salary. He thought the 
motion should pass without discussion. 
They had the president of the associstion 
before them, and he had stated distinctly 
what the petition had aaked for. They 
should accept the word of honor of the 
reeve of Seaforth, and carry the motion 
without a dissenting voice.

Mr. H. Either waa afraid that if the 
petition was granted the council might 
still be responsible for such expenses as 
constables’ fees snd rent, fuel, etc. The 
county solicitor should be asked on this 
point.

The Warden—I asked the eeunty 
solicitor yesterday if the police magis­
trate waa appointed without salary would 
we have to pay him, and he raid we will 
have to pay him.

Mr. Wilson said the question was, 
would the council commit itself to salary 
or not 1 To settle all doubt and dispute 
the matter should be submitted to the 
county solicitor.

Mr. Johnston raid he understood that 
the government would appoint Mr. 
Beattie next week whether or not.

Mr. McMillan raid the goremment 
would not take any action without some 
action from the county council. They 
were waiting the action of the council.

The warden raid it was something 
strange to him to ask the council to 
endorse the prayer of a petition they 
have never seen with cyan.

Messrs. MsHillan and Kaine, who had 
been sent as a committee to interview 
the county solicitor in the matter, re­
turned in a abort time, and reported.

college with $36. To supplement this 
he taught in private families, started 
rivate school, which so prospered that 
e was able to give assistance to other 

poor students, until hia health failing he 
had to give it up. At twenty-two, in 
the end of hia sophomore year, he bor­
rowed money to go to Germany, taught 
English to get funds, studied under 
Thulock at Halle, travelled over the 
Hartz Mountains and over Bohemia and 
Switzerland, obtained a circuit, and 
preached in German in Zurich and Aiful- 
tern, and in French at Verne).

In 1871 he returned to Canada, gra­
duated, was ordained a minister of the 
Methodirt church and married. He 
now spent five years in the German work 
in Canada, but finding the sphere too 
narrow, offered for the missionary work 
of the Northwest, and was tent to Japan 
in 1876.

After spending one year in the city of 
Tokio, he went into the interior where 
he spent three years, planting a church 
in a province of 60,000 people, before 
un visited, and becoming an adept in the 
language. Thence he returned to Tokio, 
where he has since resided. Here he 
edited the Oirymnt/umvm, a magasine 
devoted to Japan, and started a course 
of lectures in the Meiji Kaido, a hall 
built to overthrow Christianity, and 
turned it into the Exeter hall of Tokio, 
lecturing there and in many other places 
to thoueanda. These lectures, which 
were on the scientific basis of Christiani­
ty, were published by aid direct from 
Sir Harry Parkee, the British Am basas 
dor, and aroused a wonderful interest 
throughout Japan, and, with other 
pamphlets, won for their author a wide 
personal influence, and gave a great im­
petus to Christianity, to that upon his 
return he will have splendid opportuni­
ties for years of work in the most preg­
nant era of Japanese history.

Between two and three years ago Mr. 
Eby’a residence in Tokio was burned to 
the ground, and he loet all his personal 
efforts, and, more than all, his valuable 
'library of over 1,000 volumes, and all 
his German, French, and Japanese man-, 
uscripts.. This lorn he is now endeavor­
ing to repair by the proceeds of his 
illustrated lectures on Japan. — (8t

COMMISSIONER HARDY'S RETORT,

1 beg to report that the bridge on town- 
line between Stephen and Hay has been 
completed. The cue tract for abutments 
were let at the January meeting for nine 
hundred and seventy , three dollars, when 
the masonry was built to height given 
on specification* I considered they were 
too low, and agreed with contractor to 
build them ten inohee higher for $16. The 
walls are built with large Sell stone and 
quarry atone. The quarry atone is used 
for feeing and headers, and backed with 
field stone makes strong walls, and can 
be built for at least a third lee» than if 
all quarry stone were used. The iron 
superstructure for a 80 foot span let at 
the same time for $1,646. When the ma­
terial was delivered at place and false­
work erected we measured between abut­
ments with a steel tape, and found they 
were 81 feet 6 inches apart. The super­
structure being made for a 90 foot span, 
necessitated the removing of one abut­
ment to gife sufficient btaùpc for bridge 
•eats to rest oil. Tie taxing dosa 
of the Wails and rebuilding ooet $66 
The river at this place crosses the 
road on a skew and has made a heavy 
wash on foundation of old abutment in 
the peat. To prevent a scour on foon 
dation of new one I had large atone 
placed around the face end wing walls 
of abutment, alsd stone walla built on 
upstream aide of approaches to prevent 
water from washing embankments—the 
ooet of this work being $70, including 
the removing of old bridge and keeping 
of deviation road in repair. The making 
of approaches, gravelling and fencing 
for one hundred feet at each end cost 
$120, the total ooet being $2,889. The 
small iron bridge near Kippen, on the 
townline between Hay and Stanley has 
been finished satisfactorily. The con­
tract was let the same time aa first 
mentioned. The walls of abutments are 
built with mixed stone—field and quarry 
—at a cost of $794, and the superstruc­
ture for 30 ft span $443.87. The build­
ing of walls to secure approach at each 
end of bridge, making approaches and 
gravelling same, cost $269. The old 
bridge was 60 feet. I shortened the 
new one to 30 feet, and sold the old 
timbers of this bridge for $7, and the 
timbers of Hay and Stephen bridge for 
$20.90, which bas been paid to county 
treasurer. Mud creek bridge on town­
line between Huron and Middlesex, 
mentioned in report at June meeting as 
being unsafe, has been rebuilt at a coat 
of $274. Making approaches and gravel 
ling ooet $193.76—half paid by county 
of Middlesex. The timber used in pile 
abutments and superstructure is white 
oak of the beet quality and should bet 
fifteen or sixteen years. The reeve of 
Uaborne called my attention to a small 
bridge on boundary between Hibbert 
and Usburne. I examined it, and found 
some of the timbers bad. McLaren, 
reeve of Hibbert, and myself let the 
contract for new bridge, with small 
stone abutments for $225, which has 
been completed according to specifica­
tions. The approaches at this bridge 
are too narrow, and should be widened. 
This would bring it under the supervi 
•ion of the adjourning municipalities in 
future, as it is now under 20 feet. I sold 
the old timber for $5, but it has not yet 
been settled for. I had new floors laid 
on Black Creek and Sauble bridges o 
townliiie between Stephen and Hay 
also a new floor on Sauble bridge be­
tween Uaborne and Bibhgrt ; and new 
chords, flooring and handrail on Hol­
man's bridge, Crediton road ; and string- 
era laid on Eliirville bridge, St. Mary’s 
gravel road. These bridges are in a 
good state of repair, and should last four 
years. The repairing cost $190. With 
the cornent of the warden of Lambton 
I had the rods of Grand Bend bridge 
tightened. Some of them were quite 
loose and broken, whieh were repaired 
at a cost of $38, the county of Lambton 
paying half. Sauble bridge oh town­
line between Huron and Middlesex has 
bad considerable repair* The truss on 
this bridge wee badly twisted I had two 
new needle-beams put iu, apd long late-

ondition, and will hare to be renewed 
and I would recommend early stops to be 
taken to have a new bridge oeilt were.
I got a new bent put in on bridge be­
tween Elam and Gray, Huron’s portion 
of ooet being $8.76. I found it neceeaary 
to strengthen the superstructure of the 
B uevale bridge by putting in high poets 
with beams across the tup, which pre­
vented thq sway very much, and yet 
allowed loaded teams to pew under, also 
an iron plate *as pat on each stringer 
where it joins, at a ooet ef $46. I had 
also repairs made to the approaches of 
Zetland bridge, and floor repaired, and 
plank placed on the bridgea near Wing- 
bam at a coat of $36.60.

RETORT OF MR. HAYS.
At the request of the reeve of Tucket - 

smith, I examined the Egmcndville 
bridge, and found it in a very bad con­
dition, the timbers being veryjmucli de­
cayed. I asked Mr. Hardy to meet me 
and consult as to what was best to be 
done ; we came to the conclusion to put 
a bent under it, whieh I have done, at an 
expense of $25. This bridge, although 
only nine or ten years old, is in a very 
baa stop#. I would recommend that 
the abotmente be raised about throe 
test, and an iron *up«tstiuetgre put cn 
as early as possible next summer. The 
•pan is only about CO fast, so that the 
iron would not oeme very high. There 
is also a large culvert through the ra 
bank ment at this bridge, which baa 
partially broken down. With the con­
sent of Mr. Jackson and others interest 
ed in this stream, I, at a cost of $7, 
diverted it in another direction, and the 
culvert can be done away with. I had 
Silver Creek bridge rebuilt ; aa some of 
the timbers were very sound, I used 
them, so that the eoet will be about $46, 
exclusive of flooring. The contract for 
the stonework of the Londeebcro bridge, 
which should bare been completed by the 
16th Sept, was not completed until the 
31st Oct, or between six and seven 
weeks behind their agreement, which 
has made it impowible to get the bridge 
completed and the road put in proper 
shape this fall ; it will be passable by 
to-morrow, but I hardly expect tc get 
the embankment completed aa it should 
be this season. The county has also 
been put to a considerable expense,and I 
to considerable trouble, by having the 
water dammed back upon the road by a 
mill dun which is about 40 rods below 
the bridge. I think this council should 
hate an understanding with mill or ners 
whose dams affect their roads, and not 
be put to Inconvenience and expense 
when they have a bridge to repair or 
rebuild.

Painstaking people, who koow next t 
nothing of printing, find special delight 
in inarching out typographies! errors in 
newspapers, periodicals and hooka, the 
detection of a b'undar, in their own 
estimation, putting a premium on indiv­
idual intelligence—conferring a pgivibee 
of disparaging printer* Men of intelli^ 
geoce, who write wall but not legible, 
never tire of pointing out mistakes of 
printers, and the oversights of proof 
reader* These self constituted censors 
of typography may find food for whole­
some reflection io the feet that joat one 
hundred years ago a number of Profess­
ors in the Edinburgh University under­
took the publication of a book which 
should bea perfect specimen of typo­
graphic accuracy. Bvery conceivable 
precaution was taken to prevent errors 
of the type* Six experienced proof 
readers were employed, who devoted 
hours to the reading of each page. Af­
ter their careful task was completed 
each page was posted ia the hall of th 
University, with a notice that £50 would 
be paid to any person who should suc­
ceed in diooveriog an error. Every 
page remained thus publioiy exposed for 
two weeks before being retained to the 
printing office. The projectors of the 
work felt confident that the object to 
diligently striven for had been attain*:

A Temperance Deputation Inter­
viewe the License Oommle­
sion ere.

Art ee«e Urtmd », Ik. i

About 6 re o'clock on Wednesday even­
ing of last week the members of the com­
mittee appointed to present the temper­
ance memorial received notification to 
attend a meeting of the board of license 
commissioners next morning at 10 
o’clock. The notice was 10 short that a 
majority of the committee could not be 
got together in time to arrange any pre­
cise way of presenting the memorial. It 
was also utteily impossible to procure 
witnesses who lived out of town. Never- 
thelCSe several el the committee went to 
the olBde of the chairmen of the board 
to talk over the matter of the memorial, 
when that official led the way to the 
court room, and assuming judicial func­
tions called upon the committee for evi­
dence regarding the charges made in 

vthe memorial.
Rev. T. M. Campbell and Mr. Thoe. 

XeGilliouddy stated that the notice was 
too short The chairman contended that 
the board end its officials had already 
laid for ten days under the charges, end 
they should here been handed the 
memorial sooner. Mr. McQillicuddy 
said he acknowledged that it was a 
mistake not to have handed in a copy 
of the memorial sooner to the com­
missioners, but for all that the notice 
was too short, as even the committee 
eould not be called together in time for 
farther consultation. The chairman 
then fulminated against the temperance 

..people in general and Rev. T. M. Camp­
bell in particular, for their action in 

-^easing the memorial, after which he 
called upon Mr. MoGillicuddy to read 
that document The latter prefaced the 
reading by Baying that he was glad Mr. 
Dyyle was in the chair as a license com- 
miwiener, and not as judge, else if he 
was to apeak hie mind regarding his 
conduct that morning he might be com­
mitted for contempt of court He then 
reed the memorial.

The chairman next called upon Inspec­
tor Ball to speak to the question.

Messrs. Campbell and McGillicuddy 
objected to him speaking until the depo­
rtation had made their charges more ex 
plieitly.

The chairman insisted in following out 
hia own order of procedure, and the in 
aneetor proceeded in hia usual style. He 
declared that he bad never been offered 
help by the temperance people, except in 
one case where they offered him counsel. 
He rambled all over the question, evi­
dently with no other idea than to kill 
time and forestall any impression the 
deputation might make if they had pro­
ceeded in the usual course. Amid pro­
tests from members of the deputation, he 
proceeded to read a «amber of anony­
mous letters reflecting upon the conduct 
of well known temperance men. He 
complained that he had been nine months 
in tee service, and had not yet got aye
dollar. He claimed that his only crime 
was that 'he was a Conservative. He 
wandered on for nearly an hour, and in 
all that time did not say enough on the 
real- question at iasee to occupy live 
minutes.

Chairman Doyle then rose to speak, 
but Rev. T. M. Campbell protested that 
the delegation should be permitted to 
say something in the way of backing up 
the memorial. The chairman then con­
sented to allow Mr. Campbell to speak.

Rev. T. M. Campbell said it was a 
well-known fact that the Act was fre­
quently violated, and the question was, 
How shall we enforce that law 1 We 
naturally go to the officers appointed ; 
to the commissioners and inspectors. 
The current of the remarks of Mr. Ball, 
and the chairman’s interjections, had 
given to all the impression that they did 
not hold themselves responsible for the 
enforcement of that law, and had cast it 
back upon the temperance people. He 
protested against- the conduct of inapee 
tor Ball in reading anonymous letters 
defaming the character of respectable 
men who had nothing to do in this mat 
ter, a«d whom he sought to malign be­
cause they were leading temperance 
Am, and he told comrabioner Doyle it 
was a dastardly thing for him to allow 
each to be done. Mr. Campbell then re- 

the feet that the violations of 
___ let were known and talked 

'about generally, and that the words of 
commissioner Doyle confessed his know 
ledge of it, and yet officially he did little 
•r nothing to enforce the law He 
pressed home^the charge that while the 
commissioners and inspectors were paid 
a salary for enforcing the law, they 
tffhPto throw the responsibility of their 
flWiWoek upon the tempérance people, 
styes witnessed by the remarks of the 
^airman that morning Mr. Ball ap 
Imrsd to act on the idea, “You look up 
the case, and when everything is ready 
hand it over to me." The temperance 
people were not expected to go out of 
■their way to hunt up cases ; it was clear- 
fly the inspector's duty to do so. Mr. 
Ball had said he whs not yet paid. Well, 
if he had not been paid and didn’t ex 
peot to be paid, lie shoeid resign. We 
wanted officials who would dothe work.no 
matter what the pay. The commissioners 
should insist on the inspectors ferretting 
out violations. It had been publicly and 
commonly said that the inspectors and 
• ommiasioaars were in sympathy with 
the violators of the law. He put the 
commisiioeere and inspectors in -the 
same category with customs officers and 
seek officials The work of the inspec­
tors had not been such as would com­
mend them to US as men who would en­
force the'law. He would appeal to the 
bat of pUblio opinion if these officials 

'had doae their duty. fie would say 
that Mr. Ball £ad not put himself in the 
Une of law and order cn this question. 
Regardhm Mr. Ball’s statement that he 
was ss*3 to band over the conduct of 
the McBride oeee, “he haa himself to 
blame if hereafter 1 accept any further 
statements of bis with reserve. He was 
simply asked to accept the assistance of 
a barrister in this case. And be could 
uoi have misunderstood onr offer. ” 
Referring (gain to the anonymous let­
ters. lie asked why did not Mr. Ball 
fellow up these anonymous informations 
in a proper WtJ, and not use them as he 
had done that day 1 He concluded by 
gi-inr -eau-.ns why he (the speaker), ay

» minister of the gospel and a citizen, 
should demand the enforcement of the 
Aet.

Commissioner Doyle said he was very 
glad indeed that the time had arrived 
when they were permitted to open their 
moaths in defence of the course they 
bad taken in the discharge of their dut­
ies. In the first place it was charged 
against them that, at officials, they were 
in sympathy bith the liquor truffle, or in 
other words, that they were rebels 
against the law and the country. When 
many of the members of that 
which adopted the memorial were neo­
phytes in the temperance work, he was 
one of the first men in Goderich to take 
a stand in temperance matters. He was 
the first man to try to wipe out the low 
groggeriee in the town. He was the 
first man to take up the question of sep­
arating liquor from the grocery stores 
He had been e consistent temperance 
man, but not a fanatic. He had stood in 
with the temperance party until he was 
treated in a Way that made him lose all 
interest in that party. At one time a 
delegation of temperance men waited 
upon him as representative of their 
cause, asked him to be one of their 
reeves, and when the vote name to be 
polled, some of these men deserted him, 
and another man who had been a tem­
perance man got the vote of the liquor 
party, and he (Mr. Doyle) was left at 
home. Since that time he had been out 
of sympathy with the temperance socie­
ties The inspectors had been charged 
with being partizans. When he selected 
the inspector for this town he selected 
him because he knew he had been a tem­
perance man, and didn't know whether 
he had or had not changed hie views 
since. As for Mr. Perkins, he was a man 
of temperance principles, and would dis­
charge hia duties to the best of hia ability. 
Would anyone dare to aay that Mr. John 
Kelly, the third, wai one who tipples or 
drinks liquor ? It was a matter of noter 
iety that for mouths past the Scot* Act 
peoole had been meeting and passing 
resolutions in their gatherings condemn­
ing their indifference. Yet Mr. Campbell 
said they had not one specific charge, al­
though he had called upon the commis­
sioners and inspectors to give more evi­
dence of their faithful discharge of their 
duties, f A discussion here took place 
between the license commissioner and 
the clergyman as to what the latter had 
stated, Mr. Campbell putting himself 
right so fsr as the other wee misrepre­
senting him.J Commissioner Doyle re­
sumed, and said the Scott Act was t" 
law of the county, and it was the duty 
every good citizen to carry that law out, 
The carrying out of this Act did not rest 
with the commissioners ; it is not 
fault of the inspectors, but it was 
fault of the people in neglecting to give 
it proper aid. It had been ehown by 
Mr. Ball that the informations he had 
got were, as a rule, anonymous. It was 
impossible for any commissioners 
inspectors to duly enforoe the Act unless 
the people of the county came forward 
and brought the information to the 
knowledge of the inspectors. He defied 
any person topoint to one single instance 
where they had neglected to prosecute 
it. They had appointed officers whom 
they believed to be efficient and worthy 
men. They gave these officers their 
instructions, but did not tell them that 
it was their duty to be continually 
the road. They only received the enor­
mous sum of 9225 a year, and they had 
not yet got it for this year. They could 
not on that amount get rich. Yet men 
will vote for an Act, and sit in barrooms 
and then roll up their eyes and condemn 
the inspectors because they will not do 
their duty. The inspectors should get 
more emolument, and the temperance 
men should help them to get more. This 
Scott Act took away from the revenue 
that should go towards enforcing the 
liquor laws He claimed that the man 
ner in which the Crooks Act was work 
ed, and he had been a commissioner 
under that law, placed the liquor traffic 
on a satisfactory basis. It had the effect 
of raising the standard of hotels, 
course there were infringements of the 
Crooks Act, for it was utterly impossible 
to suppress the illicit traffic completely. 
He for one would rejoice when the day 
would come when the traffic would be 
completely under control. He would now 
take up the memorial in the order of its 
clauses. The whole thing was unfair 
because it was a meeting of women, a 
few ehildren and thirty or forty electors. 
He denied the truth of the first clause 
of the memorial as to the Violations ef 
the law by license holders. The Board 
had passed resolutions to confine the 
liquor traffic to buildings separate from 
hotels in order that there might be no 
excuie as to persons going in there fi 
anything else. He admitted that thefe 
were Rotations of the Aet, but 
was in .unlicensed hotels. The liquor was 
now being directed to channels which be­
fore did not exist, but not by licensed 
men. The charge was a gross libel against 
the holders of licenses. It meant 
also that the liquor vendor» were 
perjurers, because, they have at the end 
of the year to make a sworn statement 
to the effect that they have not violated 
the conditions of the Act in their sales. 
He acknowledged that there were diffi­
culties in the way of enforcing the Act. 
There was no likeness between the du­
ties of a customs officer and a license in­
spector. Vessels coming end going had 
to give official notice of their movements.
As to the inland revenue officials, it was 
well known that their presence in this 
county did not prevent the illicit making 
of liquor. That was a well anown fact. 
The temperance law was not properly en­
forced because the people held aloof, and 
in that way the hands of the commis­
sioners were tied. He would defy any­
one to say that he had ever winked at a 
violation of that law. It was not for the 
paltry sum of $75 a year that he waoted 
to cling to public offioe,and be abused in 
the press and oo the publie platform for 
not doing his duty. Then aa to the com­
missioners Now the duty of looking 
after the whole county is placed upon 
the shoulder» of three men, whereas un­
der the Crooks’ Act there were nine. On 
the question of the persons to whom 
licenses were granted, he was aware from 
the beginning that fault had been found 
by the press and the Scott Act Msocia- 
lion for granting licenses to others than 
druggists. He took upon himself the 
main responsibility for that course.
He had (joked over the whole matter, 
and came to the conelusion that the beat 
way to keep Hack of the business done 
was to have the liquor in places where 
PU other business was carried on, so that

track could be kept of those who went in 
fer liquor. A number of ladiee under­
took to tepresent to him that a certain 
druggist to business in town should not 
get a license to sell liquor. And some 
druggists had represented that it would 
kill their bsminnaa if the commissioners 
would give licensee to other druggist», 
and not to them. It would be utterly 
impossible to keep any track of the 

in the drug stores. He had 
also the authority of one of the lending 
temperance men of the county that it 
was a good move, after all had oeên ex- 

to him. there had brio only 
two apposants outside of druggists in 
Goderich. The oommiaaioners had re­
timed leave to Mr. Craig to use Bing­
ham’s store, became it wee under the 
aame roof as their hotel Thé speaker 
charged it upon the Soott Act people that 
they had not done their duty aa well aa 
the commissioners had done theira. It 
was a moat grave procedure, a gross out­
rage, to make these public charges 
against the inspectors of this county, 
when there was not brought forward one 
single instance of their neglect. He 
blamed Mr. Campbell in rather vigorous 
language for making a charge against the 
inspectors that he could not prove. The 
commissioners, said the chairman sarcas­
tically, have been very modestly remind­
ed of their duties. He had not found 
any persona who were more ready and 
willing to discharge their duties than the 
inspectors were. Mr. B»I1 had shown 
that by spending hia own money in fol­
lowing up the cases. It was not in his 
province to say what the Board would 
do next year so far aa granting licensee 
were concerned. It should be distinctly 
understood by the public that unless they 
will assist the officers to enforce the law 
little can be done, aa the matter depend­
ed in a great measure upon themselves. 
The government officials should be re­
garded as friends of the Act Be believ­
ed that the Scott Act with all its faults 
was aa well administered in this as in 
any other county in the province. He 
closed by citing the case of Chief Justice 
Cameron at Woodstock, when he replied 
to the grand jury of Oxford as to the 
working of the Scott Aet in that county.

Mr. Thoe. McGillicuddy said that the 
chairman when practicing as a barrister 
had made a reputation for himself as a 
clever pleader. It had not been his good 
fortune to hear him in a case before, but 
he must now say that although the chair­
man might have grown a little rusty 
while on the bench, he had just given 
them a splendid exhibition of special 
pleading. The reference to Chief-Jus- 
tice Cameron was ridiculous The grand 
jury of Oxford knew more about the ef 
feet of the Scott Act in that county than 
the Chief-Justice did, for they lived and 
moved in the county, and be was only a 
transient visitor. He had got his know­
ledge from the lawyers Vnd eourt house 
coterie, who in none of our counties 
were noted for their enthusiasm in favor 
of the Act. The chaitman had acted in 
a moat unfair manner in conducting this1 
interview. He had done his summing 
up before all the evidence was before 
him. He had not allowed time for wit­
nesses to be brought from outside points, 
for the notice had been given only at 
five o'clock the previous evening. He 
had put forward a license inspector be­
fore any of the delegation had opportun­
ity to specify charges, and that official 
had taken up valuable time chiefly by 
reading animymous letters derogatory to 
the character of temperance men. It was 
a flagrant outrage, contrary to all usage 
and to common decency. Mr. Wilson 
was happily present, and had given the 
lie to one charge, and Mr. Seager gave 
the lie to another. The chairman should 
not have permitted such a shameful 
abuse of privilege as the reading of 
anonymous charges. The temperance 
people had no confidence in tne ability 
of the inspector to properly conduct a 
case. So far the inspectors had secured 
only one conviction, while the temper­
ance people, altogether independent of 
the officials, had secured several convic­
tions, and some cf these cases had been 
refused by the inspectors. What did 
that prove ? He always had the courage 
of his convictions, and would say that 
he would bare preferred a full board, 
as the two members before him were 
open to a charge of nepotism, the chair­
man having granted a license to his own 
brother, a hotel keeper, and the warden 
having a son as one of the derelict in­
spectors. A feeling of surprise, shame 
and disgust had passed over the county 
when it was first learned that the com­
missioners had passed by the druggists 
and given licenses to the hotel keepers. 
Even the liquor party was astonished.
It was the commissioners and 
inspectors, not the deputation, who were 
on trial, and after the indications of 
feeling the chairman had given in his 
speech, they could hardly expect to 
gain much by presenting a case, how­
ever strong. He would instance one 
case just to show the position. He then 
read a portion of an editorial m the 
Goderich Star calling the attention of 
the authorities to the fact that in a police 
eourt case for assagit, sworn testimony 
had been given to show that a constable 
had left instructions that certain hard 
characters were not to get liquor even 
with a license, but that a companion was 
handed the “prescription” by the 
drunken men, and that he got liquor for 
the others on the identical certificate 
upon which liquor had previously been 
refused ! The liquor vendor in that case 
was a brother of the chairman. That 
case was notorious, but nothing had 
been done by the officials.

Commissioner Doyle—He did right 
not to give it to a drunken man ; you 
surely can’t object to giving it to the 
sober man.

Mr. McGillicuddy—I am astonished to 
hear you aay that. Is not a certificate 
an individual thing Î It ia not transfer­
able.

Mr. McGillicuddy then said that owing 
the lateness of the hour and the at­

titude of the board, he would nokepeak 
any further length, especially as there 

were several other delegates present who 
light to be heard. He must say, how­

ever, that he did not think the inspec­
tors had the ability, if the desire, to 
successfully conduct prosecutions, and 
temperance men did not care to give 
them information, and then hare them­
selves as well as the esse given away.
The temperance people had shown that 
they eould get convictions where the 
inspector* felled in their duty.

Rev. T. M. Campbell, in rising again,
■aid that inspector Ball was a public man 
and waa amenable to public opinion.

There were two thing* of which the tem­
perance people complained as against the 
commissioner* : 1st, that they gave the 
licensee to men other than druggists, 
contrary to the plain intention of the 
law ; and, 2nd, that they appointed as 
inspectors, men in whom no confidence 
was placed, and who are well known to 
be in sympathy with the liquor trade. 
Their eumplaist against the inspectors 
was that they did not try to detect the 
violations of the Aet, and when informa­
tion waa given them refused to sot upon 
it This complaint wee especially direct­
ed against inspector Ball, who received 
Several raformatfoe and yet refused to 
prosecute them for reasons quite absurd, 
and in some of which cassa convict ions 
were afterwards obtained by private 
prosecution. He had refused one ease 
m particular, in which the expenses had 
been guaranteed. All the temperance 
people now ask is the enforcement of the 
lew by the men who receive the people’s 
money as payment for doing this work, 
and this they have the right to de 
mend from the commissioners who have 
it in their power to compel the inspectors 
to do their duty. He charged commis­
sioner Kelly with gross infidelity to the 
interests of the county in endeavoring to 
bark the opinion of the county council, 
end attempting in a high-handed manner 
to put off the appointment of a police 
magistrate. If the temperance people 
had a fair opportunity of presenting 
specific chargea they eould do so.

The chairman here lost hia temper, 
and loudly accused Mr. Campbell of 
slandering the warden. He ought to have 
had enough of slander during the 
Scott Act campaign. He lectured hia 
clerical auditor aa if he were.» prisoner 
at the bar instead of a respectable clergy 
man. He then grew calmer, and said it 
was hie whole desire that the law should 
be enforced. They had not neglected 
their duty.

Mr. Seager said it was well known that 
he waa not a temperance man, but a tem­
perate man. He was not a teetotaller, 
but a supporter of the Soott Act. He 
voted for it because he saw the evils of 
the liquor traffic. He wished to see the 
open temptation taken away from the 
young men growing up around us He 
had a strong feeling on that subject. He 
believed the law waa required, and laid 
that as it had been carried it should not 
be weakened in any way. The delegation 
were not here on trial and on their de­
fence, but were there to offer in the 
kindest manner their advice and assist­
ance. He believed the commissioners 
had acted in good faith when they began 
their duty, but it waa not for the beat. 
The hotelkeepers of the town were com 
plaining because the liquor stores had 
not kept the law.

The chairman—I don’t think the hotel 
men or the unlicensed liquor sellers are 
anxious to keep the law.

Mr. Seager—It unfortunately happen 
ed that men were appointed to enforce 
the law who were partizans and opposed 
to it. We did not come here slandering 
individuals. The notice of this meeting 
was too short, and I believe cases could 
be easily substantiated if proper time 
had been given.

The chairman then intimated that he 
would name a day when the committee 
could again come before them with 
specific charges as to place and date.

Mr. McGillicuddy thought anything 
given in the way of information should 
be treated as confidential by the com 
missionera. The temperance men did 
not wish to unnecessarily give their 
friends away to the liquor party.

We understand that owing to the prose 
eutions of cases under the Canada Tem - 
perance Act a number of appeals are 
before this court for final settlement. 
We are glad to see tbaUnfractiona of 
thie as well as other laws Snoot mweys 
be carried on witn impunity. We re­
gret to learn, however, that of the eases 
before your honor only one haa been 
prosecuted by the regularly appointed 
officials, but we hope that henceforward 
efforts will be made hy the Government 
officers to take the work of prosecution 
out of the hands of private individuals 
or public societies.

All of which is respectfully submitted.

The remarks made about the 
jail and the jailor were well merited, 
with regard to complaint made about 
the unfortunate man confined ai nee June, 
he would aay that it ia easy for a man to 
grumble when he ia in jail. There is an 
easy way for him to get out if he wanla 
to, but it would not do him much harm 
if he waa to stay in jail a little longer.

Dec. 8th, 1885.
The county court opeued at 12 o’clock 

noon by proclamation.
Mr. J. A. Wilson, of Seaforth, waa 

chosen foreman of grand jury.
Judge Toms, in his address to the 

grand jury, said that the calendar placed 
in his bands by the sheriff showed the 
usual state of affairs in the county, so far 
aa the court was concerned. There were 
none now waiting in jail for trial, al 
though there were a number of prisoners 
there. There were three insane persona 
in jail, and the county had done all.that 
it eould for these persons, and all had 
been examined by the proper authorities. 
Tlie accommodation for the insane of 
this province was now so limited, that 
unfortunately these poor people had to 
be sent to jail. He saw some familiar 
names in the list of persons in jail. They 
were confined in jail for an offence that 
was not named in the common or statu­
tory law ; and that is, they were poor. 
For this crime they were j>ut in jail, and 
the county haa to bear the expenses. 
There should be some other accommoda 
tion for this class of people. The men 
you send to the county council are the 
men who should attend to this matter, 
but although grand jury after grand jury 
have suggested this they have done noth­
ing. He mentioned this because the 
newspapers of other counties were poking 
fun at thi* county, because while being a 
rich county it will not maintain its poor. 
The county attorney had told him there 
would be a case of assault. He then ex­
plained the difference between common 
and aggravated assault. That was the 
only case to come before them. It was 
also their business to visit the jail and 
report upon its condition.

Joit before the eountjr eonneil ad­
journed last Friday morning, Thomas 
ritraehan, reeve of Grey, moved a reen- 
lutiooef oeuanre epos warden Kelly, 
for bis conduct in failing to carry ont 
the iintrootione o* the eouneil at the 
June meeting, with reference to the ap­
pointment of a police magistrate. The 
motion w* woeoded by deputy reeve 
Campbell, of Stanley.

Mr. Straehen believed it wee the duly 
of the warden to heve made the explana 
lion when the eonneil met, but that gen­
tleman hed etudionely avoided the euff- 
ject, end now ae h wee getting Ute in 
the eeeeioo.it wee only right to the conn 
cil and the temperance people of the 
county that he ehuold be made explein 
hie peculiar position. He wee willing 
to allow hie motion to stand in order 
that the warden might be given.an op­
portunity to explain.

Warden Kelly, who teemed very much 
taken abuofc at being time cornered, said 
that he netaed fair play. Lest sommer 
th# motion wan a conditional one. At 
thnt time he told many of them that 
they hed instructed him end the clerk 
tedo something that it wee not clear 
thnt they eeuld eucoeenfally oerry oot. 
The motion went on to nay that if the 
beer end wine lioenae earned we were 
not to eend down Ibe resolution. That 
amendment hed not been disposed of to 
this day. Amendments had been ini.ro- 
deced In the Senate, and the hill ae re­
vised hed been eeot beck to the Com 
■none, but they didn't become law 
last section. He felt euro that 
these amendments would be eatufae- 
torily disposed of et next cession of Par­
liament, and thought he was justified in 
not forwnrding th# memorial until he had 
received further instruction» from the 

i XouneiL He thought over the matter, 
and nt one time thought about calling a 
special meeting, hot. he wanted to «eve 
vxpenee, and on that account did not 
call it. He then sent areolar» to the 
reevF and “registered'' them, so that 
they'd be cure to be received by the 
persona to whom they were addressed, 
laughter), asking them to instruct him

Warden Kelly—No ; but when I men­
tioned it, he eaid it wouldn’t be a bad 
idea to get their individual opinion» that 
way.

Warden Kelli—No
_ Mr. D. D. Wifira —Then it was impera­

tive on yon hy *■# wording of the mo­
tion to forward the memorial, and your 
conduct to the mntter ie highly ceueor-

Mr. Johnston, Goderich—Well, if you 
think the warden ahould be censured let 
ne vote on it, end you’ll see.

Mt Clegg eoggeeted that the council 
g'l into ootnmiw.ee of the whole.

Mr. Cooke, Howick, laid he had sec­
onded the resolution in June. The war­
den did not forward the memorial, and 
dtaerved censure, but although he per­
sonally censured the wsrden during the 
past months and now, yet now that the 
warden had explained his position snd 
admitted that he had perhaps committed 
an error of judgment, be (Mr. Cooke) 
was not anxious to plsce a vote of cen 
sure on record against him. He still he 
lieved that the warden had been guilty 
of wrong doing in not forwarding the 
memorial. The warden had done hie 
best to shirk the question until it 
forced upon him. He (the speaker) be­
lieved with the depoty-rceve of Clinton 
that the replies to the warden’s cite alar 
by the reeves should be laid before this 
council. Mr. Kelly had done an injua- 
tioe to this council as a eonneil, and we 
had a right to know who had authorized 
him to do so.

Mr. Csmoron, Goderich, believed with 
the depnty-reeve ef Howick, and the 
reeve of Hullett He had advised ti e 
warden to send the memorisL 

Mr. Herdy, Exeter, had voted for Ihe 
resolution in June, but did not reply to 
the warden’s circular. Still he didn’t 
consider that anything had suffered by 
the delay—except whisky. (Loud laugh 
1er.)

r. Smillie, Tucket smith, said no 
action had been taken by the Govern­
ment, and it was the duty of the warden 
to have forwarded the memorial. He 
then explained, for the edification of the 
warden, the proceedings in the House 
anent the Jamieaon bill.

Mr. Clegg believed the motion origin- 
,lly intended that the memorial should 

not be forwarded nntil the amendments 
were definitely settled in the Commons 

Warden Kelly—That was my opinion, 
and as I had my doubts who should I 
have consulted T

Mr. McMurchie, Clinton—The war­
den’s committee.

Wsrden KeUy—I consulted the clerk 
srd the county solicitor, as I told you 
before.

Mr. Griffin, Ashfield, eaid he voted 
for the resolution in Jane, and would do 
ao again, if it waa necessary, but he had 
favored waiting till the December meet­
ing.

Mr. Girvin, W Wawanoeh—I thought 
Ihe memorial should have been sent, and 
wrote that I could not adviu him in 
reply to hia circular.

Mr. Clegg said that some of the argu­
ments used were double-barrelled. He 
did not think the Act waa suffering 
Decause of the failure of two justioea of 
the peace to take part ill the matter. 
He thought there was something gained. 
The local legislature had acceded to one 
important point, and that waa that when 
the police magistrate's services were no 
longer required he could be dismissed. 
Another point wsa that he would be ap­
pointed without a salary.

Mr. McMillan aeid that Mr. Clegg 
spoke of double-barrelled argumAits, but 
his own were more like the mitrailleuse. 
They were asked to gb by the county 
aolicitor's advice,but the warden had not 
himself gone by the county solicitor’s ad 
yioe. Mr. Garr.iw had simply told him 
to eeneult the county council, and that 
he waa to see them as a eouneil, and not 
by circular. He held that the warden 
should give the name» nf the reeves who 
had sent in their name# to him on thia 
question. However, he hoped the reeve 
of Grey would see hia way clear to with­
drew the vote of censure, as he believed 
the intention of the mover waa to have 
the warden’s explanation of the matter, 
aa ao far that official had studiously 
avoided giving it.

Mr. Strachsn failed to see yet that a 
wrong had not been done, and that the 
course of the council had not been frus­
trated ; yet he had no desire whatever 
to censure the warden nr the councillors 
unnecessarily. ■ He had not consulted any 
person in bringing forward hia motion 
he had only shown it to Mr. Wilson 
After he wrote it. He wished unr muni­
cipal institution» to be kept intact. He 
believed aoch a thing would never again 
be attempted in thie county. With the 
consent of hia seconder he would there­
fore withdraw his motion.

Mr. Campbell had seconded the mo­
tion in order to get a fall diacuiaion. 
Mr. Kelly had already been cenaurcd 
enough. The senate amendment» hed 
not become law, and it waa the warden’» 
business to have sent the memorial to 
the government. Ue had done wrong 
in not sending it on.

The motion wae then formally with­
drawn.

Mr. McMillan aeid he wes not at the 
county council when the motion was 
passed, but the original motion read aa 
plainly aa English could make it, that 
the warden should, under certain condi 
tiona, forward the memorial. That gen­
tleman had failed to carry out the in­
structions, although the wording of the 
motion showed that it wae imperatively 
hie duty to do so. The replies to the 
warden’s circular were only expressions 
of individual opinion, and not expres­
sion» fn.m the members in council 
assembled. If the warden contended 
that the replica were to be taken aa the 
voice of the council, they ahould be laid 
on the table, aa public documenta. 
(Hear, hear ) If the warden had work» 
ed against the intention of the council 
they should aee to it that there would be 
no repetition of the offence. If wardens 
could work on their 05a responsibility 
in matters ot this kind," it was of no use 
instructing them by motion of council. 
A police magistrate was a necessity in
the county. . „

Mr. t. Simpson, of Stanley, defend­
ed the present free trade in liquor. He 
w»s full of hia subject. He also in­
veighed sgainst the appointment of a 
police magistrate, on the ground that he 
would be an autocrat.

One of the riches skirt fronts yet im­
ported, sad designed for the front of a 
white velvet bridal dress, has the entire [ 
piece covered with massive white roses j 
and buds and n hite crystallized snow- , 
drops. He embroidery is executed in j 
pure white silk, but over it is a dense | 
covering of colorless crystals, pearls and 
white cut jet pendants, some of which 
are pear shaped and forming the stamens

"To begin with,” said Aunt Mary, 
Uk iug the front piece of the paper pat­
tern and folding it uarufully to the waist 
line, as reported iu Good llouieJcreping, 
"select a thread that runs from selvedge 
to selvedge, and place this crease I have 
made at the waiit line upon it. When 
you are aura the waist line of your pat­
tern is perfectly even with the grain of 
the cloth, amooth out your pattern top 
and bottom, and after securing it firmly 
to the cloth and cut it out. Do not mind 
if the pattern slopes a little on the front 
from the bust to the neck ; the waste of 
material will be very alight. See that 
your waist line iastraight, then go ahead; 
and I would advise you to cut one piece 
at a time until you have had more ex­
perience.

"From the second bias to the first 
seam the waist line shows a slight upward 
tendency,” said Aunt Mary ; "perhaps 
you have not noticed that yeur own waist 
•hows this teadency as you approach the 
hips ; but as the line from the hem to the 
first bias and from the first to the second 
bias is straight on the oloth, that part 
from the second bias to the first seam 
must be straight, as it ia not a separate 
piece.

“You see I notch and mark carefully, 
just as I am instructed to do by my pat­
tern, and across from notch to notch on 
the waist line I run a thread for fear of 
losing this very important line.”

Aunt Mary proceeded to cut piece 
after piece in the same careful manner. 
When all was ready, she said : “Now, 
Sally, there is a great deal to learn about 
baiting a waist. You cannot baste in 
any way. By that I mean you can net 
properly begin to baste every seam at the 
top or bottom of a waist. There ore a 
few rules which, if followed, will insure 
good seams and consequently well fitting 
dresses.

Here we have the front and back of 
this waist. By that I mean the right 
and the wrong ride of the calico. So 
hereafter in «peaking of the front you will 
know I mean the right aide, and in 
•peaking of the back you will know I 
mean the wrong side of the calico. The 
biases are the first to be basted. Secure 
them by pinning at the waist line, then 
evenly up and down so they will not slip 
when you baste them ; then with the 
front toward you, remembering to secure 
at the waist Une first, and be very care­
ful not to stretch the obth. The next 

m you will secure as usual at the 
waist lin#, then pin about an inch above 
that, and from there toward the bottom 
of the waist with the front toward you. 
Now turn it so that the back will be to­
ward you and pin from above the waist 
line toward the top. Baste m the rame 
way and you will have no troub'e in 
making this set nicely back of the hip. 
The rounding piece that site in the curve 
of the back piece must be put in very 
carefully. Hold the back towards you, 
and in basting from the top to the bottom 
be very careful not to draw it in any way. 
Let tho rounding seam fall easily into the 
curved, back. The backs are eloped a 
little ae the waist line is approached, and 
yon will have no difficulty in getting 
them even if you secure them at the 
waist line first. Now the shoulder seems 
look aa though they intended to trouble 
us. The hacks seem too wide for the 
fronts. But see here ; you pin the ends 
firmly. The beox still looks too full. 
Give it a gentle pull ; not too muoh, 
but juet Enough to show you it will fall 
in place easily, and pm and batte every 
seam.

“Now we will examine it," said Aunt 
Mary, aa she spread the waist out on the 
lapbosrd and rolled my attention to the 
thread, which ran in a continuous line 
around the waiit

Stratfobd awd Perth.—The arbitra­
tors appointed Ho settle the matters in 
dispute between the city if Strafford 
and the county of Perth on account of 
Stratford becoming separated from the 
eounty have completed their labors and 
handed in their report. The arbitrators 
were Judge Wilkinson of Napanee, ap­
pointed by the Lieutenant Governor ; 
John McMillan, Esq., Reeve of Hollett, 
appointed by the county, and John E. 
Harding, Esq., barrister, appointed by 
Stratford. The award turns out to be 
much more favorable to the county than 
wak] anticipated. It requires the city to 
pay $19,000 .as its share of the county 
debt on or befol-q the let of April next, 
with internet at 6 per oent. This it 
seems it ffve thousand dollars more than 
the county offered to settle fur last J une 
without any arbitration and the city re­
fused the offer claiming that it was not 
sufficiently favorable. Had they accept­
ed this-offer, however, they would now 
be five thousand dollars better off besides 
their share of the expenses of the arbi­
tration which will not be a trifling mat­
ter. As its share of the cost of the ad­
ministration of justice, Stratford ia to 
pay $16 for every $85 paid by the coon- 
ty. It will thus be seen that Mr, Mc­
Millan, although only a lay-man, has 
held his own and a little more, with the 
eminent legal gentlemen associated with 
him on the arbitration. We stated at the 
time Mr. McMillan’» appointment was 
made that the county had chosen wisely 
and the result proves the wisdom of their 
action. We have no doubt, however 
that the verdict redered isy^ut* one as 
we know that while Mr. McMillan would 
secure fall justice tor those in whose 
jmtweete he was acting, he would not' 
e<k for nor desire to procure more.— 
[Seaforth Expositor.
