w The Delhi Durbar.
In spite of doubt and criticism from 

some quarters His Majesty King 
George V. is bent on giving outward 
and visible show to the spirit of Im­
perialism which has always animated 
him. Of all his predecessors, he is 
the one who is pre-eminently the 
King of the Dominions and Depend­
encies beyond the Seas. His naval 
training before he became heir to mf 
Throne, his extensive travels after­
wards, and particularly his voyage as 
Duke of Cornwall to the Dominions 
of the Empire, have given a personal 
acquaintance with the features and 
characteristics of the British Empire, 
such as no other King on the Throne 
has had the benefit of. After the ac­
cession of Edward the Peacemaker, 
a Coronation Durbar was held at Del­
hi, but King Edward was not present. 
In a few weeks another Coronation 
Durbar will be held at Delhi and His 
Majety the King and Her Majesty the 
Queen will grace the high function 
with their presence, which will be 
made grander, more solemn and 
majestic by the coronation of the King 
as Emperor and the Queen as Em­
press of India, the latter title being 
bestowed on Victoria the Good some 
30 years ago, during the administra­
tion of Lord Beaconafield. The selec­
tion of Delhi for these functions is 
due to its historic importance. It 
was once the seat of the Buddhist re­
ligion and culture, and in the Twelfth 
Century became the capital of the 
Mogul Empire. It has therefore as­
sociated with it the pomp and power 
of Empire in India, and its fall in the 
Sepoy Mutiny of 1857 was the effec­
tive beginning of the bright era of 
British Government rule in India. i

Fish Stopped Steamer
The Durango, Bound to Halifax, De­

tained in Mid-Deean by a School of
Fish.

The Furness Line steamer Durango, 
("apt. Chambers, w-hich arrived in port 
Saturday afternoon from Liverpool 
with a general cargo, was detained 
and obliged to be stopped in mid­
ocean by a big school of fish. The of­
ficers and others on board were not 
aware that they had run through the 
school until the ship's speed began to 
slacken, and it appeared as if some­
thing was amiss with the machinery. 
Orders were given to stop the ship 
and ascertain the trouble with the 
irculating pumps, which were not 

acting properly and were interfering 
materially 4flth the speed of the 
steamer. When the ship was stopped, 
an examination showed that the valve 
of the circulating pump was com­
pletely choked by small fish., measur­
ing about six inches in length.

The valve being choked prevented 
the circulating pump from doing its 
work. The valve and pump were 
cleared and the ship proceeded on its 
way to Halifax. Capt. Chambers, 
when seen by the Recorder this morn­
ing, stated that he had preserved a 
dozen of the fish with the inten­
tion of ascertaining their species. 
They are different from any ever seen 
before by the captain. He says he 
never knew of a previous occurrence 
of this nature.—Halifax Recorder, Oct. 
31.

Buried Alive
in a Sand Bin.

Sudden Collapse Plunged Workman
Overhead In Smothering Wreckage
—Extricated Too Late—Victim, a
Native of Newfoundland, Had Been
Working Here AH Summer.
This morning about 9 o’clock a man 

named Denis Kehoe was killed while 
working on a new elevator in the 
harbor. He was engaged on a piece 
of work at the side of a large bin, in 
which was stored sand for use in the 
concrete work. The bin suddenly 
collapses, burying Kehoe beneath the 
sand and wreck. His mates extricat­
ed him within a couple of minutes, but 
not soon enough to save his life. The 
General Hospital ambulance was 
summoned and the physician in 
charge had the body removed to the 
morgue.

The official explanation given of the 
accident Is as follows :—Kehoe was 
engaged with a gang of men putting 
up temporary shoreing, that is. ver­
tical timbers for supporting a weight, 
the weight in this case being the 
sand and storage bins. While this 
was being done, a shore kicked out, 
letting a joist fall. This let out a 
portion of the bins of sand.

The deceased lost his head, and 
rushed under the falling timber and 
sand. It is said the foreman, Mr. J. 
Flynn, held on to the man, and was 
himself embedded in the sand and 
debris. The accident occurred on 
Elevator No. 2, section 19.

Kehoe came to Montreal a week 
ago, and took up residence at the 
Royal Hotel on Notre Dame street 
He is a single man, aged 34, and had 
travelled all over the world on steam 
ers as a fireman. He had no relations 
here, his native place being River 
Head, Harbor Grace, Newfoundland, 
where his mother lives. He also has 
a sister in Boston.

His death was caused by a blow on 
the head, and from broken limbs. He 
lived only for a few minutes after be­
ing struck.

A coroner's Inquest will be held to­
morrow morning.—Montreal Witness. 
Nov. 2.
