SUBMARINE ATTACK FOILED.
MUIDEN, Netherlands, ;F*b. 11.

The German submarine Ü-2 yester­
day attempted to torpedo the British 
steamer Laertes, which arrived here 
to-day from Java.

OTTAWA, Feb. 11.

The necessity of raising upwards 
of thirty million dollars by new taxa­
tion, and the means by which this 
sum is to be raised, were the out­
standing features of the Budget 
Speech by Finance Minister White, 
delivered in the House of Commons 
this afternoon.

The Use ot
Neutral Flag

We notice that the New York Times 
in commenting on the use of the Stars 
and Stripes by the master of thé 
Lusitania says: “We can afford to 
be indulgent about the use of our flag, 
a device for misleading an enemy 
which is not forbidden, yet we hope 
that emergencies of that nature will 
not often- arise. The use^of the Stars 
and Stripes upon foreign craft would 
naturally increase the risk to our own 
vessels in those vexed waters.” It is 
doubtless some such fear as is indi­
cated in the last -sentence prompted 
the note from the American Govern­
ment which emphasized the grave re­
sponsibility which the British Govern­
ment would incur in sanctioning this 
use of the American flag -to evade the 
enemy. This point of view is worth 
examination. If a British steamer es­
capes detention, examination and de­
tection of her nationality, because a 
German commander of a submarine is 
deceived by the use of the Stars and 
Stripes, “a device for misleading an 
enemy which is not forbidden,” surely 
the American Government can afford 
to be indulgent about the use of the 
American flag, for the device may save 
American as well as British lives. If 
a British steamer is detected to be 
British, after examination of papers, 
etc., and is torpedoed, although uqing 
the American flag, the fate of the Brit­
ish aboard will be no worse than if she 
had been flying the British flag, and 
America and Americans would not 
suffer by it. If, however, the com-, 
mander of the submarine after exam­
ining papers, etc., wrongly concludes 
that an American ship is a British 
ship and American lives and property 
are lost by the German submarine tor­
pedoing her, surely the whole fault is 
with the Germans, and the British can 
not be held responsible for it. 
If, however, the German Com­
mander decides he has no 
time to examine the papers of a 
ship flying the American flag, but con­
cludes to sink her without ascertain­
ing definitely that she is the ship 
of an enemy and bases his decision on 
the ground that as AcfS, C, D, British 
ships are flying the American flag, 
therefore the probability is that this 
ship is also flying it as a ruse, surely 
the fault is entirely with the German 
and not with the British ships, or Brit­
ish Government. Is it not clear the 
whole fault lies with Germany for in­
stituting a callous inhuman practice 
of destroying ships, without first as­
certaining for a certainty their nation­
ality, by a Prize Court or at least some 
certain mode. Unless America can 
show some international rule or 
municipal law of their own which 
makes the use of a neutral flag by a 
vessel of a belligerent improper, it ap­
pears to us that President Wilson’s 
representation to Great Britain lacks 
clear, thought and is not well ground­
ed. The use of a neutral flag as a ruse 
de guerre cannot increase the risk to 
neutrals, so long as the belligerent 
warships takes proper precautions to 
ascertain the real nationally of a ship 
before blowing it up and does not 
blow up a ship on the mere suspicion 
that she may be an “enemy ship."

Here is what the N. Y. World says:
“So far as the use of neutral flags 

by British1 merchantmen is concerned, 
how long is it siiico the adoption of 
that device by German ships was hail­
ed all over the world as exceedingly 
clever.” •

Has Berlin forgotten that the Em- 
. Jen of whose exploits it is justly 
vroud, a warship and not a merchant­
man gained its most notable success 
gt Panang, where it appeared in dis­
guise. To-day it is notorious that the 
Dresden and Karlsruhe, hiding some­
where in the Southern ocean, are sup­
plied from neutral ports by captured 
ships manned by German crews sail­
ing under neutral flags. “There is 
complete agreement among neutral 
nations as (to the meaning and the 
menace of Berlin decree. It is a want­
on denial of neutral rights. It exhibits 
a deeper, at least a more imminent 
hostility, to neutrals than it doc® to 
an belligerent”

The neutrals at whom it is aimed 
are therefore urged by every consider­
ation of self respect and safety to 
unite at once in remonstrances oo 
impressive “to be ignored.”

LONDON, To-day.
“The large expenditure by the Gov­

ernment on the Separation Allowances 
permitted the working classes to con­
sume food on nearly the same scale 
as they did before thé higher prices 
came.” Th^ Premier continued, 
Among the factors in the shortage of 
wheat are the closing of the Dardan­
elles and the depredations upon crops 
in the arena of war, the Premier said 
he did not think shortage of wheat 
would last long. The determining 
factor has been prices in the New York 
and Chicago markets, the Premier 
said. These are in a highly nervous 
and jumpy Condition and I know of no 
way whereby any Government in the 
world can control speculation. As a 
rule speculation provides its own 
remedy, after next June there is rea­
son to anticipate that the fever of 
speculation will abate. Continuing, 
the Premier called attention to the 
very considerable consumption of 
meat by the troops, declaring that no 
men were better fed than British sol­
diers. The stock of sugar im the 
hands of the Government was suffi­
cient to last many months and the 
price of sugar was now approximately 
the same as in the States. Dealing 
with the future, the Premier said that 
Argentine wheat soon will be avail­
able. Russia would facilitate in every 
way the export of wheat to the Allies 
but it would be some time before her 
supplies were available. Steps had been 
taken to get Indian supplies. Regard­
ing shipping, the Prime Minister said, 
that nine vessels of considerable size, 
now occupied by prisoners of War, 
would be releasd for service and that 
the Admiralty would relinquish the 
vessels in its service whenever possi­
ble.- The Government, said the prem­
ier, had been invited to fix maximum 
prices (which German Government 
has done with- such disastrous re­
sults) and to buy up all available sup­
plies in Europe, but I do not think 
steps of that kind would facilitate the 
desired end. The Government desires 
to do everything possible to guard the 
working classes against hardships. A 
great war like the present must, how­
ever, demand sacrifices. Bonar Law 
who followed Asquith said he thought 
the Government might have done a 
little more than R had, and that it 
should especially when it knew that 
Turkey would enter war and that Dar­
danelles would be closed, have 
bought up large quantities of wheat. 
The Government should also have act­
ed earlier, Law said, in reducing the 
high cost of freights. It was common 
knowledge, he said, that many ships 
taken by the Admiralty often lay idle 
for weeks and months. If a Board of 
business tnen were appointed to deal 
with these ships, he was sure that fifty 
per cent of them would be released for 
general trade. The Opposition leader 
said. If the Premier could convince 
dealers that there would be a plentiful 
supply of wheat by June, he was sure 
that the price immediately would fall.

THE USE OF NEUTRAL FLAGS.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

The publication by the State De­
partment of the text of notes sent 
yesterday to Britain and Germany, re­
vealed that both countries had been 
warned in most emphatic terms 
against menacing the vessels or lives 
of American citizens, traversing the 
recently proclaimed sea zones of war. 
Germany was advised that the United 
States would be constrained to hold 
the Imperial German Government to 
strict account and liability for such 
acts of its naval authorities as might 
result in the destruction of American 
vessels or loss of American lives, and 
that if such a deplorable situation 
should arise, the American Govern­
ment would take any steps it might 
be necessary to take to safeguard 
American lives and property. To 
Great Britain, the United States point 
cd out the “measure of responsibility 
which would be" imposed on the Brit­
ish Government for loss of American 
vessels and lives in case of attack by 
a German naval force, if England 
sanctioned the general misuse of the 
Amercian flag by British vessels and 
thereby cast a doubt upon the valid 
character of neutral ensigns.” .

Pope Intoned Prayer 
for Peace.

Rome, Feb. 7.—There was an im­
pressive scene in Saint Peter’s thts 
afternoon when Pope Benedict intern­
ed prayer for peace.

The great edifice was thronged with 
worshippers when the Pope, surround­
ed by twenty-two cardinals, mounted 
to the Papal altar. Standing between 
the four richly gilded spirals of the 
dernini Canopy, Pope Benedict intoned 
the prayer, which was repeated by the 
kneeling multitude, whose voices echo­
ed throughout the great temple. The 
prayer was to “God of All Mercies, 
King of Peace.”
The Pope, on arriving and departing 

was accorded an ovation. As he was 
leaving after the ceremony, there were 
many cries of “Long live the Pope,” 
and “Give us peace."

Despite the downpour of rain at 
three o’clock this afternoon, all the 
bells of the four hundred churches 
in Rome pealed out, calling the peo­
ple to services to implore the ces­
sation of the war, and the establish­
ment of peace among the nations of 
the world. Over sixty thousand per­
sons gathered in St. Peter’s.

Think British Ship May Be Another 

Submarine Victim.
London, Feb. 5.—The British steam­

er Oriole, which left London for Havre 
last Thursday and was due at Havre 
on Sunday, has not been reported.

BRITISH NAVAL EXPERT INCLIN­
ED TO BELIEVE VON TIRPITZ.

London, Feb. 1.—The Daily News’ 
naval expert says: “There is nothing 
particularly striking in fact that the 
German submarine U-21 should have 
been so far from her home ports, and 
no reason to believe that she was at­
tended by a mother ship masquerad­
ing as a neutral trader. Admiral 
Von Tirpitz has declared that the lar­
gest type of his submarines ’can navi­
gate round the whole of England,’ re­
maining absent as long as a fortnight, 
but he added that it was necessary 
that such a boat should be able to lay 
up in calm, shallow waters so that the 
crew could rest

“The U-21 was the first of the new 
and greatly improved type of German 
submarine and was launched in 1913. 
Her displacement is 8fl0 tons, her 
speed 17 knots on the surface and 12 
when submergeed, and besides being 
equipped with four torpedo tubes and 
two 3-inch 14-pounder quick-firing 
guns, all those parts which show 
above the surface when cruising 
awash, are armored with Krupp plat­
ing. The other boats numbered from 
U-ll to U-29 carry only one gun.

“The actual strength of the German 
Navy in completed submarines is un­
known. The last official British re­
turn showed that twenty-one were in 
service at the beginning of 1914, while 
fourteen boats, from U-25 to U-3S, 
with ‘further numbers uncertain,’ 
were under construction. In the aut­
umn of 1911 the German press was 
making confident boasts that they 
would .possess at least fifty submar­
ines in 1914.’’

A British Basel
The Daily Chronicle’s naval corre­

spondent says: “The German sub­
marine U-21 is believed to have sunk 
the Pathfinder on Sept. 5 and she It 
was that sank the Malachite off Havre 
on Nov. 23, and the Primo three days 
later. They were said to have been 
destroyed by gunfire, but more prob­
ably it was by portable mines with the 
fuses so placed as to blow boles below 
the water line. This is reported to 
have been the procedure In the sink­
ing of the Linda Blanche.” The Dur- 
ward, which was sunk by a submarine 
near the Maae Lightship on Jan. 22, 
is believed to have been torpedoed, 
and this, of course, was the case in 
the loss of the battleship 
Formidable. The captain of the sub­
marine will be sparing in his use of 
these costly missiles, for he will pro­
bably not carry more than five or six 
of them.

“We are left to speculate as to the 
route by which the U-21 reached the 
scene of her latest exploite. We can­
not suppose that she has been in west­
ern waters ever since she destroyed 
the two ships off Havre. She must 
have returned to her- base, otherwise 
we should have to imagine her estab­
lishing a base of her own in some re­
mote and seldom visited cove some­
where on our own coats. German 
submarines, as we know, have re­
cently gone as far west as the strait, 
and they have from time to time been 
heard off the north coast of Scotland, 
where one was sunk In November.

"German submarines lately have 
been reported tn Norwegian waters, 
and it is possible that they have, un­
known to the Norwegian Government, 
(found resources there. Thfey could 
then pass down the west coast of 
Scotland, hoping to do damage off the 
Clyde, and then through the North 
Channel to reach the Irish Sea. There 
are great shipyards on the Clyde and 
at Barrow, where warships are built, 
and perhaps the very enterprising 
captain of the U-21 may hope to do 
damage among them.”

RUSSIAN SUCCESSES ARE
REPORTED IN THE EAST.

Petrograd, Feb. 4.—Important suc­
cesses for the Russians in East Prus­
sia and Northern Poland are announ­
ced in an official statement issued here 
to-day. In East Prussia the Czar's 
troops, despite desperate resistance by 
the Germans, have succeeded in cross­
ing the Angerap river and captured 
fortified positions, while in Northern 
Poland they have, captured the town 
of Skempe, only 33 miles from the 
great fortress of Thorn.

West of Warsaw, in the vicinity of 
Bolimow and Gouimane, the Germane 
are continuing their terrific attacks 
upon the Russian lines.

In their operations there the Ger­
mans are using about 42,000 men in 
their furious attacks. The Germans 
are suffering heavy losses, but are 
bringing up fresh troops to replace 
the killed and wounded.

Fighting is still going on in the Car­
pathians, the Germans helping the 
Austrians there have also been rein­
forced.
