BRITISH FORCE DEFEATED.

BERLIN, May 22.

Constantinople advices to the Over-
seas News Agency, reports the defeat
of a British force in a battle with re-
bellious tribesmen in the province of
Parfur, in Anglo-Egyptian Sudan.

TREATMENT OF PRISONERS.

Lord Recbert Cecil, Mipister of War
Trade, stated in the Commons this
afterngon that representatives of the
United States Government had been
refused permission to visit come of
the ' industrial camps' in Germany,
where British prisoners were. em-
ployed. The Minister added that the
treatment of prisoners in Germany
was somewhat better than formerly,
though the situation in some c¢f the
working camps and industrial estab-
lishments left much to be degired. A
suggestion .made by Rowland Hunt,
Unionist member, in a question _.that
German prisoners in England be sub-
jected to most rigorous trecatment
short of actual cruelty, would not be
lost sight of, Lord -Robert Cecil said,
but the Government was anxious to
avoid reprisals, if possible.
FISHING VESSELS DESTROYED.
LONDON, May 22.
The number of British fishing wves-
gels destroyed since the beginning of
the war by Britain’s enemies, was
given-as 570, by Francis Ackland, Fin-
ancial Secretary of the Treasury, in
the Commons to-day. The number of
lives lost in those vessels is 500.
Fishing has gone on as usual within
the necessary restrictions.
HONCR TO BELGIUM’S QUEEN.
PARJS, May 22.
President Poincare, in" making an-
other visit to the Belgian front, has
conferred the War Cross on Queen
Elizabeth, of Belgium, as an e¢xpres-
gion of the admiration of the French
people for the magnificent courage
and untiring devotion to the wounded,
whith she has nevey ceased to show
under the enemy’s fire.

ROUMANIA’S NEW MINISTER.

NEW YORK, May 22.

A News Agency despatch to-day
from Paris, says that M. Blondel, thea
French Minister of Roumania, is to
be succeeded by Col. De Saint Aulaire,
now Adjutant Resident General of
Morocco, the Ministry of Foreign Af-
fairs announced to-day. Rumors
were in circulation in Washington on
Saturday that the French Minister to
‘Roumania had been recalled, and that
the Allies were distrustful of Rou-
mania’s attitude because of her new-
ly-negotiated commercial treaties
with Austria and Germany.

EVIDENCE CONTINUING.

3 LONDON, May 22.

In the Irish enquiry, Viscount Mid-
dleton gave further evidence c¢f the
warning he had given Baron Wim-
borne, then Lord Lieutenanty Lans-
downe and others, of the impending
danger;.he had told the Under Sec-
retary for /dIreland that the situation
was so bad that Redmond = was in
danger - of his life. Wimborne, in
giving evidenge, said he declared he
imagined the charge that would be
brought against the Irish Government
would be one of supreme blindness
and irresolution in dealing with the
propaganda and hostile demonstration
of Sinn Feiners ever since the depar-
ture of the Irish Division to the front
at the end of last summer, He said
that the Irish ‘garrison had ‘been in-
adequate, and in March of this -year
he urged on General French the de-
sirability of ~-sending a division /of
trqops to Ireland. Early this year the
police reports showed that the Sinn
Feiners: movement was. growing, -and
Lord Wimborne said he then suggest-

ed deportation or internment as a
vemedy. . Wimborne caused a- stir in
the room when he said that the Ad-

_miral at Queenstown had received in-

ed from Germany, that his ship was
accomipanied by two submarines and

about Easter Sunday, and that this
information, he said, had' not been
communicated to the Irish Govern-
ment.

LYNCH’S CHANCE.
LONDON, May 22.
Regarding the Lynch case, the For-
eign Office said to-day that General

ing been seen frequently in Irish uni-
form in Liberty Hall during the fight-
ing. Courtmartial sentenced him to
death, but General Maxwell, after re-
ceipt of the request from the Ameri-
can Embassy, reviewed the sentence
and commuted it to ten years’ im-
prisonment. It is believed that Gen-
eral Maxwell -left a way open to the
Prenmiiér for further commutation of
sentence, but it is not known what
action Asquith will take.

TRIALS PROCEEDING,.

DUBLIN, May 22.
It was officially announced to-day

in the next House.

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.,
PARIS, May 22. (Official.)

On Berry au Bac we: successfully
exploded two mines on Hill 108. In
Champagne an emission of asphyxia-
ting gas by the Germans in the zone
comprising Souain to Sommery Road
and Saint Hilaire to St. Souplet Road
did not give them any result; the wind
suddenly changed and the gas was
taken back over the enemy’s trenches.
On the left bank of the Meuse infan-
try fighting continued during the
night. In the Avocourt Woeds our
grenadiers scored some points and oc-
cupied several blockhouses evacua-
ted by the enemy. In, the region west
of Mort Homme, fighting was parti-
cularly fierce, several attempts by the
enemy to enlarge its progress were
stopped and shattered by curtains of
fire and by mitrailleuses fire. A very
spirited attack launched by our
troops enabled us to recapture part
of the ground lost Saturday night on
the right bank. The Germans :everal
times launched counter attacks
against the captured Haudromont
positions taken by us yesterday. Al
attacks were stopped by our cross-
firing, the enemy sustaining heavy
losses. At Vaux village frontier a
small attack was executed by us, this
enabled us #to capture a German
trench. At Eparges several German
mines were exploded without causing
much damage. In Verdun region our
.aeroplanes attacked observation bal-
loons. Six of these balloons were
brought down in flames. During an
air due one of our pilots brought
down a German machine in Eparges

region and two other German ma-

chines attacked by ours fell, one in
the German lines mnear Liancourt
Fosse, the other in our lines at Fon-
tenoy. This morping ' enemy aero-
planes threw bombs on Dunkirk. Dur-
ing the nights of 20th to 22nd several
operations were executed by groups
of bombarding aeroplanes. Shells
were thrown successfully on Metz-
Sablons railway station, on munition
depots at Blaches and Chapelotte on
Bivonacs in Azanne region and on
Jimietz village, where an ~important
commanding post .was installed. Two
of our dirigibles sprinkled  with
bombs the railway station and rail-
way lines of Breuilles and Dun.

Amanda Howell
Passed Away
Jﬁ! Hospital

After a prolonged period of illness
and suffering, there passed away at
Hospital yesterday Amanda Howell.
She was twenty years of age, just
bloomed into womanhood.

Un-
fortunately, however, that dread dis-
ease, consumption, had gained such
inroads that cure was impossible.
Last fall she re-entered the Hospital,
and gradually but surely she leclined
and the end came yesterday morning.

BRITISH LOST TRENCHES,

Be
able to control your mind, but don't
control it toos rigidly, especially at
first. Let it wander some of the time.
All work and no play hurts minds as
well as bodies. And a tired mind is
a great deal harder to rest than a
tired body.
