ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.
PARIS, May 22. (Official.)

On Berry au Bac we successfully 
explodcd two mines on Hill 108. In 
Champagne an emission of asphyxia­
ting gas by the Germans in the zone- 
comprising Souain to Sommery Road 
and Saint Hilaire to St. Souplet Road 
did not give them any result; the wind 
suddenly changed and the gas was 
taken back over the enemy’s trenches. 
On the left bank of the Meuse infan­
try fighting continued during the 
night. In the Avocourt Woods our 
grenadiers scored some points and oc­
cupied several blockhouses evacua­
ted by the enemy. In. the region west 
of Mort Homme, fighting was parti­
cularly fierce, several attempts by the 
enemy to enlarge its progress were 
stopped and shattered by curtains of 
fire and by mitrailleuses fire. A very 
spirited attack launched by our 
troops enabled us to recapture part 
of the ground lost Saturday night on 
the right bank. The Germans several 
times launched counter attacks 
against the captured Haudromont 
positions taken by us yesterday. All 
attacks were stopped by our cross- 
firing, the enemy sustaining heavy 
losses. At Vaux village frontier a 
small attack was executed by us, this 
enabled us / to capture a German 
trench. At Eparges several German 
mines were exploded without causing 
much damage. In Verdun region our 
aeroplanes attacked observation bal­
loons. Six of these balloons were 
brought down in flames. During an 
air due one of our pilots brought 
down a German machine in Eparges 
region and two other German ma­
chines attacked by ours fell, one in 
the German lines near Liancourt 
Fosse, the other in our lines at Fon- 
tenoy. This morning enemy aero­
planes threw bombs on Dunkirk. Dur­
ing the nights of 20th to 22nd several 
operations were executed by groups 
of bombarding aeroplanes. Shells 
were thrown successfully on Metz- 
Sablons railway station, pn munition 
depots at Blaches and Chapelotte on 
Bivonacs iti Azanne region and on 
Jimietz village, where an important 
commanding post was installed. Two 
of our dirigibles sprinkled with 
bombs the railway station and rail­
way lines of Breuilles and Dun.

Amanda Howell _ 
Passed Away 

at Hospital
After a prolonged period of illness 

and suffering, there passed away at 
Hospital yesterday Amanda Howell. 
She was twenty years of age, just 
bloomed into womanhood. Deceased 
belonged to Bonne Bay.

The victim entered the Gen­
eral Hospital here and had both legs 
amputated, that course being deemed 
necessary to save her life.., Subse­
quently she contracted tuberculosis 
and was obliged to enter St. George's 
Hospital, Signal Hill, for treatment. 
Mrs. Winslow, the Matron, proved a 
kind and warm-hearted friend to Miss 
Howell, as when the latter was on the 
mending hand and preparing to go 
home Matron Winslow, who was on 
her vacation, accompanied Amanda to 
Bonne Bay on the S.S. Portia. Un­
fortunately, however, that dread dis­
ease, consumption, had gained such 
inroads that cure was impossible. 
Last fall she re-entered the Hospital, 
and gradually but surely she declined 
and the end came yesterday morning.

Mr. W. M. Clapp, member for the 
District of Bonne Bay, has had the 
body embalmed, and is forwarding it 
to the late home of the deceased for 
interment.

ITALY’S HOUR.
ROME, To-day.

BUDGET OF WAR NEWS.

QUEBEC ELECTIONS.
MONTREAL, To-day.

Elections were held in fifty-three 
ridings of Quebec Province to-day, 
forty-nine Liberals and four Conser­
vatives were returned. Twenty three 
Liberals were elected by acclamation 
and three Conservatives. With eighty- 
one seats in the Legislature the stand­
ing of the two parties is as follows :— 
Liberals, 72; Conservatives, 7. There 
are two deferred elections in Made­
line Island and Gaspe.

MUST HAVE . WOMEN ON FARMS.
LONDON, To-day.

Francis Dyke Ackland, Financial 
Secretary of the Treasury, speaking 
in the Commons on Agriculture to­
day,' made a somewhat disturbing 
statement.

LONDON, To-day.
Hard fighting is still in progress l>e- 

tween the Austrians and Italians in 
Tyrol, the French and Germans in the 
region of Verdun and the Germans 
and British around LaBassee. The 
great offensive of the Austrians again­
st the Italians in Southern Tyrol con­
tinues unabated. At several points 
the Austrians seem to be gradually 
throwing back " the Italians toward 
their own territory to the Southeast of 
Trent and Lavorone Plateau. Vienna 
savs the Italians have been dislodged 
from all their positions, and adds the 
Austrians have captured Fima Man- 
driolo and the heights immediately 
west of the frontier, from the summit 
as far as Astach (Austria) Valley. In 
the region of Verdun both French and 
German claim successes for their 
arfhs at various points. An interest­
ing point in the latest French official 
is the statement that the French have 
penetrated fort Doua'umont, north­
east of Verdun, which the Germans 
stormed and captured on February 
25th, four days after the commence­
ment of the assault on Verdun from 
which all attempts to drive them out 
proved futile. The Germans, howevei 
still hold the northern part of fort 
Douaumont. Violent attack also has 
netted the French and German posi 
tions on a front of about a mile and a 
quarter, east of the Village of' Douau 
mont, northwest of Verdun. The 
French have forced out the Germans 
from positions south of Hill 287 and 
west of LeMort Homme. Berlin on the 
other hand says the Germans north 
west of Verdun stormed the eastern 
spurs of Hill 304 and held then, 
against repeated counter attacks. In 
this fighting the French are declared 
to have lost heavily in men killed and 
wounded. Admission is made in the 
Berlin report of the capture by the 
French of a quarry south of Haudre- 
ment and northeast of Verdun. Heavy 
losses of men were suffered by the 
British, when the Germans took 
trenches from them over a front of 
about a mile and a quarter near Given­
chy on Goholle and in counter attacks 
to regain them. According to Berlin 
the situation generally on the Rus­
sian front remains unchanged. The 
British operating against the -Turks iu 
Mesopotamia are gradually drawing 
nearer Kut-el-Amara, where a large 
number of their officers and men who

recently surrendered are still being 
held. The captured British who have 
been reinforced by Russian cavalry 
have now Beached the region immedi­
ately south of Kut-el-Amara with the 
intervening territory between them 
and their objective is clear of Turks, 
except for a small rear guard near the 
junction of Shatt-el-Hai and Tigris 
River.

RISÇ OF PEACE INCREASES.
LONDON, To-day.

Underwriters yesterday charged fif­
ty per cent, to insure against the de­
claration of. peace between Britain 
and Germany before January 1st. 
The rate indicates that underwriters 
are pf opinion that prospects of early 
peace are better than two months age, 
when the rate for the same risk was 
only 30 per cent.

BRITISH LOST TRENCHES.
LONDON, To-day..

The British official statement of the 
campaign in the western zone reads: 
After a heavy bombardment, all yes­
terday (Sunday), becoming most in­
tense in the afternoon, the enemy at­
tacked our positions at the horth end 
of Vimy ridge and succeeded in pene­
trating our front line trenches on a 
front of about 1500 yards. The deptl: 
of the penetration varies from,100 tc 
300 yards. To-day our artillery sub­
jected the German positions to a heavy 
bombardment. On the remainder of 
the front we sprang mines. Near 
Rochincourt and Hohenzollern re­
doubt and the quarries, there was 
mining activities and also near Neu­
ville, St. Vaast and south of Fleur- 
baix. Artillery on both sides have 
been active opposite Lens and east of 
Ypres. We obtained direct hits of the 
enemy battery east of Blairville. Yes­
terday enemy aeroplanes were active 
and many were engaged by our ma­
chines. Eight were driven off, though 
none was brought down. One of our 
reconnaissances machines was forced 
to land in the enemy lines.

GOOD HEALTH IN TRENCHES.
MONTREAL. To-day. 

Dr. Wilfred Grenfell, C.M.G., the 
noted Labrador Missionary, recently 
returned from the war, in an address 
before the Canadian Club, Montreal, 
to-day, referring to the splendid effi­
ciency of the Army Medical Corps, 
said, that in spite of trench feet, ty­
phoid and other troubles, the actual 
condition of the health of the men of 
our army to-day is exactly twice as 
good as it would have been if they 
were living in their own homes in 
Canada.

1.18 P.M.
OFFENDERS SENTENCED.

DUBLIN, To-day.
Following upon the officially an­

nounced sentences by the military 
court martial who are trying offend­
ers against the Crown, in the recent 
uprising, has been confirmed. Sen­
tence of death being commuted to ten 
years servitude. Jeremiah C. Lynch, 
ten years’ servitude; Peter Gallighan, 
Thos. Desmond Fitzgerald, William 
Partridge, John Corocran, five years’ 
servitude; Patrick H. Fahet, three 
years’ servitude ; William Hussey, 
Michael Fleming, senior, Michael 
Fleming, junior, one year’s servitude.

NEGOTIATIONS IN PROGRESS.
AMSTERDAM, To-day.

The Neuste Nachrichten publishes 
wireless despatch from Madrid, 

which says negotiations are in pro­
gress there between the Pope and 
King Alfonso and President Wilson 
for the purpose of arranging an ai- 
mistice among the belligerent nations 
with the object of discussing ' peace 
terms.

VIOLENT FIGHTING.
PARIS, To-day.

Fighting continued with extreme 
violence on both banks of the Meuse 
and along the Verdun front the whole 
night. Two German positions on Hill 
304 failed completely, the War Office 
announced this afternoon. The French 
made further gains within Fort Dou­
aumont. The Germans now hold only 
a small angle in the northwestern cor­
ner of the fort. The battle around 
Hill 304 was especially severe. In 
attacking the positions on the west 
side of the hill, the Germans used 
liquid gas. The official statement says 
the Germans penetrated pne of the 
French trenches, but werë dislodged 
at once. On the east side of the Hill 
the Germans attacked after ’ intense 
artillery preparations, but weve not 
permitted to reach the French lines.

The principal fighting east of the 
Meuse was in the sector between 
Thiaumont and Dauaumont. The 
Germans attacking en masse, suc­
ceeded in reoccupying one of the 
trenches north of Thiaumont farm 
which had been captured by the 
French.

PRINCE OF WALES RETURNS TO 
THE FIGHTING LINE.

LONDON, To-day.
The Prince of Wales has returned 

from Egypt to the British fighting line 
in the west. He recently visited the 
Italian front.

TURKS RETREAT TOWARDS BAG­
DAD.

LONDON, To-day.
The Daily Chronicle says the Turk­

ish army has begun its retreat to 
wards Bagdad. Evidently orders have 
been given to concentrate in that lo 
cality, in view of the new Russian 
menace from the northeast.

S.S. Cranky Welcomed
Heart’s Content was en fete on Sat­

urday last, it being the occasion of 
the arrival of the first steamer to load 
paper, the A. N. D. Co.’s product at 
Grand Falls. Heart’s Content is the 
new winter port instead of Botwood op 
account of ice conditions.

The S.S. Cranley—a Donaldson lin­
er—left here at 4 a.m. Saturday and 
arived at Heart's Content about 11 
a.m., having on board as passengers 
Mr. C. H. Tranfield, Superintendent of 
the Western Union Cable Company, 
Capt. J. Lomont, of S.S. Alconda, Mr. 
R. G. Ash, and Mr. T. Kennedy. The 
day was anything but pleasant, but 
that did not dispel the enthusiasm of 
the citizens, who determined to make 
the occasion a memorable one and 
turned out in large numbers 10 wel­
come the ship—the largest to arrive 
there since the “Great Eastern” laid 
the cable in 1866—and her gallant 
crew. The steamer was decorated 
with bunting, and as she steamed up 
the harbor sent up rockets, which 
were replied to by guns from the 
shore. As soon as she had docked, 
the townspeople accompanied by a 
band, assembled on deck, and the fol­
lowing address was read by Mr. Jas. 
Moore, J.P., on their behalf:— ,

ADDRESS
To Captain Mann, Officers and Crew

of the S.S. Cranley.
Seamen All:—We• gladly welcome 

you and your good ship “Cranley” to 
the Port of Heart’s Content. We wel­
come you for a two-fold reason.

First, because your coming means 
a step forward in the material pro­
gress of our town, now the winter 
shipping port -of Harmsworth Pulp 
and Paper Industries.

Second, because you, Capt. Mann, 
yours officers and crew, are repre­
sentatives of the Mercantile Marine 
of Great Britain, and through you we 
desire to show honour to all brave 
seamen of the Empire. What the 
Empire owes to the men of the Mer­
cantile Marine, particularly at this 
momenteous epoch of her history, is 
second only to what the Empire owes 
to Britain’s Navy. Even the “long 
arm” of the Navy would be shortened 
and weakened and its power to pro­
tect the Empire and her interests 
greatly curtailed hut for that marvel­
lous body of men who man the ships 
of the Mercantile Marine.

Through you, Captain Mann, your 
officers and crew, we desire to offer 
our tribute of gratitude and praise 
to the men of Britain’s Merchant 
Navy. We are an Island people, our 
very existence depends upon the sea; 
the way to and from lis lies only 
through the paths of the deep waters. 
Our men, like you, “go down to the 
sea in ships and occupy their busi­
ness in great waters.” We can, there­
fore, appreciate in some measure how 
you, are making life possible for the 
many peoples comprising one great 
Empire. We can also appreciate the 
fact which the past eighteen months 
has taught us, that the hardy seamen 
of the Mercantile Marine are “gentle­
men unafraid”—unafraid of anything 
save of their failing their Country in 
the hour of her need, and of lowering 
The Flag in dismay before the das­
tardly German pirates.

In offering through you our tribute 
to the men of the Merchant Navy, we 
associate with you “the lass that 
loves the sailors.” The mothers, wiv­
es and children of our brave marin­
ers, how much the Empire owes to 
them, “God bless- them all.”

May He who holds the sea in the 
hollow of His hand “Watch between 
you and yours while you" are absent 
from each other,” and bring you all 
safely to the Haven where ye would 
be.

welcome.”

Britannia” and “God Save the King,” 
the Captain dispensed light refresh­
ment in the saloon, and the hearts of 
the children were made glad with lem­
onade, a box of chocolates and an ap­
ple each, sufficient of itself to make 
the day one to be long remembered by 
them.

Under the supervision of Messrs. 
Scott, Berteau and Gillingham of 
Grand Falls, the work of loading then 
began. Subsequently the Captain en­
tertained his officers and a few 
guests, and a pleasant time was spent, 
toasts to the Donaldson Line, re­
sponded to by Capt. Lament, and to 
Capt. Mann, being honored.

Heart’s Content most heartily wel­
comes the initiation of this new ser­
vice, for as the address puts it, it will 
mean a step forward in the material 
progress of the town.

The Municipal Bill
The seventh regular meeting of the 

Citizens’ Committee took place last 
night in the Board of Trade Rooms, 
the attendance being fairly large. 
Thç Secretary read the minutes of 
the last meeting which were adopted. 
Mr. Alex. Mews asked if any reply in 
relation to the committee’s expendit­
ure had been received from the Pre­
mier. The Chairman’s reply was 
"No.” Mr. Mews suggested that the 
bills be certified by the Chairman, 
and handed to the Municipal Board 
for payment. Mr. Summers was of 
the^opinion that the committee’s ex­
penditure should be shouldered by 
the representatives of St. John’s East 
and West, who called the first meet­
ing of citizens in the T.À. Hall. He 
also proposed that the Colonial Sec­
retary be written in relation to the 
matter. The. Bill was then taken up, 
and Section 2 to Section 8 were dis­
cussed. Mr. Kelly objected to allow­
ing landlords to rent basements in 
houses as sleeping rooms. Mr. Brad­
ley spoke on the black smoke section, 
and proposed that the word vapour 
be added.
