Ungenerous
Treatment.

We publish to-day some official
correspondence between the New-
foundland Board of Trade and tle
London Chamber of Commerce, and
commend the careful perusal of same
to all our readers. The revelations
made in that correspondence of the
grossly ungenerous treatment accord-
ed this colony by the British Ministry
of Shipping, will make interesting
reading. Apparently not a single ef-
fort was made by the home authoritics
to assist Newfoundland in marketing
her produce, while .at the same time
sznadian shippers were getting the
preference in every 'way. Steamers
came to St. John’s from England with
cargoes and were ordered on to Can-

adian ports in ballast, after discharg- |

ing, to load for acroes at either Hali-
fax or Montreal. Nof an:Imperial fin-
ger was lifted to aid us in moving our
marketable products by steamer, and
had it not been for the heroic conduet
of our own mariners who risked all
dangers in their sailing vessels, we
ghould net have been able to get &
cargo to Europe. The losses of two
years show how many perils were
braved by our merchant sailors, in
their endeavours to keep foreign mar-
kets supplied with our products. The
tolk for that period is sixty-five ves-
sels, of which number twenty-six fell
vicfims to enemy submarines. Canada
and the United States, had prohibited
their sailing fleet, and some of the
smaller vessels of their steam  fleat
from going across-the Atlantic, the
reason being that sufficient steam
shipping was forthcoming to carry
thelr exports across the Atlantic, but
Neéwfoundiand could not make any
similar regulations, being absolutely
dependent on the local sailing craft,
consequently we had to “carry on”
and carry on we did, thanks to the
sterling courage of the men who
manned the vessels, and cur ships
were found, all through the war, in
the ports of Spain, Portugal and Italy,
having carried the fish whlch was 80
much needed by the™ papple of these
eountries, and ‘brinﬁn‘ back no less
necessary cargoes of Balt.

The Board of Trade bpened a cor-
respondence with the ~Chamber of
Commerce, London, England, on July
27th, of this year, and having explain-
ed the situation existing in this coun-
try, asked for reservations of space on
steamers for their leading commod-
ities: Salt Codfigh, in cases, Cod 0il
and Cod Liver Oil. One an important
article -of food the second of great
value in the manufacture of certain ar-
ticles required for war purposes, and
the third, perhaps having the greatest

\ -
of all natural mediéinal properties.
In support of the request for space the
Board submitted comparative tables
showing the volume of shipments of
these products to England, covering 2
period of five years, 1914-1918; also
statistics showing the rate of freight
in force for the same period and the
altogether out of proportion advance
during 1918, the rates now standihg at
an increase of 1700 per cent, on cod-
fish, 1800 per cent. on cod oil, and
8140 per cent. on barrelled herring,
over the 1914 schedule.

It was in a measure, chiefly t6 point
out the unfairness of such an exorbit-
ant and intolerable rate, which was
in effect a straight discrimination
against Newfoundland, no less than to
secure space reservations, that the
Board of Trade took up this matter
with their correspondents in London
Unfortunately however the authorities
there could mot or would naqt agree
that Newfoundland was being unfair-
15 treated both in the matter - of
freight charges and tonnage.
London Chamber of Commerce imme-;
diately took up the matter with the.
British Ministry of Shipping, but noth- }
ing came of it. After the receipt of
some communications from that aug-

ust body, the Chamber of Commerce, :

while expressing the fullest sympathy,
politely regretted that they could not
see their way to press the Controller
of Shipping further in the matter.
The official letter from the Ministry
is a most surprising document. It
cffers no explanation, excepting the
trite one, that freights on Newfound-
land produce advanced only to the
same extent as rates on other articles.
The Chairman, Sir Joseph Maclay,
while agreeing (great satisfaction to
Newfoundland) that it would be de-
sirable to draw supplies from the
Dominion rather than from neutral
countries, regrets that the shipping
situation does not admit of this ar-
rangement. In ‘other words, the
neutrals, who were doubtless feeding
Germany all through the war were to
have the preference of English trade
arrangements, while Newfoundland
could paddle its own canoe. Regard-
ing the Cod oil situation, the Control-
ler of Shipping said, in effect, that it
was better to buy it from Norway than

from Newfoundland, and that doubt-'i

less has been the policy of the Im-
perial authorities, so far as any ef-
forts on their part to help Newfound-
land over tonnage difficulties have
been made by them. Not a finger was
lifted, according to published corres-
pondence, to relieve the ionnage situ-
ation of the current year so far as
we were concerned, and had it not
been for the traditional courage of the
sailors of our own merchant marine,
the prosperity which we row enjoy,
would have been transformed into
general adversity. Therefore what-
ever we owe for the saving of our com-

! raercial life, is due the men of New-

foundland who risked and dared ail
perils and dangers other than those of
the sea, to move our products (o
market, and no gratitude should he
expressed to the British Ministry of

Shipping, by which Newfoundland was ;

treated in a very ungencrous and un-
just manner, and discriminated against
tc the nth degree.

PARIS, Dec. 14.

DASTARDLY ORDER MAKES OF-
FICER FAINT.

ROTTERDAM Dec. 14.
Documents which reveal for the first
time the desperate attempt the high
military authorities in Berlin made to
frustrate the German revolution have
come into the hands of the Telegraph’s
Behlin correspondent. It appears that
great efforts were directed towarl
preventing sailors who mutinied at
Kiel and Hamburg and who Kkilled
their officers from reaching Berlin. An
attempt was made to cut off all rail-
way communication between the
northwest and Berlin, but this failed
as indeed did all the efforts of th2
military authorities. To what length
the Berlin command was prepared to
go is shown by orders sent to the of-
ficer commanding at Neustadt. Al-
though it was known that some of the
revolting sailors were travelling on
ordinary trains on which were many
women and children, the order was
given to derail those trains and fire on
them with machine guns until it was
evident that not a human being re-
mained alive in the cars. On receiving
this barbaric order the officer com-
manding at Neustadt collapsed and
was carricd away unconscious. No
one among the military on the spot
would undertake to carry out the or-
der so the trains with their innocents
as well as their revolutionary passea-
gers passed through uninterrupted to
Berlin.
