HE Birth of our Lord was heralded with celestial splendour
and magnificence, fit proclamation for Him who was to be
King of Kings, when the portals of high Heaven were
thrown wide and through them issued the angelic choir, which
amidst supernatural radiance, announced in joyous melody the
nativity of the Son of God.

IN CONNECTION WITH THE INTER-
CHURCH FORWARD MOVEMENT.

We submit to-day synopsis of ad-
.dresses delivered before the Empire
{ Club in the city of Toronto by Mr. T.
H. Gundy, a leading Methodist Finan-
cier and Canon Cody of the Anglican
Church. Both of them occupy a pro~
minent place in the life of the Domin-
fon, and are held in the highest
esteem, therefore, carry conviction
whenever they address any audience.
The Toronto Globe says:

Strong addresses on the Inter-
church Forward Movement, dealing
with it from the angle of the clergy-
man and the business men, were mades
at the regular meeting of the Empire
Club. The speakers were Hon. Dr. 1.
J. Cody and Mr. J. H. Gundy. Both
were warmly applauded at many
points in their speeches.

“It is always easier to destroy than
to build,” said Mr. J. H. Gundy, the
fire speaker. Although the Prussfan
machine had been destroyed the
world was not safe for democracy,
for the spirit of selfishness remainsd
and was a curse wherever it existed.
“Only one man has found the recipe
for rmiaking the world safe for demo-
cracy, and He is the Man of Nazar-
eth.”

“If the world is to be a safe place
it has got to be a Christian place,”
he continued. “The standards that
have made Canada a safe place to
do business must be set up through-
out the world.”

In putting their money into the
work which would do this Canadians
were making a good investment, he
declared. Canadians are piling up
wealth, and in doing so were facing
the danger faced by any country ex-
periencing a sudden influx of wealth
which gave comforts and ease In-
jurious to the boys and girls.

The Best Invesiment.

“There is only one place to invest
this surplus capital—that is in the
unselfish establishment of Christian-
ity in Canada and throughout the
world,” said Mr. Gundy. “The money
you give to that will not harm your
children, although what you give
them may.”

So far as the business men were
concerned their task in the campaign
was two-fold, he concluded, after ref-
erence to the financial aims of the
movement. Firstly, to give their
organizing ability at disposal of this
campaign. If they did the latter there
would be no doubt of the result, he
declared.

Cody, after reference to the lessons
learned during the war, which, he
said, we would do well to remember.
