The Grand
Jury's Report.

Ere making any lengthy com­
ment on the presentment of 
the Grand Jury of 1922, as 
made to their Lordships the 
Judges of the Supreme Court, it 
would be eminently desirable to 
peruse and examine that docu­
ment, which we understand was 
submitted yesterday, From a 
reporter’s precis of the contents, 
it is learned that the govern­
ment, administration, discipline 
and general management of 
the institutions maintained out 
of public revenues are admir­
able, for which due credit must 
be given the superintendents. 
But there are apparently cir­
cumstances over which these 
gentlemen have no control, cir­
cumstances which are neither 
of their seeking or making. The 
remedy for a change in these is 
in the hands of the Directors or 
Board of Governors of each in­
stitution named in the jury re­
port. At the Penitentiary it is 
adverted upon that there is not 
sufficient employment offering 
to keep the prisoners now incar­
cerated busy, a difficulty surely 
that could easily be overcome by 
introducing extra manual in­
dustries. The selection of these 
should easily be made by those
in authority.

* * * * * *
Regarding the Poor House, at 

one time known as “the saddest 
place in Newfoundland,” but 
thanks to the energy, ability 
and interest of the present Su­
perintendent, removed from 
that category, though with 
great pains, considering its age 
and surroundings, there is a re­
commendation that a hew house 
for the inmates and those who 
may have to become inmates 
through the stress of the times 
or personal indigency, should be 
built.

The House met at 4 p.m.
The Bill respecting the Sealflshery 

during the present year was given a 
second reading. In endorsing the 
second reading of the Bill, Sir Pat* 
rick McGrath took occaaion to review 
the discouraging tendencies which at 
present are jeopardizing the industry. 
In this connection he referred to the 
rescue of the crew of the schooner 
J. N. Rafuse, in which the officers 
and men of a foreign ship played 
ouch a heroic part. This be contrasted 
with the demand of $25.00 each made 
by the sealers who went to the res­
cue of their brother tollers in s.s. 
Diana. Sir Patrick strongly condemn­
ed this attitude. He also said that 
he was Informed that wholesale mis­
appropriation had taken place - on 
board the Diana and things even 
went so far that the crew held up the 
operator, and demanded the contents 
of messages that passed between the 
captain and owners of the ship.

A Bill entitled ‘ An Act to amend 
Chapter 75 of the Consolidated Stat­
utes entitled Of Sufferers from Mar­
ine Disasters.’ " passed second read­
ing. This Bill is amended by adding 
after the words “waters of the Col-, 
ony” the words "while in pursuit of 
his calling.” This amendment was 
made necessary because relatives had 
made claim for compensation in cas­
es which the spirit ot the Act did not 
intend to cover.

• “The Dangerous Drugs Act” which 
will regulate “the Importation, Ex­
portation, Manufacture, Sale and Use 
of Opium, Cocaine, Morphine, Ecgon- 
ine and Heroin” passed the second 
reading. This legislation is in con­
formity with that prevailing in all 
parts of the Empire.

The Bill entitled “An Act for the 
Protection of Neglected, Dependent 
and Delinquent Children” was sent 
to a Select Committee at the request 
of Sir P. T. McGrath. This Bill, 
which is a modification of the Cana­
dian Law, passed through both 
branches last year, but not in the 

.final stages, as the late Hon. John 
Browning opposed vesting too much 
authority in those who would be em­
powered to carry out the Act. For 
the purpose of the Act a child means 
a person under the age of sixteen 
years, and Section 19 reads as fol­
lows:

(1) No child shall loiter In or on 
any dock, wharf, quay or cove after 
9 o’clock in the evening, or be there 
after that hour unless accompanied 
by his parent or guardian or an adult 
appointed by the parent or guardian 
to accompany such child.

(2) A child found in or on any 
dock, wharf, quay, or cove after the 
hour named in sub-section (1) unless

! so accompanied may be warned to go 
home by any constable or probation 
officer, and if after such warning the 
child is found loitering in or on any 
dock, wharf, quay or cove, such child 
may be taken by the constable or offl- 

, cer to his home.
j (3) A parent who permits his child 
to violate this section shall for the 
first offence incur a penalty of $1.00 

i and for a second offence $2.00 and for 
! a third or any subsequent offence 
$5.00

j The second reading of the Bill “An 
' Act for the Encouragement of Ship­
building” was deferred. Sir P. T. 
McGrath, in supporting the second 
reading, said he noted a considerable 
difference between the Bill and the 
notice as published under the author­
ity of the Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries. Sir Patrick moved that 
the Bill be sent to a Select Commit­
tee. Hon. J. J. Murphy seconded the 
motion. He thought that the time 
for economy had arrived and the pre­
sent was not auspicious for paying 
out extravagant bounties. “The time 
was,” said Mr. Murphy, 'when build­
ers were glad to receive $100 but now 
it appeared that almost the value of 
the vessel was to be given in boun­
ties. It is time to stop this waste,” 
said he in conclusion.

The Bill "An Act to amend Chap. 22 
of the Consolidated Statutes, entitled 
‘Of the Customs,’ ” passed second 
reading. The amendment to Section 
55 calls for the substitution of the 
words "market value” or "fair mar­
ket value” by the words "current do­
mestic value.” The substitution is 
designed to prevent defrauding the 
Customs and has in view what is 
known to the trade as dumping 

A Bill entitled "An Act tor the dis­
posal of the surplus funds of the 
Hospital Cot Fund" and a Bill amend­
ing the Law Society Act, were read a 
first time.

They did not claim that 
Newfoundland could grow oranges and 
grapes, and coffee, for instance. We 
could, and in fact already did grow 
ninety per cent, ot the agricultural 
products which we consume, with the 
obvious exception of wheat. We 
could grow more than 90 per cent., 
however, and more than 100 per cent.
This country could support, agricul­
turally, a population twice or thrice 
as big as the present. Only the shores 
of the country are inhabited. The 
soil at present is cultivated in a nig­
gardly, stingy way, along the sea­
board. The thousands ot acres of 
land in from the shores are lying 
fallow, unproductive because they are 
not cultivated. It is remarkable that 
with our primeval methods, we pro­
duce so much now. With intelligent 
methods and earnest attention this 
country could grow very much more 
than she grows now.

fishing country. Geographically and 
temperamentally we were a fishing 
people, and not a farming people.
In any case, contended the negative, 
what was meant by “adequate food 
supplies” wras not only what people 
could get along with, but what they 
ordinarily used, whetherllfcey could 
do without it or not. Such '^rticles of 
food as fruits, spices, peas, rice, tea. 
coffee, molasses, etc., coud not be 
produced in the country. The nega­
tive doubted that either wheat or 
sugar could be produced in New­
foundland. To produce 14,000,000 lbs. 
of sugar annually would take a lot of 
beet. And yet that was the amount 
this country imported every year.
Newfoundland imported roughly 400,- 
000 barrels of flour. Could the coun­
try produce annually that much grain?
The negative doubted it very much.
The affirmative side had told of the 
fine hay and oats crop which New­
foundland produced. But the nega­
tive had yet to hear that the people 
of Newfoundland would eat hay or 
oats. There was one thing that could 
be done to make it possible for New­
foundland to grow her çwn food sup­
plies, suggested the negative, and that 
was to dam off the Straits of Belle 
Isle and make a Florida of the coun­
try. Mr. A. J. Bayly, Secretary of the 
Agriculture Board .who was present, 
was invited by the Institute to express 
himself. Mr. Bayly told the InstL 
tute some very interesting facts con­
cerning the present agricultural ac­
tivities of the country.

Sofia. (Associated Press). — Even 
King Boris’ two sisters, the Princess 
Eudoxic and Nadejda, will be obliged 
to contribute their share of work to the 
Bulgarian state under the new com­
pulsory labor law, which requires all 
women up to 30 years of age to givq 
at least ten days of their time every 
year in useful work to the community. 
This ruling has been made by the stern 
peasant Premier, Alexander Stam- 
boulisky, the most powerful man in 
Bulgaria and maker and breaker of 
kings.

Bulgarian women, said the Pre- 
mièr, will be compelled to make gar­
ments and bed linen for hospitals, 
contribute useful labor to orphan­
ages and asylums, help to care for the 
poor and so on. Girls under 20 years 
old will be obliged for a period of 
three months in each year to study do­
mestic science and the useful arts, so 
that they may become more produc­
tive factors to society and contribute 
to the common good. Premier 
Stamboullsky says that one of the 
causes ot Bulgaria’s rapid recovery 
from the warje the work done tor the 
state by what is called here the vol­
unteer labor army. He estimatee the 
value of its work at 380,000,000 levas 
(nominally worth about 19 cents each.) 
“The volunteer army has been an 
entire success,” said Mr. Stamboulis- 
ky. "It has built roads, streets, wa­
terways, bridges, canals, warehouses, 
schoolhouses and sanitary systems, 

i It has drained swamps, tilled the land 
i and planted trees." The Premier 

pointed out that Bulgaria now has a 
law prohibiting the sale ot liquor at 
bars unless the voters decide they 
Want It. "You see," he said, "we are 
following somewhat in the path of you 
Americans in regard to prohibition. 
Some day Bulgaria may be completely 
dry."

The Sorrows of Ireland.

In 1795 Lord Camden, the new Lord 
Lieutenant of Ireland, landed at 
Blackrock on March 31, his chief 
Secretsry — Pelham — having been 
there for some days. The state of the 
country was so evidently dangerous, 
that there wag great fear for the 
safety of the Viceroy, "bo the time of 
his entry was changed, and Dubltp 
Streets were quiet when he entered, i 
and was sworn In by the Lords Jus- j 
tlces at Dublin Castle, His arrival 
became known during the ceremony, i 
and as the Lords Justices drove away,1 
when It was over; they were received 
at the gates by a dense and angrv 
mob. When Lord Fltzgihbon and (hr 
Primate's carriages appeared ston»* 
were thrown at thbui; Fltzelhho-i "ho 
was an object of far more serious 
hatred, was attacked hy a knot of well 
dressed, dangerous looking men who 
evidently meant mischief; hut. the , 
coachman lashed his horses, and broke 
throng the- crowd. They made for 
his house in Ely Plue» hv a short cut. 
end were there before him; as he 
drove jap. heavy stones were flung 
through the carriage window, one of 
which struck the Chancellor on the 
forehead Pasre-s hy or the police, 
whom Grafton had not yet extinguish­
ed, gathered, round and protected him 
from further mischief. The roit spread 
rapidly and the mob attacked the Cus­
tom House, tiie houses of the Speaker 
and the Primates’ and Beresford. At 
last it was found necessary to call out 
the troops, who fired on the crowd, 
killing two men And dispersing the 
rest. An ill omened beginning of a 
disastrous disloyalty. Ever since the 
Union of the two Countries, succes­
sive governments have attempted to 
pacify the Irish people, hut the agita­
tors have continued to keep the Green 
Isles in a condition of unrest down to 
to-day, when notwithstanding the pas­
sing of the Home Rule Bill, lawless­
ness continues to prevail. And yet 
the country could be made most pros­
perous to the advantage of every in­
habitant, It the rebellious undercur­
rent could only be persuaded to try, 
say twelve months of Peace.

At the House.
LOAN RESOLUTIONS DEBATED— 

GOVERNMENT SEVERELY CRI­
TICIZED—INCREASE IN ESTI­
MATES FOR NEXT FISCAL YEAR 

’ —NO ATTEMPT AT ECONOMY.
The storm broke yesterday with a 

vengeance, and for the entire after­
noon and through a night session, the 
Government had to sit under a tornado 
of criticism of their extravagant ad­
ministration. Unlike Achilles, the Gov­
ernment leaders were not even vulner­
able in the heel, and the criticism of 
the Opposition fell on “ears that would 
not hear.” ,

The Opposition had sufficient 
grounds for criticism, for when the 
Estimates were tabled it was found 
that. despite the emphatic need for 
drastic economies, they were nearly 
one million dollars more than those of j 
last year. So was a further cans® for j 
complaint added to the fact that more j 
than half the loan of six million dol- . 
lars, which tlie Government has not yet 
obtained, has been spent.

BACKWARD ECONOMY.
The Order Paper of yesterday was a ! 

big one but questions were quickly j 
disposed of and the Prime Minister 1 
then moved the House into Committee 
of the Whole on Supply, for the pur­
pose of tabling the Estimates. In ex­
plaining the new Estimates, the Leader 
of the Government, again amazed the 
ITcuse. by announcing an increase of 
nearly one million dollars over those 
rt last year. The Marine and Fisheries 
! stimatcs have been increased by $7.- 
i '0 and those of the Department of 
Public Works have been augmented by 
a vote cf $72.000. The new loan is | 
responsible for an added $330,000 and i 
the new scale of pensions calls for an 
increase of nearly $200.000. Further in- ! 
creases in the Finance Department j 
come to $300,000. In all, the total in- ; 
crease over last year’s Estimates is ' 
S2S9.446.96. |

A SAD SITUATION".
Mr. Higgins was the first to open 

fire upon the Government ranks when 
the House went into Committee on the 
Loan Resolutions. He described the 
situation as a sad one and as the 
money was already spent, there was 
nothing to do but to raise the Iqau. 
There was never such a spectacle in a 
responsible parliament before. The en­
tire public has to pay for Government 
incompetency. It was a ridiculous posi­
tion to assemble the Legislature and 
ask for a loan of $6.000,000, half of 
which was spent, while the Minister

of Finance is still waiting In New York 
for the authority to close the deal. He 
would not mind the loan being gone if 
something had been done for the 
money. It was now time when the 
House ought to consider whether we 
ought to have responsible government. 
It was a serious question. At a time 
when people all over the world are 
seeking for self-government, apparent­
ly we have to confess that we are not 
fit to rule ourselves.

MORE WILL BE NEEDED.
“It Is not a question of how much 

money we can raise now,” said Mr. 
Higgins, “but how many millions more 
will be needed next year. 11 we did get 
a new loan,” he said, “it would he 
spent before we obtained it. It was 
about time the Government made a 
death-bed repentance and tried to do 
some real Work. Since the present 
Government took office, they had spent 
fifteen millions of dollars over and 
above the ordinary revenue. For 
what?” Mr. Higgins drew an analogy 
between the mad abbe of the Chateau 
d’ If who dreamed of a treasure on the 
island of Monte Cristo, and the Gov­
ernment, who seemed to have nothing 
but dreams Æf better things to come.

TO AKER’S HALL MARK.
“Perhaps,” said Mr. Higgins, “the 

Minister of Marine and Fisheries has 
gone abroad to seek another Treasure 
Island. That expenditure of fifteen mil­
lions,” he said, “bore the hall-mark of 
Coaker all over it. Fish Regulations. 
Salt. Railway—Coaker had beeen res­
ponsible for them all. And the sad part 
of it was that we have to pay.” Mr. 
Higgins declared that Hon. Dr. Camp­
bell had full control of the expendi­
ture of $800,000 for relief purposes. In 
the control of a Minister who was not 
responsible to the House, was a sum of 
money nearly as great as the entire 
vote for the department of Public 
Works. If the Minister sent a gang of 
men to shift the clouds on the South- 
side Hills, they would go smiling. It 
was a crying shame that this year’s 
Estimates should be greater than last 
year's. The Administration seemed 
hopelessly incompetent and too lazy 
to try and save a dollar. He prophesied 
that the Estimates would total $11.- 
OOfl.iMMI, as supplemental supply was 
not likely to be less than a million and 
a half dollars.

DRASTIC MEASURES NEEDED.
Mr. Higgins said that our total re 

venue for the current fiscal year up to 
the end of June next, will not exceed 
$8.000,000. How was it possible to 
spend eleven millions when the re­
venue was not eight millions. There

was only one way to reduce expendi­
ture: Drastic measures were necessary. 
Let the Government cloee up some of 
their flepartments. It was downright 
dishonesty and sheer folly to pass 
these Estimates. The Government had 
adopted a micawberian attitude, but 
for how long could they go on in that 
way? So long as this continued, so 
long was the proposition hopeless. The 
amount required for the general pur­
poses of the Colony was barely enough 
to equal the revenue. Let the Govern­
ment say they were prepared to cut 
the estimates, strip the Public Depart- 
meats, even cat some of them ont. The 
railway had coat five millions in two 
years. For operation next year, all 
that was known was that one million 
had been set aside to meet a loss. This 
matter should be laid before the House.

Of the merits of the dispute between 
the Canadian Bank of Commerce and 
the city we know nothing, but they do 
not affect the main issue—that the 
city has become obligated to the bank 
to such an extent that the Courts con­
sider it necessary to appoint a receiver 
to protect the bank’s interests. The 
circumstance Is fortunately more than 
rare; it is practically unique in Can­
ada. It does not constitute the slight­
est reflection upon the general civic 
administration in Canada, nor will it 
bo taken by foreign interests as in any 
way weakening Canadian credit gen­
erally. But the fact remains that it is 
an unpleasant episode, and that it 
indicates the grave need for careful

economy in all municipal governments 
to-day.—Family Herald.

Organization.

FOR MARKETING OF WHEAT CROP.

(Special Cable to The Mail and Em­
pire.)

London.—Mr. Trethowan, chairman 
of the- farmers’ pool of New South 
Wales, Australia, will shortly visit 
Canada and United States to arrange 
an understanding for the marketing 
of the Australian, Canadian and Am­
erican wheat crops In a manner 
which will stabilize the market and 
secure the best possible prices to the 
producers. This announcement Is the 
latest development In the reported 
possibility of a corner in the world’s 
wheat supply, although Mr. Thetho- 
wan, according to the Morning Post, 
denies that his visit to Canada means 
states that he will visit Canada In'his 
the furthering ot such a design. He 
capacity as President of the Federal 
Farmers’ Association, an Australian 
organization, which advocates the 
placing of wheat on the market only 
as It Is required, thus conserving the 
Interests of both the consumer and 
the producer. It is planned to com­
plete such a wheat marketing or­
ganization in Australia and then ap­
ply similar machinery to wheat pro­
duction and selling in North America. 
The proposal involves the forming of 
a central committee in London to act 
as the executive of all the parties in 
the pool.

It ie understood that the' proposl 
tion which Mr. Trethowan will make 
to the representatives of the Canadian 
wheat growing and marketing or­
ganizations is that selling periods for 
the respective crops be so defined as 
to avoid competition

The growth of the co-operative 
movement throughout the Empire, 
which the correspondent has pointed 
out in previous despatches, makes 
world control of the marketing of 
wheat a distinct possibility. Now that 
Russia is for the time being eliminat­
ed aa a wheat exporting country, In­
dia, Australia and Canada could easily 
make an inter-imperial arrangement 
for non-competitive selling. Add the 
United States to this combination and 
Argentina would be left as the only 
Important competior in the world mar­
kets.

Until comparatively recent years It 
was one of the shibboleths ot the 
medical profession that tuberculosis 
is a heredity disease and laymen, in 
duty bound to accept the teachings of 

: the learned in matters of special 
: knowledge, have accepted the dictum. 
Social workers in numbers have talk- 

‘ ed of the crime of allowing a tubercu- 
1 loue person to marry and some of the 
1 sages of eugenice have urged the pas­
sage of legislation to phobiblt such 
alliances. * j

But along comes Dr. Marcus Pater­
son, one ot the greatest living authorit­
ies on tuberculosis, to give a last blow 
to the theory, and he quotes tacts and 
figures in convincing array to prove 
his point Nor is he evidently alone 
in bis statement for auch recognized 

! world experts as von Pirquet, Speck,
’ Faludi and Karl Pearson, after test­
ing thousands of cases, are quoted to 
buttress up his statement.

There is not the slightest doubt, say 
these scientists in chorus, that tuber­
culous parenté raise children, this is 
a matter of common experience^ There 

j is, fortunately, plenty of evidence to 
' show that it is far more probable that 
the children ot tuberculous parents re­
ceive infection after rather than be­
fore birth.

Professor von Pirquet made tuber­
culin teste on hundreds of infants and 
not a single one under the age of three" 
months gave a positive reaction, prov­
ing that they were absolutely tree 
from infection. Yet after three months 
the percentage rapidly increased until 
at the age of six years nearly half 
the childrep of infected parents gave 
evidence of the diecease. The un­
healthy environment in which the 
children ot tubercular patients are of­
ten forced to live is probably the 
cause.

Living on the Ocean Bed.
Further attempts are to be made to 

recover some of the sunken treasures 
which Utter the ocean bed around the 
British coast.

In a normal year ships and cargoes 
worth $15,000,000 are lost; but during 
the war the tonnage of vessels sunk 
in home waters amounted to 20,000,000. 
This enormous loss has spurred a Bali­
vage company to plan a scheme of for­
tune-finding on an unprecedented 
scale.

Recent improvements In connection 
with submarine work will make the 
enterprise less risky than It would 
have been a few years ago.

Divers no longer grope their way In 
darkness, depending for safety upon 
their life-Une. Electricity lights their 
way, and a telephone connection In 
their helmets enables the* to keep In 
touch with the men above. There Is 
even a dress which permits them to 
dispense with an air-pipe, since it in­
cludes provision for the supply of air.

So comfortable are modern diving 
suits that often their wearers are in 

* .no particular hurry to return to the 
surface. Frequently a naval diver 
finds an anchor or other object in 
twenty or thirty minutes, and then sits 
upon it, switches off his telephone con­
nection, and ruminates for an hour or 
two before hé reports.

Some of the Improved suits, too, en­
able divers to work at gréât depths. 
For many years the record was held by 
a Spaniard named Erostarbe who, off 
Cape Finlsterre, carried out salvage 
operations at a debth of 176 ft., and 
ultimately recovered In two seasons 
fifty-nine bars of sliver, worth $50,000.

Subsequently, during some exped­
ients carried out by the Admiralty, 
Irltlsh divers reached a depth of 210 

it., and this is still the rer—-’ for 
Great Britain.

The world’s record was set 
cently by a Vancouver diver, who m<- 
a descent in a suit (his own Invention) 
composed of aluminium, with ball­
bearing joints and artificial hands. He 
worked at a depth of 396 ft., where, 
owing to the rigidity of hie dress, the 
pressure inside was only 40 lb., to the 
square Inch, whereas it attained 170 
lb., on the outside. The Inventor 
claims that with his dress it Is pos­
sible to work at a depth ot 500ft., and 
In normal circumstances to sleep In 
comfort on the bed of the ocean.

No less Important have been the Im­
provements In other types of appara­
tus. A feature of one of the most re­
cent inventions is provision for living 
and moving on the sea floor.

The object of this Invention is the 
raising of sunken ships—an object 
which has been achieved quite often 
by sinking caissons or canvas tubes, 
affixing them to the wrecks, pumping 
out the water, and then filling them 
with air, the buoyancy thus Imparted

open-L..' med, vertical pontoons, 
which a. j fastened to the side of the 
wreck. |

The prc~:i ation of the hull for the 
attachment <_ the pontoons is carried 
out by two man, who are enclosed in 
a diving chamber. The latter is con­
nected with the ship above by a cable, 
through which runs an electric cable, 
as well as a telephone wire. Power 
is obtained from this cable to work 
not only a tractor enabling the cham­
ber to move round the wreck, but a 
pair of drills for boring holes through 
the plates of the ship.

In this house on the ocean bed the 
men can work, eat, read, smoke and 
sleep almost as comfortably as if they 
were in a dwelling on land. The olr 
of the chamber is purified and renewed 
by the system used in submarines.

The Kiel Canal.
The famous canal across Schleswig- 

Holstein, northwestern Germany, e 
commonly known as the Kiel dknal, 
taking this name from the port of Kiel 
at its eastern entrance. However, 
when the canal was completed it was 
given the name Kaiser Wilhelm Canal, 
and by that name It was ' officially 
known until the downfall of the Em­
pire upon the defeat and surrender of 
Germany in the autumn of 1918. The 
canal extends from Brunsbuttel, on 
the Elbe River, to Holtenau, on Kiel 
Bay, thus uniting the North Sea with 
the Baltic. Its length is 61 miles.

Construction was commenced in 
1887, and in 1895 the canal was com­
pleted having a bottom breadth of 72 
feet and surface breadth of 213 feet, 
with a depth of 29 feet, 6 inches.

In 1908, owing to the construction 
of larger battleships, work was com­
menced to double the bottom width 
and increase the depth to 36 feet. This 
work of enlarging and deepening was 
completed bn June 14, 1914, six weeks 
before Germany and Austria launch­
ed their raid upon the world. The 
ports connected with the canal and the 
canal itself afforded harborage for the 
German High Seas Fleet during most 
of the war. By the Treaty of Ver­
sailles the canal was made free and 
open to the vessels of all nations at 
peace with Germany on terms of en­
tire equality.

Kiel harbor, near the Baltic en­
trance to the canal, was the German 
naval base. The great shipyards, 
which created most of the German 
navy has been dismantled; floating 
docks and other equipment have been 
moved away to compensate the Allies 
for damages sustained by Germany il­
legal submarine warfare on merchant 
shipping. The great batteries cover­
ing the Baltic entrance to the canal 
have been reduced to heaps of crum­
bled concrete and twisted steel, and 
the great guns have been broken up 
and thrown on the scrap heap. The 
canal, however, is busy, being used for 
commercial shipping.

Earth’s Climatic Changes
A new theory has been offered by ! 

Dr. Harlow Shapley, an English 
scientist, relating to the mystery con­
cerning the climatic change on the 
earth over millions of years. Accord­
ing to this theory, the earth has been 
cooled off during long periods, when 
the sun, the earth and the other 
planets were passing through regions 
of space filled with clouds of dust or 
dark, nebulous materials, which cast 
off enough of the sun’s heat to freeze 
most of the globe. At other times, 
apparently, the solar systems moved

through a region of space almost en­
tirely free from such'material, so that 
the sun’s rays beat with full force on 
the earth, probably making the polar 
regions pleasant and the rest of the 
earth unliveably hot. At present the 
sun is apparently moving through a 
part of space thinly scattered with in­
terplanetary materials.

A few million years ago, according 
to Dr. Sharpley, the earth, the sun 
and the other planets were moving 
through a mark which is observed by 
astronomers in the constellation of

Orion. This Is one of the many vast 
black pockets, or “coal sacks,” In the 
sky, some of which may be detected 
by the naked eye. Behind this veil In 
Orion are 70 faint stars wl i-h vary In 
intensity. They average about 700 
light years (about 180,000,000,000,000 
miles) from the earth, which is a mod­
erate distance astronomically, and 
many of them would probably be very 
bright, except for the curtain of dark 
material hung between them and the 
earth.

tiirdid not at first report the fact, be- 
c^se he saw no man, and he thought 
tlÉçt the tracks might be those of some 
atikal which had been altered by the 
wither into human shape.

" “Abominable Snowmen.”
ie numerous statements of ' the 
es who accompanied the expedi- 

lifti, and of many Tibetans and sev- 
trM white explorers, about the “Ab- 
cmlnable Snowmen,” have led Colonel 
Bury to report what he saw.

The coolies who - accompanied the 
$ury expedition- st»tfc that they npl 
only saw the footprints, but saw the - 
vild men hanging around in the 
twilight, and ready to attack the ex­
plorers if they saw an opportunity, 
says an American paper. The coolies 
report that the'wild men live entirely 
without clothes, and are protected 
from the intense cold only by their 
long, thick hair.

Investigation has further revealed 
that the existence of these people is 
Yiown to many of the surrounding 
Tibetians, and that other white men 
had heard of them. Small colonies of 
ahe wild men are said by the villagers 
at the base of Mount Everest to llvq , 
on the slopes of Everest and of th^i* 
neighbouring peaks of Chumalharl 
and Karola.

Some of the natives explain that the 
wild men are murderers who have 
been driven from civilized com­
munities and forced to live In waste 
places. The colony on Mount Karola 
is said tq be of this character, and it 
is reported that those . exiles some­
times descend into the plains and rob 
the inhabitants.

But this expedition does not account 
for th» statement that the “StieWowB»» 
are wild and clad only in their own 
hair. Only a race with ages of adapta­
tion to environment, it is argued, 
could live above the perpetual snow­
line. and sustain life on the few 
animals and birds that are found 
there.

Moreover, other white explorers 
have just come forward with new ev­
idence concerning the existence of a 
race of “Snowmen” who live naked in 
th ! intense cold. William Hugh 
K ight, one of the best-known ex- 
P >rters of Tibet, read the report about 
il human footprinttfgsen by the Bury' 
c ledjtlon, and "this statement:

The fate of a
Lawless Border Chief.

At the end of March, 1529, certain of 
the wild Border Chiefs openly defied 
the authority of England and Scot- ^ 
land, so King James of Scotland de­
termined to try and put a stop to the 
depredation of the lawless clans. The 
task was one of great difficulty, for 
the freebooters had grown *0 power­
ful and daring, that tjiey held the Bor­
der Countries in subjection, acknow­
ledging no authority save that of tho 
chief of their clan. The Scottish King, 
however, collected an army of 6,000 
men with the Intention of penetrating 
into t’ "astnesses of the robber chiefs, 
but : iarleurig, Johnnie Armstrong, 
of C ckie, attended by a large re­
tin u followers, presented himself
before the King. This chief of all 
robber chiefs, whose name had spread 
terror from the Tyne to the Solway, 
who had enriched himself by plunder, 
had insulted the King’s authority, de­
spised the laws, and endangered the 
peace of the kingdom, now voluntarily 
approached his sovereign in the hope 
that by submitting he would receive 
a pardon for his offences. He offered, 
if his life was spared, to hold himself, 
with forty men, ready for the King's 
service, and never to take a penny 
from Scotland. He promised that any 
subject of England be he duke, earl, 
lord or baron, he would on a certain 
day bring to King James either alive 
or dead. He also offered handsome 
gifts comprising four and twenty milk- 
white steeds, and as " much English 
gold as four of their broad backs could 
carry; also four and twenty mills, with 
as much wheat as their croppers can 
hold. James, however, was so indig­
nant that a thief and outlaw should 
so ostentatiously display his ill-ac­
quired wealth in the very face of his 
sovereign, that he sternly ordered him 
to be executed, albng with the greater 
part of his followers, and they were 
hanged on the trees growing near the 
chapel of Carleurig. One named San- 
die Scott was burned, because it was 
proved that he had burned the house 
of a poor widow, she and her children 
being inside. Armstrong, before he 
died, seeing no hope of ffie King’s re­
lenting, said proudly “I am but one 

j fool to seek grace at a graceless face ;
I had I known you would have taken my 
I life this day, I would have lived on the 
Borders in spite of King Harry and 
you both, for I know that King Harry 
would downwelgh my best horse with 
■old to know that I am condemned to 
die." His name has been handed down 
in song and ballad on both sides of 
the Border.

Fishing Fleet Champion*
PROFITABLE TO HER OWNERS.
Halifax, N.S. (Canadian Press.)— 

The schooner Bluenoee, champion of 
the North Atlantic fishing fleets, made 
a profit of $6,386 during her first yeai% 
according to the statement submitted 
to the Bluenose Schooner Company 
to-day. She cost $35,580 to build. Her 
fishing voyages last summer netted 
$1,862, and her profits on two freight­
ing trips to the West Indies were $9,- 
020. In the Nova Scotia fishermen 
races and the international races, she 
won prizes amounting to $5,000, of 
which $2,503 was profits.
