Death of an Old Settler In Hal ton.
(From the Hamilton Times.)

We record to-day the death of an old 
and highly respected Canadian, Colonel 
George Chisholm,who died on Wednesday 
evening at the residence of his son, Capt.. 
George B. Chisholm, of Oakville, in tho 
80th year of his age. Ho was born at 
Erie on the 16th September, 1792, and 
was the youngest son of George Chis­
holm, sen., who was a U. E. Loyalist,and 
settled on the north shore of Burlington 
Bay in 1794, and died there in 1842—said 
to have been at the advanced age of 100 
years. Col. Chisholm took an active 
part in the war of 1812. He belonged to 
the first flank company of volunteers,and 
fought in the battle of Qucenston, where 
General Brock was killed, and took part 
in nearly all the battles that were fought 
at that time on the Canadian frontier. 
At the battle of Lundy’s Lane he coin» 
manded a company. Eté was one of tho 
party who went over with Col. Bishop 
and burned what there was at that time 
of Buffalo. He was present when the 
steamer Caroline was sent over Niagara 
Falls in 1837, and took the colors off 
this boat and kept them for several years 
aftewards, but gave them to Captain Mc­
Cormick, who was returning to England, 
but first exacted a promise from him that 
he would always hoist them on the 29th 
of December. In 1837 he was-gazetted 
Lieutenant-Colonel, and in 1838 Colonel. 
When the Rebellion of 1837 broke out,he 
proceeded with the late Sir Allan N McNab 
to Toronto, (then York) with 72 volunteers 
and marching up to the City Hall, they

He leaves him surviving one 
daughter and' five sons, the youngest of 
whom is D. B. Chisholm, Esq., our pre­
sent Mayor. There are many old settlers 
yet living who relate with pleasure many 
acts of kindness which they received at 
the hands of Colonel Chisholm when 
they first landed on Canadian soil. His 
house was always open to tho straiiger, 
and he was never known to send any 
empty away. His thorough knowledge 
of the Chippawa Indian language enabled 
him to be of great service to the Govern­
ment and people in an early day when 
the Indians abounded in this part of the 
country. He possessed a constitution of 
unusual power, and during the whole of 
his eventful life he v as entirely free from 
sickness until within a few weeks before 
his death, when his constitution began to 
give way, and he died in perfect peace, 
without any apparent pain, and retaining 
his mental power to the last. During a 
great part of his life he took an active 
part in the politics of his country, and 
was always allied to the Conservative 
party. He belonged to the Masonic fra­
ternity,arid was among the oldest Masons 
in this part of the country. There are 
few men of his generation now living, 
and we part with them with regret, for 
they were a noble, self-sacrificing body 
of men, and did much to open up and 
settle this beautiful country. Of Colonel 
Chisholm it may be truly said, “ another 
landmark is gone."’

The Wimbledon Team Dispute.
A meeting of the Ontario Rifle Associa­

tion was held in Toronto last week to 
receive the report of the Captain of the 
Wimbledon Team.

THE PROTON CASK AGAIN.
The' Opposition are in very had 

luck this session. Every attempt 
they have made to fasten a charge 
on the Government, or to embarrass 
them has been entirely futile, and 
the charge has, instead of injuring 
the Ministry, recoiled on the head of 
the Opposition. Look at the sad 
failure made by Mr. M. C. • Cameron 
in his charge that Mr. Blake had en­
deavored to influence Mr. E. B. Wood 
to tender his resignation before the 
break up of the late Government. 
Then, we have another case in point 
in the attempt Mr. Lauder has made 
to prove that the present Govern- 
inent, through the' late agent, Mr. 
Lewis, sought to intimidate and in­
fluence the electors in Proton into 
voting for Mr. Dickey, the Reform 
candidate. The matter was brought 
up some days ago by Mr. Lauder, who 
gave notice of. motion, and when the 
orders of the day were called on Mon­
day he was very conveniently absent. 
But Mr. Blake, determined not to al­
low Mr. Lauder get out of it in this 
fashion,, gave notice of a motion for 
the appointment of a committee to 
inquire into the charges made against 
himself and Hon. Mr. McKellar, with 
power to send for persons, papers and 
records. Mr. Lauder, seeingthat he 
was cornered, got up on Wednesday 
and moved for the appointment of a 
select committee to inquire into the 
truth of the affidavits published re­
specting the influence which it is al­
leged was used to induce the elec­
tors of Proton to vote against him. 
In bringing up his motion he said he 
was quite willing the Government 

” would oppose the motion.
This at first would strike ojic as 

something curious, seeing Mr. Lauder 
affected to be so indignant at the al­
leged intimidation of his constituents. 
But, before Mr. Blake concluded his 
speech, the mystery was, easily ex­
plained. The Premier made a most 
splendid speech, in which he not 
only showed up the hypocrisy of Mr. 
Lauder, but dealt the Toronto Tde- 
grltph a most telling blow for circula­
ting so many falsehoods in referçncé 
to this and other cases. He showed 
that while Mr. Lauder professed to 
know nothing as to the truth or falsity 
of the charges, he was the real instig­
ator of the accusations made by the 
Telegraph, which at the same time he 
was trying to get out of any respon 
sibility attaching to them. . But the 
Premier did not stop here. lie turn­
ed the tables completely ntgaint the 
late Government by showing that 
they, and not the present Govern­
ment,.h;Ul sought to influence the el­
ectors of Proton, and in con junction 
and at the instigation of Mr. Lauder 
had attempted to bribe these electors 
into voting for Lauder. This was 
proved beyond a doubt by reading a 
letter from lion. Mr. Wood (then 
Provincial Trcc.r;;rér) to LâüCÎcr :r.

A Literary Treat.—Mr Bayard Taylor 
lectured the other evening in Lon­
don, on Schiller. The Advertiser speak­
ing of the lecture says :—“The lecture of 
Mr Bayard Taylor on the life,writings and 
character of the poet Schiller, last night 
in Spettiguo Hull,proved as was expected, 
and intellectual feast of a superior kind. 
This was to have been anticipated by all 
our ci izens whose literary culture has 
extended to German poetry, or whose 
knowledge of American- literature in­
cludes the most casual acquaintanceship 
with the singularly-gifted and accom­
plished gentleman, who, last night, ap- 
)>eared for the first time, we believe, be­
fore a Canadian audience. The lecture 
was written in smoothly flowing and pow­
erful language and delivered in a tone 
and manner so absolutely free from any of 
those little eccentricities of style which 
make the common run of “ American 
oratory” a byword, that the listener was 
always at a loss which most to admire, 
the man or liis subject'. Mr Taylor is 
ever calm, deliberate and perfectly self- 
possessed, never losing himself in a maze 
of word-picturing, and never rising to 
that mental excitement which is display­
ed by some, orators, even of distinction; 
but when he speaks every word goes 
home to the understanding, and there is 
a soul in its utterances, especially in the 
recitation, of the poetic gems which aptly 
ornament liis theme,- that finds immedi­
ate response and calls forth involuntary 
applause.” The literati of London were 
iu full attendance and pronounced the 
lecture a very excellent one.
