Movements of Royalty. 
Murder of a Ship’s Crew.
Geneva, 8ept. 8.—The Counsel of the 

United States and of Great Britain have 
prepared and put into printed form new 
reports to 'be laid before the Board of 
Arbitration at the sitting next Friday.

Paris, Sept. Ï.—A collision of author­
ity occurred at Lyons between the muni­
cipal and national authorities which 
causes much excitement in the city. The 
Council had removed certain ecclesiastic­
al teachers from the schools and the na­
tional Government had interfered and re­
instated them. The citizens several 
times collected in large numbers in the 
streets to protest against the restoration 
of the teachers. The Government was at 
last- obliged to call on the military to 
disperse the gatherings and prevent their 
recurrence.

A mob at Marbonne to-dnv assaulted 
the sentries, pelting them with stones. 
The assailants were quickly dispersed by 
the troops and ten arrests were made.

London, Sept. 8.—A despatch from 

Canterbury reports that fire has just 
broken out' over the alter in the eastern 
end of the magnificent Cathedral in that 
town, and the flames are spreading rap­
idly.

South Bruce Local Electiou.
The South Riding of Bruce Reform 

Convention met on Tuesday afternoon 
at Riversdale, for the purpose of nom­
inating a candidate for the Local As­
sembly. There was a large attend­
ance, all the municipalities in the 
Riding being well represented. The 
President read to the Convention a 
letter from the Hon. Edward Blake, 
in which that .gentleman intimated 
his determination to sever his connec­
tion with the Local Government. On 
motion of Mr. Joseph Hunter, of 
Brant, seconded by Mr. Millar, of 
Kincardine township, R. M. Wells, 
Esq., of Toronto, received the unani­
mous nomination of the Convention.

The Search for Livingstone’s 
Brother.

Two reporters, one from the New 
York Herald and the other from the 
Sun, have been interviewing Dr. Liv­
ingston’s brother, Mr. John Living­
stone, merchant, Listowell, for the 
purpose of ascertaining his views on 
the Stanley expedition in search of 
the African explorer, and whether 
the letters he had received from the 
Doctor were genuine. In answer to 
their enquiries, he said he had no 
doubt of the genuineness of the let­
ters he had received. It was in an­
swer to the one he wrote the Doctor 
in 1870, and which he serft in care of 
Mr. Kirk, the British Consul at Zan­
zibar. He said he had no reason to 
doubt the reality of the Stanley ex 
peqition in search of the Doctor. He 
says :—

“After we saw by the papers that 
Stanley had reached Unyanyembe, and 
was there taken sick, we thought it was 
all np with tne expedition. Then after­
wards we read the letters in the Herald, 
and next came this letter to me through 
the Secretary of the Foreign Office, and 
that is in the Doctor's handwriting. In 
it he mentions some things that neither 
Mr. Stanley nor anybody else could

The following letter, also bearing 
on the the case, affords still further 
proof that Stanley actually found 
Livingstone, and that the letters he 
sent to his brother are genuine :
To the Editor of the Hamilton Spectator :

Deab Sib—I have just received a copy 
of the New York Sun of the-28th instant, 
which contains fac-similies of letters 
written by Dr. Livingstone, the African 
explorer, and Mr. Stanley, the leader of 
the Herald's Livingstone search expedi­
tion.

The editor of the Sun, it appears, holds 
grave doubts as to the genuineness of Dr. 
Livingstone’s letter to James Gordon 
Bennet;

Being thoroughly conversant with Dr. 
Livingstone’s hand-writing, and having 
original letters of the Dr.’s in my pos­
session, I have no hesitation in saying 
that the fac-similio of the Dr.’s letter, as 
printed in the Sun newspaper, is a copy 
of a letter written by Dr. Livingstone.

Further, I may state that the relatives 
of Dr. Livingstone are in possession of 
sufficient documentary evidence to con. 
rince them that Mr. Stanley is not the 
** fraud” the editor of the New York Sun 
hints that he may be, and we (the rela­
tives of Dr. Livingstone) deeply i egret 
that Mr. Stanley, after enduring* the 
hardships of a journey into Central Afri­
ca, and after showing so much pluck and 
energy in the prosecution of that journey, 
should be mortified on his return by hav­
ing his statements doubted, notwith­
standing all the letters and other docu­
ments sent in bis charge by Dr. Living-
