"•St. Berlin, Oct 30.—The returns from 216 
election districts show the government has 
not secured a majority. Sixty new ballots 
will be necessary. Of the members elected 
fifty-five belong to the centre party, eight­
een are progressists, nineteen secessionists, 
fifteen national liberals, twenty conserva­
tives, nine free conservatives, four Poles, 
ten protesters and particnlarists, and six 
belong to the party of the people. All the 
candidates of the centre and the advanced 
liberal parties are re-elected. Richter has 
been elected for Hagen. The socialists 
lost two electoral districts which they for­
merly represented, and must contest seven­
teen second ballots, ten of them against 
progressists. Six seats have been gained 
by the centre party. The secessionists and 
progressists gained considerably. The free 
conservatives are literally decimated. Their 
leaders Kardolf, Varuliuhier and Count 
Brankenburg were defeated. It is not 
sidered that later returns will materially 
modify the result as now announced.

Altogether between twenty and thirty 
social democrats polled sufficient number of 
votes to necessitate polling a second ballot. 
It is not doubted that less than half of 
these have been returned, 
again go to the poll on second ballot in 
Dresden as well as in Berlin.

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—was the idea that Christian life and con­
duct was the main thing to labor for, and 
that men earnestly devoted to this labor 
would find but little time to spare for the 
subtleties of theology and metaphysics.

His constructive and organizing mind 
stamped upon the church which he founded 
a special impress which it bears to this 
day—the impress of working Christianity, 
as we may call it. That particular stamp 
will not soon be effaced, but events of re­
cent date may suggest a doubt whether it is 
destined to remain as deeply cut into the 
Methodist church in the future as in 
the past ; or, as it might perhaps better be 
expressed, whether in the ’ course of 
time the church may not take 
on other impressions which will greatly 
modify its old distinctive character. The 
times have changed ; will the Methodist 
church change with them ? Zealous adherents 
there are who will deny with a rush that 
it ean change at all, holding it to be like 
the law of the Medes and Persians, “which 
altereth not.”

It may conduce to a clearer per­
ception of the situation, both present 
and prospective, if for a while we fix our 
mind’s eye steadily upon the fact that since 
the time of Wesley his church has changed 
very materially—in its surroundings. The 
Methodist church of the present day, in 
both Britain and America, is in some im­
portant respects very different from the 
church which he left behind him when he 
died. Then Methodism was the religion 
of the poor chiefly, now it is the religion 
of many wealthy, and fashionable, and 
educated people. S^me of Wesley’s con­
verts, who were rich enough to be possess­
ed of valuable articles of jewellery, threw 
these articles aside as if their soul’s salva­
tion were in peril from the touch. A 
glance around in any of our leading Metho­
dist churches to day tells a different tale. 
No Methodist who knows the history of his 
own church is ashamed to recall the fact that 
the bulk of its early converts were not only 
poor, but uneducated as welL It was 
in fact Wesley’s marching orders to his 
soldiers of the cross that they were to 
plunge right in among the masses of poor 
and needy and ignorant j»eople, in those 
days almost wholly neglected by an estab­
lished church, which was then in a state of 
somethinglike suspended animation. This 

■ was especially the case in the crowded 
mining and manufacturing districts of 
England, where neither ministers nor 
church buildings adequate to the wants of 
the population were to be found. Easy 
enough it was then, and still easy enough 
in later times, too, while as yet the 
Methodist church was almost wholly a, 
working, travelling, missionary church, to 
have doctrinal disputes alone, when the 
missionaries found more than they could 
do in the work of preaching, praying, visit­
ing and exhorting.

Only labo r diligently 
for the salvation of souls and the Christian 
life, and let the battle of. science and scrip­
ture rage outside as it will. It is of no 
account, the church need not sake any pro. 
minent part in the debate, depending upon 
the practical methods of discipline, prohibi­
tion and repression to keep its own people 
right This appears to be the nice and 
easy plan—the plan that affords the most 
self-satisfaction at present ; but as the 
world is now going it certainly will not 
meet the exigencies of the trying time 
which is coming upon all the churches.

CRIMINAL ASSIZES.
THE CITY AND YICIHITY. A Conspiracy Casa—The Grand Jury’s Present-. 

A meni-Senteuolng the Prisoners.

The trial of Harlow D. Johnston and 
John Leaper occupied nearly the whole of 
Saturday. The charge was the somewhat 
peculiar one of conspiring to raise a distur- 
bance in the house of Edith Bronson, on 
Victoria street, to the end that she might- be 
convicted of keeping a disorderly house. 
Johnston is a next door neighbor of Mrs. 
Bronson’s, and some time ago became con­
vinced that she kept a house ot ill-fame. He 
applied to the police, but no evidence could 
be obtained to warrant them in taking any 
action. At length Johnston decided upon 
a very questionable means of attaining 
what he doubtless thought was a good eud. 
According to the evidence of Heighington, 
he induced the latter, with Leaper and 
three men named Nicol, Read and McNeil 
to go into the house and “kick up A row.’ 
At all events the row was kicked 
Johnston in the meantime had gone for the 
police and on the way up asked P. C. Hall 
to wait at the corner of Shuter street, which 
the latter refused to do. However when 
the police got up they found the row in 
full progress and arrested everybody in the 
house except McNeil who escaped. The 
parties were tried at the police court and 
acquitted.

The defendants, counsel was successful 
in showing the previous bad character of 
Mrs. Bronson, but the evidence he addçd 
was in the opinion of the judge insufficient 
to prove her house was a disorderly one. 
In his address he contended that Johnston s 
object in sending the men to the house was 
merely that they might ascertain facts 
which would show its disorderly character 
and purchase liquor-with the object of get­
ting her prosecuted. The crown counsel 
combatted this view by pointing out that 
Johnston went to the police station, as if 
knowing that the row was going to take 
plaoc and that on the way up he tried to 
get one of the policemen to delay in order 
that the affair might be in progress when 
he arrived. The jury after being out about 
half an hour returned and said they dis­
agreed. The judge remarked that it was 
net his practice to allow juries to disagree, 
and that he might possibly feel constrained 
to keep them there until they came to a 
decision. The jury again retired, and when 
they came back the verdict was “guilty, with 
a strong recommendation to mercy. The 
fudge imposed a fine of 420 on Johnston 
and $10 on Leaper, both fines being paid.

PRESENTMENT OF THE GRAND JURY.
During the day the grand jury presented 

their report. They agreed with his lord- 
ahio that grand juries should not be 
abolished, or their number reduced. The 
remainder--of their report referred princi­
pally to their yisit to the various public 
institutions.

In the case of H. F. Deering,
