* nearly two hours’ duration, contended that 
such imprisonment had been unjust and out­
side the authority of the court which inflicted 
1L After reciting the circumstances of the 
case with great minuteness and stating that 
it was not bis contention that the press are to 
have unlimited powers of criticism of verdicts 
ef election or other trials, he proceeded to 
argue that should they exceed their legal right 
the remedy of judges was not such as had been 
applied in this case.

Ho denied that these judges bad power arbi­
trarily nnd summarily to bring offending edi­
tors before them and punish thorn without the 
Siitorvcntlon of n. jury, except when a trial is in 
progress, as he held that after a trial is ended 
and judgment delivered, no language by news­
papers can be punished except by trial for libel 
in the ordinary way before a judge and jury.

He concluded with an appeal for the libera­
tion of Hawke and a remission of the fine 
tmpoeod.
