VIENNA FIENDS SENTENCED 10
BE BANGED,

They Receive the Announcement of Thelr
Doom With the Utmost Sang-Froid—
gpurgeon Gradually Sinking—Emperor
William's Pet Scheme — Further
Troubles Among the Spanish Copper
Mine Strikers.

ViENN4, Jan. 20. —Frank- Schnaider and
his wife Rosalie, who were charged with
having decoyed eight young women firom
their homes on the pretext of emEluying
them and then murdering them for the sake
of their money and effects, have been sen-
tenced to death. ¢

Throughout the terrible arraignment of
the prisoners by the public = prosecutor
Sehneider sat with bis head clasped in his
hands and showed no emotion whatever.
His wife, though she listened quietly to the
scathing words applied to her, remained
perfectly cool and unmoved.

When the death sentemce was passed
upon them they showed no fear, but listened
to the fateful words with an air amounting
almost to indifference.

Edacation in Germany:

BerLIN, Jan. 20.—The Sectarian educa-
tion bill is under discussion in the Lower
House of the Prussian Dict and masterly
arguments for and against the measure are
expected. The bill is a pet scheme of the
Emperor, but is certain to meet with de-
termined oppesition. °

Chancellor Von Caprivi to-day made a
powerful speech in favor of the bhill and
took occasion to denounce the attitude of
the National Liberals on/the “question. He
said that if the members of that party con-
tinued in their oppositon—to the measure
the Government would give further proofs
ofits ability to swim against the stream. The
Chancellor added that it was not tlie
Liberals but tbe National Liberals who
had commenced the conflict by ‘protests in
which they adverted to the contention that
the bill would bringthe schools under: the
influence of the Jesuits.

The Chancellor declared in answer to this
contenfion that the Government would
steadfastly oppose the readmission of the
Jesnits into Germany. The present camn-
paign of the Government, he said, was
dirccted against Atheism.

Chancellor Von Caprivi concluded his
speech by warning the opponents of the bill
not to start an agitation in the country; as
such a courte would be doubly danhgerous in
the present difficult times.

Waterworks Revenue.

Most people will be disposed toagree with
Ald. Gowanlock in his opinion that the
fevenue from water should no - more than
cover ‘the cost of supplying it. Surpluses
should be unknown, but at the same time in
agreat deal of what is being said it is evi-
dent that important facts are being lost sight
of. . When it:isstated that the general tax-
payer, for example the owner of vacant lots,
‘pays nothing towards the maintenance of the
water. system the assortiom -is scarcely
correct, The people who™ make these
statements surely forget that the
ofty now pays over 850,000 'a’ year
jn water rates, This is about one-fifth of the
entire revenue of the system. Ostensibly
value is given for th3 payment. For the use
of water for quenching fires nearly
sixty thousand is charged, und for the
street watering performed for about three
. months in the year $24,000, or $8000 a
month, is.charged. These figures are pretty
steep, but the transaction has always been
looked uponas immaterial, being merely
taking the¢ money outof oge pocket. and
putting ‘it into the other. But when the
topic for discussion is what is the real
revenue of the water system, this fictional

—transaction assunses importance.

-The other-
cases were lettérs sentvon different days from
this gffice to an address within a balf-hour’s
walk ofi the general postofiice, to which there
are three deliveries a day. The letters
« were ‘posted at-1.30 ‘a.m. and did ‘not
reach teéir destination until betweea 3 and
. 4.30 p.m. of that day—thirteen or fourteen
hours after posting. The purpose of sending
the Jetters was defeatad by the delay. In
these three infitances theGovernment obtain-
_ed money in the way of postage stamps by
false pretences,

The Government is jealous of its right to
the monopoly of legter-carrying and has re-
cently in this city presecited private parties
who attempted to gd ifitd #e business. These

* parties wers enticed fagointo the business
becagse of the handsome remumeration
which ths Government now gets for deliver-
ing a city letter. Private persons would be
glad to have the monopoly of distributing
city lettersat one cent apiece, and would
engage to  deliver them promptly
Surely the Government which charges two
cent: for delivery cannot afford tg be put to
shame by private enterprise. If the staff at
the postoffice is -insufficrent to handle the
mail matter promptly the soomer it is
strengthened the better. ke

Influenza appears to have assumed a very
malignant form in Britain, Reports show
that the death rate in London for last week
was at the rate of 46 per thousand per an-
num, and that at Brighton it was at the rate
of 60 per thousand. As the anrual
death rate in London is normally
18 or 20 per thousApd per annum it
will readiiy be seeyy that this disease,
which . under the name of la gvipre
was made a subjectof feeble bumor, turns
out to te a very powerful minister of death.
Dr. Smee, an eminent Losdon phy gician, ad-
dressing a meeting of directors of life insur-
ance companies, states thatthe epidemic of
influenza bas cost the companies mcre than
twice as much as did the cholera epidemic of
1848, The disease has under certain condi-
tions assumetd a malignity that raiscs the
question whether isolation principles should
not be sdapted in regard to it.

Sons-in-law are . proverbially compromis-
ing. It was M. Grovy's son-in-law, M. Wil-
son, whose boodling transactions ruiced
the French President.

The Revelations of Two Dark Lines.
[From The London News.]

What has been learned of Mizar, the mid-
dle star of the three which form the tail of
the Great Bear, by means of the new pro-
cesses of stellar photography, is concisely ex-
plained by Sir Robert Ball in his *Fort-
pightly” article. Professor : Pickering’s pho-
tographs of the spectrum of*Mizar’s principal
component exhibited, as otlier stellar spectra
did, - a profusion of dark lines. It was
noticed that the. lines sometimes appeared
double and sometimes single. FPreseutly it
appeared that this opeuing and closing of
the lines was a periodical phenomenon.
The interval between one maxi mum opaning
of the lines and the pext was 52 days. It
was plain that the object could not bea
s ngle star; it must consist of a pair extreme-
1y close togegher, and in rapid - revolution.
By relwouiu&{ou the way in which these
lines opened *the astronowers arvive at the
conclusion that the period of revolution of
this star system is 104 days, and - that the
spead . with which each of the cow-
ponent ~ stars ' moves s about 50
‘niles a second. Then, knowing the pace
at whien the stars are moving and the time
they pred for the journey, the distance ot
the compouents is iierred to be about 150,-
000,000 of miles. The inathewmatician then
comes in and enables tbe mass of the boaies
to be determined, and the result is not a
little astonishing. It tells us that the muss

Presbyterian Yol;ncnudlos Are Instructed
in the Subtleties of Shakespeare—
Imagination and ¥ancy. i

Yesterday evening at the Pregbyterian
Ladies' College, Bloor-street west, & lecture
was delivered by Dr. Mclatyre entitled
“The Imaginative Faculty in' the Drama.”

The ball was wellgiled, and the Doctor'@in-
teresting lecture was followed with ¢
attention. The two plays thau:the lectuver
dealt with as illustrating the X aginative
faculty in the drama were ‘“Hamlet” - and
“Macbeth.,” Taking up these two strange-
iy fascinating characters, the speaker point-
ed out that both suffered from an overplus
of the imagination. The last action of
Hamle$ in the grand finale is not brought
about so much by bis innate force. ot chur-
acter as by the force’ of circumstances.
Hamlet is wanting in action and slow in de-
velopment, while Aacbeth, on the other
band, is rapid in imagination and in actiou,

“I'he imaginative facaity,” said Dr. Me-
Intyre, * is u preveutive fromn crime. This
could be proved “by statistics, nearly
all criminals of the lower order
being singularly wanting in imagiuation.
As an instance of this he contrastéd the char-
acters of‘Macbeth and Lady Macbett aund
showed how Macbeth’s#keen imagination
prevented him from exclaiming:

“@Give me the dag ger,

The sleeping and the dead aré but as pictures.”

Dr. Mclutyre read the famous soliloquy
and the ghost scene in “Hamlet” and touch-
ed upon the huwmor of the gravo diggers.” In
Macbeth the well-known passige beginning
with ~If it were done” was ably rendered.

 SHOULD Bif RO LD,
The Milk of Cows, Says n French Doetor,
Is Linble to Have Tuberculosis. '

. |From The Collier Engineer.] - %

A French pbysician at o seauce of the
Academy of Medicine dwelt upon the
dangers of using cows' milk uncooked. He
describéd <the case of a young woman 20
vears of age ‘who had tubercular inflamina-
tion of the brain. On jnquiry it was. found
that she had toen educated in a convent.in
which {3 scholars had- been stricken down
with tuberculosis during the preceding four
years, and evidently this was where she con-
tracted the diseasc.

Extebded inquiry elicited the fact that the
cow from which the supply came had been
driven every morning wtio convent to be
wilked. When killed she was founi to be
suffering from advanced tubercalosis, and
frof her, undoubtedly, the unfortunate girls
took the disease that destroyed them.

If the diseass bas not far advanced it is
never easy to detect tuberculosis in a cow,
and there is'good reason for the belief that
very many cows that are in good condition
and seemingly sound and healthy are yet
suffering from this malady. Cousidering
