THE BURIAL OF GILMORE,

The Dead Mausician Given a Military
W Funeral in New York,

EW YORK, Bept, 28.—The obu%uiuof
Patrick Sarsfield Gilmore were held this
morning and were. of the most imposing
character. As early as 8 o’clock the home
of the dead musician in West Eighty-sixth-
street was crowded with friends
anxious to have a last look at the face of
the dead bandmaster. But the dark
casket, literally smothered with Howers,
was not ope and the light from the
seven-armed candelabrum fell not upon the
still, pallid features, but on banks of fresh
roses and blossoming lilies. At 9 o’clock
the casket was borne from the ‘house. It
was followed by the widow, daughter,
moarners, and a few friends. The pall-
bearers were the non-commissioned officers
of the Twenty-second regiment. The hon-
orary Ibearers were members of the
clubs of which in life the deceased had been
a member. The casket was s plain black
one with silver trimmings. It wus draped
in the Starsand Stripes and upon it lay a
floral wreath. The cortege was headed by &

v of 20 policemen. Then came a
band playing the dead march, a firing squad
of 186 members of the 22nd regiment in uni-
form, the pallbearers, press club and othar
organizations, includiggll the non-commis-
sioned officers of the 22nd regiment in uni-
form and a long line of carriages. The ser-
vices were held at St. Francis Xavier’s
Church, where Father Dewey celebrated

Then each grasped the
other and a desperate encounter followed
Mr. Ball called to his wife to telephone for
the police, and she burried down stairs
armed with a revolver and asked her hus-
band if she would shoot. 1Y this time the
men were at the bottom of the stairs in the
front hall, and Mrs. Ball, who wus on the
third step from the bottom, at the words
“‘Yes, shoot,” from her husband leveled
the revolver at the burglar’s head and pull-
ed the trigger. No report followed, and it
was afterwards discovered that the re-
volver, a seven chamber one, was charged
with six blank 'urtridﬁu and that one
chamber was empty. The empty chamber
was the one which she had tried to fire.
Beaten Insensible With a Cane.
Mr. Ball’'s attention was diverted from

_ his opponent for & moment by his wife’s ap-
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rance and the burglar, taking advan-
{):;e of this, managed to point gil hand
downward and fired a shot, the ball mak-
ing a deep gash on the back part of Mr.
Ball's head. Three other shots were fired
in rapid ~ succession, one assing
through the collar of Mr. Ball’s coat
and shirt, another passing through the
fleshy part of bis left arm below the elbow
and the third lodging in the diningsroom
door, in which direction he had lucceede'd
in turning the burglar's hand. At this
moment Mrs. Ball grasped the revolver and
jerked it out of the villain’s hand. She
tiren handed her husband a stout cane. He
was unable to use it; but geiting it away
from the’ burglar, who had grnuﬁed it, he
threw it to one side.. The burglar eing now
disarmed pretended to bave drawn a nife,
and was making plunges at Mr. Ball, say-
ing he would stab him, when Mrs. Ball, be-
coming desperate, seized the stick _and be-
laboreg the villain on the head till he tell
stunned at.her feet. It was lucky she d;g
so, for Mr. Ball was almost exhausted tro:
loss of blood, and the man would most
likely have escaped.

Mrs. Ball Tied Bim Up.

A rope was procured by Mrs. Ball’s little
daughter, who had come down stairs, and
the brave lady proceeded to bind her
prisoner hand and foot. By this time_ help
began to arrive, and Mr: Marshall, a
butcher, who lived near at hand, stood
guard over the captive till the chief of
police arrived and took him into custody.

Several witnesses were called for the
prosecution, Mr. and Mrs. Ball being among
the number. Mr. Ball is & large, athletic
looking man and Mrs. Ball is a fair-sized,

leasant looking woman, while the prisoner,
gohn Kelly, is a man of about five feet nine
inches, with a small gray evil eyeand a
hard look, as if he cared for nothing, and
was bound to be avenged, no matter on
whom, for some supposed wrong.

No witnesses were calied for the prisoner,
his counsel, Mr. Fletcher, Q.C., preterring
to depend on baving the only address to the
jury. He tried to show the jury that the
revolver in the prisoner’s hand, a self-

_pocker, had gone off by accident during the
struggle and that no intent to kill was pre-

sent.

In his charge to the jury the judge spoke
in commendngle terms of the bravery of
Mrs. Ball, and said that the people of
Woodstock should be proud to have living
among them such a lady.

The jury retired and in about 20 min-
gtes returned with a verdict of [%nilty of
stghooting with intent to kill,” and Kelly was
#t-once sentenced to serve a term of 15
years in the Provincial Penitentiary.

He Would Kill to Live,

During the trial it was sworn that the
risoner, while lying bound on the floor,
$aid in answer to an enquiry ‘“that he
would not go round to the back door begging
for crusts; that he could not work as his
arm was broken; that he was going
Ao steal, and if mecessary, kill to get a
living.” On his person were found some
burglar tools, and although little is known
of his past it is supposed he wasa pro-
feasional burglar. e had gained an en-
sgance to the holse through an upstair
window by means of a ladder, which he had
earried some distance. When he appeared
pefore Mr. Ball he had on neither bat, coat
mor shoes. As he was being led from the
eourt room heavily handcuffed, turning to
M. Ball he said in a threatening tone: “If
the good Lord apares me, Mr. Ball, I will
ive you lno&" cali,” to whick that

gentleman replilS ““All right.”

Timely were the animadversions of Dr.
Oliver of Glasgow on the ministerial func-
tions. Would that some of my esteemed
Methodist friends had been present. The
Doctor deplored the tomfoolery and low
comedy too often imported into_the ‘pulpit
for the sake of a cheap popularity and the
filling of the collection plate.

Dr. Ross Taylor, another Glasgow man,
held forth on “The Minister as an Or-
ganizer.” His matter was good, his style
of the best, and probably the handsomest
man in the Alliance was the most applaud-
ed. Trenchantly he condemned the church
for practically doing nothing to stem the
rush of iniquity past the church doors. He
pleaded for practical methods to give effect
to fervent pulpit appeals, whose result was
generally evanescent. “It will never do,”
said he, “‘to stick with stubborn obstinence
to the old ruts.”

Modern Higher Criticism.

Professor Moore of Virginia read a schol-
arly paper on * The Drifts of Theological
Thought.” Some severe strictures on pre-
sent-day apologetics were loudly cheered,
but mainly by the younger portion of ihe
audience. Here is a specimen; * Some of
the defences of the Christian system put
forward in the pulpit to-day are anachron-
isms and are absurd !”

Strenuously he insisted that every age
must make its own apology: those of the
past are as unsuited as the cross-bow to
modern warfare. Avu length he confuted
Darwinianism, but objectéd to this being
done on other than scientific grounds.

The speaker wandered over the whole
field of theological thought. He startled
some by pointing out that in so-called
heathen religions nearly every verity of the
Christian is to be found. Hence he argued
for the teaching of ‘‘the science of reli-
gion.”

Dr. Cochrane of
Brantford revelled in Sunday school statis-
tics, and amidst profuse graiu condemned
the use of lesson helps, which was warping
the spirituality of the teachers and causing
a disuse of the Bible, the sale of which to
Sunday schools had fullen off.

Dr. R. 8. Drummond of Glasgow gave an
earnest address on ‘‘Home Keligion and
the Inner Life of the Church;” Dr, Wilson
of Wooster, Ohio, treated of aggressive
spiritual work. Some
told, i. €., * There are five times as man
churches as are necessary at home whilst
millions of heathen are neglected.”

He Splits Their Tympanums,

Strength of lungs made up for strength of
argument with Mr. Wilson, and some most
extravagant things were said about the
immediate surrenider of the devil. ‘“‘Stagna-
tion is damnation;” ‘“There must be less
barefaced robbery on the part of the church
and its agencies.” The latter sentence he
explained by the
testant Christians only contribute one cent
a year for each one unconverted. “Verily,
Paul’s old enemy, Alexander the Copper-
smith, still does the church much harm.”
«“Would to God our people had less money
or* more to use it rightly!” The
whole speech was bawled out as though
delivered for the sake of the crowds out-
side.

Prostituted From Its Proper Work.
{ Dr. John Dixon of Trenton, N.J., spoke
on the same subject. Boldly he said: “We
turn the church into a club and have
the specifice of moral quacks in-
stead of- the gospel.. Woe worth
the day when the old gospel is not preach-
ed, but the fancies of « the preacher!” The
address was cerminl{‘ tinged with Ply-
mouth Brethrenism. The gospel, he claim-
ed, was the only practical and permanent
remedy for the ills of life. .

An Unexpected Tribute to Gladstone,

Rev. Dr. McKibben of Ohio was allowed
to make some comments on the afternoon’s
papers on Higher Criticism. He said with
vigor that Protestantism is battling for its
life to-day in a battle which has never been
surpassed save by the Reformation itself.
The large attainments of the linguist does
not ipso facto make a sound historic eritic.

Continuing, the doctor added, “I say
without fear of contradiction that William
Ewart Gladstone  is a better judge of the
forces which in the past have made history
than any man whose knowledge is simply
confined to history in books. [Cheers.]
When the foremost statesman of the Eng-
lish race places his foot on the impregnable
rock of Holy Scripture, smaller men can
stand there with imperturbability, [Re-
newed cheers. ]}

The Citadel is Being Attacked, '

«All collisions between the church and
modern science, while they prove
the inaccuracy of the - church have
proved the accuracy of the re-
ecord. [Loud applanse.] The question
to-day is npot ome of interpretation.
The citadel which is being attacked is the
person of Jesus Christ. The issue is sharp
to-day. Did the Son of God not know
enough that He misled his disciples about
the Old Testament Scriptufes? My Master’s
word against the world!” [Cheers.]

The Growth of Incendiarism,

There is ample evidence to show that the
firé that destroyed the town of Buctouche,
N.B., last week was set by incendiaries to
cover up smuggling. Incendiary fires have
become alarmingly common in Canada of
late. Arson is the most unpardonable of
all crimes, for every sime the match is ap-
plied it subjects to the danger of cremation
the helpless, the aged and infantile, the
stranger and the unoffending. In the case
of murder by assault there may be personal
offence and inveterate anitnosivy, or sudden
wrong or grievance. But arson imperils
the lives of those who are totally uncon-
nected with the perpetrator and who can
have done him no harm. It is a bléw that
disregards human life in the greed for
money. No wonder that our laws deal
severely with it and that the perpetrator
who is convicted and imprisoned for it has
no hope of pardon. No person guilty of
arson should ever escape the penalty of the
law. He is worse than a wild beast, be-
cause human intelligence has only served
to render him more ‘merciless and cruel
than any beast that lives.

“At present we have no accommodation’
in any of our hotels for' tourist es of
say 25 or 30 people. Owing to this fact the
ordinary American traveling parties come
in here in the morning and go out again at
night. They go to ntreal. What we
want -is a hotel  similar to the Wind-
sor, in Montreal. It would be a grand
thing for the city. I shink if the Cisy
Council would interest itself there are
plenty of men wh» would take stock.”

Mr. H. N. Baird, President of the Board
of Trade, said: There is no doubt that if
we had a hotel like the Windsor it would
be a thing for Toronto. But it is a
question whether the City Council should
subscribe for any of.the stock as pro by
Hon. Frank Smith. The surroundings of
Toronto are just as favorable. for a summer
hotel as Montreal. =~ Then the guestion
ariges, if it is soing to be such efit to
the city should not the city take a hand in

building it?

Mr. John Donogh: I think it would be a
good investment for the city to have a new

otel 'equip equally as well as the
Windsor at Moptreal, bus at the same time
I don’t think it would be wise for the City
Uouncil to invest in a thing of that kind,
being purely a private enterprise. Since
1880, when the Sovereign Grand - Lodge of
Odfellows met here, which may be said to
be the first great international gathering
held in Toronto, there has been but little
increase in the hotel accommodation, while
the increase im the population has been
enormous. .

Mr. John Sloan of Sloan & Crowvher: I
think the scheme is a good one, for the
reagson that we need a large hotel very bad.
It should be something on the scale of the
Windsor at Montreal. That hotel, I 'am
told, is paying eight per cent. on the ori-
ginal stock.” | ‘

Mr. Paul Campbell of John Maedonald &
Co.: 1 think'the corporation has enough to
do without building hotels. I believe a
first-class hotel is wanted in the city, and the
idea of the railways and private individuals
building it is a very good scheme.

Mr. Hugh Blain of Eby, Blain & Co.;
There is no doubt about the need of a large
hotel, but as the city is now loaded with
debt it is a question whether it should at
this time assume any more responsibility,
glthonfh I believe it would prove profitable
in the long run.
