Liverpool, May 17.—Captain Crawford 
and Mate Fitzgerald of the British bark 
Watchman were committed to-day for trial 
at the Liverpool Assizes, each on the charge 
of manslaughter.

A Deluge At Clarksburg.

Clarksburg, Ont., May 17.—It has been 
raining steadily here since noon yesterday. 
The river has been and still is rising rapidly.

The C.P.R. train from Winnipeg, which 

was due at 4.40 yesterday morning, did not 
arrive until nearly 10 o’clock last night. 
The passengers who came through on it re­
port a terrible journey. For the entire dis­
tance between Port Arthur and North, Bay 
washouta and flooded tracks are very fre­
quent.

At White River the floods have been par­
ticularly destructive, and 
day an engine and

the engineer, whose name could not be as­
certained. The engineer, when he found 
that his train was bound to be wrecked, 
went down on the step to jump, his fireman 
at the same time making good his escape 
by running over the tops of the cars.

The speaker read a letter which he had

And here too, are one or two opinions 
strangely at variance on the subject of pay­
ment of members. Here, for instance, is 
Mr. Wallace, M.P., explaining volubly why 
members of Parliament should be paid. 
“Who else/’-he asks, “is absolutely altruis­
tic and works for nothing ?” Mr. Wallace 
thinks his country in point of fact is treat­
ing him shabbily. He is not seeking, “like 
the Prime Minister,” to be paid for his 
work, but is merely asking “a pound a 
day” for his out of pocket expenses. “If it 
were a question of proper remuneration, 
surely,” he says, “if I am fit to make laws 
for my country I am worth at least as much 
ae the man who is only fit to explain them.” 
The Right Hon. Arthur Forwood, M.P., in 
condemning the suggestion astutely raise 
possible problem which might result :

“Once admit that payment should be 
made on the ground of men’s varying pe­
cuniary conditions and we arc| confronted 
with a further problem. If a poor man fore­
goes his daily employment to enter Parlia­
ment and in a short time loses his seat, he is 
left without occupation or means. The 
question must then follow, is the state to 
compensate him for the loss? The moral 
effect on the public life of the country pro­
duced by payment of members would be 
disastrous, and the tone and. character of 
our municipal institutions would be des­
troyed.”

- Sir George Baden-Powell believes that 
“in brief, the tendency of payment of 
bers is to place Parliament in the grip of 
the unsuccessful instead of the successful 
members of the community, to introduce a 
larger element of professional adventurers, 
cf professional politicians, who avowedly 
cannot ljVb on their Parliamentary pittance, 
but must live on and out of their Parlia­
mentary position. Corruption ensues of a 
far-reaching and ruinous character.”

BLAKE ON IRISH RIG HIS.

He Admits That Parliament Can 
allow Irish Enactments.

The 105th assembly of the General As­
sembly of the Presbyterian Church in the 
United States of America will probably be 
called upon to promulgate an amended 
“Confession of Faith,” as the Presbyterian 
creed is called, to pass final judgment upon 
the charge of heresy brought against Rev. 
Charles A. Briggs, D.D. of Union Theologi­
cal Seminary, and to make final decision as 
to the future official relation of that semi­
nary to the church.

The General Assembly of 1892 submitted 
to the 220 Presbyteries for their decision 28 
overtures for a revision of the creed, and the 
Presbyteries have for some time past been 
declaring upon those overtures and choosing 
to the General Assembly Commissioners 
whose duty it shall be to aid in shaping the 
revision. The essentials of the suggested 
revision fie in the proposed utterances 
upon infant salvation and the condition of 
the non-elect. Those who favor revision 
wish to have inserted in the Confession of 
Faith such clear declaration as shall make 
no longer possible the charge that the Pres­
byterian Church belivee that unbaptized 
infants dying incur eternal damnation. The 
enemies of revision, however, hold that the 
creed, as it now exists, gives no color to 
this cb

The proposed article of revision declares: 
‘Infants dying in infancy and all other 

persons not guilty of actual transgression 
are. included in the election of grace, and 
are regenerated and saved by Christ through 
the Spirit, who worketh when and where 
and how he pleaseth.”

The overtures of revision propose, while 
clearly declaring the doctrines of foreordin­
ation and election, to omit from the creed 
the affirmative declaration aa to what is 
called “preterition”—that is, tho prede­
termination of God from all eternity to 
pass over and leave to eternal damnation 
those whom he has not foreordained to 
election.

28Encouraging Monopoly and Wasting the 
People's Money.

Editor World: Will you kindly permit a 
citizen and a business man to enter a pro­
test against the unfair and unbusinesslike 
method of the Board of Work» of our City 
Council? It would seem that they have 
departed from the ordinary rules with re­
gard to the reception and acceptance of 
tenders for street paving. For if a tender 
should be rejected for informality it ia no 
good reason why it should lie accepted be­
cause it is the lowest; but if the informality 
be waived as to the tender in part there can 
be no question that if it be the lowest for 
the full work it should be accepted.

By a wavering, if not a foolish, policy 
they have awarded contracte to tend 
for asphalt paving in such a way us to 
practically make a present of $14,000 of 
the people’s money to certain contractors 
and to encourage and strengthen a monopo­
ly. If the tender of Messrs. Goelich A 
Co. could be accepted at all no reaeodable 
business man could refuse 
whole work. Ae for the mere sentiment of 
giving work to higher tenderers because 
they are citizens, I am satisfied the rate­
payers of this city can and will condemn 
any such nonsense.

The plea advanced by the majority of the 
Board that it was probable that no one 
tenderer would be able to complete the 
work in time was sheer rubbish, as they 
knew, or ought to know, that tbe whole 
under one management would be carried 
through more rapidly than divided up 
among several, and that not a single lab­
orer, more or less, will be employed under 
the proposed plan than if the lowest tender 
had been accepted.

Tbe taxpayers of tbe city of Toronto 
would do well to make a note ot the names 
of those aldermen who are responsible for 
this waste of public money, and not let 
their anger cool until they can record their 
appreciation of their service» at the polls.

Electricity in tlie Kitchen.
Electric cooking is fast reaching the prac­

tical stage. The Electrical Review recently 
referred editorially to the progress made”in 
this direction. It is pointed out that there is 
Pot an article of food that cannot be cooked 
by electricity to-day. An oven can be 
bought in New York with switch, wires and 
everything complete, which only needs the 
touch of a finger upon a button to raise the 
temperature of the air inside to 300 degrees 
almost instantaneously. According to The 
Review cooking by electricity is cheapo 
hr than by coaL A comparison is 
made betweén the cost of. prepar­
ing the same breakfast by the two 

« mediums. Using coal the expense is figured 
out at 12 cents. Electricity does tbe work 
for a trifle less than 5 cents. Other striking 
advantages of electricity over gas or coal are 
its absence of smell and dirt, and the cheap­
ness with which it can be installed in houses 
compared with gas. It is also said that 
chops, steak and toast prepared on electric 
utensils are much more palatable and easier 
of digestion than if cooked by coal. If elec­
tricity will effect what has been claimed for 
it as a substitute for tbe kitchen stove, then 
It cannot come too soon into general use.

A committee composed of Grand Chief 
Ramsay, Assistant Grand Chief Weathor- 
bee. Grand Secretary Fox and Past Grand 
Chief Thurston was appointed to oonfer 
with the representatives of the Order of 
Commercial Telegraphers now in the city, 
for the drafting of an agreement of feder­
ation with that order. It will be of such a 
nature as not to affect in the slightest 
the close relations now existing between the 
railroad telegraphers and all 
branches of railroad employes. The latter 
relations were ratified by the convention.

In the afternoon much time was spent on 
small technical amendments, to the consti­
tution, and this business will be continued 
to-day. This afternoon the reports of the 
committees will be taken up. Matters are 
going forward expeditiously, and it is 
thought that the convention will be brought 
to a conclusion by 1 o’clock Saturday. On 
Saturday afternoon the delegates will em­
bark for Buffalo, visiting the Falls, and 
from thence at noon on Sunday the vast 
majority of them will embark in three 
special palace cars for Chicago, where they 
will spend a week at the World’s Fair.

Overtures are being received from Den­
ver, Col., Salt Lake City, Utah, and Peoria, 
Ill., for next year’s place of meeting, and it 
is altogether probable that Denver will be 
the popular choice. The officers say that so 
far the arrangements made by 
people for the reception of the convention 
are the best on record.

At the meeting of the local Board of 
Health yesterday Dr. Sheard read a report 
of the workings of the Medical Health De­
partment, which was received and adopted. 
The number of patients admitted to the 
various hospitals for the pionth of March 
were 307 and for April 131, being a decrease 
In April of 76 patients. The total expendi­
tures for hospital patients for the months of 
March and April were; March $2896.20 and 

1 for April $2345.60, a reduction in April of 
$550.60.

The Doctor reported against the dumping 
of garbage by the City Commissioner in the 
various localities of the city, thinking it a 
most unwise proceeding. He says: I do not 
think it possible to so deposit it as to pre­
vent its being more or less of a nuisance, and 
moreover, such filled-in ground covered over 
by earth when the dump is c >mpleted will in 
time become grown over with grass and pro­
bably sold to builders in building lots, pur­
chased by someone not knowing the condi­
tion of tbe ground and becoming built upon 
will constitute for 20 years to come a focus 
for the development of diseases such as diph­
theria, which are frequently caused by soil 
pollution. He will probably recommend the 
erection of another crematory to abate the 
evil.
