Paris By an Anarchist.
Montreal, Feb. 12.—St. Cnnegonde, one 

of Montreal's municipalities, had two sen­
sations to-day. The'firit occurred shortly 
after 2 o’clock this afternoon, when Daniel 
McPherson, an engineer employed at John 
Finlay’s stove foundry, endeavored to * re­
move one of the belle while the machinery 
was in motion. He was caught in the 
revolving belt and before assistance could be 
rendered the left shoulder was broken end 
hie aide frightfully lacerated. Hit injuries 
were so severe that he died within a few mo­
ments of being released.

The first excitement had no aooner 
calmed down when the new» flew through 
the little town shortly after 9 o’clock this 
evening that a young man named Joseph 
Scott had committed suicide. Chief of

man was beyond medical skill. The father 
of the deceased states his son had been in a 
despondent state for some time and hoe often 
threatened to take his own life.

Many Casualties Reported Throughout 
England—Lose of Life At Hamburg— 
Ball roads Tied tip In the United 
States and street Truffle Blockaded— 
Blowing 80 Miles An Hour in Chicago,

London, Feb. 12.—The gale which set in 
in Crest Britain late Saturday night con­
tinued to gain in violence during yesterday, 
and in the afternoon the wind was blowing 
with hurricane force.

Telegraphic communication has been 
greatly interfered with and details of the 
damage done are being received slowly.

Churches Destroyed.
A peculiar feature of the storm was the 

destruction wrought among the churches.
At leignmouth, in Devonshire, a charoh 

in course of erection was entirely de­
stroyed. The spire of St. Mary’s Church 
at Shrewsbury, County of Salop, was blown 
down. At Peterborough,County Northamp­
ton, the pinnacle of the parieh church of 
8t. John was blown over, end the glass roof 
of the Great Eastern Railway station was 
destroyed. The English Presbyterian 
Church at Holywell, Flintshire, Wale», was 
also among the buildings wrecked, A 
boarding school and many dwelling houses 
in the town were also blown down.

At Newport, in South Walee, the roofs 
have been blown off a number of houses.

Leasee Among Shipping.
It is feared that there have been many 

wrecks along the coast. Several veseeli 
have gone ashore off Margate and Ramsgate, 
Isle of Thanet.

At Dudley, in Worcestershire, a number 
of factory chimney stacks were blown down. 
In several instances the falling chimneys 
struck the factories, causing great damage. 
Iu this town many persons were injured 
and «cores ot houses were unroofed.

Commnoication between London and the 
Continent is completely cut off.

A broken lifeboat pith the word "Liver­
pool” painted on the bow ha* been waehed 
ashore in Sangland’s Bay.

A lifeboat that left Swansea yesterday is 
missing.
Two children Killed By Falling Bricks.

Hartlepool, County of Durham, which is 
situated on an almost insulated promontory, 
was expoeed to the full force of the storm, 
and considerable damage wee done in the 
town. Tell chimneys of dwelling bouses in 
the town were blown down. The brioke 
crashed through the roof of one, fall­
ing upon the family, who were con­
gregated in the top story. Two children 
were instantly killed and their parents were 
badly injured.

At Stockton-on-Tees, also in the County 
of Durham, a number of dwelling houses 
and shops were unroofed.

A Resolution by the National Liberal

\ SWEPT OVERBOARD.

Ono ot the New York’» Seamen Carried 
to HI» Death by a Heavy Sea.

New York, Feb. 12.—The American 
steamer New York, Captain Jameson, 
which arrived here yesterday from South­
ampton, during the first part of the 
passage had a continuation of southwest 
and northwest gales with high confused 
■eu end heavy swell. Several heavy eeu 
boarded the vessel, doing minor damage 
about the decks.

One very heavy sea broke over the hurri­
cane deck, wuhing overboard Robert 
Black, a seaman, aged 20 year*. He wu 
never seen again.

Gone Down With a Crow of 32.
Philadelphia, Pa, Feb. 12.—The un­

known steamer that foundered with all 
bands on Outer Diamond Shoal, Caps. Hat- 
terse, lut week is believed here to have 
been the British steamship Olympia, from 
Metanza, Cuba, Feb. 1, for Philadelphia 
with a cargo of 220 tone of eug 
Franklin sugar refinery. The Olympia car­
ried a orew of 32 men besides Capt. Colsten 
and was consigned to the Erin Line Steam­
ship Company of this city.

FREE TRADE FOR FRANCE.

Deputy Roux Declares That Protection 
Is Raining the Country,

Paris, Feb. 12.—In the Chamber of 
Deputies to-day Jnles Charles Roux, a well- 
known manufacturer of Marseilles, a mem­
ber of the Tribunal of Commerce and 
Chamber of Commerce of that city, made a 
speech in opposition to the corn tax pro­
posals of the Government. He declared |that 
the acceptance of these proposais would lead 
to the destruction of French commerce and 
would increase the price of bread, which 
was already much dearer iu France than in 
any other country. Protectionism, he de­
clared, wu ruining the country. The sta­
tistics showed that since a protective policy 
had been adopted there had been a yearly 
falling off of 2,000,000 tone in the amount 
of freight carried in France. Thia policy 
wu e suicidal one, and he urged that tho 
Government go back to some form of free 
trade.

New York, Feb. 12.—William A. Miles, 
the brewer, head of the firm of 'William A. 
Miles & Co., was instantly killed to-day by 
falling from the window of the drying-room 
of the brewery into the yard. The yard ia 
flagged over. Mr. Miles fell about 50 feet. 
His head wu terribly crushed and almost 
every bone in hie body was broken. No 
one witnessed the accident, and conse­
quently nothing ii known of the wav it oc­
curred. Mr. Miles wu 55 year» old, had 
been in the brewing business tor many years 
and wu very wealthy.

Met With a Serlout Accident, 
London, Feb. 12.—The Princess Ena, 

the 6-year-old daughter of Prince Henry of 
Battenburg and Princess Beatrics, 
with a serions accident while riding in the 
grounds at Osborne, Isle of Wight. A 
groom wu leading the pony on which she 
woe seated when the animal stumbled.

Narrowly Escaped Lynching. -
A man who saw the capture of Breton 

in the street described it thus:
"As Policeman Poisson fell Breton

A 
woman sank dangerously wounded to the 
pavement. Breton continued to florirish 
his revolver after he had emptied it.

She sailed from Rio Janeiro 
Feb. 28, and brings advices to that date. 
According to these advices, which come from 
insurgent sources, the insurgent cruiser 
Republics had corns up with the Govern­
ment transport Itaipu, which was convey­
ing several hundred troops and munitions 
The Republics ia said to have rammed the 
Itaipu, cutting her down to the water’s 
edge. The transport, it is asserted, filled 
almost immediately gnd went down, carry­
ing every eoul on board with her. It wis 
previously reported via Buenos Ayres that 
the insurgents had captured the Itaipu.

Admiral Mello, aboard the insurgent war­
ship Republics, ia off Rio Janeiro. President 
Peixoto has stopped the water and gas sup­
ply of Cobras Island, which is held by the 
insurgents, and Admiral Gama has threaten­
ed to fire at the President’s palace unless the 
supplies be restored. The Government’s 
arrangements for loading and unloading 
merchantmen have been suspended and 
traffic has been temporarily stopped.

BLOWING EIGHTY MILES AN HOUR.

People Blown Agulnst Wall* and Poste In 
Chicago.

Chicago, Feb. 12.—The worst blizzard 
that ever struck this city, so far as the 
weather burean records show for 23 years, 
is raging here. Street traffic ie greatly 
impeded and walking ie accompanied with 
great danger to life and limb.

the movement.

He thought that Mr. Ban ton had spoken 
rather in the interests of the bosses than of 
the workingmen. The employers 
smaller in number, and some feared that 
were the present crisis weathered by co­
operation the employed would be afterwards 
thrown overboard. But he did.not think 
so. He was confident that the bosses, to 
whom the large wholesalers now left little 
or nothing, were thoroughly in earnest as 
to getting good living wages.

Mr. Ban ton denied that he favored the 
ployers, and said he did not see how the 

employers, who were in a minority, 
could control their employed, the majority, 
in case of organization. It was only by 
forming a union that they could get at the 
big clothiers, the wholesalers in Front- 
street, and he hoped that a charter would 
at once be applied for. They could form 

of the strongest unions in the city, and 
they would then have the general support 
of the other unions in Toronto.

Mr. Love, an employer, earnestly en­
treated the co-operation of the working 
people. If the employers got a fair price 
they could pay a fair price. [Cheers.]

The motion was carried unanimously by 
a standing vote.

Mr. Sim ascribed strikes wholly to faulty 
organization, and held that if the employers 
found that the organization was thorough 
they would never allow, the working-people 
to go out on strike. He thought that this 
matter should be left in the hands of the 
promoters of this meeting. Another meet­
ing would be necessary.

Mr. Love said that the employers would 
be glad to make up a list of the names of 
their employes before the next meeting was 
called. The union would be for mutual 
protection.

The chairman announced that another 
meeting would be soon called and the pro­
ceedings terminated.

hoga to build turnpike roads. A levy was 
made upon the taxpayers that brings in 
about $91,000 a year. The county com­
missioners have spent $75,000 of the levy, 
and they have constructed twelve miles of 
good turnpike, leaving money enough in 
the hands of the commissioners to build 
one mile more of road. For the coming 
year some new plan must be devised or 
the work of— road-building suspended. 
Now a responsible party has come forward 
and offers to construct forty miles of 
electric road, extending through the 
country, for |less money than the twelve 
miles of turnpike has cost the people. For 
$12,000 a mile, he will construct and 
equip a double track e’ectric road paved 
with brick, aud laid with the best quality 
of steel rails. ^

Our information is taken from The To­
ledo Commercial and we fail to reconcile 
the statement ot forty miles being built for 
$75,000 with the following remark that it 
will take $12,000 to equip » mile of double- 
track, paved with brick. We know, how­
ever, that the construction of an electric 
road along a country highway necessitates 
no great expenditure.
Hamilton and Beameville Railway were 
bought, we understand, at $20 a ton. The 
steel for a mile of track will therefore 
cost about $2000. As between the efficiency 
of the best macadam road and two elec­
tric tracks along the highway, there can be 
little comparison. The trolley idea, to be 
successful, must be universally adopted 
within a given radius, or within a particu­
lar section. Electricians are confident that 
a fair trial of the trolley will con­
vince the public of its superiority over the 
present method of marketing farm pro­
duce. -The paper quoted goes on to say 
that it won’t bs long before the electric 
cars will take the place of wagons and 
carriages. “Whether they shall be partly 
.or wholly owned by the state or private 
corporations is a problem that practical 
experience must determine. This will de­
pend largely upon the manner in which they 
are used and the various kinds of service 
thatfis required of them. It is yet too early 
to determine whether or not each resident 
of the country may own his own carriage 
or wagon standing on a side track extend­
ing into hie barn, which he may at his 
pleasure run into the city or all over the 
country wherever the electric roads go.” 
Farm life will be relieved of much of its 
unpleasantness as soon as the electric 
motor displaces the horse.

The good-road agitators ought to turn 
their attention to this new field. Its pos­
sibilities are alluring. It would be a 
waste of our resources to build macadam 
roads if the trolley is practicable, and no 
argument has yefc been adduced to prove 
^impracticability.

organizations in the United States, and by 
adopting their methods, they would bring 
about an improved state of affairs for botn 
employers and employed. He had just 
noticed in an English newspaper four or five 
different advertisements, inserted by differ­
ent unions—shirtmakers, ready-made cloth­
ing makers, hatters and furriers—giving very 
prominently thd union label, with the list 
of manufacturers who used this label, and 
requesting the people to patronize only 
those manufacturers who paid the union 
rate of wages and attached to their goods 
the union label. At present, the harder 
the times the lower were prices squeezed 
down. And thr^best way to force the 
manufacturers ttrtlme would be to adopt 
the union label, in conjunction with the 
same system as in force in other branches of 
business. Then, in a very short time, 
he was firmly persuaded, would be 
evidenced a very material improvement. 
But they must avoid the impression that 
after they had adopted such a policy they 
would immediately accomplish the great 
object they had in view. Organization in 
trades usually was due to stress of circum­
stances and work was began under difficul­
ties. But they had the advantage of the 
unions that had existed for many years in 
other businesses and they could avoid the 
mistakes which had been made by others. 
[Cheers.]

Mr. D. J. O’Donoghue held that des­
perate diseases required desperate remedies. 
He knew ot few callings that were in a 
worse condition than the ready-made cloth­
ing trade now was. The workers in it were 
barely existing. How many of them had a 
bank account!

A Voice; Not one workingman.
Mr. O’Donoghue; Why, men who are 

better paid had no bank account. Ho de­
sired to impress upon them the fact that 
whether clolhing sold at $15 or at $2.50, no 
more of it was used. Hence, if the makers 
of it did not get fair prices for their 
labor, it was their own fault. The 
demand was not governed by the
price paid. There were not as many en­
gaged in making clothing as in manual 
labor. There were not as many tailoresses 
and tailors as there were of those who 
handled the pick, the shovel and the hod; 
yet, though the latter had keener competi­
tion, they were better paid. But this had 
not always been so. It was subsequent to 
organization that the pay for ordinary labor 
was doubled, and then some workingmen 
were able to have something in the bank 
and to own real estate. In 1881, when they 
organized, building laborers averaged about 
60 cents per day, but iu five years after 
organization their wages had 
creased to $1.85 per day. [Cheers.] 
And this despite the flood of immigration 
and the fact that more of that class than of 
any other came into the country. In his 
experience women held together during 
strikes far better than did men. Anything 
worth having was worth working for. 
[Cheers.] Earnestness begot earnestness, 
and with thorough organization aud the 
proper use of a union label they could ac­
complish their legitimate object—the 
reasonable betterment of their condition. 
This huff been done in the cigar trade, and 
what was possibls in the case of cigars was 
possible in the case of clothing.

1 wish to bring tbi, matter before the pro­
per oommittee and have It investigated 
forthwith, not only for the reason that per­
sonally I do not purpose submitting to 
threats and insults from a city official, but 
for the more important reason that I do not 
think a city official should be permit­
ted to threaten and abuse any citizen 
or ratepayer whom he may suspect 
of expressing an opinion concerning the re­
duction of bis salary. 1 think it Is due to 
the publio that sued an official should be 
punisUed and that all officials should be 
given to understand that their position or 
standing ie^ubjeot to legitimate discussion 
by the citizens or ratepayers generally.

A few dealers who have been fortunate 
in keeping out of the market so far are con­
sidering the advisability of buying. If this 
is done judiciously and with ample financial 
backing the chances of profit ara favorable.

In commenting upon the proposed Insol­
vency Act The Shareholder says: Objection 
ha* been made in some quarters to the 
limitation of the application of the act to 
traders, and it is contended that it should 
not be so limited, but should apply to farm­
ers and professional men—in fact, to every­
one who is unable to pay his debt* and is 
entitled to compromise .with his creditors. 
The objection is not a new one, but, on the 
contrary, one that baa been worn thread­
bare on every occasion that an insolvency 
act has been under discussion. Farmers 
are not likely to lose anything irom bad 
debts. As a general rale they sell tor cash, 
although they may buy on credit.v The 
object of an insolvency act is to discourage 
extravagance or the conduct^ of trade in an 
unbusineaa-like manner, 
subjected to loss from the causes which 
affect men In business, and to ex­
tend the operations of the act to 
this class which, sa a general role, 
keep no books, would only serve to encour­
age extravagance or recklessness, the detec­
tion of which would be impossible in the 
absence of that system of bookkeeping 
which is the tell-tale of the business man's 
weak points. Traders whose books are not 
properly kept ran a risk under an in­
solvency law_ which could not be incurred 
by those who do not and coaid not be ex­
pected to indulge in the luxury of keeping 
books. Tbe draft bill, as a whole, is an 
improvement on the act of 1875, and one 
which, if adopted, will go a long way to 

the requirements of the mercantile 
community, and will at the same time do 
away with the diversified, conflicting and 
unfair provincial enactments which now 
prevail
