Mr. Editor.—Your correspondent "-R" 
does not seem to realize that the Coromer- 
tir.l Union scheme, proposes to increase 
our customs revenue, by raising the tariff 
Egalnst all countries, except the United 
States, equivalent to the loss sustained by 
the free entry of American goods Into the 
Dominion,or In other words that we must 
c ollect our revenue on a forty million dol- 
I ir Import, instead of a seventy million as 
1 oretofore, or levy duties on those goods 
i aat have been allowed free entry. We 
c lalm the results of the Butterworth Bill 
(> Nova Scotia will be :—

1. “An Increase in the expense and an- 
i oyance of oar coast customs service." 
r ’ho more we tax an article the more efficl- 
c nt must be the service In order that our 
customs laws be not evaded ; suppose we 
were to have a prohibitory liquor law, 
would It not require an army of tidewait*. 
era, and other officials to enforce said law ?

2. "The Imperiling of our trade with the 
r other country, which during the last five 
3 are has been 33 per cent of Nova Scotia's 
t fcal trade. ’ To submit our trade to be 
1 {Islated upon by a country that has a 
t ?b protective tariff against all the world, 
s.". d country practically given the power 
l< raise that tariff until it becomes prohiba 
it:ry, would certainly imperil our trade 
wi.h England ; and it is never considered 
good diplomacy to court retaliation.

3. “The burdening and hampering of 
all our other countries’ trade, which for 
the last five years was worth to Nova Beo­
tia 36 per cent, of her total trade." Under 
Commercial Union that foreign nation (U. 
8.) would also have command of this 36 
per cent, which added to 33 per cent, ol 
English trade would make the sum of 69 
per cent, of Nova Scotia's total trade. 
Now If the best free trade arguments are of 
any weight, we will find that if a nation 
ceases to import, she will also cease to 
export ; under the proposed scheme we 
would be powerless to make treaties or 
concessions or adopt a free trade policy in 
the interest of this most important part of 
oar foreign commerce. Your correspon­
dent says that nothing short of free trade 
will remedy the evil. If he means onr 
present evil, we fully agree with him ; hot 
this proposed scheme we consider averse 
even to revenue reform.

4. “The total collapse of some of our in­
dustries." All industries that have been 
been forced into unnatural growth, when 
exposed to the keen air of competition 
would wither and die, these we would

to support, hot we would support 
others of a similar nature in a foreign 
country.

6. “ All our producers burdened with 
indirect taxes far more oppressive than 
those at present bearing against us." The 
average duty on onr total imports is 19J 
per cent, while that of the United States 
is 27$ which Is higher by about 60 per 
cent ; If our revenue Is to be collected on 
a smaller Import, the rate will certainly be 
higher than at present, and every increase 
of this nature mast Increase the harden to 
the people in corresponding protection to 
monopolies (and those foreign monopolies ')

6. “ The sacrifice of onr loyalty to the 
principle of trade which has made Eng­
land famous." England’s principle of 
trade is that she be hampered in no direc­
tion, so far as she can make laws to that 
effect. The amalgamation of two false 
policies endorsed by those who have here­
tofore taught that England’s policy was 
the troe one, would certainly be a triumph 
for that policy which was inaugurated in 
America as a menace in a large degreè to 
British political economy, and British in* 
dustry.

7. •« The sacrifice of o.ur self-reliance and 
dignity.” These essentials to manliness 
which our forefathers brought to this 
country, and which enabled them not only 
to live, but to thrive. Should not the des­
cendants of such a people blush, when 
they think of giving the control of their 
commerce, and moneyed Institutions, and 
thus becoming vassals to foreigners.
« Could but our ancestors retrieve their fate,

HUSH NATIONALIST.

William O’Brien,editor of United Ireland, 
the organ of the National leaders,was born 
In Mallow, County Cork, on Oct. 2nd,1852. 
He comes of a family locally prominent in 
later Irish revolutionary movements, hie 
father having taken part In the exciting 
events of 1848,and his elder brother being 
equally prominent in the Fenian uprising 
of 1867. William O’Brien was educated 
at Cloy ne college, and, following his 
natural bent towards journalism, he joined 
the staff ot the Dublin Freeman's Journal 
in 1876. In 1879 he visited the west of 
Ireland as the special commissioner of 
that paper, to investigate the famine then 
ranging there ; and by his graphic descrip­
tions of the destitution which he found he 
contributed much to the relief of his un­
fortunate people 
tabllshed in June, 1881, with O'Brien at 
its head, a* the organ of the National 
leaders. Chief Secretary Forster ordered 
its suppression, and imprisoned Editor 
O'Brien and 14 members of the staff ot 
the paper in Ki I main ham jatl as suspects. 
After his release, Mr. O’Brien renewed 
the war aicainst the administration. He 
was elected to parliament from Marrow, 
and his course in the house of commons 
was distinguished by zeal and ability.

William O’Brien is of medium height, 
thin, and studious-looking. In dispo-1- 
tlon he is modest and retiring, although

This Beautiful? IllustratedBloodshed in London.
Monthly Magasine has among its many

London, Nov. 12.—Sir Charles Warren, 
chief of police, has issued a proclamation 
that no procession shall be allowed to ap­
proach Trafalgar square to-morrow. The 
Radical clubs and Socialist federation are 
actively engaged in arranging a plan ot 
march, by which they hope to force their 
way through every street leading upon the 
square. Placards have been posted in 
various places appealing to the working­
men to come by tens of thousands end re­
sist the carrying out of the ukase of the 
military despot.

London. Nov. 13.—The scene in Trafal­
gar square to-day has not been equalled 
since 1866, when the people, asserting the 
right of public meeting, destroyed the 
railings around Hyde Park. Four thous­
and policeman took possession of the ap­
proaches to the square early. They had 
been on the ground a short time when 
various societies,socialist,radical,and Irish, 
approached from every direction, beaded 
by bands, and carrying banners. The
police attacked and dispersed each group 
as it arrived. A fierce fight took place in 
the Stand, Northumberland avenue,White­
hall, Pall Mall and other adjacent streets. 
One society succeeded in entering the 
square, bat departed after a bloody fight, 
in which Commoner Graham was seriously 
injured.

Beef Tripe.—Wash the tripe carefully 
and soak In salt and water, changing 
once or twine ; then boil until well 
done remove from the water, dip in 
melted butter and fry a good brown ; 
season with salt end pepper.

Baked Leg of flitifon. —Take a leg of 
mutton weighing elx or eight pounds ; 
have the bone removed, and fill the 
cavity with a dressing made of four 
ounces of suet, two eggs, two onnoeo of 
chopped ham, six ounces of stale 
bread, one onion, a little sweet mar­
joram nutmeg, salt and pepper ; eew 
up lay in a pan, add a teacup of water, 
and put in a hot oven, baste frequently 
end cook three hours.

Roast Beef.—Remove the bone from 
the thin part of the roast, then fold it 

Dtlblic A-UCtion, around against the tblok part of the
meat. Skewer it well, lay some thin 
elioee of bacon in a dripping pan with 
the beef and place in a hot oven ; salt 
when half done and baste frequently. 
Minced onion end parsley cap be added 
to the gravy. Allow 12 or 14 minutes 
to the pound in the roasting.

Stewed Pigeons.—Clean the pigeons, 
out them in quarters and put them 
with their giblets in a sauce pan with 
a little water — that is, do not oover 
them entirely ; salt them to suit taate, 
season well with pepper, cage and any 
apioea desired and add a tablespoonful 
of butter ; oover the pan oloaely and 
•tew until lender. Thicken the gravy 
with the yolk of an egg beaten with four 
tablespoonfuls of milk and a little flour, 
and when the gravy thiokens add an­
other spoonful of butter. This rule is 
for one half-dozen pigeon».

Clams Roasted.—Lay the olams on a 
gridiron till the abolis open, then take 
them out upon a hot dish and preserve 
the liquor to serve with them ; season 
with batter and pepper.

Oysters and Crackers. — Open and 
spread several crackers with butter ;

• place half the buttered orackera in a 
deep pudding dish, and put several 
oysters upon them ; sprinkle with salt 
and pepper and lay on several pieces of 
butter; oover with the remaining 
oraokera and place in the oven ; bake 
until the oraokera are brown and the 
oysters plump ; serve immediately.

Ginger Pound Cake.— Six cups of 
flour, two oupe each of butter, brown 
sugar and molasses, eight eggs, two 
tablespoonfule each of cinnamon, gin­
ger and soda and two nutmegs ; dissolve 
the soda in a cup of soar milk. Line 
the pans with greased paper and put a 
brown paper over the top to prevent 
the oruat forming too quickly. One- 
half of this recipe can be used with 
good results.

Louisiana Fruit Cake.—Three-quart­
ers of a pound of batter, five eggs, one 
teaspoonfu! of soda, one pound of 
chopped citron, two pounds of raisins, 
two pounds of prepared pecan note, 
one oupful of molasses, one nutmeg, 
one teaspoonful each of mace, cinna­
mon and olovee. To prepare the 
pecan nuts scald the kernels in boiling 
water, when the skin can be easily 
rubbed oft, then chop them very fine 
and add a teaspoonful of rose water to 
them.

Preserved Barberries.—To every four 
quarts of barberries, four quarts of 
sweet apples or pears, two quarts of 
molasses. Measure the barberries after 
picking them over oarelully, and the 
apples or pears after paring and cut­
ting into quarters. Cook the barber­
ries 15 minutes in the boiling sngtr 
and molaaaea, skim them out and oook 
the applet in the syrup until tender, 

5it36 but not broken. The barberries can be 
added to the apple after rooking. Put 
while hot into glass jars, and keep in a 
dry,cool place.

Spiced Barberries.— Piok over the bar 
berries and to every quart of barberries 
add a oupful of vinegar, one oupful of 
sugar, one-half teaspoonful of cloves 
and one teaspoonful of cinnamon ; pat 
the barberries into the boiling vinegar, 
sugar end spices, and allow 10 minutes 
for every quart in cooking. Barberries 
prepared in Ibie way are delicious with 
roast meats.

20 per cent, ad valorem, while the Can­
adian shipper contends that the duty 
should not be orer 10 per cent, accord 
ing to the United States euatoma laws, 
which proride that on any unmanufac­
tured and unenumerated article a duty 
of 10 per oent ad valorem shall be levied. 
Deapite this fact Canadian shippers 
were forced to pay a duty of 20 per 
oent. at the different porta of entry for 
a long aeriee of years. In i860, how­
ever, Cbarlea Arpin, an extensive ex­
porter of St. John’s, Que., sued the 
United States government, and, with 
other», obtained judgment for £26,000, 
and it i* aaaerted that during the period 
in which the illegal exaction waa made 
$600,000 waa in thia way taken out of 
the Canadians. Several of thote who 
have claim» of this sort against the 
United State» government for 
charged duties have represented their 
case to the Dominion government.with 
the request that the matter may be 
brought before the commission shortly 
to meet at Washington, hoping that 
when the general trade question is 
brought up their wrongs may find re­
dress. The matter hae been placed in 
the banda of Sir Cbarlea Tupper as the 
Canadian commissioner.
