Ottawa, April 21.—Two explana-
tions are offered by friends of the
government here in the matter of the
division on Mr. Nickle's motion to
abolish hereditary titles. The first
is that when Sir Robert Borden op-
posed the motion a year ago, and
when his colleagues asked .the house
this session to send the question to a
committee, they had in view the pos-
sibility that Sir Robert might be re-
tiring at an early date, and if he were’
offered a peerage he might not be
able to accept it in view of any such
vote having passed the house of com-
mons in Canada. In other words, the
question is to be left open in order to
allow the peace treaty to be signed
and to give 8Sir Robert a chance, if
the opportunity comes his way, to
acept a peerage if he so desires. A
further explanation given is that
quite a number of <Canadians have
distinguished themselves by war ser-
vice of one kind and another, and
that both the government at Ottawa
and the British ‘government would
like to be free to recognize them by
knighthoods. If the <Canadian par-
liamént puts itself on record as
against imperial. honors it might be
impossible to recognize¢ the service of
several Canadians that the British
government would ‘like to honor.

He was one of the
first Frenchmen to take up aviation,
and during the years 1911 and 1912
was very active in aerial races in
Europe, - winning the Paris-Madrid
race, finishing fourth in the Euro-
pean circuit race., making various re-
cords for height, distance and speed,
and finishing ngond in the British
circuit race. He was one of the first
aviators to fly from London to Paris,
dcing this on August 4, 1911 On
April 29, 1912, almost seven years
ago, Vedrines was injured seriously
by the fall of his machine at St. Denis.
He recovered from his -injuries,, and
in August of t year he [came to
America and n the international
avigtion race at Chicago on Septem-
ber 9. In 1912 he flew front Paris to
Cairo. -

Vedrines served in the French aerial
service early in the war, and was
later made an instructor. On January
19 this year~he accomplished the feat
of landing ¢n a roof of a building with
an airplare.

It is believed the accident was due
to the machine céllapsirg in the air.
The aviators fell from a great height
‘and the death of roth of them ,was
instantaneous. The mail sack which
Vedrines was carrying to Rome was

NOWHERE N WORLD

Hugo Haase, in Berlin Paper,
TeH§ His Compatriots Some
Home- Truths.

Berlin, April 21.—Hugo ‘Haase,
former secretary of foreign affairs,
and now leader of the socialist minor-
ity, in an article in The Freiheit on
Germany's relations with ofher
peoples, doés not share the general
pessimism prevalent with regard. to
the coming peace negotiations. Haase
reminds his readers that Germany is
loved nowhere in the world, nét even
neutral countries, and that nowhere
is there any belief in a real change
of Germany’'s attitude.

The writer sharply criticizes the
German policy, and protests against
her threats regarding Poland and the
Sarre region, which, he argues, will
gerve no purpose, but will incense the
entente.

and it was not until eight o'clock
Thursday night that a message was
sent back, commuting the sentence
for two ‘weeks.

At Osgoode Hall yesterday George
Mitchell of .Cobalt appeared for the
condemned man to present a state-
ment as to the discovery of new evi-
dence in the case, the effect of which
will be laid before the minister of
justice.

The crime for which Cooper ‘was
to.pay the supreme penalty occurred
on May 24, when it is alleged that
Cooper, with two companions, par-
ticipated in-an attack on the old
man’s house and that one of the
others struck the old man down.

Jess Willard too big for Jack Dempsey
evidently overldok the fact that the mod-

effective a method of attack as that of
the David who brought down the bulky
Goliath with a well-placed shot from his
sling.

Under the rules of Queensberry com-
bat, the smaller man, if he can strike:
-with force and precision and is agile and
courageous, may triumph over an oppo-
nent whose physical proportions are mas-
sive and impressive.

Among those who have intimated that
Willard's size might be too much for
Dempsey is Tom Jones, formerly one of
Willard 8 managers.

Jones recently received his share of a
settlement with the champion, and was
asked what the condition of the title-
holder was at the present time. He re-
plied :

“Of course, I am not managing him
any longer, but I will tell you this much:
The big fellow is in pretty fair shape
right now, He looks as light as /he was
the night he fought Frank Moran in New
York. He'll surprise a lot of them when
he gets into the ring and strips for the
Dempsey fight, .And, remember, he's an

awful big man,’

It should be understood that Jones
made the above statement after experi-
encing the comfortable feeling due to the
receipt of a cheque from the champion.

True! The official’ figures reveal a
perceptiblg falling . off 'in the number
of mares nominated in these annual
events for two and three-year-olds, a
result that had already been-anticipa-
ted and, attributed to.the curtailment
in breeding for. the period of the war.
Thus: it is with a’ great amount . of
satisfaction. that -we receive the re-
cent’ estmatesi ' which ' [officially an-
nounced, shows 827 mares (now
known to be in foal). named in the
Kentucky Futurity valued at $21,000, and
904 named in the Horse Review Stakes ut
a guaranteed yalue of '$12,500, an 6ut-
come that surpasses the most sanguine
expectations -of . horsemen in general.

In comparison with, former years the
total of 904 received, for the Horse Re-
view futurity 'represents a falling off
of an even huadred from a year ago,
while the decrease in entries for the
Kentucky Futurity, the blue riband of
the harness turf, is slightly in access of
these figures. This is the first time in
mony years that a point below. 1000 has
been reached for either ‘of these premier
events and  statistically 'represents the
injurious effect of the!war on breeding
operatiens, .and is accepted as such by
the promoters of these evehts, and who.
as before stated, did not anticipate the
receipt of as large an .entry as in previ-
ous years.

Will Show Increase.

With the resumption of racing in.this
country and a return to normal condi-
tions in our allied nation to the south.
we have every reason to beliéve that the
hesponse to futurity fixtures will skow
a decided increase when f'cst yments
fall due next year. With advanced values
prevailing at every auction since the
signing of the armistice, andthe revival
of the export trade of trotters to Europe
much sconer after the war than was
medicted, breeders are inclined to take
advantage of the situation and are pre-
‘paring to theet the ever increasing de-
nand for racing material by purchas-
ing every available brood mare of ap-
proved lineage and despatching them to
the harems of the popular stallions of the
dh_\t

The conditions as pictured abroad in
the foregoing paragraph, are just as ap-
plicable to this country, practically more
s0, because of the fact that for the past
two scasons racing has bheen entireiy
abandoned at the more important tracks
that will noy ‘“‘carry on.”” Then, again,
few winter and spring séasons. have
proved as favorable for training opera-
tfons, therefore no dearth of entries
should ‘be apparent even at our earliest
meets, and further, cotls shoulds &iso be
somewhat advanced in their work.

The tatter fact then prese‘xts an ad-
micaie opportumty for Canadian race
promoters to inaugurate colt races, pre-
ferably ‘on the late closing plan. Num-
erous youngsters, both tywo and three-
year-olds, are mnow in gctive training
thruout the province. In' the section of
Galt and Preston some dezen or more
are reported as possessing unusual speed
mostly three-year-olds. A veteran horse-
man from Sutton, while attending the
recent Blue Ribbbn speed sale, stated
he had no less than four two-year-olds
in training. For the past three months
four local horsemen have been boast-
ing of their juvenile trotting wonders.
and I have on file numerous letters from
breeders endorsng coilt racnig in general
and the futurity scheme to which I
have ' devoted conpsiderable space
in this column. Particulurly gratifying
is a recent letter from Mr James Weth-
erill, superintendent of Cruickston Park
Stock Farm, the famous nursery of the
Galtonian, Miss K. I. Wilks, in which
he states, ‘‘Have read your interesting
articles on the Colt Futurity in The
Sunday Werld and your futurity scheme
is O.K. You can count on us for en-
tries for a champion stallion and ma
tron stake, or colt races to the extent
of our stallions, and the best of our
brood mares.”” Numerous other letters
received from breeders convey the same
interest as the extract from the corre-
spondence on file from the largest light
horse breeding establishment in the Do-
minion of Canada, in
Park as a trotting nursery
extensive plants of Kentucky.

Is Coxing Soon.

That a futurity, fathered by the Can-
adian Standard-bred Association will be-
come a reality in the near future, is now
agsured, however, racing associations can
path the way by providing engagemeats
for two and three-year-old colts during
the pending season. For many years
a colt race has beeén a real feature at
the London Exhibition, and a similar
event should mark the revival of racing
at the Canadian National this year. As
one of the leading expositions of the con-
tinent, added attractions are expected.
and upon receipt of a general agitation
they should meet the request of the
breeders \by staging events for young-
sters of both ages, which we hope would
cventually result in an annually estab-
lished event running into the thousands
iviavulue with the adoption of the futurity

n.

The futurity system whereby the mare
is entered and resultant foal competes,
is the most feasible plan of constitut-
ing races of historic value, ‘similar to the
King’s Plate, the Breeders’ Stake, etc..

n the running turf. It also accumulates
a purse that is a handsome reward to
the winner, enhancing his value and that
of his ancestors. A colt engaged ex-
tensively in futurities is the only market-
able youngster in the United States at
the present time,. others are a drug on
ithe market. With futurities in Canada
colts would sell for seven or eight times
their present value without a tinge of ex-
aggeration, and ‘what greater incentive
could be offered to -breeders than this
fact?

Three harness meets are now under
contemplation 'in this city for the com-
ing season, and providing each associa-
tion catered to the juvenile demands, no
lesg than four engagements, including
London, would be provided for the baby
trotters, and when one considers the fact
that the.campaign would only ipcur one
ship, it is only reasonable’ to presume
that owners will take full advantage of
the opportunity to ontain the révenue to
offset the feed and training bill of the
colt.

LEARNING TRAPPING
PROVES QUITE EASY

Homésteadgr May Sei:ur; In-
creassd Income From Sell-
ing Furs.

An absolute necessity in trapping
fox is a good trail scent .which the
trapper must rub on.the soles ‘of hiy
shoes and on his gloves, when work-
ing around the traps. Thé foX is per-
haps the hardest wof all wild animals
to trap and is ve suspicious of the
human odor. The trail.scent helps to
kill this , odor. Traps should be
sprinkled with blood to ‘which the trail
scent has' been added, or should be
boiled in hemlock water. :

Traps should be set along the fox
runways or where they are most like-
ly to travel, The tpaps .should be set
about two feet from a fairly large
tree; they should be well covered and
the wsurroundings made to look .as
natural as 16, About five feet up
the tree trunk, a dozen drops of the
best fox bait should be sprinkled; di-
regtly above the traps. In jumping
for the bait the fox will be caught in
the  traps. ;

Or a stake about six feet long may
be' driven into’ the ground so that it
stands five feet high. A rabbit should
be placed on tep of the stake and a
few drops of the fox bait placed on
it. Traps should be.set on either side
at the base of the stake and covered
well with leaves, light earths, etc. This
method attracts foxes from gréat dis-
tances.. N\

Fox should be cased fur side out in
preparing for the 'market. - Good
streichers should be uised in stretching
Pusitively no “curing preparations’
should be used—the skins dried in a
cool place, not exposed to sun, fire or
rain. The kone in the fox’s tail should
be removed to avaid, tainting.

More frequently ihan not the home-
steader goes forth, to .his task from
the cities. ‘Consegyently, though four-
footed wealth is almost sure to sur--
round him, she may-mnot-think to trap
because it ‘is foreign te- his training.
Or he may, for theé‘sameé reason, think
that trapping is only for the experi-
enced. /

If these things fit the reader, .let
him. by all rieans revamp his ideas
and take up trapping, especially this
season, when the highest prices ever
known are being paid for every kind
of fur. Homesteading is productive of
more hard knocks than shekels in the
first lean years and a few hundred
dollars picked -up during the winter
season should be welcome. And picked
up they can be in very many in-
stances, In the nature of things the
average homestead is ideal for trap-

B INSTALMENTS

Plan Proposed to Give Text fo
the American and Canadian
Press.

Paris, April 21.—(By the Assaciated
Press.)—The council of _four - of the
peace conference, in the interval before
the peace treaty is handed to the Ger-
man delegates, will take up the question
of making the document public. The Am-
erican delegatipn, iin agreement Withy the
press advisers to the delegations &f other
countries, has recommended to the coun-
cil the publication of the treaty immedi-
ately after its delivery to the Germans.
Otherwise, it is pointed out, the first ver-
sion of the important provisions of the
treaty would be issued by e Germans
and might be loaded up with German
propaganda.

The plan proposed on behalf of the
United States is for the American dele-
gates to cable for simultaneous distribu-
tion on thg* American continents: First,
a 250 word official summary of the
treaty; second, a 5,000 word official sum-
mary, and, third, the text of the treaty.
The two summaries would be given to
the American press at about the same
time and the treaty a day or two later,
the text possibly to be distributed by in-
stalments as it was received.

The text of the covenant of the league
of nations has already been telegraphed
to the state department at Washington
for release when ‘authorized by Presi-
dent Wilson. Other parts of the treaty
are likely to be cabled during the present
week. The final despatch, which may
count up to nearly 100,000 words, can be
cabled in four or five hours if all the
ecable lines are cleared for the purpose.
The capacity of the cables is 600,000
words a day, and the associated govern-
ments could order the text of the peace
treaty given first official priority so that
the enormous task of transmission could
be accomplished with less delay than a
press message ordinarily requires.
