OLondon, June 18.—A. despatch receiv-

ed from Ushant Lighthouse at 1.30

p.m. says that the man Marquardt,

who was saved from the wreck of the

steamer Drummond Castle and picked
up at Ushant, states that there was
no time to launch boats after the ship
struck. This being the case, he thinks
that there is little hope of finding any
survivors, except himself. and the two
sailors who were picked up at Ile de

Molene, at which place 25 bodies have

been washed ashore.

Two Survivers Talk.

A despatch from Brest says that the :

two sailors belonging to'the sunken
steamer Drummond Castle, who were
rescued at Ile de Molene, state
that the Drummond Castle .struck at
about 11 p.m. June 16. The captain
and third officer were on the bridge at
the time. A 4@rizzling rain prevailed
and it was very hazy. No lights were
seen. Soundings were taken two hours
before the ship struck.
A Young American Drowned,

It is learned that among the first-
class passengers on board the Drum-
mond Castle was a young American

named Hughes, who boarded the shiv|

at Durban, Natal. His place of resi-
dence in America is not kndwn.

Capt. Tanquery says that there was

no trace of wreckage to be seen, ‘

Brest, June¢ 18.—A reporter of the
United Press obtainéd an interview
to-day with the two members of the
sunken steamer Drummond Castle
who were picked up at Ile de Molene.
One of the men is a Seaman named
Goldbolt, belonging to Yarmouth, and
the other i8 Wood, a native of London,
whe was quarter-master of the Drum-~
mond Castle. The men agreed in the
statement that the night of June 16,
when the steamer was lost, was a fine
night, though there was a slight fog.
The captain wgs on the bridge at the
time the ship struck, and Lieutenant
Brown was forward. The adult passen-
gers were all on deck and only the
c¢hildren were sleeping.

Went Down Like Lead.

Suddenly there was heard beneath
the vessel a prolonged scraping, and
this was followed by a ghastly silence.
The forepart of the ship began to sink
immediately. The captain, at first, be-
lleved the settling of the ship by the
head to be caused merely by the filling
of one of the forward compartments,
but nevertheless ordered the boats
lowered. There was no time to do this,
as th ship rapidly filled and sank
like a huge body of lead. The survi-
vors said that they could not remem-
ber exactly what did happen when
the ship went down. Goldbolt suc-
ceeded in grasping a door panel and
a plank, and Wood also caught a
loose plank as it was washed past
nim. For .a long time after the ship
sank despaliring shrieks filled the air,
mingled with cries for help, to which
response was impossible. The cries
gradually ceased and there was a gruc-
some silence, each man believing him-
self to be the sole survivor of the ill-
fated ship, and felt in constant fear
of being washed off the panel or plank
under him, Ultimately Wood saw Gold-
belt and swam to him. The two men
remained together thereafter and were
tossed by the waves for ten hours,
frequently being torn by the force of
the waves from their rough plank and
panel raft, which they would fortun-
ately succeed in regaining.

- Rescued by Fisherinen,

At 9 o'clock on the morning of June
17, some of the fishermen in boats es-
pied them and rescued them, landing
them at Le Conquet. Besides the pas-
seger Marquardt, who was picked up
at Ushant, it is not probable that a
single one of the passengers was sav-
ed. The passengers on board the
Drummond Castle were mostly women
and children, including the famijly of a
tea planter, 18 in number, who were
returning from South Africa.

A Fatal Error,

The keeper of the Ushant lighthouse
witnessed the disaster. When he first
saw the vessel he was surprised that
a large steamer should enter the sinu-
ous and rocky Fromveur passage,
which separates the Ushant from the
Molene group- of islands,

It is believed that the ship entered
the passage by mistake, instead of
keeping in the open ez, through an
error in navigation.

INTERNATIONAL _ ARBITRATION.

Prominent Members of the League Call on
Premier Salisbury—His Lordship’s
Calm Reply.

London, June 18.—A deputation of
memberg of the International Arbitra-
tion League, including Sir John Ro-
bert Mowbray, member of the House
of Commons for the University of Ox-
ford, and a nuamber of other . distin-
guished gentlemen, called upon Lord
Salisbury at the Foreign Office to-
day. In reply to their address,  the
Premier said the Government, like all
gensible men, desired to arbitrate dif-
ferences and disputes wherever it was
possible. He was glad to say, he con-
tinued, that matters presenited a great
deal more hopeful aspect in the mat-
ter o fthe ditferences between Great
Britain and the United States, His
desire was, he said, that the principle
of arbitration should be extended as
far as was consistent with the just
rights of those whose interests were
committed to the charge of the Gov-
ernment, and he believed that the
same view prevailed in the United
States. The various difficulties beset-
ting the question had to be solve
one by one, and the deputation must
not be impatient if the discussion of
these matters was concluded with de-
liberation and circumspection, in or-
der that no mistakes should be made
whereby the ultimate triumph of the
principie might be jeopardized. Lord
Salisbury, continuing, said he believed
that it was the hghest desire on both
sides that every important issue aris-
ing between the two countries should
be submitted to arbitration. He

What madness it would be to wanton-
1y deprive men of work at a time wnen
it is so difficult the world over for men
to find profitable occupation !

As we said above, the political at-
mosphere is getting clearer.

The two issues in this campaign are
the school question and the tariff.

Protection for what we
produce ; free admission for the neces-
saries of life which we do not pro-
duce. Reciprocal agreements of mu-
tua] interest which gain open markets
for us in return for our open market
to others. Protection builds up domes-
tic industry and tradie, and secures our
market for ourselves; reciprocity builds
up foreign trade and finds an outlet
for our surplus.”—From Republican
platform, adopted at St. Louis yester-
day :

This is exactly the platform of the
Conservative party on the tariff ques-
tion. Our present tariff is founded upon
the principle of protecting what we pro-
duce and admitting free such of the
necessaries of life as we do not pro-
duce. By maintaining a protective tar-
ift we make it possible to conciude a
reciprocity treaty with the TUnited
States. We have an offer of Te-
ciprocity with the United States stand-
ing year after year in our statutes. If
the Ldberal party should be placed in
power and if a revenue tariff should be
adopted by them, we would thereby
surrender ourselves to the Americans
body and bones. If Canada reduced
her tariff to a purely revenue basis
she would virtually be making a recl-
procity treaty with the United States
in which the latter would reap a rich
harvest, while Canada would receive
nothing in return, The party which
proposes to secure reciprocity for us
favors & policy that dlsgrms them of
the only weapon by which recliprocity
can be obtained.

THE qonnum-" AND ALIEN

The Conservative Government has a
definite clear-cut policy on the alien
labor question, That policy, as stated
by Sir Charles Tupper, 18 in perfect
harmony with: the «Conservative po-
licy in general, ‘Speaking at Windsor
the other day‘on this question Sir
Charles said : I want now to say a
word of warning -to our nelghbors
across the line. I have always de-
sired to see the meost friendly rela-
tions between the two countries. Al-
though different in constitution, we are
equal in position on this continent. 1
am anxious that the good feellng ex-
isting ‘between thousands of her citl-
zéns and ours should continue. I look
with pride and pleasure upon that
great republic, but, while we admire
them we intend to retain Intact the
sentiments that bind us to the' great-
est nation that ever existed. We in-
tend now and forever to retain our own
institutions. We are bound together
to the Mother Country by indissoluble
bonds of affection, but self-interest will
bind us more firmly still. I deplore
those measures, which I think are un-
worthy of the great republic. I refer
to the alien labor law ; we are willing
to exchange with them in the fullest
degree -in the interest of labor, but if
their policy is pursued the Canadian
Government will consider the question
just as they consider every other ques-

tion necessary to Canadian citizen-
ship.” s
