The
linemen want $2 a day of nine hours, The
con.panies affected are the Bell Telephone
Company, the Great Northwestern Tele-
graph Company and the Canadian Paclfic
Railway Telegraph Company (slightly), Ot-
tawa Electric Company and Ottawa Elec-
tric Rallway Company. It was the action
of the Ottawa Electric Company in locking
out its men on Saturday that precipitated
things. Nearly every lineman In the city
i= a member of the union and the Interna-
tional Union, behind which is the American
Federation of Labor.

BEEN CUT

ONCE MORE?

No Despatch From Him Later Than the 16th—Casualties
are Greater Than Reported in War
Messages Received.

London, June 20.—(3.25 a.m.)—The casuai-
tles made public by the War Office, Includ-
ing a long list of missing, show British
losses in engagements hitherto not report-
ed. In an attack on a reconstruction train
at Loeuwspruit on June 14, three were
killed, five ~wounded and 60 captured.
Loeuwspruit is 40 miles north of Kroon-
stadt. This was the day of the Zand
River attack, 80 miles distant. Another
list shows nine wounded and 11 missing
in an action at Vreedefort on June 7, no
previous mention of which has been made.

The Daily Mail points out that it is quite

possible the wires have again been cut in
Lord Roberts’ rear, as no despatch later
than June 16 has been received.

A More Extended Report of the Un-British and Pro-
French S8entiments Expressed by the
Canadian Minister.

He Reiterated the Statement Made in Montreal That He Would

Montreal, June 10.—(Speclal)—A letter
from Paris says: Hon. Mr., Tarte  yester-
day dellvered himself of one of those pe-
cullar, unhappy speeches for which he has
succeeded in building for himself a repu-
tation. Coming from a Minister of the
Cabinet, and the official representative of
Canada at the Exposition, Mr. T®rte’s
speech was not only exceedingly bad taste,
but was of a most unpatriotic nature, and
caleulated to work much harm in spread-
ing abroad a false Impression of French-
Canadian aspirations.

Occasion of the Remarks.

The occaslon of Mr, Tarte’'s remarks was
an address on “Canada,” which he gave m
the Canadian pavillon yesterday afternoon
at the Inyitation of a newly-organized 80-
clety, L'Echle International. This 'soclety,
of which M.’ Leon Bourgeols, an ex-Premier
of the Republic, is president, and M. Gra-
yart of the French Academy, vlpe-presl-
dent, has been only recently .tormed, its
ohject being to take advantage of the po-
pular interest in foreign countries, which
is being aroused by the present Exposition,
t» spread-a more general knowledge of the
various countries of the world, their pro-
ucts, institutions and characteristics.

In the Canadian Pavilion.
Mr. Tarte, as Canadian Commisstoner-

General, was invited to give a lecture on
Canada, and this took place in the Cana-
dian Pavilion at the Exposition grounds
yesterday afternoon. Admission to the
conference was by invitation, and quite &
number of distinguished Parisians, as well
as many Canadians in Paris, were present.

1 am a
Frenchman, dnd I am a Minister in the
Dominion Cabinet. The Premler *of Can-
ada Is a Frenchman, and two other Cabl-
net Ministers are also French-Canadians.
Should tbe time ever come when it should
be necessary for me to choose between be-
ing a Minister and remaining French, I
should remain French.®

The latter declaration, it will be noted,
is ldentical with the statement, couched
almost in the same words, made by Mr.
Tarte in Canada some months ago.

Progress of the French,

Mr. Tarte then proceeded to give an ac-
count of the progress of the French In
Canada during the past half century, de-
claring that the natural increase of popu-
lation far exceeded that of the Knglish-
speaking population, In Eastern Ontario,
he sald, and also in parts of Manitoba,
where 25 years ago the English were great-
ly in the majority, the French now either
outnumbered those of English origin, or
were at least equally numerous. The In-
creased prestige in Ontario, he safd, was
shown by the fact that the present Speaker
of the Legislature of that province was a
French-Canadian, Mr. Evanturel.

‘Ihe we-
port stated that the speedy overthrow cf
strong. drink in this country was cer-
tain and that the declared will of the
people must be recognized, to the extent
that the provinces which voted for pro
hibition be given it.

The report recommended that the ac-
tion of the Dominion Alliance in sending
out clrculars for the signature of electors
pledging themselves to support the prohi-
bition candidates be endorsed, also that
the sale and issuance of all intoxicating
liguors in & bullding or premises used for
military purposes, under military control,
‘be prohibited. The committee rejoiced
over the actlon of the military authori-
tles in prohibiting the sale or use ot
liquors in the camps, and asked that In
view of a military centre being establish-
ed here steps be taken to secure
prohibition for it. It wass also recom-
mended that the W.C.T.U. in the'r ef-
forts to do away with the manufacture
of cigarets in Canada, be assisted, and
that the petition now being circulated to
that effect be signed by the president and
pecretary of the Conference. 'I'he report
drew attention to the fact that our of
44,749 scholars in the Sunday schools only
1043 had taken the pledge and regretted
that the Toronto Conference nad only
glven $75 towards the temperance cause.
The committee asked that the following
be appointed delegates to the Dominion
Aillance Coumecfl: Rev. H. 8. Matthews,
Rev. George Washington, Mr. D. Graham
and Emerson Coatsworth, and flso tbat
the last Sunday in November be set apart
as a temperance day of service, and that
a meeting be held some day next year in
the interests of temperance.

How Some Would Vote.

Rev. Arthur Browning ‘was not satisfied
with the second :clause in the report that
electors vote only for prohibition candi-
dates. He declared that Yn temperanee
there should be no politics. Rev, Mr. Ryan
said he would support no man unless he
stood up for the plebiscite, and Mr. David
Plewes declared that rather than vote for
a2 man who was not a temperance candi-
date he would not vote at all. Mr. Massey
was of the opinion that more temperance
scrmons were required, and said that in
the past 80 years he had only heard three
temperance sermons in his church,

Mr. Browning Sticks to His Belief.

Again Mr. Browning came to the front,
and said he detested and would not pledge
bimself to vote for any one man because
many who make pledges forgot about them
at election times. A man who would sign
a ‘document like the one sent out by the
Dominion Alliance was, he said, no man.
At this juncture Mr. Awde jumped to his
feet, and said he ohjected to the statements
of Rev. Mr, Browning. The latter said le

ferred to was struck out on a vote being
taken. The clause that a temperance mecl
ing be held some time next year was made
a re¢commendation, The other clauses were
adopted.

The Evening Meeting.
The meeting in the evening was of a pa-

A PROMISING INDUSTRY.
Major Dent has already shipped 2000
horses from Canada for use in South Af-
rica. He recognizes Canada as admirably

that steps should be taken to induce the
Imperial Government to establish a re-
mount supply depot here, where, in/ his
opinion, an unfalling supply of remounts
can be obtained. He further advises that
the Government should purchase sultable
stallions, and by sgiving bonuses to the
farmers encourage the purchase of the pro-
per animals to mate with them, so that a
breed of horses suitable for the British
army would result. His idea as to the pro-
per kind of a stallion would be a thoro-
bred of the proper conformation, not necei-
sarily a race horse, and he would restrict
the breeding to mares of the better class.
It only requires a little attention on the
part of the Government and of the farm-
ers to make the breeding of horses a very
large and profitable business thruout Can-
ada and especially in Ontario. The de-
ve'opment of the industry would be ac-
celerated if the South African colonles
were to follow Canada in adopting a pre.
ferential tariff.

CANNOT USE TERM “OXFORD.”

American Publishing Firm Enjoin-
ed From Infringement of “Ox-
ford Bible” Rights.

New York, June 19.—Judge Wheeler, in
the United States Cireuit Court to-day, ls-
sued a final decree in the case of
the Chancellor, Masters and Scholars of
the University of Oxford against the Wil-
more-Andrews Publishing Company of New
York, ordering that the University of Ox-
ford is entitled to the exclusive use of the
designation ‘‘Oxford,” or “QOxford Bible
and the use of the symbol and coat-of-arms
used by the Oxford press in connection
with the publication of Bibles,

The Wiimore-Andrews Publishing Com-
pany is perpetually enjoined and restrained
from using in any way the word ‘‘Oxford”
in connection with Bibles not published by
the Osxford University. The decree con-
cludes:

“The loss which the ~complalnant may
have suffered by reason of the action of the
defendant, and- the matter of costs having
been adjusted by the parties, there shall
be no recovery of damages, and no account-
ing and no costs to elther party, and the
costs shall stand as a final decree.”

Harold D. Parsons, an Australian

Referring to China, he remarked that,
tho the persons slaughtered had been Chris-
tians, It must not be imagined they had
been murdered simply because the Chinese
disliked their religion. It was because the
jdea prevailed there and elsewhere that
missionary work was merely an instrument
by which secular government achieved It®
object. While this was unjust, tho the
missionaries could not renounce their work,
the utmost caution ought to mark thetr
actions, as over zealousness led to martyr-
dom and caused the deaths of soldiers and
sailors sent to avenge the outrages.
