‘Regarding the administration of 
justice in Toronto, the police court is 
the court of first instance to which 
all criminal cases originally come, the 
lesser, offences for trial and the 
graver offences upon election- to go 
to a higher court after preliminary 
hearing and commitment for trial.

“There arp four magistrates, but 
only one court room, in which the 
magistrates sit alternately each day 
at different hours, according 
certain classification of cases. The 
lack of court room accommodation 
prevents any of the magistrates from 
giving more than one-fourth of his 
time each day to his duties.”

Manufacturer.
The cut in price of automobiles and 

trucks by Henry Ford may be the 
forerunner of lower prices in nearly 
all factory-made goods In the United 
State». The manufacturing facilities 
of that country expanded feverishly 
during the pressure of the war and 
inevitable inflation in the cost of raw 
material, labor and transportation. 
Many industries have been slowing 
down of late and are evidently in need 
of stimulation. More than ever the 
manufacturers of the United States 
must look for an export market.

They can sell little in the countries 
of continental Europe, all of which are 
broke end most of them bankrupt. 
They cannot get much of a British 
market, partly on account of the ex­
change situation, partly on account of 
the troubled industrial conditions there 
prevailing, which must have a tendency 
to make money tight and buyers cau­
tious, and partly on account of the pro­
tective tariff which the mother coun­
try is building up as a wall about her. 
Canada Is therefore likely to become 
the dumping ground of the United 
States manufacturers.

If the American manufacturer can 
cut bis price 33 1-3 per cent, for the 
home market he might cut it 50 per 
cent to facilitate his invasion and cap­
ture of the Canadien market.

A Day of Conferences.
This was a day of conferences. First 

the triple alliance, composed of the 
miners, railwaymen and transport 
workers, met as one body, then there 
were sectional meetings, and Anally 
another joint meeting lasting until 
midnight.

Many of the leaders favored 
dilation and further negotiations with 
the government, but so far as the 
miners were concerned the majority 
decided to endeavor to get what they 
desire by means of a strike. This 
policy having been adopted, it remain­
ed for the triple alliance to decide 
what, if any, action the railwaymen 
and telephone workers should take to 
support the miners."

There were many speeches, but the 
lone conference could not reach a de­
cision, and adjournment was taken 
until tomorrow. This adjournment 
will give the government another op­
portunity to find a peaceful solution, 
and Mr. Lloyd George and Sir Robert 
S. Horne, president of the board of 
trade, are remaining in town over the 
week-end In case their services are 
necessary.

In three months the 
decrease has amounted to 125,000 
gross tons.

An analysis prepared from the re­
cords of the shipping board, the Am­
erican bureau of shipping, Lloyd’s 
register of shipping and the depart­
ment of commerce shows that at the 
beginning of this year the shipping 
board alone had more tonnage build­
ing than the board and private inter­
ests combined have today.

shipyards are widening the gap be­
tween the amount of work they.have 
in hand and that in this country, as 
Indicated by Lloyd’s register.

In the early part of the session the 
delegates adopted a resolution pro­
posed by the London (England) Cham­
ber of Commerce In favor of the uni­
fication of laws on naturalization, 
copyrights, bills of lading, contracts 
and commercial laws, éach branch* of 
commercial law to be dealt with sep­
arately.
