New York Meat Dealers, Who 
Held Out, Now Cut Prices— 
The Probe is Doing its Work

Nek York Jan. 37—Retail dealers who 
have held out against the agitation for 
cheaper meet felt the pinch of the situa­
tion today and many <ff them lowered 
prices. Thus recent reductions in the 
wholesale rates begin to- benefit the con­
sumer, but the demand failed to pick up 
much and every evidence Was given that 
a large section of the puHi* was either eat­
ing no meat at all or much less than in 
normal titmes. Other commodities contin­
ued to decline under the combined in­
fluence of the agitation and increasing sup- 
plie» due to the rain.

Official investigations, already deeply en­
gaged in probing the reason for the high 
price of milk, are turned upon the cold 
storage warehouses, declared by some in­
vestigators to be responsible in large part 
for sustained high priçes of meat and other 
perishable food products. Under the di­
rection of Health Commissioner Lederle, a 
thorough inspection of the cold storage 
plants was begun today. The commissioner 
declared that there were evils to be re­
medied and that he meant fo search them 
out* and apply a core.

“It certainly is wrong to permit food 
stuffs to remain for aft unlimited period 
in cold storage," said he. “It also seems 
to me that the law should provide for the 
marking of food removed from cold stor­
age so that the consumer might know just 
how old is the meat, eggs, Or fish, he is 
buying.”

Washington, D. C„ Jan. Î7—Ambassa­
dors -from the United States to foreign 
countries should be better paid, accord­
ing to President Taft, who, in an after- 
dinner address last night to the National 
Board of Trade declared that it 
shame that with all the wealth of the 
United States, nobody but a millionaire 
could today afford to accept a post as its 
ambassador.

The president also spoke in favor of the 
government purchasing homes abroad for 
the nation's representatives to foreign 
countries. He asserted that while the 
country was in name a democracy, it made 
it appear like a plutocracy for it to send 
only men of great wealth, because men of 
marked ability but limited means, could 
not afford to accept, the positions.

The increases during the past few years 
in congressional and other salaries were 
mentioned by Mr. Taft who declared that 
the nation’s foreign representatives also 
should be remembered.

The board warmly endorsed President 
Taft's approval of legislation for the up­
holding of an American merchant marine 
and also his recommendation for postal 
savings banks. ■

Managua, Nicaragua, Jan, 27—The Brit­

ish and Italian consuls today made formal 
protest against the holding up ofi- incom­
ing foreign mail. Two steamers arrived 
from Panama, one on January 15 and the 
other on the 24th both without their mail, 
which had been delayed at Panama.

It is said that the mail was held.up by 
Isidore Hazera, the Nicaraguan postal 
agent, who took this way to force, if pos­
sible, the payment of his salary overdue 
from the Nicaraguan government.

A few week's later saw him established 
in a street which he named himself, term­
ing it Georges street, and which name it 
still retains. He remained there for about 
six months, but on his place being burned 
out, took up his home in Sydney street 
where he has lived for the past sixty-two 
years, with the exception of a period af­
ter the big fire in 1877.

Sydney. N. S. W., Jan. 27—President 

Dowling of the Northern Miners’ Federa­
tion was today convicted of obstructing 
work at the mines during the strike and 
sentenced to one year at hard labor in 
prison. Three other strike leaders were 
given sentences each of eight months at 
hard labor, while a number «of miners 
were condemned to briefer terms of im­
prisonment.

The Times learns on good authority that 
the new judicature act does not provide 
for the appointment of an extra judge to 
the Supreme Court of New Brunswick. 
The present six judges who compose the 
bench will, with the exception of the chief 
justice, who by virtue of being judge in 
equity, does not go on circuit, preside over 
the nisi prius sittings in the various coun­
ties.
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Any case appealed from any one judge 
will be determined by the other five—the 
trial judge being precluded from sitting 
on appeal of his own cases.

In Ontario, where a judicature act has 
been in force from some time, it provides 
for two courts—the court of appeal, who 
hear all cases appealed from nisi pruis 
courts, and the circuit court, whose judges 
are assigned to hold court in each county 
in certain months in the year.

* knew all about patronage, for he had 
learned bis lesson wfll w*hile a minister of 
the crown at the head of a department 
which carried on the patronage system as 
it had never been carried on since.

The resolution which Mr. Foster asked 
the house to endorse intimated that a sys­
tem of party patronage now prevails, and 
that it constitutes a menace to honest and 
efficient government, leads to waste of re­
sources, extravagant expenditure, to cor­
ruption and lowers the tone of public mor­
ale, and should be forthwith eliminated.

Mr. Foster did not give specific instances 
but confined his remarks to generalities. 
He said that the government made a wide­
spread application of the patronage sys­
tem which he declared plagues the legisla­
tor and plunders the country. To the min- 
ister and his supporters it gives untqld 
worries, in one way or another, jt uses 
ninety-nine per cent of a minister s time 
and eventually leads to the defeat of a

Review of Shipbuilding Industry 
in Britain Last Year—Falling 
Off in Number of Very Large 
Vessels I

This is 126,000 tons—equal to 
IP 1-2 per cent—more than in the previous 
year, but 827,000 tons less than in 1906, 
when the output of British shipping reach­
ed its maximum. Thus, where ten 
were then employed, six only have this 
^-ear been engaged. This is on the assump- , 
tion that the work required per unit of I'- 
tonnage has been the same, but Engineer­
ing suggests doubt on this point.,

Is. for the British navy, and nine lor 

! foreign, navies." The tonnage of the form- 
; er—07,1)00 tons—and of the latter—28,000 
‘ tons—is considerably greater' than in the 

previous year, but in 1907 the tonnage of 
British warships launched totalled 132,000 
tons, but the foreign .tonnage was only 
661 tons. Owing to the great increase in 
speed, and therefore engine power, of the 
warships, the machinery output of all 
works in the kingdonf has gone up to 1 > 
484,810 indicated horsepower, which is 
327,000 indicated horsepower more than in 
the previous year.

This is largely due to the 494,600 horse­
power required for warships, the British 
Navy ships alone requiring nearly 400,000 
horse-power. The total power of turbine 
machinery built for British and foreign 
merchant and naval ships this year was 
over 468,000 indicated horse-power, the 
largest in any year since the turbine was 
introduced. The largest gas-engine built 
for marine use was only of 350 brake horse­
power.

Foreign owners have taken less tonnage 
than in the previous year, although one- 
fourth of the total has been for oversea 
nations, including the «denies, the ton­
nage totalling 317,000. The colonies have 
taken 89,000 tone of this; the- South Am­
erican " Republics 76,000 tops; and the de­
tails show that in both instances work 
is being done towards the developing of 
trade by river communications.

WEST LAND REGULATIONS.
A NY person who is the sole head of a 

family, or any male over 18 years ola, 
may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Sas­
katchewan or Alberta. The applicant 
appear in person at the Dominion lAnds 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the district. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency, on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm oj 
at least SO acres solely owned and occupied 
by him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother, or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-sec­
tion alongside his homestead .Price $3,00 
per acre.

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Raffia Embroidery

Raffia embroidery is so simple that a 
description will make it possible to most 
women who arc apt- needle-workers. It 
is rapid embroidery, being, above all. ef­
fective. and the more simple pieces can 
be finished within a very short time. The 
doorway curtain, fon instance, of monk s 
cloth, worsted burlap or hemp may be 
slightly decorated after it is hemmed 
above and below and completed in a day.
