I. This Society shall be called “ The Nova Scotia Baptist Homo 
Missionary Society.”

II. The object of this Society shall be the preaching of the 
Gospel throughout Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island, and^New­
foundland, the assistance of feeble Churches, and the planting of 
new ones.

III. Any person may become, a member of this Society by 
tributiug five shillings and upwards» annually, to its funds. Any

__ tributiug five pounds at one time, shall be a Life mem-
Any person contributing twenty pounds at one time, or 

whose contributions shall amount to that sum, shall be a Life 
Director. Every Association or Auxiliary, which contributes 
nually to this Society, shall be entitled to be represented by one 
Delegate for every five ptmnds so contributed ; and every Baptist 
Church contributing annually to the funds of the Society, shall also 
have the privilege of sending a Delegate. Should the funds so 
contributed exceed five pounds, such church shall be entitled to 
send one delegate for every five pounds contributed.—Provided : 
That no Association, Auxiliary, or Church, shall be entitled to 
scud more than five Delegates at one time.

IV. The officers of this Society shall be a President, Vice-Pres­
idents, Secretary, Treasurer, and Auditor, who shall be annually 
appointed by the Society from among its members.

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' : The Society sl|all annually appoint a Board of Management, 
consisting of twenty-four members, seven of whom shall reside in 
the place designated, from year to year, as the location of the 
n'u i°r m ^ neighborhood, and seven shall constitute a quorum.

°j „’ers. above named shall be ex officio members of the Board. 
Hie following shall be the duties of the Board, viz To meet 
from time to time for the despatch of business, due notice of such 
meeting being g-ven ; to appoint Missionaries, and assign their re­
spective spheres of labor; to expend the funds for the objects of 
the Society, provided that all amounts contributed for any specific- 
purpose shall be faithfully applied, as far as possible, in accord­
ance with the wishes of the donors ; to employ agents for the col- 
Jection of funds, and for the general advancement of the interests 
ot the Society ; and to furnish 
past year at the Annual meeting.

VI. Every Auxiliary Society which shall agree to commit all its 
funds to the direction of this Society, shall be entitled to receive 
Missionary labor in such field as it may designate, to an amount at 
least equal to its contribution ; provided that such designation be 
intimated at the time of payment.

^ II The members of Auxiliary Societies shall be members of 
this Society. Life Directors shall be entitled to attend and vote 
at meetings of the Board.

VIII. The Annual meeting of the Society shall be held at such 
time and place as shall be determined upon at a previous Annual 
meeting. At that meeting, the officers of the Society for the en- 
suing year shall be appointed, and such other business transacted 
as the members then present shall deem expedient.

IX. No alteration of this Constitution shall be made without an 
affirmative vote of two-thirds of the members present at an An­
nual meeting.

Preached 60 sermons, held 46 Prayer and Conference Meet- 

ings, visited 160 families, baptized 36, organized 2 churches 

and 2 Sabbath schools.
He writes :__I trust God was with me, and 1 hope he has

blessed my labours. At Crow Harbour I had the pleasure 
of seeing those who professed to be Baptists, reclaimed from 
a prayerless state in which I found them, and also of seeing 
sinners converted to God, 12 of whom I baptized, and with 
the aid of Brothei Miller organized a Church, now numbering 
36 ; they are poor, but arc willing to do what they can.

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At New Harbour met with a warm reception ; had some

Rev. A. P. Shiels, by appointment of 5th July, I860 
formed a mission of 8 weeks in the Northern part o’f the 
Island, extending from Port Hood to Aspey Bay.

Travelled 485 miles, preached 39 sermons, delivered 18 
addresses to a few families or persons within call of the house : 
visited 06 families, also visited boats, fish houses and fishing 
stands, talking of Jesus Christ and the fishermen of Galilee 
to anxious souls ; distributed 1236 pages of Tracts, 20 English 
Bibles, 14 English Testaments, 6 Gaelic Bibles, 1 volume of 
Spurgeons Sermons, 1 volume of Border's Village Sermons,
1 volume of Boston’s Four-fold State,—all gratuitous.

Under date 6th November, he writes to the Board :1-Thesc 
tours 1 have to take on foot as there are no roads to speak of. 
But the people generally received me cordially and conveyed 
me on my way, sometimes through dense forests, across track-

1 Rev. John binw reports a mission of 8 weeks to Dog River, 
West River, Long Creek, Canoe Cove, Lot 49 and Grand 
River. Preached 52 sermons, visited 40 families, attended 1

and four in Grand lliver. Preached and visited in conjunction 
with Brother Ross for 4 weeks. A general awakening has 
been among the people of his (Bro. Ross) charge especially 
the youth, and among other congregations in those regions. 
My mission has been very pleasing to myself and hope 
beneficial to others. The final day will shew as a w ole, 1 
hope a prosperous one. This mission is self-sustained.
