OTTAWA, Ont., Oct. 16— (Special) —

been advised of the resignation of Col. 
Davidson, of Toronto, commanding the 
48th. Highlanders, because of the promo­
tion of Col. Pellatt. Col Pellatt was pro­
moted to be a full colonel a month ago. 
It passed the militia council in the usual 
way, no objections being made to it. En­
quiries at the department today elicited 
the information that Col. Pellatt was giv­
en promotion because of hie being in 
charge of the coronation contingent and 
had also perfomed good services to the 
militia and .the dominion. The colonel for 
hie services was recognized by the im­
perial authorites and it was thought Can­
ada ought to do the same thing. Summar­
ized, these are the explanations which 
are given at the department. Some com­
ment is alsoi made as to the particular 
time at which objections were taken to 
the colonel’s promotion.

OLD AGE PENSION

FONTANET, Ind., Oct. 16—The resit 
dents of this village of 1,000 persons, when \ 
they awoke this morning, encountered a 
much different situation than they had 
been accustomed to in the past. Instead 
of a quiet country town and pleasant 
scenery to greet their eyes, desolation was 
at hand. Soldiers of the Indiana State 
Militia were on hand and had stood guard 9 
all through the night.

Details as to what caused the terrible 
catastrophe of yesterday when ' the Du< 
pont Powder Mills blew up, killing prob­
ably 35 and injuring some 600 persona 
were lacking. No one connected with the 
Powder Company could ascribe any reason 
for the explosion. Several rumors were 
current, one of the most probable being 
that machinery in the glazing mill be­
came overheatèed from friction and set 
fire to some loose powder. The glazing 
mill was the first one to blow up. The 
other sections of the plant followed in 
rapid succession.

A number of the residents were able by 
patching up their houses to pass a fairly 
comfortable night. The remainder were 
accommodated with sleeping rooms on 
cots placed in tents brought here by or­
ders of Governor Hanly. Systematic ef­
forts are going forth and within a short 
time it is thought that most of the 
houses will be repaired in such a manner 
as to permit reocciipation.

The officers of Company B. of the • In­
diana Guard, which was brought here last 
night, reported the night passed without 
disturbance of any kind. The soldiers 
were distributed so as to guard as much 
of the town as possible, the guardsmen 
were instructed to shoot on any attempt 
at looting.

One dealer says that the 
Victoria is likely to bring "down 1,500 bar­
rels now at any time. There is very little 
rot around the upper Gagetown district.

Messrs. Hoben and Cooper, of this re­
gion, have big crops this year, the former 
having 20 acres. Mr. Cooper has planted 
12 barrels of seeds and has about 300 
barrels ready for shipment. In all he will 
likely have fivè or six hundred barrels. 
It is where the soil is heavy that the rot 
is affecting the crop. At Upper Gagetown 
the soil is drier, the potatoes qpnsequentiy 
are free.

James Barry, inspector of weights and 
measures, has been giving his attention 
to the question of short-weight butter, 
since the subject was brought to public 
attent on by the Times.

Inte.’viewed by a Times man yesterday 
afternoon, Inspector Barry stated that 
both in Fredericton and St. John he had 
been told by dealers that butter put up 
in farmers’ dairies was frequently short 
in weight. He found some in this city 
that was notably short.

With regard to creamery prints he 
found that some were from one hundred 
to two hundred and fifty grains short. 
There are " seven thousand grains in a 
pound. He also found some that were 
overweight. From this he was led to be­
lieve that carelessness in packing rather 
than a desire to cheat was the cause of 
any shortage in weight. Unless the prints 
were carefully moulded they might easily 
be under or over-weight. He confirmed 
the -statement in Mr. Cotber’p letter that 
the butter shrinks somewhat in weight 
when it has had time to dry out. In his 
opinion there is more likelihood of short 
weight in dairy prints, because the ordin­
ary household scales used by the farmer 
are very often incorrect.

It has been suggested to the Times that 
dealers should buy this country butter by 
actual weight, and sell it the same way. 
It may further be suggested that the 
same plan should be followed with regard 
to creamery butter, giving the seller the 
benefit if there ie overweight, and pro­
tecting the customer if there is under 
weight. If the customer would always in­
sist on having the butter weighed the 
remedy would very soon be effective»

The inspector found that sometimes 
dealers, when a customer asks for a pound 
of butter, cut a two-pound print in two. 
and sell each half without weighing it. He 
warns them that should not trust to 
their knife, hut to the scales to tell 
wrhether the print was exactly divided.

and every building in the town was whol­
ly or partially levelled to the ground.

Where stood a thriving and busy town 
of 1,000 people this morning, tonight there 
is ruin and scattered wreckage. The dead 
and more seriously injured have been 
taken away. Five hundred inhabitants, 
all more or less wounded, remain to gather 
their scattered household goods and sleep 
under tents and on cote, guarded by sol­
diers of the state.

Without warning the powder mills, 
seven m number, blew up at 9.15 this 
morning. They employed 200 njen and of 
these 75 were at work when the first ex­
plosion occurred in the press mill. In 
quick succession the glazing mill, the two 
coining mills and the powder magazine 
blew up, followed by the cap mill. In 
the magazine, situated several hundred 
yards from the mills, were stored 40,000 
kegs of powder. When it blew up the 
concussion was felt nearly 200 miles away.

Farm houses, two miles away, and 
school houses equally distant, were torn 
to pieces and their occupants injured. A 
passenger train on the Big Four Railroad 
four miles away, had every coach window 
broken, and several passengers were in­
jured by flying glass.

The mill went up with three distinct 
explosions, followed ninety minutes later 
by a fourth, even more serious than the 
others, when the magazine went up. Im­
mediately following the explosions the 
wreckage caught fire and the inhabitants 
of the town who rushed to the rescue of 
the mill employes found themselves power- 
erless to aid those burning in the ruins.

The hull is 
very strongly built, being strengthened 
under the rails by four longitudinal trel­
lis-work girders, formed of channel-iron 
stanchions with angle- iron diagon­
als. The deck beams are of heavy 
channel section. The cars are carried on 
the main deck, on three lines of rails 
running the whole length of the vessel. 
The windlass and steering gear are plac­
ed under the main deck forward, so as 
to leave the deck clear for the accommo­
dation of the cars. Roomy quarters are 
provided for the crew and some of the of­
ficers under the main deck, forward of the 
machinery, with crew's galley, lavatory, 
etc. Passenger accommodation is provided 
on the superstructure deck, which is sup­
ported on lattice-work columns at a height 
sufficient to allow of the cars passing un­
derneath. On this deck are two large 
deck-houses. The forward one contains at 
the fore end a wheel-house raised so as 
to command a view all round. Abaft the 
wheel-house are rooms for officers, passen­
gers’ dining-saloon, also pantry and gal­
ley. The aftqr deck-house contains a sit­
ting room and lavatory accommodation 
for ladies and gentlemen. The vessel is 
lighted throughout by electricity, and has 
steam-heating installed in all cabins. The 
propelling machinery consists of two sets 
of inverted direct-acting triple-expansion 
engines, having cylinders 17 in., 28 in., 
and 46 in., in diameter by 30 in. stroke.

Allen, his young bride, and the 
of the Boston barkentine Addie Morrill, 
arrived here Monday on the steamer Ad­
miral Dewey from Jamaica, having been 
rescued by that steamer on her southern 
passage from their sinking vessel after all 
hope had been abandoned.
The Addie Morrill was bound from Sa­

lem, Mass., for Philadelphia with a cargo 
of paving stone. She ran into heavy gale, 
was driven off her course and was so bad­
ly battered by the tremendous seas that 
her seams opened and she began to fill. 
All on board the barkentine lashed them- 
selcvs to the rigging and were almost ex­
hausted when the Dewey bound from 
Boston to Port Antonio bore down upon 
them and rescued them from their peril­
ous plight. Mrs. Allen in describing her 
experiences stid:

“Each day after the Morrill sprang 
a leak until we were resuced we were get­
ting in more terrible straits. The Morrill 
was steadily sinking, despite constant 
work at the pumps. We had been forced 
out of the cabin by the water that flood­
ed the vessel’s hold. The cook house on 
the deck was the only place where we 
could find any shelter, 
what resigned to our fate when two lights 
pricked the murk away to the north. ‘A 
steamer/ somebody shouted. The 
took up the cry. Several of them burst 
their lashings and scrambled up into the 
dangling shrouds for a better view. Pres­
ently we saw the shadow of a boat. My 
head was in a dizzy whirl when they got 
me into the little craft. I can’t remember 
much about how I got there but soon 1 
was on the Dewey’s deck.”
