PREMIER ARMSTRONG IS DEF EATED

Premier-elect Rhodes Secures Great Personal Victory—Victoria

County Elects One of Each Side—Barnjum Goes
In on Tidal Wave in Queens

ALIFAX, N. S., June 26.—Nova Scotia found itself this morn-
ing in the hands of a Conservative administration-elect for the
first time in 43 years, while the Liberal forces which had wielded
uninterrupted power during that period found themselves with but
three sure representatives in an assembly of 43, as a result of the
most astonishing political upheaval recorded in Nova Scotia since
Confederation, achieved at the polls in yesterday's provincial gen-
eral election. The Liberal government went down with only three
survivors, and Premier Armstrong went down with it, when Shel-
burne county, which he contested, returned two Conservative

members with safe majorities.

Only one Liberal member of the last
House was returned, Hon. William
Chisholm, Minister of Works and
Mines, who with his colleague was
elected in Antigonish county. Alister
MecLeod, a newcomer to the political
field, was elected in Victeria county-

Great enthusiasm greeted the victory
of the Conservatives throughout the
province, wherever returns were pub-
licly posted, but the celebration was
greatly curtailed and moderated by a
drenching downpour of rain that
started early in the afternoon and con-
tinued until midnight, especially in
Halifax, where newspapers had made
elaborate arrangements for showing
the returns on screens.

The storm, which was accompanied
in some districts by thunder and
lightning, rendered quick transmission
of the returns difficult for the tele-
phone and telegraph companies, but
the result was not in doubt after 11
o'clock. .

Premier Armstrong is expected to
return to Halifax today from his con-
stituency, where he and his coleague,
Hen. Robert Irwin, Speaker of the
House, received the news of their de-
feat last night.

PREMIER ARMSTRONG::

Last night Premier E. H. Armstrong
at Shelburne gave out the following
statement:

“Latest information unmistakably
indicates that a substantial majority
of the clectors have come to the con-
clusion that a time for a change had
arrived. The outstanding majorities
in many of the counties clearly show
that a popular verdict has been ren-
dered against the government. It is
quite impossible at this distance, and
without the full facts before me, to
arrive at any well reasoned cause for
the defeat of the government- The
Liberal party had as fine a lineup of
candidates in the field as ever presented
themselves to the electorate for sup-
port, and that they put up a gallant
fight against overwhelming odds, will

“However greatly we regret the
outcome, we have no desire or in-
tention of minimizing the extent
either of the victory for the oppo-
sition or of the reverse suffered by
the Liberal party throughout the
province. It is too early to esti-
mate the influences which brought
about the downfall of the govern-
ment, but probably the chiefest of
these was the prevailing business
depression, and cry of ‘hard times,’
which always is the strongest and
most deadly foe of a government,
and the party in power, notwith-
standing the fact that the provin-
cial government was not respon-
sible for.and had no control over
the state of business, and indus-
trial inactivity, attributable largely
to world-wide conditions.”

NOT PARTY WORK.

FIGHT THREATENS,

But that does not mean there is no
fighting feeling in both camps. The
mine owners’ decision to change the
working hours was forced, it now de-
velops, by influential members of the
association, who feel the time is op-
portune fgr the repeal of the seven-
hour law, and who threatend to leave
the association unless it acted.

Herbert Smith, president of the
miners, announces his men will use
every effort possible to fight against
longer hours .and lower wages.

The final attitude of the railwaymen
will possibly be influenced by what
happens in the mines. If the mine
owners believe they have enough
strength—end enough government sup-
port—to get through a repeal of the
seven-hour day, the railwaymen will
believe their turn comes next and will
go to the assistance of the miners.

But it is by no means a cut conflict.
It remains to be seen whether the
mine owners will risk a lockout and
face the accusation of having precipl-
tated the trouble.

yesterday’s revolution.

MILITARY IN CONTROL

ATHENS, June 26.—The Greek
Government under the prenfiership of
Qﬂchalakopoulos has been deposed and
8 new government under military con-
trol is installed at Athens. The revolu-
tionary movement started simultane-
pusly in Athens and Saloniki, when anti
government fogces after a brief and
ha_rmless fusilade seized the telegraph
nﬂ_ccs and cut communications.

The military movement had been
foreseen for several days but up to
the- last minute the government had
declared itself master of the situation
and was absolutely convinced of the
loyalty of the troops.

The whole of the Athens garrison
did not at first declare in favor of the
revolition, and ' Premier Michalako-
poulos and his cabinet remained in ses-
sion in the parliament building guard-
ed by loyal troops.

In the afternoon, General Pangalos

Commons

$UM INSUFFICIENT
“FOR NEEDS, IS CLAIM

Acting Minister of Finance
Explains Measure at
Second Reading.

OTTAWA, June 25—The Rural
Credits Bill was given second reading
in the House of Commons today.

Hon. J. A. Robb,  Acting Minister
of Finance, explained that the funda-

provinces. It was made very clear
that any advance under the act should
not be made to any province unless that
province agreed.

DEBT TO DOMINION.

The advance constituted a debt of
the province to the Dominion secured
by.provincial bonds. The province was
responsible for collections of principal
and interest, which were a first mort-
gage against the seeurity. The bill
would probably require some changes
in existing provincial rural credits leg-
islation.

. Right Hon. Arthur Meighen said it
was “a joke to call this. rural credits.”
He wanted to know if any of the
provinces had ever asked that the Fed-
eral Parliament enact such a bill.

BILL HELD DESIRABLE.

Mr, Robb said' that there hag been
representations in the House of Com-
mons which indicated that.such a bill
was desirable. He thought that there
might be some division of opinion
among the different provinces, some of
which already had legislation along
this line. Some of this legislation had
proved profitable, other “not so very
profitable” However, it was for the
provinces to determine. whether they
came in under the this Federal bil or
not. v

Mr. Speaker suggested that if the
House was in committee, discussion
could be carried more freely, and he
therefore suggested the bill be given|
second reading, if there was no objec-
tion to the principle of the bill.

It passed an act in 1923 giving the
municipalities authority to issue bonds,
but the scheme had proved impracti-
cable, Mr. Caldwell did not think that
under the scheme now proposed by the
government, New Brunswick would re-
ceive any henefit.
‘ Hon. Tharles Stewart, Minister of
Interior, staled that he agreed with
Dr. Tory that the! farm loan indebted-
ness for the three provinces amounted
to about $200,000,000. The $10,000,000,
under the act, would be sufficient to
meet the requirements of this year for
the purpose of inaugurating a rural
credit system, which was necessary for
the west.

MEIGHEN CENSURES PLAN,

Mr. Meizhen said that the last thing
in the werld that the Government's
proposal could be described as was a
rural credit scheme.

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A CONSERVATIVE LANDSLIDE.

After being in the political wilder-
ness for forty-three years, the Con-
servative party swept Nova Scotia yes-
‘terday, with the amazing result that in
the next Legislature forty of the forty-
three members will be Conservatives.
To-day this political cloudburst. is the
subject of lively discussion throughout
Qanada, and a host of Canadians are
busily engaged in estimating the prob-
able effect of Nova Scotia’s verdict
upon the forthcoming contest in New
Brunswick, and upon the federal elee-
tion which Ottawa despatches indicate
is still to be expected in the coming
autumn.

:As a matter of fact, the event in
Nova Scotia has confounded most of
the prophets. A majority of them
probably expected the return of the
Armstrong Government with a re-
duced majority. Many indeed predicted
a Conservative victory, and many more
prophesied that the Opposition would
make heavy gains, but few, if any,
expeoted a tidal wave. Nova Scotia
has had a real political revolution.
The Liberals held twenty-nine seats at
dissolution, the Farmers five, Labor
four, and the Conservatives three. To-
day the Conservatives have forty, and
the Liberals three. The Labor candi-

disturbance which it was thought
would militate heavily in favor of their
candidates, elected none of their men,
nid the vote polled by their dozen can-
The Farmer
group nominated mo candidates, and
whatever strength it had developed
hitherto has been absorbed by the old
parties, the Conservatives chiefly.

"The Liberal Government was swept
omt of existence by a great overturn of
popular sentiment. Premier Armstrong
and his running mate were soundly
beaten in Shelburne, and the only
Liberal who sat in the last House and
who survived the storm is Hon. William
Chisholm, who was Minister of Public
Works, and who was elected in Anti-
gonish, together with Dr. McIsaac. M..
D. B. McLeod, a third Liberal, won in
Victoria by a slight margin. In every
other constituency Conservatives tri-
umphed, in most cases by smash-
ing majorities. Even former Liberal
strongholds were car-ied by majoritics
so large as to indicate a complete
reversal of sentiment. In Halifax,
where Attorney-General O’Hearn led
the Liberal forces, the entire Conserva-
tive ticket was elected by a tremendous

The effect of the Nova Scotia verdict
will be to give strong encouragement -
Conservatives throughout the country,
just as the Saskatchewan verdict was
aailed as a significant political portent
by the Liberals. But in Saskatchewan
the Liberals had been long in control
and they increased their strength,
whereas in Nova Scotia they encoun-
tered black disaster. No one cause
sccounts for the Nova Scotia result.
There is an old saying to the effect
that while the Government does not
make the sun shine, it is a bad thing
for the Government when the sun
does not shine; and the sun has not
been shining in a business sense in Nova
Scotia for a long time. 'The situation
in the mining area, where idleness has
prevailed for nearly four months, and
where of late there has been disorder,
has exercised a most depressing and
Irritating effect upon the whole
province, but in addition to that busi-
ness was bad and the people were dis-
gruntled. The Liberals had been in
control since the early eighties. Very
evidently a great majority of the peopie
thought it was time for a change, and
many thousands of them broke away
from their old party allegiance.

There were other elements making
for Conservative success. The party
hud enlisted new 'strength‘ Hon. E. N.
Rhodes, an outstanding figure, long a
member of Pariiament, and Speaker cof
the House under the Meighen adminis-
tration, lately accepted the Conserva-
Hive leadership in the province. He
was able to associate with him a group
of strong lieutenants, with the result
that a highly effective organization was
perfected. Mr. Rhodes conducted an
aggressive campaign, directly attribui-
ing many of the ills of the province lo
lack of proper government.

Both he and Premier Armstrong
Buggested remedies for the existing de-

to a searching investigation of economic
disabilities and vigorous measures to
reduce taxation, and to promote agri-
culture, mining, fishing and manufac-
turing by finding larger markets and
removing some of the handicaps from
which these activities , suffer. Mr.
Rhodes is a man of high ability and
much experience, and with overwhelm-
ing support in the Legislature he will
have a free hand in applying his

policies. His course will be watched
with keen interest’ in the _ other
provinces,

SUGGESTIONS WANTED,

The Saint John Board of Trade, in
view of the importance of the forth-
coming Maritime Conference at Monc-

iton, has sent to each of its members a

request for constructive suggestions to
be presented at that meeting, at which
the board will be strongly represented.
Already, it is learned by The Times-
S.tar, responses to this request are
coming in, and many more are ex-
pected within the next few days. It
is desirable that members should be
prompt in submitting their ideas, in
order that they may be examined and
digested in advance of the Moncton
conference.

Suggestions from those who are not
members of the board are invited and
will be welcome. Inquiries from othar
parts of the Dominion regarding this
Maritime Conference are increasing in
number, and the meeting is recognized
as of national as well as of Maritime
importance. Those who hate sugges-
tions to make will naturally keep in
mind that a Dominion conference is
coming in the autumn, and that the
subjects for discussion at the Maritime
meeting should not only be construc-
tive but should be of such a nature
that they will be likely to command
support in the other provinces as well
as here. The situation is admittedly
one of difficulty, and it is essential that
we should give due thought to the fa:t
that other provinces have their prob-
lems and their handicaps and that
proposals, in order to prove ultimately

useful and beneficial, should be marked’

by a broad spirit of give-and-take..

We must go far beyond complaint
and protest. We must examine our
problems both closely and fairly, and
we must show that spirit which desires
economic justice for évery part of
Canada. We must aim to establish
equality of opportunity all over the
Dominion, so far as that is reasonably
possible. z

What is done at this forthcoming
Maritime Conference will be scrutinized
very carefully elsewhere in Canada, and
thcrefore  the  deliberations demand
broad-gauge thinking. The Maritimes,
in fact, should in this matter seek to
sound a note at once broad and con-
structive, thus increasing the chances
that the later Dominion conference wil,
yield important results in ﬁationak
unity and co-operation. This move-
ment from the first has been entirely
non-political. Its work should have
an important influence upon the future
course of every man in pubiic life,
and upon many thousands who have
hitherto been content to leave policies
of provincial and federal betterment
too much to “the other follow.”

TROUBLE BREWING.

While Canada is awaiting a general
revision of freight rates by the Rail-
way Commssion, American railways,
?articularly in the West, are preparing
to ask the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission to allow them impose
increased charges. Railway rates in
the United States are already higher
than they are in this country. Appar-
ently in the expectation that the rail-
ways will- be able to secure larger
revenues the American railway unions
are insisting that they shall have
higher wages as soon as their present
agreements expire. They propose to
ask for the restoration of the basis of
pay existing in 1919-20,

There has been a growing demand for
lower freight rates in the United States,
particularly on agricultural products.
The rallways complain that the exist-
ing charges are insufficient, and that
the unions Have insisted upon a scale
of wages so high as to make any re-
duction impossible. Prevailing Ameri-
can opinion seems to be that higher
rates are not justified, and that serious
trouble would follow should the unions
atiempt to enforce their demand for
more pay. The whole situation is
made worse by the growing expectation
of strikes, in both the anthracite and
soft coal regions.

That was done in
Philadelphia on Monday and again in
New York on Wednesday.

Is this baseball or football?

Everybody is asking how such things
can be amd overcome us like a summer
cloud. . ‘1he explanation are varied
but contradictory. Somes baseball
sharks says it is the “lively” ball. Yet
even with it we frequently get games
in which the beaten nine makes only
four or five hits. Others assert that
there has been a lamentable falling off
in the efficiency of pitchers. Never-

each turn in a shut-out in a single
week. It is said that injuries have kept
s0 many of the best players temporarily
idle that the average level of skill has
been lowered. There may be truth in
these answers to the question what is
the matter with baseball, but not all
of them together really account for the
extraordinary records made on the
diamond this year. If the game con-
tinues to run its erratic course through
the coming months, there will undoubt-
edly be a demand that the rules be
changed, so as to give pitchers more of
an advantage ‘over batsmen, and so
that the amazing upsets which have
been so frequent during May and June
may not continue to make baseball
appear to have degenerated into some-
thing both incalculable and bizarre.

Women and The World,

: (Milwaukee Sentinel)

“Women are smoking, right out in
the open, more than ever,” says an
Eastern observer, commenting on the
opening of Brooklyn street cars to
women smokers and the installation of
special smoking cars for Jadies on at
least one railroad.

In spite of anti-smoke ordinances in
some sections of the country, the battle
for the “right to smoke” is consider-
ed fairly won by some feminist leaders.
The authority of the Department of
Commerce is quoted as supporting the
evidence that the tremendous increase
in the consumption of cigarettes con-
sumed is now twenty times what it
was. in 1900, ap increase which cer-
tainly can not be accounted for by
male consumers.

If women have won another “right,”
the question is raised: “What are
they going to do with it?” Will the
new habit become general or will
they get tired of smoking as soon as
laws and customs offer mo further op-
position? !

Some skeptics believe that feminine
consumption of cigarettes has reached
its peak volume and will decrease. No
doubt it was stimuldted to some ex-
tent by moral and legal prohibition.
The late Amy Lowell, for instance, is
remembered for smoking cigars, not
because she liked them but because
she confessedly made herself a mar-
tyr to the “ptinciple” of feminine
“emancipation.” If there are any more
such heroines, they will probably drop
their self-sacrificing practice in the
enjoyment of the new freedom.

Is it irrational for women to fight
for a privilege which they do not ex-
pect to use once it is granted? If so,
it must be admitted that men are not
displaying any higher rationality. The
Volstead Act, it is asserted, has evok-
ed an untimely thirst in many people
who never used to drink before drink-
ing was prohibited, ,and the great
American pilgrimage across the Can-
adian border seems to bear out this
assertion.

We may also consider what men did
with the right to vote. They fought
and died for it,- and now that they
have it, democracy is lucky if fifty
per cent, of the voters take the trouble
of exercising their greatest right.
Whatever the women may choose to do
with the weed, mere man is hardly in
a position to set himself up as moral
censor.

What Are You Worth?
(Portland Press-Herald)

The breadwinner of the family fre-
quently underestimates the financial
loss which would be Incurred by his
dependents in case of his untimely
death. This is evidenced by the small
amount of life insurance protection car-
ried by the average man, when com-
pared to his earning capacity and his
family responsibilities.

Statisties obtained from the records
of some fifty railroad attome{s in this
country give a working basis in at-
tempting to estimate the economic
value of a man’s life. This data is from
records of settlement made in 1922 by
railroad companies in compensation for
accidents occurring on the respective
roads. Court decisions regarding fatali-
ties among younger lives are particu-
larly interesting, as illustrating the
judicial opinion on the economic values
of the life of a young man of moder-
ate income: »

A brakeman, aged twenty-eight, earn-
ing $140 a month—judgment $27,500.

An engineer, aged thirty-four, earn-
ing $200 a month—judgment $32,000.

A brakeman, aged thirty-one, earn-
ing $185 a month—judgment $2,000-
A fireman, age thirty-two, earning
$70 a month—judgment $12,000.

A brakeman, age twenty-nine, earn-
ing $90 a month—judgment $16,000.

" A conductor, age thirty-four, earn-
ing $215 a month—judgment $35,000,
It is apparent from these judicial de-
cisions that every life has an economie
value which at least can be approxi-
mated. The sad thing is that this vajue
is ustally determined after death, and
then only because some one is respan-
sible for the accidental death, and there
is a chance that the financial loss -to
dependents may be recovered. 2
When redress is sought through the
courts for compensation to dependents
because of death occurring through
criminal negligence, the economic value
of the life thus taken is always placed
by the plaintiffs at a high figure. Yet
what preparation has been made by the
breadwinner himself to protect his fam-
ily in event of his death occurring
from any cause? If he has not car-
ried sufficient life insurance, or built
up some kind of a.fhrift fund throigh
other channels, he has not fulfilled his
own responsibilities to his dependents.
Since death by accident is merely a pos-
sibility, but death through some cause
is inescapable, the head of the family
must see to it that provision is made
for his untimely ipassing.

Revised Version,

(Chicago Journal of Comaerce.)
Back in’ the United States, John H.
Cownie denies that he rushed up to
King George at the Wembley exposi-
tion in London, seized the king by the
hand, and cried, “How-do, king, I'm an
American—put ’er there” The denial
should be given wide publicity, for the
first version represented Mr- Cownie as
an American citizen of boorish man-
ners.

Mr. Cownie is a resident of Des
Moines. His business is that of glove
manufacturer. He explains that he
spent a good deal of time at the Wem-
bley exposition with his young son.
One day as father and son were stand-
ing before an exhibit in one of the
buildings, King George came along
with some companions and halted near
at hand.

“I looked at the king and nodded,
and the king smiled and nodded to me
in a friendly manner,” explaing Mr.
Cownie. “He chatted with me about
the exhibition and asked me how I
liked it, and then I asked the king if
he would like to meet a young Ameri-
can. He replied, ‘Certainly, I shall be
very pleased to do so.! I presented my
son to him, and he shook hands with
both of us in a kindly manner.”

King George is England’s
king. An American in England should
bear himself toward England’s king in
exactly the manner that an English-
man does; just as an Englishman in
America should observe all the Ameri-
can proprieties concerning the president
of the United States.

dustries there. It is also a delightful
residential section and boasts, as well,
good stores, well designed churches and

v
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schools and is in the enjoyment of
modern streets, fire eqiipment, lighting,
water and sewerage services.

EARLY HISTORY,

The village is about 100 years old
and received its name in honor of
Robert Fair, one of its early settlers.
Terence O’Brien, grandfather of Coun-
cillor O’Brien, was also one of the
pioneers. He and a few others having
blazed the trail for those who came
later. The only highway then was
known as the Old Post Road, leading
to St. Andrews and Fredericton. On
this road, near the junction of South
Bay and Manawagonish roads stood the
renowned Yorkshire Tavern. It was a
stopping place and headquarters for
those engaged in' hauling lumber ‘to the
city in old shipbuilding days. It was
not unusual then to see 50 or 60 teams
drawn up around the barn. The place
was also famous as .a' bowling alley.

A few of the merchants of the earlier
days who are sttviving are Robert
Catherwood, 'J. Stout and Mrs. Mary
Dwyer, who still has a little store on
Church Aventie. Much credit is given
the early residents who through hard-
ship, toil and thrift made possible the
beautiful and prosperous village of to-
day.

LARGE INDUSTRIES.

Formerly large milling establishments
in the immediate neighborhood were
instrumental in building up the locality
but some of these succumbed to fire.
Other industries have taken their place
including. the Nashwaak Pulp and
Paper mill, situated on the site of the
former Cushing’s mill at Union Point;
T. H. Simms brush factory, near the
bridge; the Wilson Box Factory, on the

‘| Gipsy Settlement road; the Maritime

Constriiction Company plant; Ready’s
Breweries Ltd, and McMurray’s
Bakery. These give employment to a
large number of people.

EXCELLENT STORES,

Fairville boasts a large number of
excellent stores which give everything
which is to be had in the way of food,
clothing, medicine, furniture, ete.

The place is an important railway
centre. The ceaseless tooting of the
locomotive whistle furnishes ample evi-
dence of the great amount of trade
and travel which passes through it. A
splendid new steel arch bridge used for
railway purposes, connects Fairville
with the city, and is parallel with the
bridge used for pedestrians and street
car traffic. ;

IS EXTENDING.

Its upbuilding goes on.
Plateau, which is accessible from Sand
Cove Road; i being rapidly built up
and already has the appearance of a
hamlet. Manawagonish Road is a very
attractive residential section and con-
tains many beautiful residences. The
street car line extends as far as Moore’s
Hill. There is a concrete sidewalk and
the road has been recently paved for
a short distance beyond the car line.
Between sidewalks and pavement grass
plots have been placed and give a bou-
levard effect. Beautiful shade trees
planted by former residents, with
hedges, lawns and flower plots give the
road a very pleasing appearance. Dur-
ing last year the councillors and the
Highway Board have been instrumental
in paving the principal streets and have
laid concrete sidewalks in practically
every street. About 700 trees, includ-
ing maples, Norway pine, ash and pop-
lar, have been placed on the side streets,

Fairville .

RESIDENTIAL, MANUFACTURING AND

SHOPPING CENTRE
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WI'I’H a population of about 3500 people, Fairville has grown into a pros-
perous suburb of Saint John and its growing days seem by no means to
have ended, for new residences are springing up and the outlying portions are

well populated., Like the city, it has been through its scourges of
fire, but with marked pluck the people set about recovery, and success has

each resident having an ornamental
shade tree placed in front of his prop-
erty.

A plank walk has been constructed
from Church avenue to the Wilson box
factory ‘and opens up a new and de-
sirable building section. Agriculture
is carried “on extensively on the out-
skirts of the village, Sand Cove, Man-
awagonish. South Bay and Randolph.
many of the farms having a great deal
of interest for agricultural people vis-
iting in the city.

SOME BUILDINGS.

The principal buildings are the Pro-
vincial Hospital, built in 1846, gituated
in a picturesque spot near the Re-
versing Falls; the Bank of Nova Scotia,
post office, an up-to-date concrete block,
fire station with all the necessary fire
equipment; Orange Hall and the N. B,
Protestant Orphanage on Manawagon-
ish Road, where 100 children from all
over the province is now housed.

The Fairville churches all have an
interesting history. Methodism was es-
tablished in 1858, as the first real build-
ing was completed in 1862. In 1892
the church and parsonage were ide-
stroyed by fire as were many homes.
The following. year a new church was
well towards completion when this, too,
was destroyed. by fire. On Jan. 13,
1895, the present building was dedi-
cated. 'From 1859-1925 the chiirch: has
had 25 clergymen, the last: of these
being Rev. J. M. Rice. It'is an up-
to-date structure, the auditorium seat-
ing capacity being about. 800.: Duging
last year it has undergone repai#
the extent of $3,000. On either si
the ‘front entrance dis a massive ¢
crete block fence, which greatly
to its appearance. :

ST, ROSE'S.

The Roman Catholic church, St.
Rose’s, is located at Milford amid
beautiful surroundings on an elevation
which commands a splendid view of
surrounding country. It is a beautiful
structure, strong and commodious with
a graceful spire. The interior is very
attractive. The architecture is Gothic.
Above the altar is Hoffman’s famous
picture of Gethsemane. Very Rev.
Dean Charles Collins became its firs}
rector on Nov, 15, 1885, and is now in
his 40th year as pastor there. He'is
now assisted by Rev. Father Mallette
ag curate. The walk leading to chux!:h
is beautiful by shade trees.

The little church of Saint Columlis
is also beautifully situated with a splen-
did view of the Saint John River and
the city. It was completed on Dec. 2,
1896. Its fifth minister is Rev. W. My
Townsend, who has officiated for 17
years. It was named after Saint Co-
lumba, a native of Ireland, who in 563
A. D. founded a church on the Island
of Tona and traveled through the whole
of Scotland preaching the Christlal:

organized gn Sept. 6, 1881. 1Ii has had
twelve ministers, the Rev. C. T. Clark
now officiating. The seating capacity
is 8000 The auditorium has a large
memorial window unveiled in 1924, in
memory of the 47 men and two women
who enlisted for service in the great
war, six of whom made the supreme

sacrifice.
D SHEPHERD.

The Church of the Good Shepherd
(Anglican) was built in 1877, is of
English design. Its old-fashioned bel-
fry contains one of the best sounding
bells in the province. It was present-
ed to the church several years ago by
the late Captain Wm. Hamlin in mem-,
ory of his daughter, Sarah Hamlin. A
new hall to be placed on the site of the
present hall will be commenced next
month. It is to be 85 x 75 feet and

Diabetes is sullenl ivin
ground before a relentless znsisaugh%
and as soon as its defeat becomes more
manifest and unquestionable, some if
not all of the laurels of success are like-
ly to rest upon the modest brow aof
the family physicians.

Insulin, the pancreatic extract ob-
tained from sheep and hogs, which
restores the netabolic balance of the
glisbetic sufferer, and forestalls defin-
itely the lethal coma that marks the
end, has been, with a properly re-
stricted diet, the doctor’s chief reliance
in the fight.

DOCTORS PRAISED.

He also has had the assistance of
the diagnostic and test laboratory
facilities placed at nis disposai by the
great life insurance companies. But
after allowing for all this, and accord-
ing due honor to the Canadian scien-
t{sts whose discovery of insulin pro-
vided him a weapgn,.he major credit
remains his for havihg forced a dread-
er—and still incurable—~maladyinto its
first retreat. .

It is a comparatively new combina-
tion, this alliance of family doctor and
the chemico-medieal experts of the life
underwriting organizations. Some time
was required to demonstrate the fatuity
of the assumption that the activity of
the longevity and health promotion
agencies of the underwriters presaged
an era of mail order medical treatment.
But with the liason at last established,
the efficiency of the coalition promptly
became apparent in current mortality
statistics.

STILL RAMPANT.

Diabetes ranked eleventh or twelfth
among the causes of death throughout
the United States in 1922, ~Today, two
years or so after the use of insulin
became general, that position is no
longer tenable. Moreover, thousands
of diabetics have been rescued from
the unhappy status of helpless invalids
and enabled to resume nomal pur
suits.

Among the policyholders of his own
company, according to James F. Little,
associate actuary of the Prudential, the
diabetes death rate was reduced a third
last year, compared with the year be-
fore. On the other hand, among the
general population, as indicated by the
vital statistics of the state of New
York, the reduction during the same
period was comparatively slight.

Little, who made a study of the fig-
ures and comparisons, was inclined to
caution because, as he pointed out,
the remarkable showing was for the
period of one year only. Nevertheless
he ventured to ascribe its largely to the
co-operation of the longevity services,
the efficiency of which, he added,
“seems already to have been demon-
strated.”

“In our own case,” he said, “over a
period of several vears, between 19 and
20 of every thousand deaths among
male policyholders were due to dia-
betes. while among females the corre-
sponding figures were from 26 to 27
per thousand. In 1924, the diabetes
deaths were between 12 and 13 out of
each thousand in the case of males, and
18 to 19 for females, the reduction in
each instance being practically one-
third.

“But, on turning to the general pop-
ulation figures for the state of New
York, we find that while deaths from
diabetes averaged 22 per thousand
during the years 1919 to 1923, and were
231, ver thousand in 1923 alone, the
rate in 1924 fell only to 21, a much
smaller decrease.”

BOY EMPERDR'S
TREASURE LOGT

Profane Persons Invade For-
bidden City and Remove
Priceless Curios.

By RANDALL GOULD

PEKING, June 26—Profane feet
have stolen inside locked precincts of
the sacred Forbidden City of the Em-
perors here and profane hands have
removed large quantities of almost
priceless curios, it has been revealed by
members of the Inventory Commission
appointed to ‘nspect the quarters of
the recently deposed “Boy Emperor”
Hsuan Tung.

Following the departure of Hsuan
Tung and his metamorphosis into a
private citizen bearing the name of
Henry Pu Yi, the halls and courts
which he and his two young wives
had occupied for years were sealed and
kept under guard. That the guard was
not as strict as it should have been is
evident from the discoveries just an-
nounced.

Sealing papers on the door of the
ancient Chang Chung Kung hall were
found to have been broken and the
locks tampered with. Footprints were
found inside. The lock of the Yi Ching
Su Shih Tien was likewise broker.
The doors of the Ta Chi Tien were
open wide: Empty wooden cases scat-
tered about told a mute story of the
removal of precious cloths, porcelains
and other valuable goods.

SACRILEGE,

While the material value of the ar-
ticles was great enough to warrant
something of a commotion over this
discovery, of even greater moment to
the Chinese mind is the sacrilege con-
nected with such an act. Even though
the Emperor no longer reigns, his
name is still connected with the high-
est things of earth and with heaven
itself as well, in the mind of the ordin-
ary citizen of the so-called Republic
of, China, and great is the scandal at-
tendant upon the leaking out of this
news—news at first kept secret, but
at last revealed.

The general lack of order in China’s
harassed capital is illustrated by the
fact that when the Provisional Gov-
ernment tried to borrow some furni-
ture from the Presidential Palace, un-

occupied but guarded since the abdi-
cation of the former President Tsao
Kun last fall, it was found that all the
furniture had disappeared. FEven the
metal ring mountings on the door of

the “stone house” built by the late
President Yuan Shih-kai, first Presi-
dent of China, had been chipped off.

Professor Browne’s great-grandfather,
Lieut.-Col. Zachariah Barnard Browne,
of De Lancey’s 38rd Battalion, came
nere from Massachusetts with the Loy-
alists, bringing with him his two-year-
oid son, Josiah Sawyer Browne, lst§
who later lived most of- his life in Car-
leton county. v

The visitor’s parents removed from
New Brupswick in'1852 when Professor
Browne was'only 'two years old, pro-
ceeding . to ‘thé Canadian west, where
they remained until near the close of
the Civil War in:the United States,
when they remioved to Wisconsin. Ex-
cept for six months spent in Carleton
county, in this province, in 1895-96 in
evangelistic work, Professor Browne h4as
spent his life in the United States, re-
siding in 13 different states.

Although engaged as a teacher and
home mission worker, Professor Browne
was only able to pick up portions of
his college education here and there
and it was only recently he entered
Salem College and secured his degree.

The visitor spent yesterday visiting
several older citizens who had known
any of the other members of the fam-
ily and in looking over historic docu-
ments at the Public Library which
contained references to the lives of his
‘forefathers in earlier Saint John his-
tory. He expressed his pleasure at the
kindness shown him on every hand by
many citizens and wished to thank
them for the hours of happiness given
to him on his return to the home of his
forefathers.

Gives Own Experience; Points
Value of Expenditure of
"Few Hundreds.

Camp sites are a prime necessity in
the development of tourist traffic and

F. M. Logan, proprietor of the Standard
Creamery. Mr. Logan has had con-
siderable experience with camp sites,
having crossed the continent 14 times in
addition to taking a great many motor
trips. He speaks. therefore, from ex-
perience.

“After several Years in the western
prairie provinces,” Mr. Logan said in
an interview, “I decided to visit my old
home in Nova Scotia, traveling back
by auto with my wife and ‘three chil-
dtm As you are aware, there is not

CARRIED TENTS

“When we decided to motor east, we

Here we found a tourist camp sight
located in. the .finest park in the city.
The tenting groiind was within 200
feet of a swimming pool, dance hall
and other attractions, so we decided
to put up the tent. We found it so
satisfactory and pleasant that we tent-
ed almost every night for the rest of
tihe journey.

SITES EQUIPPED i

“The tourist camp idea,” said Mr.
Logan, - “is certainly popular in the
United -States. In the average town or
ciwy, it is as much of an institution as
the town hall and much wore widely
advertised. The sites a-e usually lo-
coted in the parks or in some place
casy of access with sigus along the
way, directing tourists where to find
them. They are usually fitted up with
a small house or kitchen with a stove,
smk, water supply, toilet etc., installed
for the convenience of the tourists. This
means about an outlay of only a few
hundreds of dollars yet they easily sup-
ply the needs of the average tourist.”

IDEA SPREADING

Moderately-priced automobiles and
tourist camnps, Mr. Logan believes, en-
able the man of moderate means to

"give his family a vacation and change
fof scenery that they would otherwise
not get, as many of them cannot af-
ford to put up at hotels for several
weeks. At some of these western camps,
he says, you will meet tourists from
California, Seattle on the west coast and
as far east as Maine. They all like the
free lift outdoors.

“It is the general opinion that camp
sites detract from hotel revenue,” Mr.
Logan said. “Well, it is possible that
they do in some cases but not to any
large extent. @ Without towrist camp
sites, there would not be half as many
motor tourists, so it about events itself
up. An attractive camp with a good
view and pleasant surroundings will
cause a tourist to remain two or three
days, whereas they never would start
from home if they had to live at the
hotels. They are bound to leave some
money in the town or city.

URGES ACTION

“There would be some foggy nights
here, it is true, when it would not be
pleasant to remaih outdoors but these
would, it was hoped, be few and far
between.

SMOKERS’ TASTES
CHANGE INDUSTRY

A primary difficulty with the to-
bacco-growing industry in the Con-
necticut valley is the change in the
habits and tastes of smokers that has
devcloped so rapidly in recent years.
Cigavette tobacco is not grown in
Western New England. Yet cigarette
consumption has increased some 2,000
per cent. in the last twenty years.
Connecticut valley tobacco remains
the wrapper tobacco which must find
its market in the cigar-making indus-
try alone. The consumption of cigars,
hcwever, has been stationary for a long
period, ,md has declined sharply rela-
tive to the growth of populaticn. More
recently there has been a ntable fall-
ing off in actual cigar production
owing to the phenomeral growth of
the popularity of the cigarette.

In the face of tnese conditions,
growers of wrapper tobac:> in West-

tims of overproduction. With very
high tobacco taxes levied by the Fed-
eral Government, with fertilizer and
labor still high, and with tobacco
storehouses carrying crops two years
old which cannot be sold at a profit,
even co-operation in marketing has its
lumits..

ILOCAL OFFICE IS

SHOCKED BY NEWS
He Was District Superintend-
ent Here—Made Fine
Record in War

Word was received at the local office
of the Soldiers’ Settlement Board this
morning that Capt. Robert I. Donald-
son, district superintendent, had passed
away at Chignecto Mines, N. S, fol-
lowing a brief illness from typhoid fever
and heart trouble.

-{85th Nova Scotia Highlanders and

was soon promoted from rank to rank
until he received a commission as Cap-
tain. As a result of his gallantry he
was mentioned in despatches twice, was
awarded the military cross and was
made an O. B. E. After the termina-
tion of the war he became interested
in Soldiers’ Settlement work and for a
time was stationed in Halifax. |
