John Powell’s Fine Old Stock
Gone—Corset Stay Saves
Life of Woman.

Boston, Jan, 2—Fine old liquor with a
value running into thousands was stolen
from the Commonwealth Avenue resid-
ence of John ‘Powell by a band of men
who represented themselves\ as U. S.
revenue agents yesterday. They hauled
the liquor off in a truck after they had
presented-bogus - credentials- to Mrs.
Powell, who was slone in the house. °

‘When her husband returned and learn-
ed of the trick he communicated with
prohibition enforcement officers and was
told they had no part in the confisca-
tion. A search throughout New England
has been instituted for the robbers. Pow-
ell believes they were men who had
been in the liquor business and knew
the ropes.

ONTARIO PARLIAMENT
+ BUILDINGS

When one visits the eity of Toron'o
now and leoks upon the fine home of
the Ontario legislature in Queen’s Park,
it is hard to picture the primitive con-
ditions under which the members of the
first house met. When Governor Dzter
Russell called the first session of parlia-
ment in Upper Canada to meet in York
on June 1, 1797, the home of the rwo
branches of the House was two small
frame buildings situated near what is
the foot of Berkeley street now. DBoth
structures was twenty-five feet wide and
forty feet in length; they were erected
side by side near what is the foot of
Berkeley street now. Both structures
was twenty-five feet wide and forty feet
in length; they were erected side by
side and 100 feet apart. They had been
built in the brief space of time between
the rule of Governor Simcoe and Gov-
ernor Russell. -

So poor was the accommodation that
the parliament in 1804 passed an act ap-
propriating a certain sum of money an-
nually to defray the .expense of erect-
ing suitable public buildings for the
use of the province. The money voted,
however, was only about $2,000 a year,
so it is not surprising to hear Governor
Hunter complaining later that his gov-
ernment was not preperly  accommo-
dated to enact its business to the best
advantage. Public offices, he declared,
were found in private houses. When
the Houses were not in session the two
big rooms were used for court purposes.

HIGHWAYS OF
FRANCE T0 HAVE
SIGBOARDS

Establishment of Motor
Transportation During
War Promotes Campaign.

The importance of motor. transporta-
tion was thoroughly established in
France during the war, and from now
on motor trucks will be widely em-
ployed for industrial, commercial, and
agricultural purposes. It is also ex-
pected that there will be a considerable
increase in the volume of tourist traffic.
The direct effect of these developments
has been to turn attention to the care
of the roads in France, and also to the
importance of marking them adequately,
so that it will be possible to circulate
through the country without difficulty
and loss of time, writes Consul Louis G.
Dreyfus, Paris.

At present the roads are marked with
small iron signs suitable for local and
low-speed tratic. However, these will
not do for rapid travel, as the inscrip-
tions are so small they can not be read
while cars are in motion, and many of
them are not within the radius of the
lights at night,

inscriptions, painted on wood or canvas :
or, whenever possible, on the walls of |
houses. -These were placed at a proper !
height to be seen by thed rivers without |
difficulty by day or by night. The direct
result has been that the French ministry
of public works has decided to carry out
the idea developed through the war traf-
fic, by erecting danger signals and in-
dicating noteworthy places, and by de-
noting the route to be followed as re-
gards direction and distances,
According to a circular on Wiis sub-
ject, dated August 9, 1919, and issued
by the ministry of public works to the
prefects of the departments the names |
of villages must be conspicuously posted;
the inscription must be readily legible
and placed on a post or, preferably, on a
wall or building as nearly at right angles
to the road as possible, and on its right.
Only the name of the locality should
appear on the sign. Efforts are also to
be made to have the name of the town
placed on the city hall, railway station,
post office and other public buildings. |
As regards danger signals, the four
signals adopted by the international con-
ference relating to automobile traffic, |
held on October 11, 1909, will be the |
only ones ‘used. They are the signs for |
inclines, turns, road crossings and rail-
road crossings.  These are to be posted
about 275 yards before the place to be
designated, unless special . conditions
should require otherwise. They are to
be perpendicular to the road, and on the !
right of the direction followed, |
Signs indicating direction are to be!
situated at the entrance or exit of places
as well as at branches or crossings of
importance, There is to be a different

signboard for every direction, containing[

only the name of the first place in the |
direction one is preceding and the name |
of the first town of importance toward |
which one is traveling. This latter nawe
will be identical on successive posts !
until the town in question is reached.,
Distances will be recorded in kilomelers
beside the names of towns. The inscrip-
tions are to be headed with an arrow and
an abbreviation indicating the class of
the road; there are five different classes
of highways and roads in France. Ail
signs are to be placed so that they are
within the radius of the lights of the
vehicles. They are to be six feet six’
inches above the level of the road if
they are in a place near which there is
pedestrian traffic, and six feet three
inches high at the most if they are on
a wall. The placing of signs on walls
or buildings is recommended very much.
In case they are too low signs are apt
to become bespattered with mud and to
be disfigured by disrespectful passers-by.

The inscriptions are to be on dark blue
backgrounds, with the lettering at least
5.9 inches in height. Numerals will be
a little smaller than letters. Iron, var-
nished sheet iron, or wooden signs can
be used. Enamel signs are not recom-
mended as they deteriorate too easily
and are difficult to repair. On the other
hand, wooden signs and posts which are
prepared with care can be preserved for
a long time. It will also be possible to
paint the inscriptions directly on walls.
Legislation is in preparation enabling
the painting of signs on walls adjoining

On the last day of the year 1919 Rev.

George Scott of the Childrer’s Aid So-
ciety had occasion to visit a home in the
extreme north end of the city which
may be taken as a striking illustration
of the seriousness. of the local housing
problem. The structure is a two-story
one, built against a side hill with the
street in front of it. The lower flat is
wrecked, at least so far as windows and
doors are concerned, and has been in that
condition for some time. In the upper
flat of five rooms there is a family of
seven persons, The father, who is a
widower, pays $7 a month rent.
For the last two months the occu-
pants have had no water or sewerage fa-
cilities, the pipes having burst. Besides
carrying all the water, this meant empty-
ing all slops outdoors, These, for ob-
vious reasons, cannot be put into the
street and so they have been in the habit
of throwing them on the side hill. The
result is that all this waste flows back
again down the hill and stagnates in the
basement of ‘the, house.

Besides the father there is his mother’s
sister of ninety years in the house. The
eldest daughter, who is about eighteen
yeats old, keeps house and there are four
other chifdnen ranging in age from twelve
years to twoy ;The flat is very cold and
what makes ityjworse is that the range,
which is the only stove they have, is in-
tended for weedionly. If the family had
hard wood this-would not be too bad
but they,-burn imill:wood and during the
late bitterly cald weather it was neces-
sary for the old lady to'sit up all night
to keep the fire on. The children all
seemed to have fairly warm clothing on,
but some of them had colds,

Another citizen told Mr. Scott that the
owners of the” house in which he lived
refused to make any repairs on his flat.
During the recent cold spell the water
froze and the:pipes burst. He had to
thaw them out himself and then take an
axe and chop ‘the ice from the kitchen

WHEAT TO U. S,

Canadian Wheat Board Act-
ing Cautiously in Oder" to
Obtain Highest Figure.

{Toronto Globe.)

Just how much Canadian wheat is
now finding its way into the United
States is difficult to ascertain. It is
quite evident, however, that the Can-
adicn Wheat Board does not intend to
rush the entire surplus on te the mar-
ket immediately. An action of this
kind would result in a big drop in the
price and offset the extra profit antici-|
pated through the lifting of united tSates
import embargo. Shipments have been
made from various Canadian ports since
December 15, and according to official
despatches, about two-thirds of the ex-
portable surplus has already been dis-
posed of. These figures are probably
i arrived at on an estimate of the export-
! able’ surplus being 75,000,000 bushels.
Other figures, however, give the surplus
as 100,000,000 or 110,000,000 bushels. It.
is said that some Canadian wheat has:
been sold recently in the United States |
as high as $3.256 and $8.50 a bushel, which !
with the exchange on American funds,
would average around $3.60- or $3.65.
