London, Oct. 9—According to a Central News despatch from Amster­
dam, another aerial raid has been made by the allies on Cologne and Rusesl- 
dorf, both important German Zeppelin airship bases. The telegram follows:

“A despatch from Cologne states that hostile aeroplanes threw bombs 
at the Zeppelin hangers at Cologne and Dusseldorf on Thursday afternoon- 
The former was uninjured but damage was inflicted at Dusseldorf.”

A previous aerial raid on Cologneand Dusseldorf was made by British 
naval airmen from Belgium on September 28.

Londop, Oct. 9.—The bombardment 
of Antwerp has been terrible, says an 
Ostcnd despatch to Reuter under date 
of Thursday.

"The | Germans threw incendiary 
bombs,” the despatch adds, “with the 
result that many parts of the town be­
tween the railway station at the south 
and Palace of Justice are in flames. It 
is rumored here that the Germans have 
been repulsed on the left bank of the 
River Nethe.

Prisoners Fight

London, Oct. 9.—The official com­
munication of the German general staff, 
given out at Berlin last evening says:

“From thc western scene of war no 
facts of decisive importance can be 
mentioned. Small progress has been 
made near St. Mihel and in the Argon- 
nes.

“Before Antwerp, Fort Breendonk (to 
the south of Antwerp) has been taken 
and the attack on the inner fort line 
has begun therewith. The bombard­
ment of the quarter of the town lying 
behind was begun after the declaration 
jf^the commander of the stronghold that 
he took the responsibility.

“The airship hall at Dusseldorf has 
been hit by a bomb thrown by a hos­
tile aviator. The roof of the hall was 
pierced and the cover of an airship in 
the hall was demolished.

“In the east the Russian column is 
marching from Lomza (Russian Poland) 
and has reached Lyck (in East Prussia) 
just beyond the frontier and almost di- 
,iectly west from Augustowo,”

While the city 
should be able to withstand the siege 
for eome time, the destruction of prop­
erty as a result of the German bombard­
ment will be enormous. It had been 
hoped that this great commercial city 
of the Belgians might have txeen spared 
the horrors of a siege ; but there Is now 
even n possibility of Its capture. There 
le one ray of hope. Thé strong forti­
fications may hold the Germans in check 
long enough for relief to come from the 
armies which are pressing through north­
eastern France to the Belgian frontier.
If the movement of the allied armies in 
that direction continues to be successful, 
the Germans may he forced to abandon 
their operations against Antwerp. Last 
night's official news was more cheering 
In regard to the general situation In 
France, and the reports today encourage 
the hope that the turning movement on 

* the German right will be successfully 
executed, in spite of the desperate resist­
ance put forth by the enemy. The at­
tack upon Antwerp and the desfructioA 
wrought there, added to the ruin in­
flicted upon Louvain, Termonde and 
other Belgian cities, and the ravaging of 
tile whole Belgian country will make 
all the more bitter the cup of reckoning 
to be placed to the lips of Germany 
when she has been beaten to her knees.

Sir Thomas Shaughneasy received many 
congatulations yesterday upon the re­
currence of his natal day. The president 
of the C._P. R. has more than once hint­
ed at family gatherings of the officials 
that the day was not far distant when 

, those who were presently entrusted with 
the control of the company must give 
place to younger men; but Sir Thomas, 
strong and alert and young of heart and 
mind, looks fit for many years of com­
manding and influential service.

It was in 1869 that Sir Thomas began 
his railway career in the purchasing de­
partment of the Chicago, Milwaukee and 
St. Paul road, being, from January, 1879 
to October, 1882, general storekeeper on 
the system. It was in that year that 
Sir Thomas joined the C. P. R. whose 
headquarters were in the old Imperial 
Building next the Bank of Montreal, as 
purchasing agent. In that office, though 
it did not bulk, significantly, Sir Thomas 
brought to bear upon his duties the 
qualities and capacities which have given 
distinction and power, and mastery to 
his incumbancy of the supreme position 
—alertness, quick decision, foresight and 
unfailing courage and optimism.

These qualities and gifts could not be 
hidden in the small office, and in 1884 
he was appointed assistant to the general 
manager, who was then Sir William 
Van Home. He rose successively to be 
assistant general manager, assistant pres­
ident, director and vice-president and 
t;n 1899 president of the system.

The vigor and success which have 
marked his administration are too well 
known to need notice. His administra­
tion has been distinguished by the pre­
science, the large outlook, the energy and 
courage which have marked it. Perhaps 
it might be said that the chief distinction 
of the head of the executive is that he 
has given to the company the benefit of 
a kindling imagination, tempered by 
great prudence and practical shrewd­
ness. At the right, or, as many say, the 
psychological moment, he has done the 
notable thing. Every large act, involv­
ing radical departure from routine, or 
the accomplishment of a new and large 
task has been justified by experience.

IQUle those who know him super­
ficially would see, possibly only the em­
inently able but intensely practical rail­
way president. Sir Thomas has shown 
again and again in his encouragement of 
art and literature and the higher educa­
tion, and especially in his large Imperial 
outlook, as emphasized the other day nt 
the unveiling of the monument to King 
Edward—that his mind is rich in spiri­
tual apprehension. That Sir Thomas 
may be spared many years to direct the 
destinies of a system which he has done 
much to make so vast and powerful, is 
the wish of jnany outside railway cir­
cles.

ROYAL BAKING POWDERLondon, Oct. 9—Dr. Charles Sarolea, 
Belgian consul in Edinburgh, war cor­
respondent of the London Daily Chron­
icle, and editor of “Everyman,” who re­
cently witnessed and described the bom­
bardment of Antwerp by a Zeppelin, 
has issued an appeal to the people of 
Great Britain and America for aid for 
his stricken country.

“After 850 years the memory still sur­
vives in the Netherlands of the ‘Spanish 
Terror,’ ” says Dr. Sarolea. “Henceforth 
the memory of the *German terror,’ the 
‘Furor Teutonicus,’ will wipe out even 
the crimes of Alva and the Spanish In­
quisition. After sifting all the exaggera­
tions, there remain countless authentic­
ated deeds of inhuman and callous cruel­
ty and there are only two reasons ex­
plaining those deeds.

“In the first place the Germans were 
taken unawares by the heroic' resistance 
of the little Belgian army. They vented 
on the defenseless inhabitants their dis­
appointment at the failure of their plans 
and they tried to succeed by terrorisa- 
tion where they had failed by force of 
arms. In the second place, the German 
soldiery, being quartered in the chateaux 
of the nffbility and in the mansions of 
the well-to-do burghers and being al­
lowed to sack their well-stocked cellars, 

themselves over to the orgies of 
In the third place, the 

Belgian campaign, almost from the be­
ginning, took the form of guerilla war­
fare, the most cruel and most relentless 
form of war. Almost from the begin­
ning the Germans scattered in small 
bands and removed from the presence of 
superior officers, raided a territory de­
nuded of troops and sacked gnd burned 
the countryside with impunity.
A Nation of Out-of-Works

“Other belligerent nations may suffer

alon there has been created a whole na­
tion of unemployed. It is literally true 
to say that a whole people have taken to 
the road. Day after day, in every di­
rection, mile after mile, I met those 
melancholy processions of fugitives . of 
every age, of every class, whole families, 
huddled in carts, old women and infants 
trundled in wheelbarrows. Because the 
Germans have reverted to the barbaric 
stage the unfortunate Belgians have had 
to revert to the nomadic stage. But, alas, 
there is this difference between the 
nomadic Belgians and their ancestors, 
that their ancestors were shepherds, 
while the Belgians are the sheep driven 
at the mercy of a relentless foe.

“A few days ago King Albert of Bel­
gium, in an interview, was dilating on 
the recent barbarities committed by the 
enemy. 1 pointed out to His Majesty 
that retribution was coming, and that 
victory was near at hand* His Majesty s 
confidence in the final issue was as com­
plete as my own, but no anticipation of 
a final victory could comfort him in the 
present universal distress of his subjects 
and the appalling ravages of the war., 

“•When victory comes to our arms, 
he said, ‘what will remain of my miser­
able people?’”

London, Oct. 9—At the headquarters 
of the London recruiting dittoes the au­
thorities have compiled a chart which
throws an interesting light on the psy­
chology of recruiting. It covers a per­
iod between August 11 and September 
8, when 51,094 men enlisted in London. 
It shows how recruiting remained at a 
daily average of 1,200 while the news 
from the front was not disquieting; how 
it rose when the news was not so satis­
factory, and how it went up with a rush 
when heavy casualties were announced.

On Monday, August 24, the news was

Humane societies for the care of chil­
dren have decreased in number during 
the last year from 318 to 807, while so­
cieties devoted to the protection of an­
imals have increased from 180 to 191, ac­
cording to reports submitted at the open­
ing of the annual convention of the Am­
erican Humane Association, The num­
ber of children cared for by the so­
cieties yast year was 191,964, as com­
pared to 177,747 during the previous 
year.
