5AN FRANCISCO, May 18 —Be­
ni gna Green’s 60 years have been 

crowded with achievements and re­
verses enough to satisfy most folks, 
and sickness enough to dishearten many 
half her age—

But at 60, tshe tells the world she Is 
just beginning to live.

At this advanced age, when most 
people are retiring, she has mastered 
the extremely difficult Chinese language 
and will go to China as an educator in 
a government college.

Her biography Is a remarkable story 
of the victory of an indomitable spirit 
over poor health, a pain-wracked body 
and several financial setbacks.

At 20 she was one of America’s pion­
eer women stenographers, and the first 
woman to open a public stenographic 
office in Columbus, O. She also did 
court reporting for several years.

She became a specialist In convention 
reporting. She traveled all over Amer­
ica to make verbatim reports and edit 
official books of the Amedican Medical 
Association, the American Ceramic 
Society, civil and mining engineers’ 
organizations and other technical 
groups.

Still she wasn’t satisfied. With her 
husband and daughter, she spent 10 
years farming in Texas. She was an 
official of various state farm organiza­
tions, and organised the Texas farm 
women.

Cheering Reports Submitted 

at Seamen’s Mission Soc. 
Annual Meeting.

RECEIPTS LARGER
THAN EXPENSES

Manager W. Brindle Says 
Good Class of Men and 

Little Unemployment.

“More than 30,000 seafaring men 
patronized the Seamen’s Mission Soci­
ety of the port of Saint John during 
the last year, May 1, 1924, to April 30, 
1925,” said H. J. Evans, treasurer of 

^ the society this morning, on the day 
of the annual meeting. The treasurer 
reports the finances to be in a gener­
ally satisfactory condition. The total 
receipts for the year were $6,916.18, 
and the total expenditures $6,467.51. 
These are the salient features of the 
treasurer’s report to the meeting in the 
Seamen's Institute this afternoon.

“While the society,” remarked Mr. 
Evans, “is feeling the general stringency 
of the day as regards ready money, we 
have been able to carry on successfully. 
Much of our success is due to the fact 
that the society manages to operate the 
Institute at a minimum cost, a cost 
which I believe to be the lowest of any 
institution of its kind on this side of 
the water.”

The society, he said, was looking for 
a successful ensuing year. Besides 
other business, the election of officers 
for the coming year was to take place 
this afternoon.

BOARD OF MANAGEMENT.

i

The report of Wallace Brindle, act­
ing manager of the Institute, for the 
last year follows :

The season just closed, while not en­
tirely free froffi unemployment, shows 
a vast improvement over the season 
1938-24. At the commencement of the 
winter season we had several men out 
of work, but I am glad to state that at 
the end of January work was plentiful, 
and no man had to wait any great 
length of time for employment. Last 

we had men, who were stranded,year
with us all winter, at times it was 
necessary for them to sleep on the 
floor, but this year we have been able 
to accommodate all in the bedrooms. 
We have had a very good class of men 
to deal with, and have had no trouble 
around the Institute all season.

During the summer months we were 
visited by three British war vessels, 
the first to arrive being H. M. S. Con­
stance, and while in port the Institute 
was open day and night, and the sleep­
ing accommodation was taxed to the 
utmost. Some of the men asked to he 
allowed to sleep in, the steward’s room, 
to spare blankets were brought into

we had one of the finest concerts given 
In Saint John for some time. The pro­
ceeds were divided between the Navy 
I-eague and the Lady Byng Health 
Camp. On August 25 U. S. S. Detroit 
arrived to await the world fliers, and 
while here made good use of the read­
ing and writing rooms. The last war 
vessel to visit Saint John was H. M. C. 
S. Patriot.

YEAR DETAILED.
The winter season opened November 

28, and from this date until April 30 
we have had 30,500 men pass through 
the Institute. Of this number, 2,000 
have received writing paper and en­
velopes free of charge, while 9,000 have 
attended the free picture shows. There 
were 14 concerts, with an average at­
tendance of 300 seamen; several dances 
were held and proved to be a great 
attraction.

The most interesting events were the 
Christmas dinner and the annual treat, 
at which 40 men were served with a 
substantial meal, consisting of roast 
pork, potatoes, green peas, plum pud­
ding, coffee, cake, fruit and cigarettes.

The annual treat took place Decem­
ber 30. There were eight ships less 
In port than there were the previous 
year, but long before the hour of start­
ing the seats were all occupied, 
chairman for the evening was B. E. 
Armstrong, supported by D. W. Led- 
ingham. Judge Henderson, Capt. Mul- 
cahey, H. J. Etans and J. N. Rogers. 
After welcoming the men, a really ex­
cellent programme was enjoyed, the 
following artists taking part: Miss 
Stella Fox, vocalist; Howard Blair, 
baritone; Miss Olive Estabrooks, read­
ings; J. Simpson, Scotch comedian ; 
Mr. Lynn, baritone, and Miss Bertha 
Smith, vocalist. The accompanist for 
the evening was Miss Myrtle Fox. A 
splendid address was given by Rev. 
E. E. Styles. After the entertainment, 
the ladies served refreshments to all 
present, and as the men left the hall 
comfort bags were distributed. The S. 
S. Mnrburn and Marloch sailed a few 
days before the treat, so the bags were 
forwarded to them.

The men in hospital were also re­
membered, each receiving a well-filled 
bag. Many letters of appreciation 
were mailed. The Ladies’ Guild made 
and filled 800 bags. The following 
societies also contributed : The Navy 
League, Toronto; W. C. T. U., Wood- 
stock, Fredericton, Hartland, Sack- 
ville, Fairville, and Moncton ; also the 
following chapters, T. O. D. E.: Gov­
ernor Carleton, Victor Hathaway, 
Auagwacadee and Lord Saekville. Mrs. 
A. Hall,..Toronto, sent a parcel of com­
forts. while 144 pairs of socks were 
very "kindly donated by R. B. Morricc 
of Montreal.

PARIS; May 18 — Archaeologists 
are making a deep study of ruins they 
have unearthed in Dijon, of an old 
Roman fortress, believed to have been 
built about 270 A. D. They believe 
it was erected under Emperor Aurelius 
as a haven against barbarian tribes 
that came across the Rhine to plunder 
the Gauls.

The fortress was circular and en­
closed an area of 22 acres. The walls 
had an average thickness of 13 feet 
and a height of 30 feet. There were 
four huge gateways to the fortress, and 
33 look-out towers rose from the wall.

Obviously the inhabitants of Dijon 
in the third century went to a great 
amount of work to make themselves 
safe from invaders. There are in­
dications that they demolished buildings 
outside of the chosen area and used the 
stones for the fortress walls. Enor­
mous blocks of stone have been found, 
many of which may originally have 
been used in palaces and temples.

Much of the interest in the discovery 
is centered on treasures found from 
eight to, 10 feet below the ground 
among the old foundations.

Enter up another credit to 
the democracy of the British Em­
pire which radiates from the throne.

Lord Byng has an able and 
charming consort to help him, at 
Rideau Hall, Ottawa, the official 
residence of our Governors-General, 
and In many of the social engage­
ments which fall to his lot else­
where throughout the country. A 
writer of some note, the author of 
several novels, a sincere worker In 
every good cause and, like him, a 
lover of Canada, she is entitled to 
share In the commendation which 
greets the statement that he may 
stay for another term of office.

Past and Present
In Canada, as in the other self- 

governing Dominions, the develop­
ments of the last century have all 
been toward the freedom of actual 
dictation from London, and the 
holding of the Empire by invisible 
but unbreakable ties. The evolu­
tion of the powers and authority of 
Governors-General is one part of 
that progress which helps those who 
look Into Its political history to un­
derstand why the Empire did not 
fall to pieces long before it was well 
established. As time goes it is not 
so far back since General Sir James 
Murray was formally appointed 
Governor of Canada. He was the 
first British Governor, and Canada 
then, or what was known of it, em­
braced large sections of what are 
now the United States.

-The home government of those 
days, while giving Its Governors 
great powers as to enforcement, 
laid down most of the laws and re­
gulations for the colonies and de­
pendencies. The natural result was 
a long period of turmoil and mis­
understanding. In Murray’s case, 
for Instance, the Canada be was 
most concerned with was Quebec, 
of which he had been military Gov­
ernor since the Conquest He had 
to put up with a good deal from 
both the government at home and 
many British officials In America, 
chiefly because he had come to un­
derstand the French speaking Cana­
dians, and what they meant to this 
country. There is a letter of his 
to a member of the British govern­
ment in which he says:—

"I glory In having been,accused 
of warmth and firmness In protect­
ing the King’s Canadian subjects 
and of doing my utmost to give to 
my royal master the affections of 
that brave, hardy people, whose 
emigration.

Lord Durham's Brief Term 
All Governors-General did not 

have such pleasant prospects ahead 
of them when they landed in this 
country, as have those of the later 
years. When dramatic events were 
being written on the pages of our 
history in pre-Confederation days 
the Governors-General came and 
went with rapidity. Some of them 
left their Impress upon the country. 
Lord Durham for one. He came to 
this country In May of 1838. Of 
him one historian has written : —

"He was not only ruler of Lower 
Canada, where the constitution and 
the writ of habeas corpus had been 
suspended following the rebellion, 
but he was made Governor-General 
of British North America, Including 
Canada, Nova Scotia, New Bruns­
wick and Prince Edward Island. He 
was also appointed Lord High Com­
missioner, with full power to ad­
just all questions and disputes ris­
ing out of the rebellion. In fact, 
he was what, in one sense, we might 
call a benevolent despot, and In the 
other a Pooh-bah.
George M. Wrong, In his admirable 
biography of the Earl of Elgin says, 
‘no British sovereign has ever pos­
sessed the power in England that 
Durham was granted in Canada, andi 
considering bis authority, he may 
be excused if he took his mission 
very seriously.’ ”

"An Imposing retinue went with 
him. He demanded a chief secre­
tary and legal adviser, a military

secretary, two assistant secretaries.
eight aide-de-camps, and so on. The 
newspapers got bold of the fact that 
he was taking his gold and silver 
plate to Canada, and predicted that 
the warship on which he sailed 
would be sunk by the weight of the 
plate. And, when he disembarked, 
it actually took several days to re­
move his baggage from the shlp.”-

There was a carefully staged 
pageant when he landed at Quebec 
In May of 1838, in which he figured 
conspicuously, in the uniform of a 
General and mounted on a white 
charger. He at once Issued a pro­
clamation calling upon the Cana­
dians to unite with him "in the 
blessed work of peace and har­
mony,” and named a new executive 
to advise him.

We can overlook all that kind of 
thing now, and think only of the 
wonderful report which Lord Dur­
ham drew up as the result of his 
very short stay In Canada—from 
May to November.

WASHINGTON, May 18 — The 
longest day of the year comes on June 
21, which is Sunday.

Bootes, which is generally spoken of 
as The Herdsman, is also known as 
the ox-driver and is supposed to be 
driving the seven plough oxen, as the 
seven stars of the Big Dipper were also 
known, around the north pole of the 
heavens.

UNIQUEThe Bear-Guard. 1
Arcturus, the brightest star in 

Bootes, is The Bear-guard, as its name 
signifies, and it can be easily found by 
prolonging the line of stars in the tail 
of the Great Bear or the handle of the 
Big Dipper toward the southeast. Some 
see in Bootes a hunter pursuing the 
Great Bear with his two hounds.

Because its chief stars form the out­
line of a boy’s kite, Bootes is easily 
found. The bright orange colored star 
Arcturus is at the point where the tail 

j joins the body of thd kite. This kite 
has two tails, however, extending to 
either side from Arcturus.

Arcturus is one of the three bright­
est stars north of the celestial equator. 
The other two are Vega, now far over 
in the northeast, and Capella in the 
northwest. The three stars differ 
greatly in color, for Vega is bluish- 
white; Capella, yellow; and Arcturus, 
orange. Vega is a shade brighter than 
the other two, which are exactly equal 
in brightness.

Arcturus is one of the nearer stars 
to the earth, though there is some un­
certainty as to its exact distance. It 
is placed between fwenty-fme and 
thirty-six light years- A light year is 
equal to about six million miles and is 
the distance light travels in a year at 
a speed of 186,000 miles a second. 
Arcturus is also quite a giant sun, the 
stars being all suns, of course. Its 
diameter Is nearly twenty million miles. 
This makes our sun with its diameter 
of only 864,000 miles look pretty small, 
though compared to our planet Earth, 
with its diameter of 8,000 miles, it 
seems large.

j Ing out of a liquor concern partner- 
I ship organized in Winnipeg in 1919, 
j was settled in tihe Supreme Court there 
on Saturday, wïten Mr. Justice Rogers 
handed down a decision in the case of 
Myer Chechik versus Harry Ri^bino- 
vitch. He found for Chechik, Hie plain­
tiff, to the amount of $309,009.99. Rab­
inovitch had previously left for parts 
unknown, and a writ of attachment 
has been issued against him.

IN SAINT JOHN
A phase of this case occupied the 

courts in Saint John and created a 
great deal of interest, some of the lead­
ing legal talent in the city being en­
gaged. Rabinovitch was placed under 
arrest, but the case was dismissed.

The case was one of the most in­
volved that has ewer engaged the at­
tention of the Norva Scotia court. L. 
A. Lovett, K. C., represented the plain­
tiff throughout, wTiile the defendant 
had been represented consecutively by 
L. A. Forsythe, A. W. Jones, J. L. Ral­
ston, K. C., and John E. Read.

SOUGHT SETTLEMENT
The partnership broke up in 192, 

when Chechik applied for a just set­
tlement of their joint accounts. When 
the case came to court the non-appear­
ance of the partnership books and the 
defendant complicated the situation. 
A part of the action involved the alleg­
ed misappropriation of $50,000 cash 
allegedly by Rabinovitch a year ago, 
while proceedings were in progress in 
Halifax. It was just before a trial 
judge granted a writ of attachment 
against the defendant for failure to 
obey the order of the court to pay 
this sum into court, that Rabinovitch 
departed. He had previously resided 
in Saint John.

In the course of his judgment Satur­
day Mr. Justice Rogers said: “I can­
not but conclude that the defendant’s 
conduct throughout has been that of a 
fraudulent partner who has deliber­
ately set out to deprive his associate 
of his just rights.”
