Col Benwell would have 
testified to this had he been able to at­
tend the trial As it was, Charles got it 
at second-hand, and therefore it could 
not be brought out in his evidence.

buzz saw, Jennie Yeaman broke the 
door of the office of the saw mill rushed 
np to Hilliard and dragged his body 
from the saw wheel just in the nick of 
time to save his life.

PALACE RINK!Meeting.

The municipal council met yesterday 
afternoon. The committee on finance 
and accounts recommended the payment 
of a number of bills. They reported that 
eight debentures for $500 each were 
issued iu September last, payable in 20 
years—said debentures to form part of 
the alms house loan, second series. They 
were sold at par and the proceeds paid 
into the Bank of New Brunswick to the 
credit of the municipality. Since then 
the money was transferred by the treas­
urer in the same bank to the credit of 
the commissioners of the alms house 
and work house. The committee 
had before them the memorial 
and bill of Justice Olive of Lancas­
ter. They could only repeat the 
decision of former committees on similar 
applications that however fair and just 
the claim of a justice may lie to be re­
munerated for his services in the admin­
istrai .n of criminal justice within his 
jurisdiction, the law does not authorize 
the payment of such fees out of any funds 
under the control of the council. Now 
that a police has been established in the 
parish of Lancaster and the duties of the 
justice, who is also parish court commis­
sioner, are likely to be increased, it 
might be possible if t he parish authorities 
desire it to assess upon the parish as 
part of the expenses of such police a 
suitable sum to pay a stipend to the 
sitting magistrate. This report was 
adopted.

The special committee appointed to 
confer with other municipalities as to 
the best means of collecting arrearages 
of taxes with a view of securing an 
amendment of the act of assembly, 
have not finished their work yet.

Conn. Brown moved that the elections 
in the parishes for the office of councill­
ors be held on the last Tuesday in March 
in each vear, instead of the third Tues­
day In April as at present, and that the 
committee on bills for the legislature be 
directed to prepare a .bill enacting 
change and submit the same at the
