SCOVIL, FRASER * CO.,The Dominion Parliament, at its last 
session, as our readers will remember, 
passed a copyright act which gave Cana­
dian publishers the right to republish 
English copyright works on the payment 
to the author of a sum based on the sell­
ing value of the work. This act was in­
tended to remedy the exiting state of 
affairs which enables American editions 
of British works to enter Canada on pay­
ment of a small duty and deprives 
Canadian publishers of all chance to 
compete with them, in the majority of 
cases. The Canadian copyright act was, 
however, witheld for the approval of her 
Majesty and it has been vigorously op­
posed by an association of British pub­
lishers who call themselves the English 
Copyright Association, and also by the 
Musical Copyright Association. These 
two associations have united their 
forces aud presented a memorial 
to the British government against the 
Canadian copyright law. This memorial 

-says that the Canadian Act is not only ul­
tra vires bnt highly injurions to all British 
copyright owners except those resident 
in the Dominion, and the two associations 
therefore ask the imperial authorities to 
withhold the royal assent to the Act. 
The opinion is quoted of Lords Selbourne 
and Herschell given in 1871, in which 
they state that the Imperial Copyright 
Act of 1842 is still in force in its integrity 
throughout the British dominions, in­
cluding Canada, in so far as it prohibits 
the printins; in any part of such domini­
ons of a book copyrighted under that Act 
without the consent of the proprietor. 
The petitioners contend that the pro­
posed royalty provided for in the Cana­
dian Act is illosory, because it will be 
unworkable. They say it is not intended 
to encourage cheap literature, and is not 
required in the interests of the publishers 
of Canada who can make their own ar­
rangements with the author. The Act 
is particularly objected to on the ground 
that under it there is nothing to prevent 
a Canadian edition from entering the 
United Kingdom and competing with 
the author’s copyright 

To this memorial Sir John Thompson 
has made a very lengthy and elabor­
ate reply which occupies three columns 
of the Toronto Empire. He states that 
the statute was not designed to come in­
to force without the concurrence of the 
Imperial Government, because it deals 
with a subject in which Imperial legis­
lation extending to all her Majesty’s pos­
sessions exists, and in respect of which 
it is not desirable that a measure should 
be adopted conflicting with the Imperial 
policy, except in so far as important Can­
adian interests may require, and until 
due notice has been given. The copy­
right system now in force, he says, has 
been found to be most unsuitable to Can­
ada,while the Berne convention increases 
the causes of complaint Under the 
existing law United States publishers 
have taken possession of British 
works and sent them into the Cannadian 
market, while the Canadian publishers 
have been refused the right to republish. 
The right of reprinting for Canadian 
readers is thus thrown into the hands of 
Americans. The legislation of last year 
preserves to persons holding copyrights 
in England the right to publish in Cana­
da within a certain time. If he fails to 
publish, his copyright shall still avail 
him to the extent of enabling him to 
collect a royalty on all reprints. The 
royalty provision is, Sir John Thompson 
claims, quite reasonable, affording full 
facilities for collection. The Government 
would be ready to submit to the Imperial 
authorities regulations which may he 
adopted for collecting these royalties 
The royalties he submits could be 
more readily collected than is the tax 
imposed for the benefit of British authors 
upon reprints of their works in the Unit­
ed Stales. Sir John Thompson then 
combats the thfeory that Canada cannot 
legislate under her constitution on copy­
right questions. He says that if the 
British North America Act has not con­
ferred authority to legislate on this ques­
tion it is delusive, for the Canadian peo­
ple have always considered that it gave 
such power. Besides, if the Parliament 
of Canada cannot legislate on this ques­
tion, it cannot legislate on any other 
question, when its law is repugnant 
to any British legislation on the subject. 
The reasoning in this reply appears to 
be conclusive against the claims set up 
by the British publishers, and should 
prevail at the colonial office. We can 
only say that the refusal of the Royal 
assent to this law wonld produce a very 
bad impression in Canada.

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THE FRENCH PROBLEM- FURS! !FURS!When the Province of Manitoba was 
created and arrangements made for the 
government of our Canadian North West 
there is no doubt that it was the aim of 
the French members of the House of 
Commons to so direct matters that Mani­
toba and the North West would become 
new Quebecs and that French influence 
wonld be the dominating one in that 
part of Canada. It was to secure this 
end that the use of French as an official 
language and the separate school system 
were fastened on Manitoba and the 
North West, and the French repatriation 
scheme for the purpose of removing 
French Canadians .rointhe United States 
to Manitoba was a part of tiie same de­
sign. This hopeful plan faded because 
nature was too strong for the French. 
The Quebec French who had gone to the 
United States had no disposition to re­
turn and become farmers in Manitoba; 
the French in Quebec were not sufficient­
ly enterprising to go to the North West 
and begin life anew under conditions to 
which they had not been accustomed. 
Thus it came about that while the French 
speaking people of the North West fifteen 
years ago were a full half of the popu­
lation they now form an insignificant 
minority.

The bill to abolish the dual language 
system in the North-West, which Mr. 
Dalton McCarthy has introduced, and 
which was discussed last evening in the 
House of Commons,is intended to relieve 
the territories of an incubus, which it is 
neither necessary nor proper they should 
bear. The amendment of Mr. Davitt to 
refer the matter to the legislature of the 
North-West territories is only a round 
about way of accomplishing the same re­
sult. It is, of course, a difficult question 
for both political parties for the French 
are touchy to the last degree, and are al­
ways lustily shouting that their 
ality mast be preserved, bat, neverthe­
less, it is a question that must be faced. 
The demand of certain French Conserva­
tives that the government shall oppose 
the referring of the matter to the North- 
West legislature or to the people of the 
territories is an unreasonable one and 
certainly should not be granted. It might 
please the French for a moment until 
some new whim seized them, bat it would 
mortally offend the English-speaking set­
tlers, who ought to have something to 
say in regard to a question of such im­
portance. The process of making Cana­
da a French preserve most be checked, 
and the French people must be plainly 
given to understand that while Quebec 
may be a French province the rest of 
Canada is British.

The Work of Parliament Yesterday.

Ottawa, Feb. 12—In the commons, 
today, Mr. Wallace introduced a bill to 
suppress trade combines.

Replying to Hon. Mr. Laurier,Sir John 
Macdonald said the total expenditure 
upon the Harvey and Salisbnry railway 
surveys under the governor general’s 
warrant was $13,782.

Mr. Charlton, on motion to adjourn, 
brought up the question of the riot in 
Hnll last night.. He said that if no 
murder was committed it was not the 
fault of the rioters. The measures ad­
opted by the civic authorities to preserve 
peace were insufficient. Freedom of 
speech had been denied, and such a spirit 
should be rebuked and suppressed. The 
government should guarantee citizens 
their freedom.

Sir John charged Mr. Charlton with en­
deavoring to arouse passions and pre­
judices. The administration of the law 
rested with the local anthorities and all 
parliament coaid do was to express its 
disapprobation. If the riot had assumed 
proportions of a rebellion the military 
might be called ont. Mr. Charlton was 
doing no good in bringing the matter up

Mr. Charlton tried to reply, but was 
called fo order.

Hon. Mr. Laurier said the premier had 
made charges against Mr. Charlton to 
which the latter should have the right to 
reply.

Mr. Charlton said Sir John had no 
right to impute motives to, or cast re­
flections upon, him. The premier’s 
speech was calculated to encourage law­
lessness.

Mr. Blake, who was received with 
cheers, said parliament ought not to in­
terfere in cases where it had no right to 
do so. The Quebec legislature could 
deal with the matter, and the prospects 
of liberty were not brightened bat dark­
ened when an authority which had 
no right to interfere with the administra­
tion of law sought to do so.

Mr. Flynn deprecated the manner in 
which the matter had been brought up. 
The outrage in Hull was no more serious 
than others to which no reference had 
been made. Nothing had been said 
about the assault upon Archbishop 
Walsh by a Toronto mob.

The matter then dropped.
In answer to Mills, Sir John 

Macdonald said the government had no 
intimation that the United States 
government were about to grant a farther 
lease of Behring sea fisheries with pro­
visions for the exclusion of Canadian 
fishermen. Negotiations for the settle­
ment of the dispute were progressing 
satisfactorily.

A resolution by Landerkin, asking 
that the farmers be allowed a rebate of 
duty paid on corn for, feeding cattle for 
export, was declared lost on a division.

After recess bills respecting the St. 
Stephen Bank and Peoples’ Bank of 
New Brunswick were read a third time. 
Amongst the bills read a second time 
were these: Respecting the New Brun­
swick railway company, to incorporate 
the Shore Line railway company, and to 
incorporate the Moncton and P. E. I. 
railway and ferry company.

Mr. Flynn, in moving for papers relat­
ing to the claim of the district of St 
Peter’s against the government in Rich­
mond county for medical attendance upon 
sick mariners, said the minister of 
marine stated that sick mariners were 
enly entitled to relief when taken sick 
at the port where there was a marine 
hoppital. He quoted the law showing 
that the minister’s interpretation of the 
law was incorrect. If seamen belonged 
to a vessel that.paid into the sick mar­
iners’ fund at any port he was entitled 
to aid. If men were only to be looked 
after at ports where there were hospitals 
then the fund was only for the benefit of 
a certain number of sick seamen and 
practically useless as there were only 14 
marine hospitals in all the maritime 
provinces.

Hun. Mr. Tapper contended that his 
interpretation of the law was correct.

Messrs. Weldon and Davies upheld 
Mr. Flynn’s view and argued that the 
minister should carry out v hat was 
dearly the intention of parliament 

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said it was absurd 
to say that because a seaman was in­
jured at a port where there was no 
marine hospital there should be no re­
lief from the sick mariners’ fund. The 
spirit of the act should be adhered to.

After recess, Mr. McCarthy moved the 
second reading of the bill to abolish the 
French language in the Northwest 

Mr. Davin moved an amendment that 
the Northwest assembly be empowered 
to deal with the question after the next 
election for that body. He charged that 
Mr. McCarthy h*id found he could make 
nothing out of the anti Jesuit agitation 
and so had taken up a crusade against 
the. French language. The question of 
dual language in the Northwest was a 
local one, and should be dealt with by 
the local legislature. The fact that the 
French were in the minority in the 
Northwest was the reason why their 
rights should not be taken away without 
hearing them. He combatted Mr. Mc­
Carthy’s contention that Canada could 
not become a nation while two languages 
were tolerated by reference to Switzer­
land, Austria and other European coun-

The report of the commissioners ap­
pointed by the Dominion government to 
inquire into the herring fisheries of 
Great Britain and Holland, with a view 
to the introduction of better methods of 
fishing into Canada, which has just been 
presented to Parliament, is a document 
of great value, au 1 full of important sug­
gestions. The two gentlemen who were 
selected for this work, seem to have 
accomplished their task in a very 
thorough manner, aud we have no doubt 

* that in the end the money expended in 
sending them abroad will be repaid to 
Canada one hundred fold. The report 
itself is very lengthy and not likely to 
be read except by persons in the fishing 
business, but a summary of it will be 
acceptable to the majority of our readers. 
The commissioners, in the beginning 
of their report lav down the general pro­
position that no real permanent improve­
ment can take place, nor can the herring 
industry in Canada be placed upon a sat- 
.sfactory commercial basis until the fish­
erman ceases to be his own fish carer, 
and until the nusinees of curing is taken 
in hand by a class of merchant fish car­
ers, as in Scotland—men of energy, busi­
ness experience and capital—with all 
the necessary appliances to carry on the 
business on fixed principles and in ac­
cordance with each regulations as may 
be promulgated for the benefit of the 
trade from time to time. '1 hey recom­
mend that there should be a chief fishery 
officer, inspector or superintendent, hav­
ing jurisdiction, under the department, 
over all matters of detail pertaining to 
the herring fishing industry in all the 
Maritime Provinces, whose business 
it ehonld be, in association 
with one or more of the most 
experienced and most intelligent officers 
in each province, to arrange a general 
classification of herring and a graded 
branding standard, as well as an un- 
brandable grade for the Dominion, hav­
ing due regard to any special kind 
of herring peculiar to any one 
province or locality, the object be­
ing to secure as nearly as possible a 
general Dominion standard on the same 
lines as the graded standard of Scotland, 
as nearly as circumstances will permit. 
They think there should be imported and 
established in each sea board county, 
where the importance of the herring fish, 
ing may so warrant, a thoroughly train­
ed Scotch herring cooper, of long experi­
ence in the herring-curing business, who 
should act as head insnector for his 
district. That there should be imported 
from Scotland, for each fishing county ^ 
one crew of expert herring-gntting 
girls, whose business it should be to 
go from station to station teach 
ing all concerned, willing to learn, 
the art of gutting, selecting, classify­
ing, curing and packing herrings 
and refilling barrels preparatory to in­
spection, as practised in Scotland. They 
urge that the present Canadian barrel, 
being too weak to stand the rough hand­
ling to which it is exposed on the rail­
ways in transportation, should be great­
ly improved ; that it should continue 
of the present size and contain not

Ancient Egyptian Flora.
The National Museum of Egyptian 

Antiquities at Bulak contains a very in­
teresting collection of plants which have 
been found in the catacombs and sepul­
chral monuments of the country. Dr. 
Schweinfurth was the first to study this 
ancient flora, which contains no example 
of a plant that does not grow today in 
the Nile valley. Nor does the most min­
ute examination show the least differ 
ence between the vegetation which flour­
ished fifty centuries ago and that of the 
present time. In some cases the color of 
the flowers can be clearly distinguished, 
as, for instance, the purple larkspur, the 
red poppy, the reddish brown saffron 
and the blue lotus.

The leaves of the watermelon contain 
grains of chlorophyll perfectly visible in 
the microscope. All these were found 
in great numbers in the burial places of 
the fifteenth dynasty, 8,000 years B. C., 
and in one tomb of the same time 
ears of bailey. In later monuments were 
discovered mustard, flax, cucumbers, 
lentils, pine cones, juniper berries, dates, 
hollyhocks, chrysanthemums, figs,olives, 
onions and grapes. Around the necks 
and upon the breasts of the mummies of 
1,100 B. C. were garlands of celery 
leaves and blue lotus flowers. In regard 
to the various specimens of grain dis­
covered, it may be added that no at­
tempt to make them grow has ever suc­
ceeded, the plants having been subjected 
to great heat at the time of the embalm­
ing and burial, which, while it preserved 
them, destroyed their germinating power. 
The cases in which mummy wheat is 
said to have been raised are due simply 
to the fraudulent mixture of modern 
with the ancient grains.—Chicago Her-

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for 
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and 
Measures used for trade purnoses, as well as for 
irregular inspections of the same, which may be 
made at any time when deemed necessary by the 
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on 
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs 
or impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in 
the perf.finance of his duty under said Act, or 
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights 
and meuaures for inspection wben calh d upon to 
do so hemn inspecting officer.

2. Ever.1 trader, manufacturer and owner of
'eights, measures, and weighing machines wh

paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and ie specially requested to de­
mand from ibe officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate (“Form 0,6” with the words 
“Original for the Trader” printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefhlly ascertain whether 

the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi­
cates arc specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years, and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, wben asked to do so by an 
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob­
ability, have to pay over again their verification
