He pledged 
his party to no increase in the taxa­
tion of food and in the necessaries of 
life. He denied necessities were things 
belonging to the standard of comfort 
which people were right in insisting 
on, namely, wheat, bread, tea, to­
bacco, etc. Tariff reform, he claimed, 
offered the prospect of even reducing 
the cost of these necessities. He ex­
pressed the belief that preference to 
the colonies, by increasing the area of 
wheat cultivation, would lower the 
price of bread, but the vital question 
\;as: “Are we to be allowed to import 
oxir bread free from hostile irfterfer- 
ence?”

The ex-premier denounced the gov-, 
eminent for Its neglect of the navy, a 
neglect which might imperil the food 
supply of the country.

Unemployment Insurance.
Winston Churchill addressed a big 

meeting at Glasgow. He 'said the 
democratic character of the British 
constitution was at stake, 
sick of the bowlings which their op­
ponents raised in their efforts to give 
British industry a bad name all over 
the world and injure her- great 
merciai reputation by holding Great 
Britain up to the colonies and foreign 
parts as a broken down, played out, 
starved and bankrupt commercial 
community, instead of being the 
strongest productive community ever 
gathered together.

Mr. Churchill announced that the de­
tails of the scheme had already been 
worked out by the Board of Trade and 
said that if the people granted the 
money the House of Commons would 
pass a compulsory and contributory 
unemployment insurance bill, which 
would deal with the affairs of upwards 
of 2,250,000 adult workers, skilled and 
unskilled alike. The shipbuilding, en­
gineering and allied trades would first 
come under consideration, while side 
by side with the scheme facilities 
would be extended for voluntary insur­
ance aided by the state. The new plan 
would be carried on in conjunction 
with the 150 labor exchanges which 
were soop to be established throughout 
the kingdom. These exchanges, Mr. 
Churchill said, would give labor a 
scientific market and the advantages 
Which modem civilization had 
ferred on all the classes, 
ance plan would improve the standard 
of labor and would equally benefit em­
ployer and employee.

One noble British Lord—we are not 
sure but it was Lord Rothschild—advo­

In the Court of Appeal yesterday 
afternoon argument was adjourned un­
til January 17th in the criminal appeal 
of Rex vs. Walker and Chinley; Mean­
while Mr. Justice Morrison, who pre­
sided at the assize at Clinton when 
the men were tried and condemned, 
will be asked to submit further infor­
mation as to the happenings in court 
on certain points now advanced by 
Stuart Henderson, ex-M. P. P., on be­
half of the accused.

Mar- 
ling’s defence was that Topping was 
to transfer to him fourteen limits for 
the price originally agreed upon for 
tyelve. Topping’s , reply was that be 
only agreed to transfer twelve and was 
ta make Marling a gift of two more 
provided the government issued 11- 

They refused to do so and 
Marling then sought to deduct what 
would have been the price of two limits 
from the amount he was to pay.

E. P. Davis, K. C„ and H. B. Rob­
ertson appeared for the appellant and 
Frank Higgins for respondent. The 
court reserved judgment.

If Can­
adians are not qualified to manage 
their own affairs, including their own 
defence, they are certainly not worthy 
of their heritage.

Mr. Borden has pandered to the Rob­
lln element in his speech on the first 
reading of the naval bill. He has taken 
up new ground entirely, a sure indica­
tion of his weakness as a leader and 
an infallible premonition of his ulti­
mate fate as the head of the Conserva­
tive party.

disappearance with Cohen, who is a 
married man. Cohen was seated in an 
adjoining room reading.

Cohen. a$; first toff tested against ar-f 
rest. He soon admitted bis identity, 
however, and-Slipj de Janon sobbing 
bitterly, pleaded with the authorities 
to restore her to her parents.

Cohen revealed to the officers the 
story of his flight with the girl, a flight 
extending for thousands of miles 
through the United States and Canada, 
and in which a trip to England was in­
terrupted at Halifax because the boat 
Authorities would not permit the pres­
ence of Miss de Janon’s dog1 on the 
vessel, at least that was Cohen’s ex­
planation of the/ abandonment of the 
sea voyage which began at St. John's, 
N. B., but the police believe hé planned 
to leave the boat at Halifax in Order to 
eiude detectives.

Cohen and Miss de Janon arrived here 
Thursday and tented a room ih the 
boarding house of Mrs. Frank Perrin. 
Cohen introduced ’the girl as his daugh­
ter Alice.

When questioned the girl said that 
she and Cohen .had reached Chicago 
with but $1.60 between them, and that 
she gavé’ Coheri a bracelet and neck­
lace which he pawned in order to get 
money for them’to live on. COhen de­
nied that any harm had come to Miss 
de Janon since she fled with him from 
her home.

When the effects of Miss de Janon 
were examined, forty-two letters were 
found, forty of which were written to 
Cohen and two to her father, one on 
January 1st and the other on January 
5th. In the former she said:

“This is to certify that I, Roberta de 
Jancn, have left my home at the Bel­
levue Stratford in Philadelphia 
own accord and1 I also acknowledge 
that I asked Fred Cohen to take hie 
with him, and, after refusing several 
times, he finally consented to take me 
as his daughter. This is the sixth day 
since leaving home and Fred has treat­
ed me Just as if I was his own daugh­
ter. This will exonerate Fred Cohen 
from any blame whatsoever, and it was 
I who begged him to take me away.”

Another letter written to the girl by 
Cohen reads in part os follows: "To 
take you away fppm here just to grat­
ify a whim regardless1 of disastrous 
consequences, to yourself would show 
me up as a coward and not worthy Of 
having the love of such an angel as 
yourself.”

In . another letter addressed to her 
father the girl says : “It is nonsense 
for them to say I eloped with him.
I only cared for him as a dear old 
friend. I am going to kill myself as 
I could not bear to go back again.”

When asked by the police if she still 
desired to kill herself the penitent Miss 
de Janon cried bitterly and said be­
tween her sobs: "No, I don’t want to 
die now. I want to go to New York 
to live with papa, or back to my grand­
father In Philadelphia. I will go to 
school at Bryn Mawr or any other place 
they want to send me. Oh, I am so 
glad you have found me. I don’t want 
to be a runaway any mope.”

The question of securing additional 
aids to navigation installed on the 
Washington coast approaches to the 
Strait of Fuca, the deficiencies of 
which have been discussed at different 
times recently in interviews with ship 
masters, published in the Post-Intel­
ligencer, has been taken up by Seattle 
Harbor, No. 13, Masters, Mates and 
Pilots’ Association.

That bn., has appointed a commit­
tee consisting of Capt. D. T. Davies, 
H. B. Jones and Capt. B. I. Joyce to 
secure the recommendations of as 
many of the mariners plying coastwise 
as they can reach. When the opinions 
of the different ship masters have been 
obtained the committee will make defi­
nite recommendations to the Inspector 
of the thirteenth lighthouse district.- 
The lighthouse Inspector has always 
been found to be anxious to work in 
harmony with the shipping interests 
of the Sound, and it is anticipated that 
early and tangible results will be se­
cured through the efforts of this com­
mittee.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 11.—The bill 
for the constitution of a court to deal 
with appeals from the Interstate com­
merce commission provides that the 
court Is to be composed of five circuit 
court judges, who shall serve by as- | 
slgnment of the chief justice for a 
term of five years, but no two judges’ 
terms will expire at the same time, 
and thus four of the judges will have 
had several years’ experience with 
these technical questions.

When an order of the commission Is 
contested in the commerce court, the 
petition of the carrier taking the mat­
ter Into court will not stay the opera­
tion of the order nor can the carrier 
be enjoined except by the court, or by 
some member of it, and then only 
upon notice and hearing, except in 
cases where Irreparable Injury would 
be caused by such notice and hearing, 
in which ease the court or judge grant­
ing the injunction must make a find­
ing from the facts to the effect that 
irreparable Injury would result.

Provision is made for the prosecution 
and defence pf^ all matters taken Into 
the commerce ' court by the depart­
ment of justice, and for this purpose 
it is proposed to appoint an assistant 
to the attorney-general, who shall have 
special charge of such cases.

PROSPEROUS YEAR IN
C0WICHAN DISTRICT

New Westminster, Jan. 10.—There are 
at the piesent thirty bartenders in the 
city of New Westminster.

The Douglas fir, Mr. Sutton said, did 
not like too much wet and consequent­
ly was not found to any extent o^Vthe 
West Coast of Vancouver Island or 

the coast of the northern mainland.
In the foot-hills of the Coast range, 
however, it prevailed and was at one 
time very plentiful along the shores of 
Burrard Inlet. When the lanpl from 
which it was taken was burnt over, the 
fir did not reproduce itself but was 
usually replaced by hemlock. The av­
erage yield to the lumberman was fifty 
thousand feet to the acre.

The western red cedar sometimes 
attained a growth of 20 feet in diam­
eter, measured four feet from the 
ground. Invariably, however, the very 
large trees were rotten at the heart 
and not useful commercially. He had 
found trees five and six feet in diam­
eter with the roots astride of fallen 
togs, which must have been lying there 
for from two to three centuries, yet 
which were still quite sound at heart. 
This tree he estimated attained its full 
growth in about 1,000 years. It was the 
dominant tree on the West Coast of 
Vancouver Island and also on the 
Queen Charlotte Islands.

The Western hemlock was usually 
subordinate to the Douglas fir and 'also 
to the red cedar, and was found with 
both of them all over the Pacific slope. 
It made fine lumber and the bark was 
used extensively for tanning purposes. 
It came to maturity in about 700 to 800 
years. The butts of logs of this tree 
very often sank in salt water when 
green.

The Menzies or Sitka spruce, some­
times known as tidal spruce, usually 
grows from four to six feet in diam­
eter, but has been found as large as 
16 feet in diameter in the San Juan 
valley. It was confined to the humid 
slopes especially to the West Coast of 
Vancouver Island and the Queen Char­
lottes. In Southern Alaska 80 per cent, 
of the timber was spruce but there was 
none found in the intérior.

Engleman’s spruce was found in the 
interior, and although not so large as 
the coast variety, was a fine timber 
tree. It was found on the hillsides.

Western yellow pine was found chief­
ly in the dry arid valleys and grew in 
park-like groves, reaching maturity 
in about 500 years.

Lodge Pole or black pine was of 
small commercial value but owing to 
its tendency y to reproduce itself was 
replacing the Douglas fir on burnt over 
land. The young trees commenced 
bearing seed at from five to six years 
of age. Unlike the red cedar it was 
very averse to limestone.

Western larch or tamrack did not 
grow on the coast. It reached a diam­
eter of two feet and was a good deal 
used in the mines, it seeded well on 
burnt over areas but was a slow 
grower.

Several of those in the hands of the 
authorities have confessed that they 
and members of secret societies had 
banded together in a plot to overthrow 
the government. Their exact plans 
have not been revealed, but Lisbon 
newspapers declare that those Includ­
ed the assassination of King Manuel.

The plot was unearthed as a sequence 
of the murder at Cascaes, not far from 
Lisbon, of a revolutionist, who was 
slain by his fellow-conspirators on the 
ground of treachery.

$1,25 iVancouver, Jan. 6.—Three hundred 

sailors and loggers enjoyed the annual 
New Year’s supper at the Strathcona 
Institute. Ladies from the city 
churches provided an excellent repast, 
which received full justice. J. Beve­
ridge was in the chair. After introduc­
tory remarks he said; “The first plank 
in our platform is the religious side of 
our work. This touches the deepest 
needs of men and those needs have 
been specially cared for by our mis­
sionary, his wife, and many helpers. 
Owing to the unsuitable quarters at 
the institute, and the large attendance 
Sunday evening services have been 
held in a local theatre. The social part 
of the institute’s work is very Impor­
tant, its influence is very far-reaching. 
Social recreation is provided that ele­
vates as well as entertains. This has 
always been the object of our secre­
tary, and on Saturday and other even­
ings the concerts provided have been 
appreciated by large numbers of men. 
The navigation lectures given twice 
weekly by Capt. Eddy are well attend­
ed. One branch of work that has great­
ly developed during the past year has 
been the Free Employment Agency, 
both for loggers and seamen, and dur­
ing the coming year this branch of the 
work will largely increase.

“The past year has been memorable 
for a regular crusade against the evil 
crimping system. This crusade was 
initiated at the Strathcona institute 
and was carried on with vigor. The re­
sult has been that, though not killed, 
the crimping evil is scotched. Our work 
is cramped for want of room and funds 
but we are on the eve of a strenuous 
and determined effort to remedy that. 
Before next Christmas we hope to have 
cur own institute commodious, design­
ed and arranged for our special work.”

R. D. Rorison said he hoped that be­
fore next Christmas there would be a 
fine new Strathcona institute built at 
a post of not less than $50,000. When 
$40.000 kvas raised he would guarantee 
the other $10,000.

New Westminster, Jan. 6.—In secur­
ing material to be used in advertising 
New Westminster district, Secretary 
Wade, of the board of trade has made 
some interesting comparisons between 
the fertility of the soil in the muni­
cipality of Surrey and of that in the 
best farming regions of Ontario. The 
yield in Surrey of wheat is 34 bushels 
per acre, against 24 bushels for On­
tario; oats grow 70 bushels' per acre in 
Surrey and only 33 in Ontario; barley 
ir. Surrey yields 35 bushels to the acre, 
and in Ontario 27; In peas, Surrey soil 
produces 32 bushels per acre, while 
Ontario produces 20 bushels; hay gives 
2.25 tons to the acre in Surrey and 1.2 
tons in Ontario. These figures plainly

D. D. Mann likened asking the company 
to fix a rate in advance to asking a mer­
chant to say five years ahead what price 
he would put on his goods. The post of, 
road depended on many contingencies and 
it would not be fair to ask;for a fixed 
rate. Mr. Mann went into figures of cost 
and claimed that Mr. Stone’s estimate of 
$35,000 a mile would figure out at only half 
the cost of construction and equipment.
All the C. N. R. wanted was a fair and 
reasonable contract.

“T.he record of the Canadian Northern ‘ 
should stand for something,’* said -Mr.
Mann. "We expect to lower rates here, 
and you expect us to, but it should be done 
in a way that is fair to the railway com­
pany and to the people and. to the ship­
per. You do not want to trust ns to make 
the rates, and on the othèr hand wê do'not 
want you to, and the railway commission 
is the compromise.”

F. H. Phippen, general legal adviser of 
the company, spoke of cost pf construc­
tion and financing, and thought the ques­
tion might well be left with Hie Premier 
and his colleagues.

Mr. Mackenzie understood à fifty peç 
cent, reduction was wanted lit 'the present 
rates in British Columbia. Was he cor­

Mr. Heaps—“We show an average dis­
crimination of about fifty per cent.

New Westminster. Jan. 10.—A meet­
ing of the board of boiler inspectors of 
British Columbia, will be held at the 
provincial buildings in New Westmin- , • 
ster on Tuesday, January 18th, to con­
sider the proposed requirements for 
boilers which will be satisfactory to all 
parts of Canada. The meeting has 
been palled by John Peck, chief Inspec­
tor of machinery for the province, and 
the result of tlielr deliberation’s will be 
sent to the secretary of the boiler In­
spectors’ conference held in Regina re­
cently.

Mr. Peck states that at the Regina 
conference the question of uniform re­
quirements for boilers for all parts of 
Canada was considered very fully. All 
the provinces in the Dominion were re­
presented with the exception of Quebec, 
and this was due to an oversight rather 
than an antagonism by the Quebec au­
thorities. Mr. Peck who represented 
British Columbia, was appointed per­
manent chairmân of the conference and 
Mr. Quigley, secretary of the board of 
boiler inspectors in Saskatchewan, was 
appointed permanent secretary.

Mr. Peck said he believed the 
scheme of a unlforih boiler inspection 
act for Canada wag feasible.. It might 
take some time to get it in shape so 
as to be satisfactory to all, but this 
would doubtless happed ' eventually. 
After the conference has drafted satis­
factory requirements theywili be sub­
mitted to the various provincial gov­
ernments fdr adoption.

titude taken by the members of. the 
board of trade delegation which wait­
ed ' on the government Monday in re­
gard to having a clause inserted in the 
C. N. R. contract. The Vancouver 
members were especially emphatic in 
their assertion that it would be in­
finitely better to. postpone the coming 
of the railway for some few years than 
to have it come in now and not have a 
clause in the contract declaring that 
rates charged in British Columbia 
must be no higher than those charged 
on other sections of the road.

On behalf of the Vancouver delega­
tion It was declared, and the declara­
tion supported by figures, that the dis­
crimination in freight rates to-day 
against the coast and in favor of the 
east is fifty per cent, and the removal 
of this discrimination in whole hr large 
part was demanded.

The premier pledged himself once 
more to see that fair rates were ob­
tained.

The delegation, representing Victoria, 
Vancouver, Nanaimo and New West­
minster, were introduced by Simon 
Leiser, president of Victoria board, who 
briefly stated their object. The matter 
of the Barkley Sound line, he said, 
would be reserved by the Victoria board 
for a later occasion.

H. A, Stone, president of the Van­
couver Board of Trade, informed the 
government at the outset that the 
deputation was a reply to the govern­
ment’s invitation to show cause why 
the contract with the C. N. R. should 
include a clause that freight and pas­
senger rates to and from British Co­
lumbia points shall not exceed those 
charged on other parts of the system. 
Business interests welcomed the state­
ments of the premier and attorney- 
general that the government would 
have control of freight and passenger 
rates. The government was closely 
pledged to protect the people’s interests 
In this regard. The Vancouver board 
did not think it advisable to go so far 
as to ask “control,” but only suggest­
ed that the government, which practi­
cally furnished the money to build the 
road through British Columbia, should 
insist that the people of British Col­
umbia, the consuming public and the 
farmers, should have the benefit of 
practically the same rates to enable 
them, to travel afld. d» business as were 
charged on other parts of the road. So 
reasonable and just was the request 
that it must commend itself to the C. 
N. R. directors. Concluding, Mr. Stone 
said:

”1 do not hesitate to say that when 
you have given consideration to the 
reasons which will be urged to-day 
your government, as protector of the 
interests and industries of the province 
and as advocates for the people, will 
come to the conclusion that without the

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OUTPUT OF MINES
IN ROSSLAND CAMP

Production Last Year Totalled 
237,579 Tons, Valued at 

$2,862,024.

Rossland, Jan. 12.—During 1909 the 
output of the mines of the camp to­
talled 237,579 tons of ore, against 304,- 
334 tons in the year 1908, a decrease of 
66,756 tons. Of the 237,578 tons ex­
tracted, 15,000 tons was second-class 
ore, which was put through the Le Roi 
Two concentrator, and the balance was 
222,478 tons of first-class ore, which was 
shipped to the smelter. The value of 
the ore was $2,862,024, divided as fol­
lows: Centre Star, $1,990,824; Le Roi 
Two, $701,876; Le Roi, $163,850; leased 
mines, $5,475.

Following is the approximate ton­
nage produced by the several mines: 
Centre Star group, 180,984; Le Roi Two, 
first-class ore, 30,000; Le Roi Two, 
second-class ore, concentrated, 15,000; 
Le Roi, 11,300; Velvet, 210; I. X. L., 18; 
Hattie Brown, 14; Blue Bird, 40; O. K., 
12; total, 237,578.

The principal reason for the short­
age of 66,756 tons in 1909 compared with 
1808, was the “closing down of the Le 
Roi mine in March for the purpose of 
raising funds for extensive explora­
tions at depth. The Le Roi resumed 
in July after a four months’ close 
down, and since then it has shipped 
only such ore as is encountered in the 
course of development. Had the Le 
Roi been operating steadily during the 
entire year the camp’s output would 
have exceeded that of 1908. In the mat­
ter of values the result has been that 
the ore mined in 1909 was worth $2,- 

.862,024, against $3,652,008 for 1908, or a 
difference of $789,984 in favor of the 
year 1908.

The principal features of the year 
were the discoveries of important ore 
shoots in the War Eagle, Centre Star, 
Iron Mask and Idaho of the Centre 
Star group of the Consolidated Com­
pany. The Le. Roi Two has developed 
in a satisfactory man/içr, and some 
large and valuable ore shoots have 
been uncovered 
ment in the Le Roi Two has bee'fi the 
extension of the main shaft from the 
840 foot level down to 30 feet below the 
1,300 foot level. The Le Roi is being 
extensively developed with the dia­
mond drill and by other methods, and 
already some promising ore bodies 
have been located.

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PREMIER REPLIES 
TO BALFOUR

CAPITAL NOT DRIVEN

FROM THE COUNTRY

Unemployment Greater in Pro­
tected Countries Than 

in Great Britain.

London, Jan. 13.—At Ipswich Tues­
day night Mr. Asquith replied to Mr. 
Balfour's Aberdeen speech. He said 
the Liberals were not flying against 
the example of other nations, but were 
taking warning by their sad exper­
ience. Taxes once imposed would con­
tinuously rise, and the moment they 

■ consented- to a scientific tariff they 
would introduce a, demoralizing in­
fluence on localities and industries. In
respect to Socialism, let them look kt 
Germany. • Where would they find So- 

- eialism in' the fullest sense so firmly 
entrenched and so well equipped.

Mr. Asquith deliberately gave 
opinion that unemployment was 
greater in protected countries than in

*the

Great1 Britain. Here he said there had 
been a highly gratifying decrease in 
the unemployed. In London there had 
been a decrease of 8,000 in the year. He 
accepted Mr. Balfour's challenge, and 
argued that free trade had increased 
our productive capacity beyond all 
records. He pointed to the vastly larger 
amount available tor investment, and 
said it was foolish to suppose that 
capital had been sent abroad and di­
verted from industry ât home. There 
had been a vastly larger amount of 
capital in the country last year, Mr. 
Asquith said.

Tariff Reform.
Bonar Haw, at Dulwich, expounded 

preference. He declared that bread 
would ,never be greatly' increased in 
price through tariff reform, because 
political power was in the-hands of the 
townsmen and not the agriculturists, 
and they would not consent to high 
duties. Mr. Law said that one great 
hope of increased expansion "in Brit­
ish exports was within the Empire. 
Canada was going fo do an immense 
trade in manufactured goods with 
somebody, and it rested with the 
electors whether she would do.it with 
Great Britain or her competitors.

Alfred Lyttelton, former colonial sec­
retary in the Balfour cabinet, at Wol­
verhampton, also maintained that 
duties on foreign wheat would not be 
sufficient to raise the price of bread.

Jebb’s Candidature.
The Australians, through R. B. Wise, 

who for some time was acting pre­
mier of New South Wales, have sent 
Mr. Balfour a cablegram similar to 
that from Toronto respecting Mr. 
Jebb’s candidature. Mr. Balfour has 
formally acknowledged the Toronto 
message.

" Defences, of Country.
Walteh poPe, former president of the 

local government board in the Balfour 
cabinet, at Stockport said if the Union­
ists were returned,and found the navy 
was deficient they would take the 
country into their confidence, and if it 

'was necessary to make great sacrifices 
in order to secure the safety of the 
country they would not hesitate to ask 
the country to make them.

Mrs. Pankhurst at Nottingham said 
if the result, of polling made it neces­
sary the women would continue the 
fight, and very likely 
would be called upon to die or go to 
prison for the cause.
