The serenaders, fifty tn number, ap­
peared at the Mossbury home last 
Thursday, and when Mossbury with 
his son and daughtev-in-law appeared 
on the porch they threw a volley, of 
stones, one of the stones wounding the 
elder man. Some members of the mob 
began a fusilade, which did not end till 
nearly four hours later. Over 400 shots 
were fired, and when the crowd ceased 
firing at 2 o’clock Friday morning, the 
shade trees In the front yard were de­
stroyed, and the roof of the porch and 
parts of the house were riddled. Later 
the besieging force secured five sticks 
of dynamite, and exploded all of them 
simultaneously. Nearly every window 

■in the house was shattered, and its oc­
cupants badly frightened.

When the crowd disappeared nearly 
two bushels of empty gun shells were 
picked up in the front yard.

Since the announcement by the 
Times some days ago of the determin­
ation of the Capital Canning Company 
to construct a cannery at the outer 
wtiarf the work has made splendid 
progress. The buildings are. already 
assuming shape, and Contractor Mc­
Arthur states that they will be com­
plete and ready for the machinery 
early next month. It is understood that 
the plant is already, on its way from 
the manufacturers, and will be here in 
time to allow the engineers to proceed 
with their part of the undertaking im­
mediately the carpentering is finished. 
The cannery will stand complete, ready 
for operation and capable of turning 
out a pack of from 15,000 to 20,000 cases 
per season, long before the 1st of June, 
wheh the: fish are expected to com­
mence running. In. the meantime the 
reconstruction of ' the flap upon the 
same site as that of the Capital Can­
ning Company last year is occupying 
the attention of those in charge. It, 
too, will be in place weeks before ac­
tually needed, so that everything 
promises to be in perfect shape before 
the arrival of the anticipated salmon.

A Times reporter visited the wharf 
on Tuesday and was escorted over 
the scene of operation. As has been 
stated, the principal part of the new 
cannery will be the large shed which 
has been used by R. P. Rithet & Co., 
and for some years for the drying of 
hides. A five year lease of that and 
some adjoining property has been se­
cured from the company mentioned, 
with the option of retaining it for an 
additional term at the expiration of 
that time. The interior of the struc­
ture is being -fitted up for storage pur­
poses. An upper floor is now in course 
of construction for the accommodation 
of the cases after the salmon has been 
packed and made ready for shipment. 
It is the intention to utilize the lower 
cne for the reception of the salmon 
upon their arrival from the trap. This 
building is admirably adapted for the 
purposes contemplated, being large, 
no less than 122 by 62 feet in size, and 
Well ventilated, maintaining the fresh­
ness of the fish from when they are 
caught until canned.

Two additional structures are called 
for in the contract, and the superstruc­
ture is well on its way. One of these 
Is 200 by 36 feet, and will accommodate 
the machinery. The second will be 
separated from the others owing to 
the character of the work for which 
it will be used, namely, the cleansing 
of the fish. There is a third apart­
ment, however, which should not be 
overlooked, and that is the one set 
aside for the engine, which will supply 
the motor power for .the entire plant. 
It will be of the most modem pattern, 
and have a horse power sufficient to 
keep the plant in operation at its full 
capacity continually.

A glance over the arrangements of 
the headquarters of the new. industry 
cannot but impress the most1 inexperi­
enced with the convenience of the lo­
cation from every standpoint. Within 
p, few yards of the sheds there is a slip 
which has been used but very little 
Isince the construction of the outer 
wharf. This will be exceedingly useful 
for transferring the fish from the barges 
as they arrive to the storage room, not 
to mention the value it will be in ship- 
ing the product when it is prepared 
for the market. Then, just back of the 
site, is a first class place for the China­
men’s quarters, and It is understood 
that as soon as the main buildings are 
finished cabins will be built for these 
employees. It is estimated that from 
150 to 200 men, white and otherwise, 
will be engaged during the fishing sea­
son. The cannery will be equipped in 
the most modern style in every par­
ticular, and, although not as large as 
those along the Fraser river and fur­
ther north, will be a model in the sim­
plicity and convenience of its arrange­
ments, and, above all, in cleanliness.

In Victoria they are 
combined under the style of auditor. It 
is in connection with the controller's part 
of the office that the clerical work occurs, 
mentioned in Mr. Helliwell's report.

What I would 
propose for your consideration is this, 
that I should give up the duties apper­
taining to the office of auditor, retaining 
those of controller, and in lieu of the 
former, take over the entire accounting 
of the waterworks, with, of course, the 
exception of collecting the rates ; that is, 
I would keep a complete set of books in 
the most up-to-date manner, taking over 
from the engineer's office the time and 
all details in connection with the expendi­
ture. This would lead to greater effici­
ency, as I would be in much closer touch 
with the expenditure, and would also,, I 
think, be the cause of some sa-dng in 
the working expenses. There would also 
be much more detailed statement and 
more information available both for the 
council and the ratepayers at the end 
of the year. An auditor could then be 
appointed who would be an entire out­
sider. As I would.be taking over as much, 
if not more, work than I am giving up, I 
would expect te receive the same salary 
as at present, only apportioned different­
ly, say, 56 per cent, to each office. I have 
had it in my mind to suggest this change 
for some time, but have been deterred by 
the idea that the council might object td 
the slight extra expense tnat might be 
incurred. Should you take these sugges­
tions into your favorable consideration. 
I am sure it would result in greater c-ffi-

There is an investigation in progress 
before the board of school trustees 
which involves the right of the teacher 
tc call iij1 the assistance of the police 
in instances where Valuable property is 
missing and cannot be recovered, with­
out first informing the parents of their 
Intention.

Then the pound fees; if the pound keeper 
impounds a cow or other animal, the 
party fined would have to come all the 
way to the city hall and pay his fine;

Hawkers and ped­
dlers and owners of dogs would all come 
under the same category, which would 
not only entail a great deal of extra work 
but cause the loss or time to the public. 
The same applies to all the sub-collectors, 
on whom there is every check that is pos­
sible.

The city engineer reported on the 
cost of sprinking streets as follows;

Gentlemen In accordance with resolu­
tion of the council, I have the honor to 
report upon the cost of street sprinkling 
on those streets traversed by the car 
lines, and also the cost of sprinkling the 
streets where there are no car tracks;

1. I have gone carefully into the mat­
ter, and find that the cost of once sprink­
ling a mile of roadway 40 feet wide tra­
versed by the car company under the 
present system, is $1.56, including the price 
of water. I may say a strip 8 feet in 
width should (assuming the by-law be en­
forced) be paid for by the tramway com­
pany, or one-fifth of tho total width, 
which would make the charge against the 
company 31 cents per mile.

2. It is quite clear that the cost of 
sprinkling any street of the same width, 
viz., 40 feet, where there 
tracks, would be, .as before stated, fl.55 
per mile under the present system.

3. The approximate cost of water to 
the car company over a single track 
would be 12 cents per mile.

4. I have made an approximate esti­
mate of street sprinkling with an elec­
tric car, assuming the same can load and 
distribute 15 tanks in 10 hours, takihg 
1254 miles of a 40-foot road to be a day’s 
work, and find the saving (providing the 
city paid labor only) would be $4.375* 
daily over the present system.

In conclusion, I may say the proportions 
between the city and the company may 
be varied considerably, depending alto­
gether upon the width of the street taken 
as the base of the calculation.

The objections 
as I understand them are two-fold, first, 
that for the auditor to have an office in 
the city hall and to be permanently em­
ployed there is not desirable; but that 
this officer should be an entire outsider; 
and, secondly, that the combination of 
the offices of auditor and water commis­
sioner should not exist. Much may be 
said regarding this last objection, though 
at the same time I think there is a good 
deal of misunderstanding about the mat­
ter, and I wish to again deny, as I have 
done before, that I in any way "audit my 
own accounts."

District and township municipalities 
are to he given the power to collect 
810 for every six months from corpor­
ations or trades.

In conformity with the act intro­
duced toy Hon. F. Carter Cotton to 
limit the licenses to hotels, etc., it is 
provided in the Municipal Clauses Act 
that in cities this same rule shall ap­
ply. The number of licenses is to be 
limited to 3 for the first 500 inhabi­
tants and one additional for every 
1.000 additional population. This will 
not interfere with existing licenses.

In order to settle a question as to 
the right of municipalities to pay for 
the keep of its prisoners confined In 
provincial jails, it is specified in the 
act that each municipality shall pay 
at the rate of 50c. a day for each per­
son convicted in the municipality.

A rather radical change has been 
made in connection with collections 
under the local improvement by-law. 
At present it has been found to be dif­
ficult to estimate and assess the exact 
amount required in each case. The 
consequence has been that supple­
mentary estimates were necessary or 
refunds of small amounts.

The amendment introduced by W. G. 
Cameron will permit the council to bor­
row money for the work obtaining ad­
vances. The special assessment may 
be made on the completion of the 
work.

Councils may appoint three park 
commissioners who are not members of 
the council to act with those appoint­
ed from the council.

The act comes into effect June 14th, 
1906.

the The city council of Victoria is limit­
ed to the Mayor and not more than ten 
aldermen, nor less than five. The ob­
ject to making this change was to al­
low of the redistribution of the city 
into wards allowing five of these if 
deemed wise. With only nine aider- 
men it was impossible to have more 
than three wards.

Power was given to municipal coun­
cils to alter the number of members 
on the board. In city municipalities 
the councils may be increased to eleven- 
members, including the mayor, or they 
may be decreased to six. In rural 
municipalities the councils may be in­
creased to eight or decreased to five.

The first meeting of the new council 
in each year is fixed for the third 
Monday in each year.

Provision is made for the appoint­
ment of an acting mayor by the coun­
cil in the absence of the mayor. The 
acting mayor is given all the power 
which ordinarily belong to the mayor.

In the section dealing with the right 
to reclaim lands and to deal with them 
for city, purposes, it is specified by an 
amendment introduced this year that 
the municipality shall have the power 
to arrange for public recreation build­
ings. This amendment was introduc­
ed at the suggestion of the city of Vic­
toria, and was intended to cover a case 
like that of the building proposed on 
the James Bay reclaimed lands.

Municipalities are also given th«5 
power to regulate the sale and the 
driving of animals through the public 
street*.

Under the power given to carry out 
works upon the requisition of the 
owners of one half of the assessable 
land values fronting upon the street 
is included that of extending the water 
mains.

In connection with the dog taxes 
which may be levied, a slight change 
was made affecting those who may 
own a number of dogs. Any one own­
ing more than five dogs may be held 
to own a kennel, and the tax imposed 
shall not exceed 810.

Under the permission given to coun­
cils to license and regulate plumbers, 
provision is made for a board of ex­
aminers of .and the granting of certifi­
cates of' efficiency to master plumbers 
and to Journeyman plumbers, and to 
prohibit plumbing being done by per­
sons not possessing such certificates, 
or carrying on theif business contrary 
to the by-law. The provision dealing 
with boards of examiners and the issu­
ing of certificates to plumbers is not 
to apply to district or township muni­
cipalities, nor to cities of less than 
5,000.

Councils are given the power to 
regulate the keeping of poultry, and 
are given the power to define the limits 
within which the same may be kept.

The act is made clear with respect to 
the collecting of annual taxes from fire 
insurance companies. A fire insurance 
company which is "doing business and 
taking risks” is td be subject to the 
tax. In the past it was pointed out 
that there had been disputes with re­
spect to companies which did not es­
tablish offices in a city, but conducted 
business by a travelling agent. This 
section as amended will overcome the 
difficulty.

The principle of the referendum In 
a limited way has been introduced. It 
is contained in the following section :

For obtaining the opinion of the 
electors of the municipality, at the 
time of the holding of annual elections, 
should the council of the municipality 
deem it desirable so to do, or on a 
petition signed by at least one-fifth of 
the total number of voters on the cur­
rent year’s list of those entitled to 
vote for mayor, submit any question 
affecting the general public welfare, 
or any proposed innovation or altera­
tion of any by-law, or for obtaining 
at any time the assent of the electors 
upon the voters' list for the year to 
any proposed by-law (other than a by­
law for raising money upon the credit 
of the municipality), and for regulat­
ing the mode of so obtaining the opin­
ion, or assent, or vote of such muni­
cipal electors.

Power is given the municipal council 
to make a grant to a tourist associa­
tion. There is also the power given to 
the council to appropriate money to­
wards the reception and entertain- 

I ment of distinguished visitors. The 
amount for the latter purpose is limit­
ed to 81,000 in cities of 20,000 inhabi­
tants or more, and to 6500 in smaller 
places.

The hours during which the poll is 
to be kept open in a vote on a by-law 
is now made to conform to the rule in 
force with respect to the election of 
mayor and aldermen. The hours were 
formerly shorter for a by-law which 
gave considerable trouble on election 
day.

The following section has been 
amended:

Notwithstanding anything contain­
ed in any act to the contrary, no per­
son shall be entitled to vote upon any 
by-law for raising money upon the 
credit of the municipality, or any by­
law to which the assent of the electors 
is necessary, unless he or she is the 
assessed owner of land or real prop­
erty in such municipality.

It has been amended by adding to it 
the following words, “according to the 
revised assessment roll as added to or 

’tered under the provision of section 
hereof up to five clear days before 
lay of voting on the by-law.

28 out of 56 on board are known to 
have been sa%red.

1.50News of the disaster was brought to 

this port to-day by the Leland line 
steamer Bostonian.

The British King was bound for 
Antwerp from New York. The vessel 
went down about 6 a.m. on Sunday in 
iat. 41.40 N„ long. 60.11 W. The dis­
aster was caused by barrels of oil and 
other wreckage which had been lost 
from the vessel in a violent storm be­
ing hurled by furious waves against 
the hull until an aperture was made 
through which the water entered.

The Bostonian had on board only 17 
of the survivors. The 11 others known 
to have escaped were picked up by the 
German tank steamer Manheirn, from 
Hamburg for New York.

The survivors on the Bostonian say 
that there is little doubt that the 28 
missing persons perished.

Among the rescued was Capt. James 
O'Hagan, of the British King, but he 
died later on board the Bostonian 
from the effects of injuries.

The rescue work of the Manheirn 
and Bostonian was effected at the risk 
of the lives of the rescuers. The first 
beat launched by the Bostonian was 
crushed to pieces in the sea and the 
boat’s crew was saved with difficulty. 
A second boat was at once launched 
and the crew of this succeeded in tak­
ing 13 men off from the sinking steam­
er, including Captain O’Hagan. After 
the sailors had been landed on the 
Bostonian this lifeboat too was smash­
ed and the crew, like the others, was 
ir. grave danger, but eventually all 
were taken from the water.

The five others rescued by the Bos­
tonian were removed from a piece of 
wreckage to which they were found 
clinging by a boat's crew from the 
Bostonian after the British King had 
gone to the bottom.

The five included Second Officer 
Flanagan, Chief Engineer Crawford, 
Fourth Engineer Beck and two cattle­
men.

The British King -was lost near Sable 
Island in one cf the most powerful 
gaies ever witnessed by the sailors.

Mannheim, which rescued part of the 
crew of the steamer British King 
which sank near Sable Island last Sun­
day, arrived here to-day.

Eighteen Drowned.
New York, March 15.—Eleven sur­

vivors of tlie steamer British King ar- a 
rived on board the Mannheim to-day. 
They reported that probably 18 of their 
shipmates were drowned when the 
British King sunk. Eighteen survivors 
arrived at Boston yesterday on 
steamer Bostonian, where it was re­
ported that the lost steamer carried 56 
persons.

Third Officer Sayer, who was among 
the saved by the Mannheim, said to­
day that he does not believe that the 
full complement was on board his 
steamer, as nine of the crew deserted 
before the British King sailed from this 
port last Tuesday, 
not more than 18 were drowned.

The eleven pien who reached the life­

THE MAYOR FAVORS
COLDSTREAM SOURCE

fMch He Contends Should Be Used 
Conjunction With the Elk Lake 

Supply.

In

The city water supply was made one 
of the great issues at the recent muni­
cipal elections, and opinfons were much 
divided as to the proper source of sup­
ply—whether Goldstream or Elk lake.
As will be remembered an expert was 
employed last year to report on the 
subject. That report was duly pub­
lished in the Times. The city entered 
into litigation with the Esquimau 
Waterworks Company, to establish a 
right to water from that stream; the 
city staked certain water claims along 
Goldstream, and the waterworks com­
pany charge the officials by whom the 
records were made with trespass. Thus 
the case stands at present—it is In the 
courts.

A Times reporter Tuesday morning 
saw Mayor Moriey on the subject, and 
sought an explanation as to what 
would be done in ttpe matter.

His Worship explained that he was 
awaiting a report from the waterworks 
committee. "As far as I am concern­
ed,” said the Mayor, “my position is 
just as it was during the municipal 
campaign. I maintain that the city has 
prior rights to the waters of Gold- 
stream ,and that we ought to enforce 
those rights. Of course, we must, be 
prepared to compensate the water­
works company for improvements 
made by them, bqt our rights to the 
■water we should maintain. No; I 
would not favor dispensing with the 
Elk lake supply. As far as the gravi­
tation could be preserved, I would use 
the waters of the lake, but dispense 
with the pumping stations. This water 
might be used for the lower levels, 
with certain improvements in the ser­
vice and distribution; but our right to 
the Goldstream water should not be 
surrendered. I don’t think that the 
present litigation will affect that. Of 
course the initial cost in taking over 
the Goldstream system and installing 
a service, would be the chief expense, 
but I am convinced it would be in the 
interests of Victoria. The people will 
have the opportunity when the by-Idw 
is submitted of. expressing their opin­
ion and settling the question for them­
selves.”

His Worship concluded by stating 
that he was awaiting the report of the 
waterworks committee on the matter.

Aid. Stewart, chairman of the water­
works committee, was next seen by the 
reporter, and that gentleman explained 
that as long as the question was In 
litigation, he did not feel disposed to 
take action. In reply to questions put 
by the Times man, Aid, Stewart stated:

"I have a preference for Goldstream 
water, but am of the opinion that it is 
beyond our means at present. I con­
sider it unwise to do anything until 
we get the court’s decision about Gold- 
stream.

“There is water enough at Elk lake 
for a population of 45,000, according to 
Mr. Adams, the expert, by making 
some improvements, such as raising 
the dams at the lake and building a 
reservoir at Smith’s hill.

”1 am not In favor of purchasing any 
more water meters until we have final­
ly decided whqt we will do about the 
water question. Of course we will have 
to go elsewhere than Elk lake very 
shortly for water, and I believe within 
ten years.

"The water question will very short­
ly be up to the ratepayers whether
they want to continue Elk lake or go , . T , , ^ , ,
to Goldstream ” I tlnued, Sir James Kitson, ministerial-

1 Ottawa. March 12.—The appeal In 
Milne vs. the Yorkshire Guarantee and 
Securities Corporation was argued in 
the Supreme court to-day. An action I 
was brought by the appellant for de- ! 
deration that he was discharged from 
liability to the Yorkshire Corporation 
on the endorsement of four notes for 
$2,500 each and on account of moneys 
received upon the Sale of two blocks 
of stock debentures of the Vancouver 
Gas Company, held as collateral. A 
dispute arose In respect to the transac­
tion between J. C. Keith and Rand 
Brothers, begun in 1892, for loans ag­
gregating $30,000, when the plaintiff en­
dorsed notes to the amount of $10,000 
on collateral security being deposited, 
the said security being improperly cre­
dited to other debts for which plaintiff 
was not responsible. On report of the 
Master judgment was entered in favor 
of the plaintiff for $4,600, but the judg­
ment was reversed on appeal to the 
Supreme court of British Columbia. 
The appeal is now being argued in the 
Supreme Court of Canada.

His Worship next touched upon the 

question of an independent auditor, 
and pointed out the difficulties existing 
in dealing with this matter in the 
council. He had no hesitation in say­
ing that he was not satisfied with ex­
isting conditions at the city hall. Un­
less the people were determined to have 
the independent audit it would be hard 
to pass it in the council chamber, as 
some of the aldermen seemed to think 
that there was no necessity for such 
an appointment. He was convinced 
that a change was necessary, and pro­
posed certain alterations in existing 
methods, but met ■ayth .opposition. To 
make a change in one department 
would necessitate a change in others, 
but his idea was that the whole system 
should be improved, and brought up, to 
date. He was in favor of an independ­
ent auditor, and did not care where 
such a man came from so long,, as he 
was competent. That a change w^s 
necessary the officials themselves con­
ceded, as would be observed from sug­
gestions made by the heads of depart­
ments at the previous night’s sitting 
of the city council. The officials were 
doing good service and faithfully fill­
ing their respective offices, but the sys­
tem was not the correct one. Instead 
of having a yearly balance sheet as at 
present, the accounts should be audit­
ed a couple of times a year—four times 
preferably—and the auditor should 
have the right to drop in at any time 
and look over the books. This was the 
plan adopted in banking and other in­
stitutions, and was proved to be the 
correct one. Then why not apply it to 
the city?

His Worship next alluded to the 
waterworks question, referring to his 
pre-election statement that they were 
mixed up in an unnecessary law suit 
which would bring them nothing but 
expense. They were already booked 
for $3,500 for law. There was a bad en­
tanglement, and he held there was no 
necessity for being led into it. He had 
been trying to clean the slate and start 
afresh. There was, however, too much 
law and too much amendment. They 
could not even change their system of 
booking at the city hail without hav­
ing the Municipal Act amended.

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CHARITY WORKERS
IN ANNUAL MEETING M.

Reports of Officers Show Whit Has 
Been Done In'the Last Twelve 

Months.

The Friendly Help Society held its 
eleventh annual meeting last Tuesday 
afternoon in the city hall, a large num­
ber being in attendance, including His 
Worship Mayor Moriey, and Bishop 
Perrin. Mrs. Perrin, the president, oc­
cupied the chair. The address of the 
president,, and the reports of the sec­
retary and treasurer were listened to 
with deep interest. The president an­
nounced that a change in the constitu­
tion had been carried into effect by 
which the Friendly Help Society was 
no longer under the jurisidetion of the 
Local Council of Women, but had now 
an independent existence, although be­
ing affiliated to the local council. In 
this connection the report says: “This 
in no way interferes with the method of 
working that was originally started, 
viz., the division of the whole city into 
districts, with a district visitor ap­
pointed for each, to whom all cases of 
distress were immediately reported. No 
names are published under any circum­
stances, and the cases relieved are 
brought before the monthly meeting of 
the society. In this way gradually 
there has grown up an organized dis­
tribution of charity, and the district 
visitors will, I am sure, be the first to 
acknowledge that they are learning by 
their experience how to deal in the best 
way with those whom they are com­
missioned to help. There are still cases 
which baffle the most experienced— 
when the husband or wife are habitual 
drunkards, it is almost impossible to 
know how to alleviate the misery en­
tailed upon the children,”

The many donors are also warmly 
thanked for their kindness.

In the course of her report the sec­
retary says:

"Perhaps the most important event 
in the society’s history for the past 
twelve months has been the affiliation 
with the Local Council of Women. 
Some eleven years ago the Friendly 
Help Society was inaugurated under 
the care and direction of the council. 
Since that timè-, we have grown and 
developed under this careful guidance, 
until it was thought that the time had 
arrived when this was no longer neces­
sary. Accordingly the council extend­
ed an invitation to affiliate with them 
and to become a part of that great 
body of workers. This was done, and 
we now enjoy the full privileges of that 
organization. Owing to this, a few 
changes were made in our constitution.

“Over 400 applicants were assisted 
during the year, 191 with groceries, 168 
with clothing, 7 with milk daily, 99 with 
fuel, and several with household furn­
ishings and other needs.

“As in former years, the society did 
excellent work at the Christmas sea­
son. Under the able management of 
Mrs. McMicking, assisted by the mem­
bers, over eighty boxes of Christmas 
supplies and clothing were sent to those 
who otherwise would have been with­
out these comforts. We have to ex­

TEHDERS FOR TRIAL
ISLAHD LIGHTH00SE

Are Being Invited by the Marine Depart­
ment-Substantial Building to 

Be Constucted.

Flans and specifications for the new 
wooden lighthouse and tower, fog alarm 
buildings and outbuildings connected 
therewith, to be constructed on Trial Isl­
and, have arrived from Ottawa. This is 
a point about three miles from the city 
on the southern shore. It is surrounded 
by very dangerous waters and has been 
the scene of many an accident. A light­
house for the place has been advocated 
ever since the Clallam disaster, which 
happened within halt a mile or so of the 
site that has now been chosen for build­
ing purposes. The board of trade has 
from time to time recommended that a 
light be placed there, and the members 
of that body will be pleased to learn that 
the promises made by the Dominion gov­
ernment are to be followed by actual 
construction work. The building to be 
erected will be of a substantial character.

Tenders will be received by the deputy 
minister of marine and fisheries till noon 
of April 17th. The plans and specifica­
tions can be seen and forms of tlic ten­
der procured at this department, Ottawa, 
at the agency, Victoria, and at the post 
offices of Vancouver and Nanaimo.

According to the specifications the light­
house is to be greeted on the southern­
most end of Trial Island, on the summit 
of the highest Iffmll, about 300 feet from 
the shore on the west and.800.fe.qt from 
the extreme south point. The rock is "here 
about 80 feet above the high water mark. 
The main building is to face south 22 de­
grees east by compass, which will bring 
the kitchen door on the N.N.W. side.

The site is solid rock, practically bare, 
and a fairly level surface can be selected 
for the foundations with a natural grade 
required for drainage. The fog alarm is 
to be erected on the summit of the lower 
knoll near the south end of the island, 
about 500 feet south, 30 degrees east, from 
the lighthouse, while the boat house is to 
be built on a sheltered bight on the isl­
and as may prove most favorable after 
investigation of the surf conditions. The 
foundation of the lighthouse tower and 
dwelling combined is to be of solid con* 
orete. From thie a chimney with three 
flues ie to be built, and under the kitchen 
a cistern is to be constructed with a 
capacity of 600 cubic feet. This will, if 
possible, be placed right in the solid rock, 
so that considerable excavating will have 
to be done.

The superstructure will be a neat two- 
story building about thirty by thirty feet, 
and shingled with cedar shingles on the 
sides, with a tower on top for the ac­
commodation of the light. The power or 
character of the light to be installed is a 
matter that is not mentioned, this, with 
the kind of alarm apparatus to be used 
in connection with the station being a 
matter for subsequent arrangement after 
the buildings are in place.

The session of the legislature being 

over, the resignation of the attorney- 
general, Hon. Chas. Wilson, has come 
to light. When Hon. Mr. Wilson left 
for Ottawa on private business In the 
midst of the heaviest part of the ses­
sion there was a prophecy made about 
the legislature that he would never 
again be segn in the attorney-general’s 
seat in the House.

Mr. Wilson and his colleagues did 
not see eye-to-eye on the Columbia’ & 
Western bill, which was then prepared 
and ready for presentation to the 
House. It is even said that he was 
with difficulty restrained from making 
his position clear on the floor of the 
House on this question. Had he been 
a private member instead of a member 
of the government he would assuredly 
have taken this course.

For the sake of the party, however, 
the attorney-general refrained from an 
open split, and consented to withdraw 
from the scene, taking advantage of 
the opportunity to go East on private 
business as a blinder until the session 
closed. His resignation, however, it is 
understood, was then handed In on the 
understanding that the premiér, for the 
advantage of the party, might keep it 
back until the House rose.

The time has now come, and the re­
signation is in and accepted. When 
Hon. Mr. Wilson left, for the East his 
place was filled by Hon. F. J. Fulton, 
the provincial secretary. The latter 
will likely continue to fill the position, 
thus avoiding the necessity for open­
ing any constituency at the present 
time. With the Kaien Island investi­
gation fresh in the minds of the people 
and the Columbia & Western deal just 
consummated, it is deemed absolutely 
certain that if any seat In the province 

reopened the result would be a 
signal defeat for the government. So 
fearful is the premier of the conse­
quences of an appeal to the country 
that he may find it necessary, accord­
ing to reports, to postpone a general 
election, which he has had in view.

Although there are many applicants 
for the vacancy in the cabinet, the 
government will likely leave the situa­
tion as it is at present for a little time. 
W. J. Bowser i* believed to have his 
eye on the attorney-generalship, and 
W. Ross would not pass it by if it were 
offered. To make a selection of a pro­
vincial secretary would be a more try­
ing task, for the number of applicants 
would then be multiplied. Almost 
every Conservative member, including 
the 'atest to enter the House, W. Man- 
son, aqd even Harry Wright, would be 
ready fo advance claims to that place.

C. Wilson will continue to represent 
Vancouver in the legislature.

At the monthly meeting of the boardA meeting of the licensing commis­
sioners was held yesterday in the police 
court presided over by His Worship 
the Mayor. A,ld. Davey and J. E. Phil­
lips were also present. There was a 
large attendance of interested parties 
including a deputation, headed by Rev. 
T. W. Gladstone, who opposed a trans­
fer of the License held by the Savoy 
Co., Limited. A great deal of interest 
was manifested in the proceedings 
throughout, as it was known that there 
would be opposition to some of the 
licenses sought. There was no new 
license applied for, but transfers were j 
numerous.

A transfer of the Vernon hotel 
license was applied for from Mrs. 
Patterson to F. G. Vernon. Mrs. 
Patterson had been the tenant of the 
premises, which were now vacant. The 
oullding was owned by George Forbes 
Vernon, hurt Is at present unoccupied. 
It was stated that there were parties 
looking after it. The intention of the 
applicant was to keep the license 
alive.

There was no opposition, and the 
transfer was granted.

Mr Brown sought a transfer of the 
license held by him for the Prince of 
Wales saloon, corner of Cormorant and 
government streets. The business had 
been moved from one side of Govern­
ment street to the other.

F. Higgins appeared for Mr. Hep­
burn, the landlord of the vacated pre­
mises. He stated that under agree­
ment between the landlord and tenant 
the latter was bound to give twelve 
months’ notice of his intention to 
leave, but had only given one month’s 
notice. The premises had been built 
and designed for the business con­
ducted by Mr. Brown, and could not be 
fitted up for other purposes except at 
great expense. He contended that the 
licensing commissioners had not the 
power to transfer a license from one 
premises to another under such condi­
tions as here existed.

Mr. Moresby: If there is any charge 
to be made against the conduct of those 
premises I must ask that it be taken 
under oath. I am prepared to answer 
the questions* raised by the reverend 
gentleman, but if he is to make 
charges, they must be made under 
oath, in the usual way.

Rev. Mr. Gladstone continued to state 
that gambling was still carried on on 
the premises, and submitted a letter 
from a man who said there was a 
chart used to guide to the gambling 
tables.

The letter referred to was handed to 
the Mayor, but the signature was 
found to have been removed. His Wor­
ship, therefore, declined to receive the 
document, stating that he would not 
accept an anonymous letter.

Rev. Mr. Gladstone said that he had 
torn off the signature as the writer did 
not wish to have his identity known.

The Mayor adhered to his decision 
not to receive the document.

Mr. Moresby replied to the charge of 
the Rev. Mr. Gladstone. He pointed 
out that while a company as a whole 
might be charged with a breach of the 
law, no charge had came before the 
courts against the Savoy Company. If 
charges could be established they 
should be brought forth and proved, 
but insinuations and inuendos were 
not evidence. Mr. McDoneH was man­
ager of the company, and had never 
been charged in a public court here 
with any offence, nor had the secre­
tary of the company.

Rev. Mr. Gladstone said he had 
reason to believe that gambling has 
been carried on on the Savoy premises 
since March 1st.

Mr. Moresby denied this, and con­
tended that the saloon license of the 
Savoy was conducted according to law, 
and that there was no gambling since 
the edict went forth that gajnbling 
should be stopped. It was easy to 
make insinuations and Imputations, 
but in fairness these should be proved. 
He was surprised to hear Mr. Glad­
stone threaten the commissioners, and 
said that had such remarks been -made 
in an ordinary court of justice, the 
reverend gentleman would be punish- 

evi- ed for contempt of court.
Mr. Moresby concluded^ by explain­

ing the plan upon which the license 
would be conducted in future, and 
alluded to the fact that no person in 
the street raised any objection to the 
transfer of the license.

The Mayor said that conditions had 
changed since he granted the tempor­
ary transfer of the license, but at that 
time he gave Mr. McDoneH distinctly 
to understand that it was granted 
subject to the approval of the court of 
commissioners. Since then a lengthy 
petition had been handed in against 
this license, and in order that both 
sides might have an opportunity of be­
ing heard the case would be adjourned 
for a week. 1

day,” says the Nanaimo Free Press.
“Mr. Goodfellow reports an unusually 
large surplus of cars on the E. & N.
