Washington, D. C., Dec. 7.—Presi-.ent 
Taft’s first tegular annual mes» age to 
congress was sent to that body to-cL. 
It consists of about £0,000 words, an 
at that leaves for subsequent discus 
slon in special messages the import 
ant subjects of anti-trust and inte­
state commerce legislation as well as 
legislation for further laws to pro­
mote the conservation of the natura 
resources. These questions are most 
ly referred to incidentally in the pres­
ent message.

With regard to Nicaragua. Presi­
dent Taft refers to the "sad tale of the 
unspeakable barbarities and oppression 
alleged to have been committed by the 
Zelaya government,” and to the fact 
that twer Americans were recently put 
to death by order of Zelaya himself, 
and says that this government is pro­
ceeding “with deliberate circumspec­
tion” to determine the exact truth and 
the course to be pursued "most con­
sistent with its dignity, its duty to 
American interests and its moral obli­
gations to Central America.”

“At the date when this message is 
printed this government has termin­
ated diplomatic relations wljh the Ze­
laya government, and reasons made 
public in a communication to the for­
mer Nicaraguan charge d’affaires, and 
is intending to take such steps as will 
be found most consistent with Its dig­
nity, its duty to American interest; 
and its moral obligations to Centrai 
America and to civilization. It later 
may be necessary for me to bring this 
subject to the attention of congress in 
a special message."

Sealing Problem.
The message in part is as follows:
“Negotiations for an international 

conference to consider and reach an 
arrangement providing for the preser­
vation and protection of the fur seals 
in the North Pacific are in progress 
with the governments of Great Britain, 
Japan and’ Russia. The attitude of the 
governments interested leads me to 
hope for a satisfactory settlement of 
this question as the ultimate outcome 
of the negotiations.

“The question arising out of the Bel­
gian anr exation of the independent 
si ite of the Congo, which has so long 
snd earnestly- pre-occupied the atten- 

■ •»-.■. the government and enlisted the 
- sympa» hy of our best citizens is still 

o; m, bur in a more hopeful stage. The 
announced programmes of reform, while 
striking at many of the evils known 
to exist, are an augury of better 
things. The attitude of the United 
States is one of. benovelent encourage­
ment, coupled with a hopeful trust that 
the good work, responsibility under­
taken and zealously perfected to the 
accomplishment of the results so ar­
dently desired, will soon justify the 
wisdom that inspires them and will sat­
isfy the demands of humane sentiment 
throughout the world."

Relations With' Orient.
On the relations of tie United States 

with the Orient the président says:
“In the Far East this government 

preserves its policy of supporting the 
principle of equality and opportunity 
and scrupulous respect for the integ­
rity of the Chinese Empire, to which 
policy we pledged the interested pow­
ers of both East and West.

“Our traditions.! relations wjth the 
Japanese Empire continue cordial as 
usual. The arrangement^ for a co­
operative control of the immigration 
of laborers Ao the United States has 
proved to work satisfactorily. The 
matter of a treaty between the United 
States and Japan, which is terminable 
in 1912 is already being studied ter 
both countries.

"The actual cost to date of the Pan­
ama canal, which is now half done and 
which will be completed January 1, 
1915, shows that the cost of engineer­
ing and construction will be $297,766.- 
000 instead of $139,705,200 as originally 
estimated. •

New Tariff Act.
“Two features of the new tariff act 

call for special reference. By virtue of 
the clause known as the ‘Maximum 
and minimum' clause, it is the duty 
of the executive to consider the laws 
and practices of other countries with 
reference to the importation into 
those countries of the products 
and merchandise of the United 
States, thb minimum duties provided 
In the bill are to go into force. Un­
less the president makes a finding, then 
the maximum duties provided in the 
bill, that is, an increase of 25 per cent, 
ad valorem olFer the minimum duties, 
are to be in force. Fear has' been ex­
pressed that this power conferred on 
duty imposed on the executive is like­
ly to lead to a tariff war. I beg to 
express the hope and bellèf that such 
need not be anticipated.

“The new tariff law enables me to 
appoint a tariff board to assist me in 
connection with the department of 
state, in the administration ot the 
minimum and maximum clause of the 
act, and also to assist 'officers of the 
government in .the administration ot 
the entire law. Àn examination of the

SNOWSTORMS ON 
PACIFIC COAST

SERIOUS DAMAGE
REPORTED IN OREGON

Los Angeles Experiences Cold­
est Day in Thirty-two 

Years.

Seattle, w„sh., Dec. 7.—Snowstorms, 
accompanied by high winds and low 
temperatures, prevailed this morning 
along the greater extent of the Paci­
fic coast. In this city ^ snow began 
falling early in the morning, following 
a night of extremely high wind, and 
at noon the ground was covered with 
a light fall of flakes.

A blizzard struck Portland at 3 
o’clock yesterday afternoon and con­
tinued with lessened intensity this 
morning, six inches of snow having 
fallen. The damage wrought in the 
city and the Willamette valley is es­
timated at several thousand dollars. All 
the telephone and telegraph wires to 
the south are down. The storm seems 
to be general over Oregon and South­
ern Washington. In Portland, the 
storm is the severest experienced in 
years and street car service to-day is 
all but tied up. The weather bureau 
predicts that the temperature will rise 
to-day and that by to-morrow normal 
conditions should prevail.

Reports from California show an un­
precedented snowfall, eighteen inches 
being ' recorded throughout Shasta, 
Trinity and Siskiyou counties. The 
wind catoe up yesterday evening and 
the snow was reported last night to 
be drifting badly. Railroads and stage 
lines will be hampered by the drifts.

From Southern California comes re­
ports of unusually cold weather. At 
Los Angeles yesterday the temperature 
dropped to a_ maximum of 45 degrees 
and a minimum of 31, which is said 
tojje'the coldest day in that city f<r 82 
years. Pasadena and Redlands ret. ert- 
ed temperatures of 37 degree? Mount 
Wilson Is covered with 10 inches of 
snow and Mount Lowe lx' inches. ■ : n 
many places orchard ist.s fought the 
frost with smudges ail last night.

Dawson, Yukon, reports a tempe na­
ture of 40 degrees below zero almost 
constantly for the past three weeks.

FIRST ENGINEER ON
RESERVOIR SPEAKS

•H. A. Icke, Who Resigned Posi­
tion, Makes Public 

Statement

At Monday night’s meeting of the city 
council toe following letter, addressed 
to Aid. Ross by H. A. Icke, the first 
engineer to be placed in charge of the 
Smith’s Hill reservoir, was read:

“I resigned to avoid being respon­
sible iji any way for certain works and 
workmanship, the character of which 
I could not approve and which I had 
not the authority to alter. The occa­
sion of my leaving was the com­
mencement of the concrete lining ot 
Smith’s Hill Reservoir. While I had 
little confidence that even If every 
care was exercised in the execution of 
the work, that it would be entirely 
successful, I felt certain that If It 
was carried out as It had begun ser­
ious trouble would follow.

“With reference to what the water 
commissioner has said with regard to 
my not stating my reasons for my 
leaving, the commissioner well knew 
that I was dissatisfied in many ways, 
and when I called at his office to tell 
him that I wished to leave it was 
not my purpose to make any further 
fuss. On returning to Smith's Hill, 
however, and re-inspecting the work, 
I felt that It was my duty to state 
emphatically what I thought of the 
concrete. I thereupon, before going 
out to Elk Lake to square matters up 
there, rang up the water commis­
sioner and told him that I did not ap­
prove of the character of the con­
crete and that he must consider the 
foreman responsible. I may say that 
the commissioner had dealt directly 
with the foreman all along.

“On leaving I- went for a trip to 
California, and when in San Fran­
cisco I called at the consulting engi­
neer’s office and was prepared to tell 
him, for his own protection, what I 
thought of the work, but I found that 
he was then in Victoria. That I had 
correctly guaged the situation that it 
was useless for me to take any stand 
Is, I think, fully borne out by the 
following facts: The consulting engi­
neer visited the works immediately af­
ter my leaving and that although Mr. 
Kempke was appointed to succeed me, 
no Improvement was made 
character of the work and the leakage 
Is actually worse than I had expect­
ed.”

worked with the utmost satisfaction, 
and strongly urged Victoria to get in 
line.

Aid. Raymond was in favor of a spe­
cial committee of the council being 
appointed to deal with the matter and 
then report back to the council.

Aid. Fullerton said it was absurb for 
the members of the council to debate 
the workings of the system. The fact 
was that the people had asked for a 
by-law to be submitted, and the coun­
cil should grant the request at the 
earliest possible date. The system it 
was proposed to follow had been de­
fined by statute, and it was ridiculous 
to waste time in talking about how it 
would work. They should first of all 
find out if the people wanted it. He 
moved that the city solicitor be asked 
to prepare the by-law at once.

At Aid. Turner’s request ex-Ald.

Mr. Hanna said that in view of the 
information contained in the telegrams 
which the mayor had read from the 
various cities in Canada, what he could 
say would be of very little value. He 
would explain, however, that in the 
present agitation for a change. in the 
system of municipal government no 
reflection was intended upon anyone. 
But everyone would admit that the 
present system had broken down. No 
one could say that this city was being 
conducted along business lines.

Aid. McKeown repeated what he said 
at a former meeting, that if the board 
of control would undertake to see that 
the city officials would do their work 
properly no doubt the system would 
work well, but not otherwise.

Aid. Stewart said he had been of the 
opinion that the members of the board 
of control would be out around town 
superintending the work in progress, 
but he understood now that this was 
not the case—that they set in the, city 
hall for about two hours per day and 
did all their work there. -He believed 
that if they had a good engineering de­
partment they would not need a board 
of control.

Aid. Henderson said the main thing 
to be said in favor of the system was 
that three men were placed in complete 
charge of all departments. The officials 
would look to these three men for their 
instructions, and they would be in­
clined to follow those instructions as 
they would know that the controllers 
were right there to see that they car­
ried out their work properly. The result 
he believed would be an improvement 
over the present system.

The motion then carried.

What System Is.
We have from legal journals, the 

statutes of other provinces, and the 
by-laws of cities having boards of con­
trol, gathered such information as we 
can. We have aforetime informed the 
council of the provisions of the On­
tario statute, from which Vancouver 
incorporated powers in its private 
charter, which powers are now in the 
municipal act and available to this city.

The aldermen will have received 
from us an extract of the above pro­
visions and an alternative suggestion 
(in the form of a temporary expedient) 
for the creation of an executive com­
mittee selected from the council of 
1910, which requires merely an amend­
ment to the existing council by-law.

We have been assisted by some lit­
tle information gathered by the Trades 
& Labor Council of this city, but Win­
nipeg alone of the municipalities from 
whom the labor council has received 
information is using a board of con­
trol. Other municipal institutions in 
the United States are using govern­
ment by commission under special 
charters from the state legislature.

We have to point out to the council 
that the provisions of the municipal 
act, authorizing the creation of boards 
of control, are deficient in making no 
provision for a quorum of the bôard. 
This will create a difficulty -thatihe 
three members must be unanimous in 
all their actions, and should a vacancy 
occur, nothing can be done by the 
board until it is filled; whilst if one 
member is absent from any cause the 
same result ensues.

Furthermore there is no provision for 
the recall of any member of the board, 
as is found in provisions dealing with 
municipal government by commission­
ers. Twenty-five per cent of the elec­
torate can recall on petition.

There is danger under the present 
provisions of a conflict of opiriion 
arising between the board and the 
council, inasmuch as every action of 
the board of control, as it must be 
constituted, can be rescinded or varied 
by a two-thirds vote of the council, 
and this danger is not guarded against 
in any way.

the

(6) Nothing in this section shall 
prevent the council by a vote of the 
majority of the council present and 
voting from referring back to the 
board of control any report, question, 
matter or thing for reconsideration.

(7) Resolution of council reversing 
or dealing with action of council re­
quires votes of yeas and nays to be 
recorded in minutes.

(8) School board, police commis­
sioners and other boards to furnish the 
board of control, on or before 1st 
March, in each year, with annual esti­
mates.

(9) Board have no power over sùb- 
officers in fire department, nor sub-of­
ficers under assessment .commissioner; 
nor to representatives of the council 
at or upon the board of any corpora­
tion to which the council sends a rep­
resentative.

X10) Preserves power to council by a 
two-thirds vote to set aside or alter, 
and by a simple majority to form or 
refer back.

Section 322d provides that by-law be­
fore final passage must go to the 
mayor’s list of electors in the same 
manner as to giving notice and taking 
vote as money by-laws. Three-fifths 
majority is required to assent, and 
then council must finally pass by-law. 
It must be specially noted that the 
statutes makes no provision for a 
quorum of the board.

• Terms of By-Law.
The following are the requirements 

ex- for the by-law: The words of the first 
portion of section 322b must be fol­
lowed, then direct submission to elec­
tors; appoint returning officer and 
deputy returning officer and place and 
time of holding election. By-law 
should name the day of nomination, 
which is directed to be as provided for 
the nomination of mayor, viz., the 2nd 
Monday in January’ from 12 noon to 2 
p.m.

The salary of the members of the 
board of control should be fixed by 
this by-law, and it should be consid­
ered whether any additional duties are 
to be given to the board than herein­
after enumerated. Probably provision 
can be made that two members of the 
board form a quorum. Provided all 
minutes shall be signed by ail the 
members of the board before becom­
ing operative. Provisions should be 
made for daily (or otherwise) sitting 
of the board. Usual clause to submit 
for consent of electors on mayor’s list.

The following suggestion of the city 
solicitors is offered for consideration 
as an alternative to a “Board of Con­
trol,” which board canont take hold 
of things until 1911 unless the council 
of this year pass a by-law using exist­
ing statutory powers and amending 
present "Council By-law,” form an 
"executive committee,” mayor to 
naminate and council to ballot for and 
appoint two aldermen willing to give 
the requisite time and attention (one 
hour every alternate morning should 
suffice.) These aldermen should have 
been (within the previous three 
years) chairmen of committees, pre­
ferably taking chairman of finance 
and street committees, the mayor to be 
ex-officio chairman and two to form 
a quorum. Give to the executive pow­
er to act, with the limitations imposed 
on the council by statute, or by the 

j by-laws, or by resolutions of the sev­
eral committees (which will be con­
tinued.) The executive committee will 
act upon resolutions of committees 
and in urgent matters, upon reports 

I and recommendations of responsible 
' heads of departments, and it will fur­
ther save the time of the council and 
the committees particularly in receiv­
ing delegations and deputations and 
petitions; dealing with correspondence 
ordering and approving by-laws, and 
when approved and previously circu­
lated, new by-laws, when before the 

j council, can be "taken as read.” 
Committee Work.

Amendment Needed.
We regard these objections as neces­

sitating an amendment during the next 
session of the House. The existence of 
the defects would not prevent the coun­
cil, if they are so determined, from 
passing the by-law this year. „

We desire to add that it has been 
plained-to us by Mr. Hanna that the 
desire of the citizens consulted by him 
is to have it distinctly understood that 
an up-to-date administrative is sought, 
qualified and willing to satisfy gov­
ernmental requirements co-incident 
with the existing and anticipated 
growth of the city and. the necessarily 
increasing volume of public work, and 
is in no way intended as a reflection 
upon the work of past councils or the 
present.

Delays in Law.

"The deplorable delays In the admin­
istration of civil and criminal law have 
received the attention of committees 
of the American Bar, Association and 
many state bar associations as well 
as the oonsidered thought of judges and 
jurists. In my judgmeht a change in 
the judicial procedure with a view to 
reducing its expense to private litigants 
in civil cases and facilitating the dis­
patch of business and final direction in 
both civil and criminal cases consti­
tutes the greatest need in our Amer­
ican institutions. I do not doubt for 
one moment that much of the lawless 
violence and cruelty exhibited in lynch- 
ings are directly due to the uncertain­
ties and injustice growing out of the 
delays in trials, judgments and the 
executions thereof by our courts. The 
procedure in the federal courts should 
furnish an example for the state 
courts. I, therefore, recommend leg­
islation providing for the appointment 
by the president of a commission with 
authority to examine these laws and 
equity proceedure of the federal courts 
of first Instance, the law of appeals 
from these courts to the Courts of Ap­
peals and to the Supreme court and the 
costs imposed in such procedure on 
the private litigants and upon the pub­
lic treasury and make recommendation 
with a view to simplifying and expedit­
ing the procedure as far as possible 
and making it as inexpensive as may 
be for the litigant of little means.”

Teachers Appointed at Last 
Might’s Sitting of 

Board.

Severe Storms in Southern 
Alaska Do 

Damage.■

■ (From Thursday’s Daily.)
At last evening’s " meeting of the 

board of school trustees it was de­
cided that the motion made by Trustee 
Staneland at the last meeting of the 
board, and which was laid on the 
table, for the erection of a four-story 
frame school on the corner of Bank 
and Leighton street, Oak Bay, at a 
cost of $10,000, was necessary, and that 
the board should appeal to the city 
council for that* amount. It was 
ported at the meeting that there were 
136 pupils now attending the Central 
school who would attend the proposed 
new centre.

Trustee McIntosh spoke in favor of 
this move and stated that he was sure 
that when the new school was ready 
for occupation there would be a suf­
ficient number of children to fill it, as 
'the growth in that section was re­
markable. He thought that this school 
should have been erected several years 
ago. A number of the other members 
of the board expressed themselves in 
somewhat similar terms.

Owing to the lack of accommodation 
at the Victoria West school a report 
was made by Superintendent Paul to 
the effect that a number of children 
were attending that school, whose 
parents were not residents of this city. 
It was also found that most of these 
children were in the senior grade. The 
board decided to let them finish the 
term at the school, but after that they 
will have to attend the schools in their 
respective districts.

Trustee McNeill, speaking on this, 
said that it was not fair for outsiders 
to attend city schools as the citizens 
had to defray all expenses.

Trustee Christie then pointed out 
that there were a large number from 
the surrounding districts who are at­
tending the local high school.

Mr. McNeill arose again and stated 
that Mr. Christie had struck a vital 
point. He said that the question was 
worthy of consideration as thé rate­
payers were taxed too much and that 
many of them will not support the by­
law providing for a new high school 
on this account. It was decided to 
find out how many outside pupils were 
attending this school so that the board 
might be well informed' should this 
question ever arise.

Chairman Jay took thé opportunity 
at last night’s meeting to express his 
opinion in regard to the boat'd of con­
trol. He stated that there had been 
considerable newspaper talk on this 
subject and that he had found there 
was a clause in the by-law, govern­
ing this body, stating that the school 
board as well as the fire commission­
ers and’ police commissioners, was ex­
pected to submit a report of the 
amount of money proposed to be ex­
pended. Mr. Jay felt that if the ob­
ject of this new body was to curtail 
the board then the trustees should op­
pose it and oppose it strongly as the 
present system was quite satisfactory. 
For the past ten years the board has 
been working well.

Mr. McNeill moved that a commit­
tee should be appointed to look into 
the matter and find out how the pro­
posed board works. Trustees Jay, 
Staneland and McNeill were appointed 
to investigate the matter.

The appointing of five teachers to be 
added to the city staff was taken up 
last night. There were eleven applica­
tions in for the positions. The follow­
ing were appointed: Miss Andrews, 
Miss Clarke, Miss Campbell, Miss 
Evans and Miss Long. The assign­
ments for these will be made later.

Chief Davis, of the fire department, 
in making his report made reference 
to the fact that something would have 
to be done in both the boys’ and girls' 
sections of the Central school to guard 
against accidents in case of fire. Owing 
to the over-crowding in the school, 
classrooms have been made over the 
boiler-room and very poor exits 
provided.

Trustee McNeill said it was the rule 
to have fire drills regularly in the 
schools and It was shown that not 
one had yet been held in the Girls’ 
Centra] this term.

The committee appointed to look 
into the matter of supplying pianos to 
several schools for the Christmas en­
tertainments recommended that the re­
quired instruments should be loaned to 
the school and that after the holidays 
the question of furnishing several of 
the schools with permanent pianos 
should be taken up.

THE POLITICAL CONFLICT
IN BRITAIN.

The Birmingham post, long the ac­
cepted mouthpiece of Mr. Joseph Cham­
berlain, has taken the liberty of out­
lining the fiscal policy of the Unionist 
party. As there has been no disclaimer 
from the leaders of the party, the con­
clusion is natural that the Post’s plat­
form is constructed in substance upon 
the lines favored by the Conservatives. 
The annuoncement or pronouncement 
cannot be considered startling, inas­
much as It merely states in definite 
terms something which Mr. Balfour 
and his lieutenants have suggested or 
hinted at in indefinite terms. It elabor­
ates a policy ot protection for the 
United Kingdom. It substitutes for the 
policy of the Liberals, which is to 
make up the budget deficit by the tax­
ation of land, a policy of taxation upon 
practically ail imports except- the raw 
materials which enter so largely into 
the business of the British people as a 
nation of manufacturers. •

Washington, D. C., Dec. 9.—Congress­
man Ransdell, of Louisiana, président 
of the deep waterways congress, in an 
address before the national rivers and 
harbor congress here yesterday, Issued 
a warning to the railroad magnates of 
the country who oppose waterways 
improvement, that their attitude even­
tually will mean government owner­
ship of railroads. Ransdell declared 
that he Is a friend of railroads, which 
he regards as marvellous agents of 
progress.

He said that the strongest, possible 
weapon for the railroads against gov­
ernment ownership would be friendly 
relations between the waterways or­
ganizations and the railroads. Follow­
ing out this line of argument he 
urged the magnates to abandon their 
position.

In his address President Taft main­
tained his policy of remaining on the 
fence regarding the advisability of the 
government issuing bonds to make 
waterway improvements. He declared 
that the favored securing a declara­
tion from congress in favor of the im­
provement of the Mississippi, Missouri 
and Ohio rivers, leaving the matter of 
bonds for consideration later.

Chief Justice Macdonald, of the Court 

of Appeal, and Mr. Justice Irving, of 
the Court of Appeal, arrived in 'the 
city last evening and are staying at 
the Empress hotel. They were for­
mally sworn in this morning.

Yesterday afternoon Mr. Justice Irv­
ing, of the Court of Appeal, was sworn 
in by His Honor the Lieut.-Govemor. 
This forenoon Mr. Justice Irving in 
turn swore in the chief Justice and 
Mr. Justice GalUher. Mr. Justice Mar­
tin, the remaining member of the Court 
of Appeal, will be sworn In within a 
short time, disposing of some cases he 
has in hand befbre it.

Chief Justice Macdonald has decided 
to take up his permanent residence in 
Victoria. He will for the present lease 
a residence, and later consider the. 
question of building a home. 
Macdonald and children will join him 
here almost immediately.

It was, of course, optional with him 
to live either at Vancouver or Victoria,. 
but he chose the Capital City, which 
to his mind possessed greater charms 
as a place of permanent residence than 
the city on Burrard Inlet. He had al­
ways been enamored of Victoria and 
had long cherished an ambition to be 
enabled to live- here altogether, and 
needless to say he rejoices greatly that 
he is now so situated as to make this 
possible.

Mr. Justice Galliher expects shortly 
to make his home In Victoria also.

The chief justice announces that the 
first session of the newly-created Ap­
pellate court will be held in Victoria, 
commencing on January 4th next. A 
proposal had been made that a session 
might be held at Vancouver before the 
close of the year, but on examination 
it was found that the legal business 
offering was not of a pressing charac­
ter. The first business to come before 
the court here will be a couple of crim­
inal appeals.

Mr. Justice Murphy, who was sworn 
in as a judge of the Supreme Court 
of British Columbia yesterday, left last 
evening for the mainland. He will pro­
ceed to Rossland to hold court there 
next week.

Mr. Justice Gregory will leave in a 
few days to hold court In Nelson.

Of the Supreme court judges Chief 
Justice Hunter and Mr. Justice Greg­
ory will continue to reside here. The 
other members of the court, Mr. Jus­
tice Morrison, Mr. Justice Clement and 
Mr. Justice Murphy will make their 
homes in Vancouver.

New Orleans, La., Dec. S.—Dispatches 
to-day from Corinto confirm yester­
day’s cables reporting a decisive insur­
gent victory over Zelaya’s troops un­
der Çeneral Vasquez near Rama. The 
insurgents, to-day’s message

pushing to the utmost the advan­
tage gained and. fierce fighting is pro­
gressing on the outskirts of the Ze- 
layan army’s position.

Between 200 and 300 men fell in yes­
terday’s engagement. Vasquez forces 
suffered an overwhelming percentage 
of the casualties, and many of his 
troops were made prisoners of war.

Vasquez is reported to-day to have 
retreated into Rama, ■ where he is at 
bay.

A detachment of his command, cut 
off by the rebels, fled into the inter­
ior, closely pressed by the insurgents. 
It is believed that the rebels are con­
templating moving up on Managua 
upon the conclusion of the Rama cam­
paign.

The ..situation at Greytown is 
ported to be little changed to-day. 
General Toledo’s Zelayan forces re­
tired into the city after a fight in 
which they were reported to have been 
worsted.

General Chamorro's blockade of the 
Zelayans is generally effective and the 
rebel leader Is reported to be in com­
mand of the situation.

Vasquez Condemned to Death.
Mexico City, Dec. 8.—An unconfirmed 

dispatch from Managua, Nicaragua, 
says that General Vasquez was tried 
by court martial to-day and condemned 
to death because he was defeated by' 
the insurgents in yesterday’s battle 
near Rama.

The news of Vasquez’s defeat, the 
dispatch stated, precipitated a demon­
stration against Zelaya in Mahagua.

Minneapolis, Minn., Dec. 8.—President 
Hawley, of the Switchmen’s Tfhion of 
North America, will go to Cincinnati 
to-night. He will meet Samuel Gom- 
pers, president of the American Fed­
eration of Labor, in that city, pre­
sumably to discuss the switchmen’s 
strike that has resulted in the de­
moralization of freight transportation 
throughout the Northwest.

Strike leaders here declare that no 
effort will be made to enlist active sup­
port from the American Federation. 
They stated their confidence of win­
ning their fight against the railroads 
without the aid of sympathetic strikes 
on the part of other laborers. It is be­
lieved, however, that Hawley will en­
deavor to secure from Gompers some 
statement that will strengthen the po­
sition of the strikers.

The Trainmen.
New York, Dec. 8.—Fifth Vice Presi­

dent Murdock, of the Railway Train­
men's union, declared to-day that there 
is little probability of the strike that 
has paralyzed freight movements in 
the northwest extending to the Atlan­
tic seaboard.

He stated, however, that the mem­
bers of his organization and the con­
ductors and other employes on 30 
eastern railroads on January 3, would 
demand an lncrase of wages and a 
concession regarding the number of 
working hours. This demand will be. 
made by the men as employees of the

WOMAN IS TWICE j

PRONOUNCED DEAD

Washington, D. C„ Dec. 8.—The gov­
ernment of Honduras, apprehending an 
armed invasion, has proclaimed martial 
law throughout the republic. This in­
formation Jhas reached the state .de­
partment, but no indication was given 
as to the source from which the in­
vasion was expected.

It is believed, however, that Manuel 
Bonilla, former president of Honduras, 
who was deposed by President Davila 
through the help of Zelaya, may be 
taking advantage of the situation in 
Nicaragua to seek revenge. For some 
.time it has been suspected among Cen­
tral Americans that Davila was in 
sympathy with Zelaya in his efforts to 
crush the revolution under Estrada, 
and it is thought that Bonilla’s threat­
ened invasion of Honduras at this 
time would serve the double purpose 
of preventing any aid being given Ze­
laya and at the same time render pos­
sible the overthrow of the Davila gov­
ernment.

Over Score of Men Killed and 
Forty Injured in Ham­

burg.

Funeral Postponed After the 
Mourners Had 

Assembled.

Hamburg, Dec. 8.—The explosion of 
the gas tanks in the so-called “Kleine’s 
Grasbrook” on the Elbe front yester­
day afternoon, was followed by an ex­
tensive fire and the . loss of many 
lives. The explosion was due to a leak 
In a new gasometer. Escaping gas 
entered the retort house, where it 
came in contact with the fires, caus­
ing a terrible explosion. A large num­
ber of workmen were engaged in re­
building'and enlarging the plant.

Twenty-five mén who were working 
near the gasometer disappeared in a 
mass of flames which shot up to a 
great height. Firemen appeared 
quickly but were unable to approach 
in large force because of the isolated 
situation of the establishment.

Early to-day ten men are reported 
dead and 17 missing. It is almost cer­
tain that all these are dead. Forty 
men were dangerously Injured, sev­
eral fatally.

The fire spread rapidly and threat­
ened the old gasometer, containing 
56,000 cubic meters. So intense was 
the heat and so dangerous their posi­
tion that the firenjen were compelled 
to withdraw. A terrific explosion soon 
occurred and the tower became a mass 
of flames, * which leaped hundreds of 
feet over the city and harbor.

After strenuous efforts the fire was 
got under control and rescue work be­
gun. Little hope of finding the bodies 
of the missing! is held, as they un­
doubtedly . have been Incinerated.

The new gasometer, which exploded, 
was the largest in the world, "having 
a capacity of 200,000 cubic meters. The 
city appropriated 14,000,000 marks 
($3,500,000) for its construction.

He alluded 
also to the need of an imperial council 
where questions affecting the whole 
Empire might be considered.

If the Empire was to continue it was 
essential that there should be consoli­
dation. This depended upon mutual in­
terests, reciprocity in trade and a com­
mon system of defence by land and 
sea. The society he represented,
Anti-Suffrage League, did not 
publicity. The suffragettes were forc­
ing themselves to the front. The suf­
fragettes were clamoring to be regard­
ed as political offenders in their demon­
strations. Under the laws of England 
there were no political offences. He 
traced the history of the present move­
ment by the suffragettes, commencing 
with their demonstrations during the 
past eighteen months. As a result of it 
ia few thoughtful women had bound 
themselves together feeling it would be 
inadvisable to have the demands of the 
suffragettes granted. The Woman’s Na­
tional Anti-Suffrage League was thus 
founded, and about the same time a 
number of men had formed a league 
along similar lines. The organization 
was entirely non-political. Every mili­
tant action by the suffragettes had the 
effect of swelling the ranks of the so­
ciety he represented.

The suffragettes wanted the franchise 
on the same terms as it was granted 
to men. Even if the disqualification 
of sex was done away with the vast 
majority of women under the laws of 
England would not get a vote. This 
would not long exist." The poorer 
women would demand a vote as well as 
her richer sister. But when the move 
was made to give universal adult suf­
frage for all over 21 years of age the 
suffragettes opposed it. This would 
mean 15,000,000 on the voters’ lists. The 
women were in the majority to the

The King, who is sensitive to the ex­
treme, cannot overcome the fact that 
Ms sons have been forced to quit the 
army and navy. This has led him to 
believe that the Crown Prince never 
will be allowed to ascend to the throne 
after once having been excluded from

OF THE EMPIRE

AUSTRALIA TO
PROVIDE FLEET UNIT

New Zealand Will Supply. 
Dreadnought to the British

Navy.
Ottawa, Dec. 7.—The official report 

of the Imperial Defence conference 
has been received here. It contains 
the correspondence _
Britain and Australia and New Zea­
land, which was not contained in the 
Canadian bluebook.

It was provisionally arranged that 
Australia should provide a fleet unit 
to consist of one armored cruiser of 
the new Indomitable type, three Un- 
armored cruisers of the .Bristol type, 
six destroyers of the river class, and 
three submarines, C class. The ves­
sels are to be manned as far as pos­
sible by Australian officers and sea­
men. The members required to make 
up the full complement for immediate 
purposes should be lent by the "Royal 
Navy. In peace time, and while on 
the Australian station, this fleet unit 
would be under the exclusive control 
of the commonwealth as regards their 
goverriment and general administra­
tion, but officers and men should be
governed by regulations and be under 
naval discipline, and when with ves­
sels of the Royal Navy, the senior of­
ficer should take command ■ of the 
whole. Further, when placed at the 
disposal of the admiralty, the Com­
monwealth Australian fleet unit should 
form a part of the eastern fleet of the 
empire, to be composed of similar units 
of the Royal Navy, to be known as the 
China and West Indies units respec­
tively and the Australian unit. The 
initial cost of such unit is placed at 
£3,695,000. The annual cost, inclusive 
of all charges would be £600,000, and 
a further additional sum would have 
to be added in view of the higher rates 
of pay, etc., in Australia, making an 
estimated total of £750,000. Until such 
time as the commonwealth can take 
over the whole cost the Imperial gov­
ernment -should assist the Australian 
government with an annual contribu­
tion of £250,000.

New Zealand’s proposal is contained 
in a letter from Sir Joseph Ward, in 
which he says, while discussing the 
fleet unit question:

“If Canada found herself able also 
to come into this agreement her con­
tribution to the Pacific station would 
be a fourth unit."

"I favor,” he continued, "one great 
Imperial navy, with all the ovérseas 
dominions contributing either in ships 
or money and with naval stations at 
the self-governing dominions sup­
plied .with ships by and under, con­
trol of the admiralty. However, realize 
the difficulties and recognize that Aus­
tralia and Canada in this Important 
matter are doing that which their res­
pective governments consider to be the 
.best, but the fact remains that the 
"alteration that will be brought about 

the establishment of an Austral-upon
ian unit will alter the present position 
with New Zealand."

Recognizing that New Zealand! s in­
terest will be represented by the Aus- , 
traian fleet unit, Sir Joseph says that 
while the most friendly feeling exists , 
between the two countries some provis­
ion should be made to have the direct 
contribution of New Zealand to the 
British Navy maintained in some con­
crete form. New Zealand will supply 
a Dreadnought to the British navy, 
the ship to be under complete control 
of the admiralty. He considers It 
satisfactory that it is to be the flag-

The sixth annual convention of the 
Victoria District Methodist church was 
held in the Metropolitan Methodist 
church Tuesday afternoon, commenc­
ing at 2 o'clock, the session lasting un­
til nearly 6 o'clock. A large number 
of delegates were In attendance.

The devotional exercises were led by 
Mrs. (Rev.) A. N. Miller, of James 
Bay, and were very helpful and inspir­
ing. At 2:30 Mrs. Adanfs, district or­
ganizer, took the chair and the bus­
iness of the convention began. The 
address of welcome was given by Mrs. 
(Rev,) T. E. Holling and replied to by 
Mrs. Parsons, of Centennial church.

The district organizer gave her re­
port which was in all respects en­
couraging. It showed that in the dis­
trict were seven auxiliaries, an increase 
of two over last year, with 241 annual 
members and 17 life members.

C. P. R. Suing Owners of Tuc

Five days out from Hamburg, while 
the barque Alexander Isenberg was driv­
ing under a full spread of sail en route 
to Honolulu, a sailor fell from the yard 
of the mizzenmast to the poop deck, a 
distance of fifty-two feet, and, striking 
the top of the companion ladder, rolled 
to the maindeck lifeless.

CELEBAssociation Protested Against 
G. T. P. Building Out 

Into Fairway.

FIFTIETH(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
The third annual general meeting of 

the Inner Harbor Association is being 
held this afternoon in the committee 
room of the city hall for the purpose 
of receiving the report of the board of 
management, of electing officers for the 
ensuing year, and considering any mat­
ters affecting the general improvement 
of the harbor or the promotion of trades 
and industries at this port. The fol­
lowing is the report which is being 
presented by the secretary and which 
has been printed for distribution: 

Gentlemen:
X. Y6ur board of management begs to 

report for the information of the mem­
bers of this association that the work 
on the lines of 4he plans submitted by 
us to, and adopted by, the Federal 
government has been steadily proceed­
ed with, during the past year.

2. The rocks, that heretofore were a 
menace to navigation between Laurel 
point and the C. P. R. wharf, have 
been removed to a depth of fifteen feet, 
the bottom generally dredged cigar to 
a depth of 18 to 20 feet at low water, 
and a portion of the rocks east of the 
Songhetis point have been removed to 
a like depth.

3. the new dredge Ajax is making 
excellent progress deepening the en­
trance to the harbor off Shoal point to 
20 feet at low water. This steamboat 
channel is carried through the “bar” 
out to deep water, and is now about 
400 feet wide clear of rocks off Shoal 
point.

4. The dbedge Mudlark is steadily 
proceeding with the excavation of the 
upper harbor or basin; the reach north 
of Spratt’s wharf (about 600 feet) as 
far out ag Just west of Turpel’s 
is now about 20 feet deep at low water 
and a berth, 250 feet wide opposite 
Sayward’s mill is dredged 
deep. The total, amount dredged to 
date is about 150,000 cubic yards.

5. A further Sum of 365,000 is placed 
in the .estimates for the next financial 
year for the prosecution of the work 
to the limit of the existing plan. We 
have impressed upon the minister of 
public works the urgent necessity for a 
more efficient drilling plant by which 
the removal of the rocks could be done 
more expeditiously and at the 
time much more economically.

6. Your board made representations 
to the Hon. Mr. Tëmpleihan calling at­
tention to the necessity of amending 
the rules and regulations for the 
age ment of the harbor of Victoria, and 
he referred the matter to a committee 
composed ■ of (the late) Capt. 
(chairman), Capt. Troup and the 
bor master, Capt. C. E. Clarke, 
committee carefully revised and 
tended the provisions of the Canada 
Shipping Act (R. S.‘ of C. Chap. 113) and 
reported the matter with a view to 
obtaining special rules and. regulations 
for the government of the harbor of 
Victoria.

7. The question of the. desirability 
establishing 6f coal blinkers by the E. 
& N. railway over the waters of the 
harbor was referred to this association, 
who reported to the mayor and coun­
cil that they strongly approved the 
proposal to erect bunkers .for the coal­
ing of steamers frequenting the port, 
provided that they were kept shore­
ward of a line drawn from Songhees 
point to Felly island and 'out of the 
fairway of passing vessels.

8. 'Every endeavor having been made 
to obtain some satisfactory arrange­
ment with the E. & N. railway for the 
more efficient opening of. the swing 
bridge across the water of the har­
bor, without any result, it was decided 
to appeal to the railway commission. 
A deputation of this association con­
sisting of Capt. Grant, J. Barnsley, J. 
Sayward, J. K. Rebbeck, E. McGregor 
and T. C. Sorby waited upon the mayor 
and council, calling attention to the 
obstruction of free navigation caused 
by the present ^method employed in 
opening and closing the awing bridge, 
and suggested that the council should, 
in consideration of the commercial im­
portance .of the matter, bring this 
grievance before the board of railway 
commissioners at their next sitting in 
this province.

The facts of the case were carefully 
prepared by the secretary, in conjunc­
tion with the solicitor to the 
tion, the requisite affidavits obtained 
and the matter brought before the rail­
way commission on the 29th of October, 
when the statement was made by the 
C. P. R. solicitor that they admitted 
the necessity of a new bridge, and that 
it was proposed to take down the pre­
sent bridge for re-erection on the Al- 
berni branch. The chairman of the 
board remarked that “no doubt the 
company would improve now that the 
attention of the commission had been 
called to the matteç. If it was found 
that things did not improve, the com­
mission would send an official here to 
watch and report.”

Vancouver,. Dec. 8.—Nearly all de­
tails of the project for building a sub­
way between the inl^t front and the 
False Creek railway yards have been 
worked qut by the local engineering 
staff of the Canadian Pacific railway. 
The proposed work may be' started next 
year. It would do away with the 
present surface track across the nar­
row neck of land separating the inlet 
from Falée Creek.

The Quatsino school teacher, paid 
by the people to educate their children, 

taken away from his duties, the 
school closed up, and he sent to Cape 
Scott. The result there was 
whereas it had never before given a 
Liberal majority this time the poll 
showed a majority of one over Morgan.

Mr. Brewster paid a compliment to the 
foundations of organization laid a few 
years ago by J. C. McIntosh. •

Speaking of the work of the' Liberal 
opposition in the House, Mr. Brewster 
recalled the vigilance of Esquimau’s 
member in all matters affecting labor. 
He regretted the disappearance from 
the arena for the time of John Oliver,

representatives. Of the future he said: 
“While a government so strongly .en­
trenched as the present may not brook 
much criticism and can practically jam 
through legislation in unconsidered 
shape, we will at least put them on 
record. Jardine, of Esquimau, and 
Brewster, of Albemi, may he trusted to 
do their duty so far as the circum­
stances permit.”

Mr. Jackson delivered a rousing 
speech, with many touches of humor 
and apt anecdote, and his patriotic ref­
erences to national defence were re-
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IV ceived with rounds of applause.

Mr. McIntosh had to respond to calls 
for a speech, and took occasion to 
speak of the very loyal manner In 
which the Liberal electors of Esqui­
mau had stood by their leaders.

The musical part of the programme 
was lengthy and decidedly enjoyable. 
It^was ushered in by a, bag-pipe selec­
tion by Piper-Major Husband, humor­
ously entitled “Helmcken’s Lament.” 
If the Conservative candidate feels as 
blue as the dirge sounded he piust feel 
very blue. The latter part of the meas­
ure turned to a gayer strain, typifying 
the joyous feelings of the Liberals of 
Esquimau. Songs, all of which were 
encored, were rendered by Ambrose 
Wright, William Sharcott, A. W. 
Mesher, 'Stephen Button and Charles 
Jasper. The comic songs by J. Mel­
ville were very popular, and he had to 
respond to several recalls. G. S. Stirtan 
gave two recitations in character, one 
in habitant dialect, recalling the great 
Liberal" victory of 1896, and the other 
an Irish sketch. W. B. Drainer, of the 
Bgeria, recited a couple of stirring tales 
of the sea in an excellent manner. The 
army was represented by the popular 
Corporal Cooney, whose recitation of 
“The Armored Train” and the fight at 
Chtevely brought down the house.
