Flushing,' N. Y., Dec. 14—The trial of 
Thornton J. Hains, author and seafarer, 
charged with being accessory to the mur­
der of Wm. E. Annis, an editor, who was 
shot and killed at the Bayside Yacht Club 
last summer by Capt. Peter C. Hains, Jr., 
will commence this afternoon before Jus­
tice Crane, in the Supreme Court.

The old town of Flushing has not had 
murder trial of major interest for many 
years, and long before the hour of the the 
trial, there was quite a gathering of peo­
ple in front of the town hall where the 
case will be tried. The small hotels were 
filled to overflowing with 300 talesmen 
from which a jury will be selected. Gen­
eral Peter Hains, U. S. A., retired, father 
of the brothers now confined in Long

Island jail for the Annis murder and hi» 
son, Major Hains, came up from New, 
York city today to attend the trial. All 
the wheels of legal machinery will be put 
in motion to bring the trial of Thornton 
Hains to a speedy conclusion.
Crane has indicated to counsel that a week 
should ,be sufficient time to try the case, 
and it is not unlikely that- night sessions 
of court will be held to expedite the tak­
ing of testimony.

Early court room reports had it today 
that the defendants would take the wit­
ness stand and tell the story of those 
occurrences at Fort Hamilton which conn-* 
«el for the defence alleged caused Captain' 
Hains to send his wife away and take the 
life of Annis. In this way a foundation: 
for Captain Hains’ defence would be laid..

at the bottom of the St. Lawrence, 
though the bells were recovered.

In 1847, when the square towers now ex­
isting replaced the tapering spire of No­
tre Dame, the Whitechapel Bell Foundry, 
which had then passed into the hands of 
Messrs. Charles and George Sears, was 
once more called upon to supply bells for 
the new towers, and “Le Gros Bourdon,” 
weighing 11 1-2 tons’, the largest bell ever 
sent abroad, and others of the Notre 
Dame peal were shipped to Canada. Many 
citizens of Montreal remember the trans­
fer of “Charlotte” and the smaller bell 
from Notre Dame to the Gothic tower of 
St. Patrick’s.

Within the last couple of years, however 
a difference was noticed in the tone of 
the larger bell, and it was found that a 
crack had marred the sound. A section 
was sawed out of the bell, and it was con­
tinued in use until last spring, when 
“Charlotte” was lowered from the tower 
of St. Patrick’s and sent back to the tame 
foundry that had turned it out in 1774 and 
was there recast, so that it stands today, 
an identical reporduction of the original of 
1774 and was there recast, so that it stands 
day an identical reproduction of the origin­
al of 1774 with the addition of the name 
“La Charlotte,” and the words “Mean t 
Stainbank, Restorvit 1908.” When the bell 
was sent back to London in the spring of 
this year the original records of her 
struct ion were found in the offices of the 
foundry, which was first established in 
1670 by Robert Mot, on Essex Road. The 
bell at the time it was cast bore, the in­
scription: "Vox Bopuli, Vox Dei,” with 
the name of the makers, “Pack A Chap­
man, of London, fecit 1774.” On one side, 
below the inscription which is in relief, is 
a cross, with, on either side, a figure of 
the V rrgin and Child, while on the other 
side is a squat figure of a frog, an entirely 
unintelligible device, unless it be a trade 
mark. The weight was 2,266 pounds, and 
<*e note sounded 'E.'

The new bdl, “The Holy Name,” the 
second of the chime, weighs 1,098 pounds, 
and sounds tire note ‘A'.It je the gift 
of the Holy Name Society of St Patrick’s 
church, Montreal, and bears besides the 
date tne name of the makers, the inscrip­
tion “Blessed Be Km Holy Name.”

The third bell of the peal, which has 
been in St. Patrick’s since 1847, is much 
smaller then tire other», weighing only 
about six hundred pounds. It, too, was 
cast in the Whitechapel Bell Foundry, but 
at an earlier date than ‘Charlotte” as is 
dhown by the legend “Lester A Pack, Lon­
don, fecit 1767.” The inscription reeds in 
verse:

At proper times my voice I raise.
In sounding my benefactor’s praise.

Island yard, containing 100,000 gallons of 
water burnt last night, smashing in the 
windows of the dynamo room of the power 
plant, and those of the stores department, 
carrying away a portion of tire bridge 
across the creek, 'and for a time flooding 
the immediate vicinity with two feet of 
water.

Washington, Dec. 14—Between 30,000 

and 35,000 deathe and two million injured, 
is the accident record in the United 
States during the past year among work­
ingmen, according to a bulletin on acci­
dents issued today by the bureau of la­
bor.

Of these employed in factories and work­
shops^ it is stated that probably the most 
exposed class are the workers in iron and 
steel. Fatal accidente among electricians 
and electric linemen, and coal miners are 
declared to be excessive, while railway 
trainmen were killed in the proportion of 
7.46 deaths per one thousand employees.

The bulletin declares that much that 
could be done for the protection of the 
workingman is neglected, though many 
and far-reaching improvements have been 
introduced in factory practice during the 
last decade. -

He 
thought tee position of the Council made 
it imperative that their care should bethe 
welfare of the public and the safeguarding 
of the lives of their patrons. It there­
fore behooved the Council to discharge 
the responsibility with honesty of pur­
pose and a determination that the safety 
of the public should be advanced by the 
profession generally.

denomination muet cotoe to get ordina­
tion at our hands before be can be- con­
sidered as authorized to minister any­
where on holy things. In tie maintenance 
of these opinions its advocates fall back 
upon the preface to the ordinal, misquo­
ted threadbare, because the statement in 
that preface ie that no man should be 
counted or taken to be a lawful bishop, 
priest or deacon in this church, or suffer­
ed to execute any of the said functions in 
this church except he has had episcopal 
consecration or ordination.

“In the first place the preface is con­
fined to the lawfulness of the exercise of 
the ministry in this church. It does not 
deny the lawfulness of the ministry o£ 
other churches according to their rule of 
conveying orders. To approach the great 
Protestant church** of the world with the 
statement that their ministries are un­
lawful is to propose not reunion but ab­
sorption. It leaves us in an attitude - of 
antagonism and isolation which is per­
fectly hopeless and futile.”

Bishop Doane here quotes Bishop Brent

Will There Be a Reform or Will the Reactionary Element of the 

Council Succeed in Chloroforming Any Proposal for Improve­
ment ?—How Previous Attempts at Re-organization Have 
Been Quietly Buried-

CHILDREN PERISH

At the adjourned meeting of the com­
mon council today, the first order of busi­
ness will be the appointment of directors. 
On account of a certain reactionary sec­
tion of the council who are opposed to any 
reorganization at the présent time, an ef­
fort will be made to reappoint the officials 
now in office and postpone definite action 
by a promise to do something after tlfe 
new year.

A can cue was held in the mayor's office 
on Friday to which the chairmen of the 
board were invited and reappointments 
were decided. This action of tl)e mayor 
in not consulting all the members of the 
council has caused considerable dissatis­
faction among the other aldermen who 
are not disposed to vote for any cut and 
dried resolution put forward by two or 
three members.

An object lesson of thé way the last at­
tempt at reorganization was disposed of is 
instructive at the present time. On July 
3, 1907, a committee was appointed and 
held several meetings and finally sub­
mitted the following réport at a meeting 
of the council on Feb. 5, 1908:

In his little book?, “The Art of Natural 
Sleep” (Putnams), Dr Powell gives some 
general hints for self-treatment for sleep­
lessness.

The habit of deep breathing from the 
diaphragm must be developed and be reg­
ularly practised both indoors and out. 
This alone sufficed in one complicated case 
to bring sleep every night.

Tea and coffee, save for the morning 
meal, must be eliminated in almost every 
case.

The hot bath sometimes brings sleep by 
relieving the congestion of the brain, but 
contraction of the blood vessels often fol­
lows with such promptness that the hot 
water bottle applied to the feet or the 
back of the neck, or both, is likely to be 
of more service.

When sleeplessness is due to mental 
strain alone tbe cure can be effected 
through the quiet mind—which is not al­
ways easy to
