WANT MORE INFORMATION
- ON PAVEMENT QUESTION

For ' two hours yesterday . afternoon the
general committee of the city council dis-
cussed permanent paving and after con-
sidering the question in various phases,
referred it back to Engineer Murdoch for
further information. As the matter now
stands the engineer will be required to
prepare a specification of what streets per-
manent work should be done on, the class
of the work to be undertaken and its cost.

The whole discussion hinged upon the
recommendation of Engineer Murdoch on
the paving of a section of Germain street
and of Paradise Row. In his recommen-
dation he intimated that the Hassam pav-
ing was good value for the money but he
favored paying a higher price and secur-
ing a better article. Three motions were
before the committee and all were voted
down. Finally, when the committee re-
solved itself into the council to hear itsy
own report, Ald. Kelley’s motion was put
and carried ‘and the council adjourned.

Mayor Bullock presided and there were
present Ald. Scully, Frink, Baxter, Me-
Goldrick; Lewis, Likely, Hayes, Codner,
Pdtts, Wilson, Elkin, Sproul, Vanwart,
Kelley and Engineer Murdoch. Col. E.
T. Sturdee, L. G. Crosby and Charles Pet-
ers were also present during the .discussion
representing the residents ~of “Germain
street. ;

The engineer was not present when the
council opened and as it was important
that his views should be obtained he was
sent for. :

The petition of the residents of Germain
street, already published,*asking for per-
manent paving on that street between
Princess and Queen streets, was read.

The following recommendation from En-
gineer Murdoch as to the paving question
was then read:

To the Mayor and Common Council of the
City of St. John:

Gentlemen,—In compliance with in-
structions received I beg to report con-
cerning the recent tenders for pavement
in Germain street and Paradise Row.“As

there has been but one tender for the
work in response to the advertisements

which appearedwin the daily newspapers
it would appear. that there is no choice.
Concrete pavements are frequently laid in
various cities and are ssid to give suffi-
cient satisfaction for the money invested;
but it goes without saying that concrete
pavement is not as permanent or as use-
ful as one with a covering of other ma-
terial such as granite, asphalt, etc. It
can be said, however, for concrete pave-
ments that if they do not give satisfaction
before being worn out they can be used
as foundations for asphalt, stoné or wood.
The city would therefore be no loser by
accepting’ Hassam Company’s tender and
it is recommended that their .tender be
accepted.

-Ald. Baxter said in Montreal there had
been a vast difference between the price
of the tender and the cost of laying the
Hassam paving.” He asked if Engineer
Murdoch could tell as to the probable
actual cost of th¢paving in St. John and
whether there ‘Would be a disparity be-
tween the cost and the tender.

The engineer replied that if the city
put down such a pavement the cost would
be up to the ameunt of the tender but if
the company: did'it themselves the cost
would be less.

Ald. Baxter then asked if the Hassam
pavemént was pafented and the engineer
replied that it was.

Ald. Baxter also asked if the city had
a sufficient plant to undertake the work
and the engineer’s reply was that a con-
crete mixer would be required. He then
asked if the patent on the Hassam pave-
ment applied to the mixture which was
laid on the streets or to the process of
mixing. ‘Engineer Murdoch replied that
he was not certain. He was not gener-
ally in favor of concrete pavement but
thought the Hassam company’s pavement
was much better than the ordinary pave-
ment.

Ald. Frink said the committee should
have had a definite report from the city
engineer. He was in favor of the work

asked for tenders for the paving and only
one had been received. Engineer Mur-
doch’s opinion had been that it was good
value for the money, and as he had no
other suggestion to make, the tender
should be accepted and the work proceed-
ed with. ‘

Ald. Potts wanted more information.
Engincer Murdoch’s report was very in-
definite, and for that reason he moved as
an amendment that the question should
be referred back to the engineer.

Engineer Murdoch said the cost of the
work would be about $12,720, made up as
follows:

4,000 square yards paving at $2.40..§ 9,2208
1,000 feet of curbing at 42¢..........

Setting stone at 30c. per foot...... 300
1,000 yards sidewalk at $2.40.......

$12,720

Of this amount one-half or $6,360 would
be paid by the residents of Germain street
which would makc the cost figure out at
about $3.18 per lineal foot ‘of paving.

Ald. Potts again objected to the pro-
position. If permanent paving were. re:
garded as an experiment to see if it would
give value for the money spent, Germain
street was the last place in the city to
put it on. Pavement such as that pro-
posed might be laid on a street where the
traffic was heavy, but it was altogether
a waste of money. to put it where the traf-
fic was not heavy. At the present stage
the people could not afford.it. - Already
there is a first mortgage of $275 to $300
against every piece of real estate in the
city, because of the very heavy debt, and
now the proposition. of: paving would add
another -ten-year - mortgage.’ Permanent
paving was all right of the people could
paving was all right if the people could
not afford it. As the guardians of the
public money the chairman had ro. right
to spend it in this way. They could ac-
complish more by devoting their energies
toward placing the city affairs upon a
sound business basis. It had been said
that the company would give a bond guar-
anteeing the pavement to remain in good
condition for ten years. This bond would
probably be secured from a guarantee
company, and he asked how the city
would collect it if it was forfeited.

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H. C. TILLEY DEAD IN ST. ANDREWS

A Good Life Ended—Was Forty=One Years Old and was
Second Son of the Late Sir Leonard Tilley—Had Been

Il Two Years.

Herbert C. Tilley died at 12.15 this
morning at his mother’s home in St. An-
drews, after an illness extending over two
years. Mr. lilley was a sufferér from lo-
comotor ataxia until comparatively recent-
ly, when paralytic complications set in
which ‘caused his death. Mr. Tilley was
the second son of the late Sir Leonard
Tilley. He leaves two brothers, L. A.
Tilley of Montreal, and L. P. D. Tilley,
barrister, of this city, and three sisters—
Miss' Julia Tilley, of Toronto; Mrs.
Thomas Burpee, of Ottawa, and Mrs. J.
D. Chipman, of St. Stephen. His mother,
Lady Alice Tilley, and his widow, who
was ‘a Miss Tucker before marriage, also
survive him.

Few there were among - the younger
citizens of St, John who occupied as high
a place in the public esteem as the late
Herbert C, Tilley. A devout Christian,
prominently identified with all good works
his ' entire life was . of service for others,
one of those men who, carried his religion
into his every day life and who moulded
his every act on the tenets of the golden
rule. 'Forty-one years of age, he was a
son of the late Sir Leonard Tilley, one of
the fathers of - confederation and a lieu-
tenant governor of this province. Follow-
ing such a father Herbert Tilley made it
the aim and object of his life to carry
out the principles inculcated in him by
his parents. - How .well he succeeded can
be told by the many whom he has aided,
by the various movements for the uplift-
ing of mankind to which he gave unspar-
ingly of his means, his: labor and ' his
time, and by the scores of his friends,
who at some time or other were helped
and strengthened by his sympathy, his
kindly encouragement or his example.

From his boyhood he had been connect-
ed with St. John’s (Stone) church Sun-

day school and associations. An active
member of the old St. Mark’s Young

Men’s Association when under the spirit-

ual direction and social leadership of the
late ‘Rev. John deSoyres, that organiza-
tion was a force for good in. the parish
and beyond it, he early became .identi-
fied in the work of the Sabbath school
as teacher, and later for several terms as
superintendent. . A keen Bible student for
a layman, his Sunday Bible class was a
weekly period.ef inspiration and pleasure
to those who attended it. In the church
corporation he also did much service as
a member of vestry board and a synod
delegate on numerous occasions. He was
a past president of St. Mark’s chapter of
the Brotherhood of 8t. Andrew, and took
a keen interest in its work.

But his. activities Were by no means
confined to his church. The Young Men's
Christian ~Association, of which he was a
past president, found in' him a staunth
friend and untiring worker. The Seamen’s
Institute made large claims upon him, es-
pecially in its earlier days. He was one
of the progenitors of the mevement here
and did very much to bring it" to its pres-
ent high plane of successful endeavor. He
was also a member of the directorate of
the Home for Incurables. Temperance
work also- attracted him,eand he: was
prominent in the councils of the Sons of
Temperance and the New Brunswick and
city temperance federations, being a ‘past
Grand Worthy Patriarch of the Sons of
Tempérance, carrying his membership in
old Albion division. |

In business life he was regarded as a
model of integrity.. At first in partner-
ship with the late Ira Cornwall as Corn-
wall & Tilley, the firm did a large agency
and insurance business. Then he became
for a time manager of the Harvey & Salis-
bury Railway, and upon resigning from
that carried on an agency business until
1902, when with Frank R. Fairweather he

established the firm of Tilley & Fair-

‘wea.t.her, doing a successful insurance busi-
'ness until he was compelled by his ill-
ness to ‘cease active work about two
years ago. Since that time he has lived
in St. John, in Rothesay and in St. An-
drews with his wife and mother, Lady
Tilley.

THE CUBAN TRADE

The provincial government has issued the
following circular regarding the Cuban trade:

“Fhe amount of money spent by the New
1 Xork Department . of Charities  in the
course of a year Is enormous, and one
"yeads with surprise that no less than 2,370
persons are employed by the department.
.The following statement from a New York
'paper throws an interesting light upon one

phase of the life of the great city:—
“Commissioner Robert W. Hebberd of
the Department of Charities estimates that
his department will need $1,241,243 more in
1010 than in 1909. The budget for this year
was §2,517,356, afterwards increased by
$380,000 for the Coney Islané Hospital.
An inerease of $302,801 in the allowance
for salaries is asked for, of which m5 715
is ‘wanted for Manhattan and $83,730 for
Brooklyn.

INVENTS WAY TO
PRESERVE TIMBER

Claims Discovery of Method o
Increasing Life Telegraph Poles

inishing supply of timber has stimulated
the inventive mind to devise some sub-
stitute or invent a cheap eombination that
wilk greatly ‘assist in extendmg the life
of the wood. This condition is especially
made manifest with railroad ties and poles
for telegraph, telephone and other pur-
poses, of which it is estimated there are
over' 40,000,000 poles now in use.

Some of the railroad companies are now
experimenting with treatmg all new ties
with clear soot, and it is claimed that
this treatment will nearly double the life
of -the tie.

The problem of lengthening the life of
the pole at small expense, is claimed to
have been solved by Restore B. Lamb, of
Mt. Holly, N. J.,.. He mode of operation
(which is patentedl) is to dig around
the base of the pole about a foot
in depth and after scraping away
some decayed parts ~which may . ex-
ist, small strips of wood are placed
vertxcally a few inches apart around the
pole; after this is done a casing of rub-
ber roofing, or similar materials, is secur-
ed around the strips of wood, this casing
extending a foot below the ‘surface and
three inches above. Into vacant
space thus formed of about half an inch
is poured boiling hot asphalt, which will
permeate and preserve every part of the
pole in which it comes in contact.

In locations liable to fires a capping of
cement is used. Several poles have been
etpenmenta]ly treated thus at Mount
Holly since last fall, the entire cost be-
ing about 50 cents a pole.

Railway Signal Schools

The Pennsylvania Railroad has estab-
lished signal schools in the division of 1ts
line east of Eittsburg, where men are
trained for the signal service of the great
track system. This is due to the rapid |-
growth of block signaling which is in use
along the lines. There ahe 12,408 east of
Pittsburg, covering 2,385 miles of track.
The railroad has appointed six slgnal ap-
prentices, who will be trained ‘as engineers
to direct and plan signal installations.
These apprentices will serve three years
in the schools and the first year will be
given over to the mechanical work with
the repair and conxtructlon gangs. The
second year finds them in the office with
the supervisor of signals, and the third

SHOW INCREASE‘IN -
. BRIiTISH TRADE

Big Gain in Imports and Exporis

—The Board of Trade Figures.

fondon, Aug. 20.—The foreign trade of
Great Britain for the month of July show-
a marked increase 'in both imports and
exports over the corresponding period in
1908, according-ao the Board of Trade re-
turns. In 1908 the jmports were £3,547,513
and the exports £1,781,515 greater. The
feature of last month’s imports was an
increase of £2,572,739 in _ grain and flour
. as compared with 1908 and £555,381 as com
pared with 1907. The quantity of wheat
received for the increased payment was
less than the latter year, but considerably
more than the total for the corresponding
manth if 1908. Raw materials and articles
mainly unmanufactured went up £1,128,022
last month, although textile méterials’ apd
timber were all somewhat lower. The list
of articles wholly or mainly manufactured
shows an increase of £489,800 as compared
with l'ut year, but it is £1,088,801 less
than in 1907. The total of the month’s
imports was £50,316,588.
Of the increase in the exports, iron and

steel and manufactures ‘thereof accounted
for £300,625 cotton yarns and fabrics for
£523,717, woolen yarns and fabrics for
£374,663, silk for £25,036, and other tex-
tile goods for £245,250. Coal, coke and
manufactured fuel show a fall of £630,111
in value, and the numbey; of tons export-
ed dropped from 6;3K2363405,860,322. New

691 less in value. The total value of the
exports was £35,487,240. The transhipment
