local sources, have not been realized.
Hence the Government must either take
things as they find them, and adjust their
expenditures to their resources, or rush on
to financial embarrassment. They might,
of course, go on to the full extent allowed
by the legislation on the st tut book, and
ReBe'Sit oY thie montes usually appropriated
to other services, such as great roads,
bridges, bye-roads, schools, ete. ; but if
they did so, the Government would soon
be swept out of cxistence. Our idea then
is that the Government should be allowed
time to find out what they can realize out
of their old unscttled claims against the
Dominion Government, what prospect
there is of a renewal of the $63,000 subsidy
and what steps they can take to add to
the rovenuo or reduce the expenses, before
seeking to compel the Government to act
precipitatcly foror against the Railway
schemes, by means of any influence the
press might be able to exercise. The Ad-
vance looks upon our adoption of such a
course as a mattor of reproach to us.
Probably some of our Fredericton contem-
porarics are of thesame opinion, but if
they will consider all the circumstances of
the case and put themselves ** in the place”
of the Government, they may perhaps be
able to- understand that.our reserve in
dealing with the Railway question, in the
absence of very mnecdful information, is
exercised in the interest not of the Gov-
ernment only but of the country.

Our cotemporary is, probably, in a
better position than any other newspa-
per to understand the sentiments of the
government in respect to the claims of
the different Railway Companics, and
our attack on the silence with which it
had treated the subject, having brought
out the above, we acoept it as showing
that there are times when it isexcusable
to impute questionable motives for
things which, in the light of explana-
tion, may bo entirely honorable. Had
wo known that the government intend-
ed not to commit itsclf toany further
Railway liabilities until its reasonable
cxpectations of 1874 in reference to
claims on the Dominion Government
were realised, we would, perhaps, have
been loss urgent in pressing our views
upon public notice and agitating the
question,but we believed that a danges-
ous pressure was being brought to bear
for the purpose of sccuring the subsidy
for a proposed line, concerning which
nothing favorable is known, and wo
were alarmed lest too hasty sc*ion might
bo taken in the matter. We really
hope that the Telegraph correctly reflects
the attitude of the governmentand that
the government will — as the Telegraph
says — be able to meet the reasonable
wishes of all, but we hold, as we did in
March last, that the province should not
be commited to the extentof a dollar
to the Central Railway enterprise until
the utility of that work is anestablished
fact. We said in March last:—

Before the New Brunswick Government
allows the Central Company to secure the
subsidy of 85,000 per mile provided for in
the Act of 1874, it should be reasonably
satisfied on several points of importance,
One of these is that the Company intend
to build the whole 118 miles proposed, and
not merely the first link to Grand Lake or
perhaps the additional one to the old E.
& N. A. road, leaving the cxtension to
Weldford to take care of itsclf, as the
Riviere du Loup Company—which is al-
mest identical with the Central —has left
the proposed extension of their line to
Edmonston.  Another consideration that
should influence the Local Government in
the matter is the prospcet of the ultimate
success of the road—that after the money
of the Province, to the extent of ncarly
£600,000, is spent upon it, it will be work-

the two lines, as lead to the condusion

that both the workable size of the seams

and the commcrcial value of the goal are

matters of serious doubt, and until they

are placed in & better light than they are

at present it would be folly to risk so large

an amount of public money in a road de-

signed, chiefly, to develop them. There

is, also, a strong sentiment in the country

in favor of keeping down the outhy of
public money as much as possible—s feel-
ing that we have, perhaps, been too reck-
less in extending aid to Railways—tiat we
are rolling up a debt on railway agount
that threatens to absorb a very largs per-
centage of our revenue, while it is exceed-
ingly problematical whether evea the
people most interested are reaping 4 cor-
responding benefit. The Province hasnow
a maturing indebtedness of ncarly $800,-
000 and, considering its limited revenue
and the existing commercial depre -ion,
the Government will deserve the thaxks of
the people if it will say to all ralway
companies who have not already seeured
the subsidy—* Gentlemen we will take
time to consider your application. Weare
determined that no more of the country’s
money shall be put in railways whoséulti-
mate success is questionable. When we
have verified your statements in regard to
the merits of, your scheme we may give
you a favorable answer.”

All the money that the Province can
venture to spare at present being abserbed
wo have no doubt that the sentiment of
the Legislature will so op op *he Go-
vernment as te cause suspension. '&n
in e ~he
granting of the subeidy it requires means
a charge of about $30,000 annually on the
provincial revenues, and so large a sum,
which is certainly needed on our Great and
By Roads and in other public services,
should not be diverted from thein without
a very positive assurance of commensurate
benefits being secured to the public there-
by.

We believe the above will show that
the Telegraph is now in accord with the
views expressed in March by the Ap-
vaNce. Of course it cannot be expect-
ed to speak out plainly and emphatic-
ally in reference to the Central, but it
cannot say that the Government ought
not to scan that scheme very olosely in-
deed—more especially as the responsi-
bility of choosing between it and the
Miramichi Valley road is involved.

The Telegraph misunderstands our
meaning in saying that its reference to
our article on this subject would Isad
the public to suppose the opposition to
the Province incurring further Subsidy
liabilities, just now camefrom the Times,
Borderer, and .other opposition papers.
The Telegraph’s short reference to it
would certainly bear that construction,
especially as no other allusion whatover
was made to it, and we feared that less
importance than deseved would be at-
tached to the question becanse the fact
of its being agitated by those papers
might give it a party color. Whether
the Telegraph, or any other paper, gives
this paper credit for any position it may
take, either in an original or secondary
way,is a matter of sinall moment, espec-
ially when such an important question
as this is involved. The loss that the
province would sustain by hasty action
on the part of the government was
what we desired to aid in " proventing,
and we are 80 glad to find that the Tel-
egraph and Government are for delay

that we do not care who oed 't
ortnrmmy thy tide of reckless rail

expenditures which, only two or th. o
months ago, threatened the Province
with great danger.

Bass-and Gaspersanx,

The Minister of Marine and Fisheries
has directed tho Fishery officers inter-
ested tobe informed that seining for
Bass in Napan and Black Rivers and
along the shore of the Miramichi be-
twoen the months of those ' rivers will
be allowed, for this secson, under the
recent order of Council, which extends
the time for Bass fishing until 25th
May.

The Ministor has also decided to ex-
tend the time for gaspereaux fishing
from 15th June, as provided by the rog-
ulations, to 1st May.

Lobster Fishery.

The Order in Council prohibiting
Lobster fishing between 10th July and
20th Angust will bear very hardly on
most persons engaged in the lobster
canning business. It has been stated:
to us, on good authority, that lobsters
spawn on this ccast more or less during
the latter part of July and in August
and September—particularly during the
latter month. When they are in an ad-
vanced state of gravidation they seek
protection under rocks or marine vege-
tation and arenot liable to be taken by
the pots, nets and traps of the fisher-
men. The greatest injury to the fich-
ing is caused by taking the undor-sized
and soft-sholl ones. Wo did not refer
to the matter heretofore, pending en-
quiries, but having investigated it
somewhat, we have now reason to
believe the restriction on the catching
of small and soft-shell lobsters is quite
suficiont for the prosent. It isto be
hoped that the Department will re-
cognise the fact that the same close
scason for the coasts bordsring the Guil
of St. Lawrence and those of the Bay
of Fundy and South Eastern Nova
Scotia can hardly be adopted in viow of
the different climatic conditions of the
respective localities at the same seasons
of the year. We know, for instance,
that gaspercaux fishing has been going
on in St. John harbor for several wecks,
while none of those fish will be taken
here for a week or two yet—showing
that our season, in that respect, isa
month later than that of St. John.
On the coast of Maine thoy have a close
season forlobsters which begins 1st July.
But they commence operations in their |
canning cstablishments there early in
March. On the North Shore our lobster
fishermen do not commence work umtil
between 20th May and 1st June. There-
fore, while the Maine people have, say
one hundred and fifteen days fishing be-
fore the close season commences, the new
Order in Council will allow our fishermen
only about forty days—an absurdly
short time.  After the close season here

Lumbor Trade in Great Britain,

The prospects of trade in ourstaple pro
ducts in the United Kingdom continue
unpromisingif not discouraging. Messrs.
Singleton, Dunn and Co.’s circular of
13th of April says:—

“It is a long time since ;we ex-
perienced such dullness as has prevail-
ed in our trade for the past month or
two. A slight reaction from tho brisk-
ness of some months ago was only to
be expected, but no idea existed that it
would be s0 serious asit hasbeen. The
demand generally has slackened off, and
most of the Saw Millers and Dealers
are foreboding bad times. This natu-
rally impedes business, and the ntmost
difficulty is experienced in selling bal-
ances of old stock. Looking fairly at
the position of thegeneral trade of the
country, it cannot be said that it fur-
nishes the least ground for entertaining
the hope of any immediate improve-
ment in our business, and it will be
necessary for all concerned with it to
act in an extremly cautious manner.”

In regard to deals thoy say:—

“ There has been little demand, and
sales could only be made by pressing.
Stocks are well down, and had trade
been fair would have done well; but
oven the fact that the yards are godting
empty sxcites no dread and inspires no
confidence. The main transactions
have been of a lot of good and 2nd Que-
bec Pine of large specification at 21 3d.
and of balance of all the Lower Port
Pine Dealsin Glasgow yards at from
10d. to 113d.” Inrespect t> Bivch thoy
say:—*“There 13 really nothing doing in
this wood, and no sales have transpired.
The stock in importers’ hands is not
very full but consumers are well sup-
plicd and need not buy‘({or a long time
yet.”

The Timber Trade journal says that
the demand in London is hardly as
good as it was a shorttime ago. Prices,
however have not changed and the mar-
ket continuesin anundecided state. The
imports from Canada at the ports of the
United Kingdom wore less this year
than last by 9,000 loads but the import
from other countrics has been noarly
double what it was last year, mostly in
hewn timber. The demand for pine
promises to be fair.

The demand for spruce deals at Bris-
tol has been fairly active,and stocks are
getting reduced.

It has been the practice of the Govern-
ment under the fishery laws in existence
anterior to the Confederation of the prov-
inces, to grant exclusive leases and licenses
in Ontario and Quebec for the chief net
fishing stands for white fish and salmon in
the lakes and tidal waters ; also for ang-
ling stations in the salmon rivers emptying
into the Gulf and River St. Lawrence.

In the Provinces of Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick no system of the kind was
cstablished under the Provincial Acts and
regulations, although in the first named
Province the Local Government was in the
habit of ronting to individuals exclusive
privileges of fly fishing for salmon, ’

The Statute p: ssed in the first Dominion
Parliment was m 1de applicable to the vari-
ous provinces, but left in forco certain of the
tishery laws and mﬁhtiom then existing
in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick.

The Cavadian Act does not forbid any
kinds of fshing without leases or licenses,
but pennits of their boing granted by $his
Dei)artment where the right remains public,
and provides a penalty against other per-
sons fishing within limits so let for exclusive
] occupation. It has been found in most

cases occwiring in  Omtario and Quebee by
parties who desire to carry on their fishing
operations without molestation, and who

wish to secure themselves Xennu:ently in
establishing tho fisheries and tradearrange-
ments connected therewith, the whole in-
volving considerable capital ; that the leas-
iugl system affords them gﬂﬁu security
and cuhances the value of theirontlay as a
matter of commercial business. “They
have thercfore been willing (and in many
cases been anxious) to obtain such titles
and pay rents for them; with the oxcep-
tion of places for which there was much
competition, the majority of stations are
rented at nominal rates, — the Govern-
ment considering thesystem as a means of
protection and regulation, rather than a
courso of direct revenue,

There are doubtless in the Maritime dis-
tricts numerous fishing stations where the
parties have been in peacable occupation
for a long time, and being in some instances
riparian proprietors thgy think they have
acquired a sort of preference by such prior
occupancy. They may also desire tosccure
their holdings by leases or licenses,

The undersigned docs not consider it
desirable at fprennt to recommend the ap-
plication of the same system to Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick. The condi-
tion of the fisheries in thoso Provinces,
and the fact of the local Fishery Laws
never having until lately beon enforced in
an effective manner, render it probable
that the public would be very impatient
undor the necessary restrictions,

The nndcu-ligne«'ly would however respect-
fully suggest, in all cases where it can be
clearly shewn that parties are in the
peaccable use of any salmon fishing stations
m the Provinces, and apply for leases or
licenses, that he be authorized to accede
to their applications,

This partial introduction of a system
which has proved beneficial to tho fishing
intercsts and improved the public supply
in other portions of the Dominion, might
lead to a gradual extension of tho syste.. at
such times, and in such form as shall render
it generally acceptable.

mine, to place the onus of this unfortunato
and repulsive legislation npon the proce-
deut established by myscli, He fails in
that attempt and has done mo great injus-
tice in endeavouring to make me respon-
sible, instead of boldly bearing it himself.
When I heard of this action I addressed a
lotter, on the 5th May, 1875, which has
gone the rounds of thepublic prints, to the
Minister of Marineand Fisheries, in which
Istated the objections to the policy which
presented themsclves to my mind, and
stated that there was no sanction of law
for adopting it, and that, moreover, it was
in violation of a pledgo given by the Min-
ister of Justice from his place in Parlia-
ment when'the law wes passed. What
was the course pursned by the officers of
tho Government? The people were told
that if they would not acoept leascs their
stands would be taken from them, and
many of them in torror least they should
losc their stations, complied. But I am
very glad to find the large majority of the
people waited to see what their represen-
tative had to say before taking this step.
I had not been in. the County six hours
befora T was mot by four delegations ask-
ing mo to attend public meetings in order
to find out the truc stato of the case. I
did attend those meectings, which were
numerously attended, and told thom I
would not take the responaibility of ad-
vising them, b it was a qnosti
whother the Act had been properly con.
strued by the Minister of Marine and
Fisherics or by myself. I recommended
them to take the best legal advice, and
ascertain cxactly what their logal rights
were and how far the Government,
through the Minister of Marine and Fish-
cries, had attompted to invade them, at
the same time telling that if it was found
the Hon. Ministor was right to attorn at
once, but if not to fight to the death.
And here, I may tell my hon. friend, that
he has excited a fecling in that soction of
the County which will not he very ensily
allayed. I have seen no reason to change
my opinion as to the construction of the
Act, but cven if it can be construed as the
hon. Minister endeavors to construo it, he
fails to show that he bascs his policy on
anything that I have done, And even if
the Act is as he construes it, a statoment
given by a Minister during his term ought
not to be lightly violated. The hon. gen-
tleman should come down to Parliament
before taking this step, and it Parliament
will adopt the policy and deprive a large
number 6f persons of their rights, guaran.
teed by three-quarters of a century of
occupancy, I will bo very much surprised.
I donot believe it will, and I appeal to
the people of Canada in behalf of their
countrymon of the Maritime Provinces, to
carcfully consider this matter. The gen-
tlemen from Nova Scotia should interost
themselves in this question.

J. Smith, Hon. P, Mitchell, or oven the
Editer of tho St. John News, (who pretends
to know all about Salmon fishing on the
North Shore) but we want justice and no
more. Fisherman on the lower Miramichi
pay an equal share of the taxes of tho
country and receive no direct benefit from
any of tho groat public works carried on
in the country. They o not much closer
to railroads now than they were twonty
yoars ago; still Government wants them
to pay taxes to keep np a breeding esta-

- blishment to stock rivers outside onr own

Province, which is most unreasonable, In
my opinion the Miramichi wants no arti-
ficial breeding establishment. All it
wants is to have theold spawning grounds
protected, and, the fishermen protected.

ayd bass tax reducod. Thoy may not
be aware of tho faoct, but it is
the custom of all good citizons
Jirst to petition for any concossion or
favor from Government. Defiance is
gonerally a last rosort.

Wo have no' doubt, whatover, that
aftor that *“ Ropresentative caso ” is do-
cided “ tho fishermen will submit, cte.”
It is gratifying to know that such a
feoling exists. Wo look upon it asan
indication that things will be all right
again in Hardwicke, unloss—woll, Mr.
Mitchell goes down therv and takoes an-
other pull at that wool he took.-down
with him last year,

There is some justice in *‘ a fishor-
man's " remarks in refoerence to absenco
of Railway facilitios in his locality, but
he would have still more causo to com-
plain if the matorial he uses in his busi-
ness had to pay Custom Dutios. Per-
haps he would rather have a duty placed
on that matorial than a tax on salmon.
If o, we -should like to havo his views
on the subject. As a matter of fact
however, we may inform our correspond-
ent that the Salmon and Bass taxos, if

all evllected, (taking the eatch of tho
yonr undiu§ 30th June 1874, which was
a very productive one in point of yiold)
wonld not altogether pay the salavies
and expenses of the Wardens and Over
soers of the Miramichi, without taking
the North-west breeding establishmoent
into consideration at all.

The ity of
pushing enquiries in respect to the rails
was urged by Mr. Snowball, who said that
if all required could be obtained he be-
lieved it would be on very definite condi-
tions, among which would be a gnarantee
that the work would be pushed forward
to completion, and the road operated with
all possible despatch. All things con-
sidered too, it would be difficult, just
now, to get the subsidy from the Local
Government, who would certainly require
a positive guarantce of the rails from the
Dominion Government. He thought the
promoters of the rosd should lose no time
in working up the real advantage they pos-
sess in urging their claims upon both Gov-
ernments.

Hon. Mr. Muirhead was of opinion that
the conditions on which the Dominion
Govt. would loan the rails to this road
would not be so stringent as those requir-
ed in the casc of the Chatham Branch, be-
cause, at the time thoe rails were loaned to
that road the Premier’s resolution author-
ising it had notbecn passed in Parliament.
Now that the resolution for the genersl
loan had been passed, the restrictions
under which the rails could be secured
would, probably, not be so gxeat. He
thought the Miramichi Valley C: y's
claims would now be recognized as
of equal weight with those of ary other
line, and when all the facts were known it
would stand first in that respect.

Mr. Burchill, after referring to the
points brought up in the discussion, moved
the following resolution, which was unani-
mously adopted :—

““Whereas it is desirable to have the
co-operation of parties in Fredencton,
Saint Stephen, and other southern portions
of the Province iu constructing the Mira-
michi Valley Railway—

Be it therefore Resolved, That the presi-
dent of the Miramichi Valley Rallway
Company be uested to communicate
with the leading men of these places on
this stibject and submit the answers to
such communications to the Directors at
their next meeting.

And further Resolved, That a oopy of
this resolution be transmitted to C. F.
Todd, Esq., St. Stephen, and that he be
requesbed to obtain the co-operation of
capitalists in having the interests of the
said road represented in the southern por-
tions of the Province.

The gentlemen present who were not
members of the Board of Directors having
retired, that body organized, and the va-
cancy at the Board, caused by the death
of Miles McMillan, Esq., baving been de-
clared, Charles Todd, Esq., of St. Stephen,
was elected to fill it. .

In connection with the above we de-
sire to direct public attention to the
railway projects which scem now to be
depending for success only on the
action of the Local Government in re-
ference to the subsidy provided for in
the Act of 1874. The Miramichi Val-
ley road is one that has been projected
for years and its projoctors have spent
a good deal of money in trial and loca-
tion surveys. Assoon as the subsidy
Act was passed this work was gono into
Government was notified of the inten-
tion of the Company to claim the sub-
sidy and construct theroad. The proof
that they were in earnest is furnished
by the fact that they gave the money
paid for the surveys from their private
means entirely. A feasible route,
through a well settled, extensive and
vsluable tract of country has been found
and there is every reason to believe
that if the Local Government's just ex-
pectations in regard to the claims of the
Province in the Dominion are met, it
will be called upon to decide whether
the Valloy road or the * Central ” shall
receive the subsidy. It is clear that
both will not be subsidized, and it can-
