SLOW-DRYING RAISED BREAD.

Warm the flour in winter. If not
first-class brand, mash two or three
boiled potatoes to mix with it. Cut
into it soft lard, lunip size of egg. Add
salt and 1 heaping tablespoon sugar.
Raise with sponge made as follows :
Scald, flour, 1 qt. or enough to make
batter very stiff. Warm water will
do, but scalding is better. Stir into
this, but not while it is hot enough
to kill the yeast, 11-2 cups yeast, hop
yeast preferred, keep in warm place
till it bas risen very light. Then stir
into the bulk of the flour, 8 or 4 qts,
making it as hard as can be handled
with a spoon. There should be suffi-|
cient.quantity of sponge to mix all the
fiour, but if lengthening be used, warm
sweet milk is better than water. Use
the new milk, or scald the old to pre-
vent its souring the bread, as it will
be apt to do if it is a few hours old.
Of course, do not mix until the scald-
ed milk has had time to cool ‘some-
what. Do not attempt to use enough
flour to knead. (Cover closely while
rising, as you did the sponge while
that was rising, keep in very warm
place, and when it has risen to bil-
lowy lightness, cut it down with a
knife and cover to rise again, and
again be cut down. When it has risen
the third time take onto a flour-dust-
ed board and lightly mold into loaves,
taking care not to knead any flour in
it, Place loaves in covered tins, let
them rise to twice their size, then

ke in moderate oven. The best
yeast for this is of grated raw pota-
toes; scald them with boiling water,
place on stove, stirring constantly till
they are of starchy consistency, add
salt, sugar, pinch of hops, cool a lit-
tle, add yeast for the rising, bottle
tightly,

DOMESTIC RECIPES.

Corn Chowder.—Fry out a large
slice of fat salt pork and slice six pota-
toes and one small onion. Do the
frying in the kettle in which you
make your chowder, and when the
meat is fried to a crisp take it out,
put in the vegetables and just cover
with boiling water. Cook till the
potatoes are done, then add one can
of sweet corn and ua quart of rich,
sweet milk. Season with a piece of
butter the size of an egg, and salt
and pepper to taste. Let just come
to the boiling point, and serve with
crisp crackers.

Hickory-Nut Gingerbread.—One haf
cup each of molasses, brown sugar and
sweet milk; one egg; quarter cup of
butter; one teaspoonful each of soda
and ginger ; hall a teaspoonlul of salt,
and two small cups of flour. Pour the
batter into a shallow pan and strew
the top with pounded hickory-nut
meats mixed with brown sugar.

Walnut Wafers. — Many delicf®usy
cakes are made with the addition of
nut meats. ‘Among them walnut waf-
ers make a pleasing voriety, und some-
thing odd. The rule calis for one cup
of chopped nuts, three tablespoonfuls
of flour, one cup of brown sugar, two
beaten eggs and a pinch of salt. Add
the nuts last. Drop in small quan-
tities on buttered tins,

Yorkshire Pudding.--Allow one and
a half rounded tablespoon(uls of flour
and one-sixth of a teaspoonful of salt
to each egg. Three or four eggs will
make a good-sized pudding. Beat
them very light, add the salt and
tlour graduaily, [beat till perfectly
smooth, then add sufficient milk to re-
duce the batter to the consistency of
cream. Forty minutes before your
roast beef is done pour off wnost of
the fat, turn the batter into tha pan,
return to the oven. Baste a coup.e of
times with the hot dripping, and when
done cut in squares and serve round
the roast. This is a favorite English

Eggs and Tomato.—Put a pint of
canned tomatoes into a sauce-pan, add

spoonful ot salt, and a quarter of a
teaspoonful of pepper. Cook till re-
duced ome-half. Take froms the fire
while you add three well-beaten eggs,
and stir till the mixture thickens like
custard. Pour upon hot buttered toast
and serve for breakfast.

Macaroni au Gratin.—The following
is a well-tested recipe for the fav-
orite macaroni apd cheese. First
break half a pound of macaroni into
two-inch lengths and boil it forty min-
utes in two quarts of boiling water,
adding a teaspoonful of salt. Drain
it and wash it in cold water to remove
the pastiness whicn is objectionable to
many. Have ready a buttered baking
pan and a baif pound ol grated Swiss
cheese. Other cheese can be used. Put
macaroni*and cheese together in alter-
nate layers, seasoning each layer with
salt and pepper. [Finish with the
cheese. Rub together a tablespoonful
of butter and the same of flour, and
cook over the fire; when well mixed
pour in half a pint of cold milk and
stir till smooth and thick. Pour this
over the macaroni. Cover the top with
buttered bread-crumbs and bake twen-
ty mipnutes in a hot oven.

Two-Egg Cake—One cup sugar and
2 eggs, well beaten, stir these togeth-
er, then add 1 tablespoon sweet milk,
a little salt, and last 11-2 cups pas-
try flour, in which 1 teaspoon cream
tartar and 1-2 teaspoon soda have been
well sifted. Flavor with lemon, van-
illa or nutmeg.

Three-Egg Cake.—Three eggs beat-
en to a cream, 11-2 cups sugar, 1-2
teaspoon salt and 1 cup flour; mix
well, then add slowly 2-83 cup boiling
water and lastly 1 scant cup flour in
which 1 level teaspoon soda and 2 of
cream tartar have been sifted. Twen-
ty minutes in a moderate oven is about
right for sponge cake. ;

Pudding Sauce~An excellent pud-
.ding sauce for a cracker plum pudding
is madz in this way: Place 1 cup su-
gar in a bowl, break in 1 egg whole
and beat together thoroughly, heat 1
cup milk to boiling point, then pour
over the egg and sugar and stir them
together, udding nutmeg or vanilla
for flavoring to suit taste. This sauce
should not be made until needed, and
used warm. The recipe came from a
first-class cook and I've used it many
times.

Cream Biscuit.—One rounded tea-
spoon soda, well dissolved in 2 cupse|

zolved in 1 cup sour cream, with| but-
termilk biscuit 1-2 cup soft lard is
sometimes substituted for the thick
cream. In that casé omit the soda,
salt. Sift into a rounded 2 qts flour,

heaping spoons cream tartar, equal to
8 heaping spoons baking powder, and
stir in the liquid. Roll half an inch
thick and quickly place in hot oven.
The lard, when lard is used, should be
left in warm room to soften before
using, then put it into the ffur, but
never melt it.

THIRTY YEARS WITH CANNIBALS

The Ex)erienee of the Rev. Dr. John G,
Paton in the New Mebrides inlunds. o

The career of the Rev. Dr. John G.
Paton, a returned missionary from the
New Hebrides, from the time that he
left Scotland, thirty-one years ago, to
his return to America is a serial story
of adventures and hardships, of escape
from death, almost incredible. And it
was not in the path of conquest or
leading the serried ranks of battle
that Dr, Paton met and surmounted
dangers and .difficultiss end brought
many thousands of ignorant savages
to an understanding of the arts of
civilization, but it was in preaching
the Gospel that Dr. Paton and his as-
sociates wrought their work.

Educated in the parish sohool in
Dumfries, in southern Scotland, and
tinishing a course of study in the
classical and medical departments of
the college at Glasgow, Dr. Paton im-
mediately began work as a city miss-
ionary in Glasgow. His special field
was among the town police, and so ap-
preciative were the policemen of his
eleven years’ labor among them that
upon his departure they gave him a
handsome gold watch, which he now
carries. Dr. Paton had established
clubs and reading circles among the
police, and it is remarked that both
Protestant and Catholic policemen
contributed to the gift. The watch
bears the inscription: “Presented to
Dr. John G. Paton, city missionary, by
the C. Division of the Glasgow Police
as a token of his appreciation of .his
zeal in the promotion of their tempor-
al and eternal welfare, March, 1857,

In 1858 Dr. Patom, accompanied by
his bride of a year, left for the mis-
sionary field in the New Hebrides, .

THE NEW HEBRIDES

are a group of islands in the South
sea, an archipelago of Polynesia, a
chain extending {rom latitude 19 deg.,
south, loagitude 166 deg., east, to lati-
tude 20 deg. south, longitude 170 deg.
east, about five hundred miles long,
and adjacent to the island of Borneo,

Weeks later Dr. Paton arrived at
the Island of Tanna, one of the northe.
ern islands of the group, and landing
began his 'abo:s, For a time the
intrepia missionaries wera unmoiest-
ed, but a white trader visiting the
islands made an unwarrented person-
al attack on Dr. Paton, and followi:
this the savage natives plundered the
house and hardly a day passed with~
out some attempt upon the lives of the
missionaries, compelling them to leave
the islands and seek a refuge with a
native chief in another island, When
the party landed at Tanna.there was
a fine harbor, capable of accommodat.
ing a ldrge pumber of vessels, but an
upheaval of 'the earth completely des.
troyed it, After the escape of the
party from Tapna they were given
shelter for a time with a friendly
chief, but the natives were hostile and
an atfempt was made to escape from
the island in an open boat, but a
roagh sea compelled the gallant work.
ers to land again, . On the following
night the missionaries were assailed
and the house in which they were
stopping burned and the life of Dr,
Paton was attemipted. Dr, Paton, in
speaking of Lhe attack said:

“l defied the natives, and apparent-
ly in answer to my prayer, a tornado
came with incredible swiftness and so
alarmed the natives that they ranm
away and molested us no more.” .

The next day the party ucared by
veasel to Aneityum, an adjo.ning is-
land, one of the missionaries and his
wife dying on board before the port
was reached from the hardships and
dnn:%rl through which they had

passed,
“The mission sed through a ba
tism of blood in mlnning the work f:
South Sea Islands,” said Dr. Paton,
“The population of the group was then
estimated at 150,000, all cannibals,
without clothing, and with no written
language. On Aneityum, where we
did our first work, every widow was
strangled to death the moment her
husband died. Child murder was
common, and children destroyed their
rents when long sick or aged.
elﬁhborlns tribes were often at war
ith each other, and all they killed
were feasted on by the conguerors,
which was also the fate of all ship-
wrecked sailors and strangers who fell
into their hands, while crimes of the
n:ioa‘t revolting character were delight
ed in,
FIVE MISSIONARIES

were murdered and two of them eaten
on Erru 2. A asixth fell by my
side and died in consequence of an
attack u our lives at Tanna, Mem-~
bers of the mission families and many
native teachers with their wives and
children either died or were murder-
ed and eaten by the heathen, Those as-
sociated with me either died or were
killed, leaving me the only missionary
north of Aneityum living to tell the
story, |

“It was thirty-six years ago that
barely escaping with my life I found
my wa{ to Australia and by a con+
siderable effort secured our first! mis-
sion schooner, the Dayspring, and
since then the work has steadily pro-
gressed and Christian influence has
been extended to twenty-two islands,
The Bible has been transiated and is
now vead in twenty-two different lan-
guages and about eighteen thousand
natives have been redeemed from sav-
agery, Out of the savage cannibals,
among whom we were first placed, we
have educated over three hundred na-
tive teachers, The high chief of one
island cheerfully gave up eleven wives
in_obedience to the creed we taught.”

Dr. Paton married a second time in
1862 and now has two sons engaged in
missionary work in the islands. From
one he received a letter containing a
wonderful story, illustrating the de-
votion of the converted natives, It
appears that the chief of an inland
town on ono of the islands invited, Dr,
Paton's son, a few weeks ago, to visit
bhim at his home.  The young minis-
ter, accompanied by one of the native
teachers, started with the chief. The
had oot proceeded far when the chie: é
suddenly turning, levelled his rifle at
the intrepid young missionary. = Diy.
ining the chief's murderous intent the
converted native threw himself be-
tween the mhlionari and the rifle,
receiving the bullet t rough his heart,

FEEDING PIGS.

We can perbaps gain some experi-
ence from the Irish farmers and bacon
curers who produce the high priced
bacon, pork and hams in the English
markets. A celebrated bacon fac-
tory at Limerick gives in the Farmers
Gazette, Dublin, the following notes
on the feeding of pigs:—

Pigs should be well fed, but not
ove- fed. A good bacon pig of 208
ibs. ought to be in seven
mooths from its birth. It should not
be erammed, neither should it be baif
starved, but fed steadily and regu-
larly. Pigs fed steadily and regularly
will give the most satisfactory results
to the feeder when weighed in the fac-
tories. A hog which bas been balf
starved at any period of his life, even
though well fed afterwards, will oot
do so well. Feed three times a day
at fixed bours ; never Jeave food in the
troughs after the pigs have finished.
The flesh of hogs is soft and flabby
if fed on brewery or distillery stuff, or
oo turpips or mangles, and in com-
parison to their size their weight in
the scale is mwiserable. They may de-
eeive, we doubt it, the buyer who buys
by “guess,” but they will not deceive
the scale-weight.

The best ciasses of foods for pig
feeding are: Potatoes, eooked, milk,
barley meal, oatmeal, crushed oats,
poilard, bran, ground wheat, rye meal,
Indiar. eorn. The latter should only
be used sparingly, and in conjunction
with other foods, such as pollard, bran
or milk, and should always be ground
as fine as the mill can make it, and
thoroughly cooked, otherwise the In-
diaa ecorn passes through the animal
undigested, and to the loss of the feed-
er. Barley meal need not necessarily
be cooked—scalding it will do. It is
ceriainly the best food, except per-
haps potatoes. for producing pork.
Never sell barley of moderate quality
to buy Indian meal. Bring your
barley feed it to your bogs, and their
weight when dead will astonish you.

The secret of maki money by
pigs is not to rush into them, nor out
of them. Never keep too many;
never mm few. The fault in the
pasc has that feeders ran in to
buy when bogs were dear, and stayed
at home when they were cheap. You
will not get well-shaped pigs from a
badly-shaped boar; peither will you
get thrifty pigs from an untbrifty
sow. If you do pnot keep your pigs
clean and dry they will not pay you.
A pig. any more than a human being,
will not thrive on a foul, damp bed.
The best thriving pigs we bhave ever
seen were those produced from an
ordinary well-shaped country sow and
a thoroughbred York boar. The ser-
vices of this latter class of animal can
easily be had sowadays. A long-
iegged, ungainly boar will get a leggy,
flat-ribbed, ecat-bammed, berring-
gutied, miserable class of pig, which
will pay nobody, and deceive nobody
as to their gquality, except, perbaps,
the man who feeds them. The tall,
leggy hog was ignorantly thought to
deceive the buyer who purchased by
“guess,” but does not deceive the fac-
tory weighmaster.

No matter how low prices may be,
if it does not pay to feed pigs, it cer-
tainly does not pay to starve them.
One great secret of pig-raising is—
When the pigs are high in price don’t
lose your head and throw your money
away ; when pigs are low don’t lose
your head and throw your pige away.

THE STABLE FLOOR.

The manure from an idle horse dur-
ing winter contains nearly all the fer-
tility that was used in growing the
feed consumed by it, and that supply
we have in the stalls if we do not let’
it escape. Probably not ten per cent
of our readers have cement floors in
their stables, and the question is, How
can all the fertility be saved and re-
turned to the soil without expensive
changes in the stable? A clay floor is
good for the horses, but hard to keep
right. If a board floor is used, in-
stead of having auger-holes bored in
it. to permit escape of the liquids, the
floor should be & double one with
joints carefully broken so that no
liquid can escaps. The stall should
be roomy. Now, to save the valuable
part of the manure and keep the horse
clean the bedding must be abundant.
If the fodder has n cut or shredded,
the refuse from the manger makes
good absorption material. Straw is
fairly good. But the usual mistake
is to suppose that cleanliness and good
treatment of the horse demand that
the stall should be made absolutely
clean every evening or morning, as the
custom may be. The horse will be
more comfoarable, and the manure
will*be saved more perfectly, if each
evening the litter in the stall is care-
fully leveled and covered liberally with

Mankind
is not afraid of much which used to
terrify, but modern life bas tervors of
its own. The peeculiar feature of our
new kind of cowardiee is that ng one
seems ashamed of it.

Men who would face death by lead
and steel, by fire and water, and who
would be beartily ashamed to be found
making tbemseives secure in time of
common danger of the old fashioned
sort, will fly beadlong before the one
governing fear of life to-day, and are
not in the least asbawmed to spend ard-
uous lives in butiressing thbemselves
against it. :

Our fear is the fear of want.

It is a very large, loose general term
and somewbat ditficuit to analyse. On
last reduction it ean mean but death—
but we are not afraid of death.

In its first easy
grades it means simpiy going without
things—denial, restriction — but it
would be hard to show why this should
so affect us, since all life everywhere
meets the same limitations. There
are always some things one wants,
and does not bave, and there always
will be.

If eyesight stopped at the lids we
might live without wanting, but so
long as seeing goes before reaching,
50 long is the world Jed and lifted by
desire. Unfulfilled desire is the main
condition of life, and po more to be
feared than the weather. Death we
learned to. face with calmness many
years ago. What, then, are we afraid
of in the fear of want? Why is it
that 2 man who would not be a cow-
ard on the field of battle is so gross
a coward on the field of business ?
Why will the workman who will any
day lose his life to save a comrade
commit many & sin rather than lose
bis job?

The standard of living bas been
slowly lifted from age to age by men
who were not afraid. They were not
afraid of the great beasts, and slew
them ; they were nor afraid of strange
seas, and crossed them ; they were not
afraid of evil governments, and over-
threw them; they were not afraid of
oppressive religions, and forced them
to open and develop, or they made new
ones.

Hunter, sailor, soldier, explorer, in-
ventor, discoverer, reformer, these
have faced hurdship, danger and
denial, and made broad the way of
progress for us all. And here we
stand in new conditions, confronted by
pew difficulties and dangers, and are
most unblushingly afraid. Man to-da¥
bas only social conditions to struggle
with—he is past master in subduing
the earth.

The problems to solve are those of
social adjustment, and the need of in-
ventor, explorer, discoverer fs as
great as ever.
