It 
was absurd that these people who 
went there and became tired out 
should be deprived of the privilege of 
securing a cup of tea or coffee, or 
other temperance drink.

Mr. Rooerteon thought this matter 
woe mot of great importance and 
might safely be left to tae hands ot 
the directors. • Personally he had no 
Objections to light refreshments be­
ing supplied under proper regulations 
on Sunday. It was evident, however, 
-that the beet opinion of at least the 
majority of the directors had decided 
that there was no great necessity for 
tho tea house being kept open on 
Sunday.

ANSWERS TO ENQUIRIES.

Mr. Humphrey made his inquiry as 
to whether the Record foundry and 
machine shop 4ad received the con­
tract for putting on the superstruc­
ture of toe bridge at Kingston, Kent 
Co., and for other particulars.

Hou. Mr, Emmerson said that A. E. 
Peters, manager of toe Record Foun­
dry, had received a contract for put­
ting on the superstructure of the 
Kingston bridge. He did not know 
the weight of the* same. Tenders were 
asked for the bridge completely erect­
ed, and the work was awarded by 
tender, which, exclusive of ferriage, 
amour ted to 328,290, and included the 
extra hardwood for flooring.

Mr. Humphrey made his inquiry tor 
particulars as to toe repairing of 
Stoner Creek bridge, and toe construc­
tion of Fork Creek bridge and btoney 
Creek breakwater, Albert Co.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson said that Hen­
ry Baiser had received 311.25 for re­
pairing Stoney Creek bridge, the total 
amount expended upon the work be­
ing 359.03. As to the Fork Creek work 
Mr. Emmerson explained that toe 
government had first asked for ten­
ders, the lowest received being "3970 
and the highest 31,904. They had con­
cluded that the tenders were too high, 
and Millidge Grossman was put In 
ch« ’ ge of the work, and he had con­
structed a permanent structure of 
stene, earth and gravel, with iron pipe 
railing, at a total cost of 3936.65. Had 
the . work been done under the lowest 
tender received, It would have cost 
more than this amount, besides in­
cluding woodwork. The labor on the 
work amounted to 3800. As to the 
breakwater at Stoney Creek, Mr. Em- 
merson said he was not surprised that 
this. matter has engaged the bon. 
member’s attention, for it was a very 
important subject, affecting as it did 
the navigation ot the Petitcodiac 
River. Notwithstanding the beneficial 
results flowing from the conservative 
convention at Moncton, however, he 
was afraid that the convention did 
not operate to bring the Stoney Creek 
breakwater under the jùrisdlction of 
the public works department at Fre­
dericton. It the hon. member would 
pursue his inquiry at Ottawa and ask 
the hon. minister of public works as 
to Just what was expended on that 
breakwater, he might he able to ob­
tain the information required.

Hon. Mr. EmmejBon sadti It was a 
bill enabling the residents of Hart­
land, a very energetic and ambitious 
community, to bave a bridge erected 
conneating their town with Victoria 
on toe opposite side of the river. Pro­

The soil has much to do with the 
farmer’s success. It may be rich in all 
the essentials necessary for produc­
tion of crops, similar perhaps to the 
conditions existing in our great west­
ern country, tor it may want some nf 
those important elements to Aiake it 
productive

Tilth or mechanical condition is an, 
important factor in a soil’s produc­
tiveness. . A good tilth includes re- 
tentlveneas of moisture, of warmth 
and of soluble fertilizing material per­
meability to air amd" water, freedom 
fcr root extension with stability and 
stremth and friability. These proper­
ties of the .soli are largely dependent 
upon the relative amounts of day, 
sand, humus, otic., that it contains.
Quoting from Dr. Freaan, he remark­
ed that experience proves that 
a soil is beet adapted for 
the purpose of cultivation when it 
contains of saril (silkatous and cal­
careous), 50.70 per cent.; clay, 20.30 per 
cent ; pulverized limestone, 5.10 per 
cent.; humus (Sami-decayed vegetable 
matter), 5,10 per cent A seal contain­
ing these preparations has enough 
sand to make tt warm and .pervious 
to air and. moist ore; enough clay to 
render it moist, i.enaclous am conserv­
ative of manures; enough limestone 
to furodrih calcareous materiel arid to 
deoompoee organic matter, and lastly 
sufficient humus to assist in supplying 
the alimentary needs of plant life.
The culture that a soil receives has 
mu?h to dp with its tilth; first under- 
draining, then ploughing, harrowing, 
rolling and other mechanical opera­
tions are important factors in bring­
ing about a fertile seed bed anti, are 
equally essential with the manuring 
of the land In Imparting its tilth and 
adding to the soil’s store of avallablle 
plant food.

In the chemical conn position of the 
soils we have lime, magnesia, oxide of 
iron; alumina, pdtiaeh and soda, com­
bined with silica, phosphoric, sul­
phuric hydrochloric and carbonic 
acids. We have 'these in the soil, by 
reason of the atmospheric and other 
agencies upon the- rock foundation. Of 
these elements, potash and phos­
phoric acid are of the greatest Im­
portance, as it is the available stone 
of these two elements that continuous 
crop growth draws most heavily upon 
and therefore tihe farmer must seek 
them to maintain and increase the 
soil fertility.

Clay soils are usually the richest in 
potash. The percentage of phos­
phoric arid in sojls tis usually between 
.15 per cent and .5 per cent. Lime to 
an important factor in growing crops, 
and many agricultural authorities say 
a good soil Should contain 1.0 per 
cent. The presence of lime en cour- 
eges nitrification of the humus 
sets free inorganic elements of plant 
food.

Organic Constituents,— Humus or 
setni-detoeyed
though not in itself direct plant food, 
is important in soils, 
tn right proportions, the physical con- 
tiitons of a soil Is improved as it re­
gulates its temperature and moisture.
By the decomposition of humus 
hondc acid gas is liberated and min­
eral plant food In tihe soli set free.
