5th of Aug. (the latest peridd embraced in the 
returns) is 20.676,385 lbs. whereas in the corres­
ponding months of 1840. there were cleared for 
home consumption but 17,678,277 lbs. The deliver­
ies have latterly much increased, under the faith of 

(which was proved last week to bp nn- 
nded) that the government of China had ordered 

leas to be burnt, in order to deprive the ‘ barbarians' 
from getting the leaf ; but it is more than probable, 
as prices are expected to recede still further, that 
the quantity taken out of bond will some time show 

iminutiôn. The principal increase in the deliver 
ies has been in London, Liverpool, and Dublin, 
whore speculation in teas has been carried on. not 
only among merehnqwf! but also among the retail­
ers of the article, fi* it of whom have already been 
very severe losers by the recent heavy fall in the 
value of the leaf. Including the quantities cleared 
for consumption anil exportation, there have been 
taken out of bond this year, np to the date already 
given, 23.710.470 lbs., against 19,421,089 lbs. in the 
corresponding period of 1840. The stocks of ten in 
the United Kingdom on the 1st instant were estima­
ted nt 30,000,000 lbs., or 15.000,000 lbs. less than 
they were at the beginning of September 1840. As 
however, it is fully expected that ont receipts 
from Chinn will be twenty, if not twenty-five millions 
of lbs. of ten this year, there are not any grounds 
for the supposition that the high prices ti nt have 
recently ruled in the market will be again attained 
for many months to come.
