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FIELDING MAKES
FULL SURRENDER

Unofficial Dispatch From
Washington Says Am-
ericans Have Won in
Tariff Dispute.

_ Canada Concedes Prefer-
"’ ences Equal to French
in Return for Continu-
ence of Minimum Rate.

Washington, Mar. 26.—General satis-
faction is expressed here at the an-
nouncement made today that an agree-
ment practically has been reached be-
tween the officials representing the
Canadian Government and the presi-
dent and Secretary Knox respecting
the adjustment of the tariffs of Can-
ada and the United States. No one in
authority is willing to discuss the de-
tails but there is good ground for the
belief that material concessions have
been granted by Canada, and that the
United States will receive in return
for its minimum the intermediate rates
given by Canada to France and twelve
other countries, on a considerable
number of articles in which exporters
from the United States are specially
interested.

This understanding is sald to have
been reached after a prolonged con-
ference today, participated in by Presi-
dent Taft, W. 8. Fielding, the Can-
adian minister of finance; George P.
Graham, the Canadian minister of
railways; Secretary of State Knox and
Chas. M. Pepper, of the bureau of
trade relations of the state depart-
ment.

Under the existing treaty between
Cgnada and France the latter country
receives the conventional rate on
about 90 articles,

In many of these, however, the Unit-
ed States has Yittle ot no Intérest and
there i reason to believe that this
Government has consented to recelve
the intermediate on much less than
balf that number. The tariff experts
who have so successfully concluded
this large work take particular pride
in that fact that for the first time
the United States now enjoys the min-
imum tariff rate8 of all important na-
tions. Heretofore American goods have
generally paid the maximum rates and
have had to force their way into for-
eign markets solely on the basis of
their superior merits or because they
could not be produced outside of Am-
erica.

The possibility of a temporary
breach in tariff relations with Canada
owing to the expiration mext Thurs-
day of the period allowed by the
Payne-Aldrich act for making such ar-
rangements, was at one time regarded
as very close. But it is now said that

All was guiet about the mills today.
Several additional strike-breakers ar-
rived in town today.

Rumford Falls, Me. e
jeorge J. Schneider ce-president of
the International Order of Sulphite,
Paper and Pulp Mill Workers remain-
ed with his police guard today and
said he will probably do so for some
days. There were small gatherings of
peper mill employes abont the streets
today, but the situation was generally
quiet. All the mills were closed.

INTERNAL ACTIVITY OF

Little Ruth Wheeler Lur-

ed By Procurer Is
| Strangled to Death In
New York House.

—

Discovery of Charrea
Body Lleads to Arrest
of Wretch Responsible
For Girl’s Abduction.

O

New York, Mar. 26—The body of
Ruth Wheeler, the little girl graduate
who was lureq from her widowed mo-
ther on Thursday last, by a decoy offer
of employment, was found late today
h.uddlpd in a sack on a fire escape out-
side the apartment of Albert Wolter,
ghe man charged with her abduction,
She had been strangled with a short
end of three-eighths rope, hacked with
a knife, burned beyond recognition
and thrust carelessly out of doors like
80 much rubbish.

Identification was only possible by
shreds of clothing and fragments of
jewelry but there was abundance evi-
Al:jlnw of how the deed was accomplish
ed.
Around the neck were charred fibres
of manila burned into the flesh. The
apartment reeked with the odor of
kerosene. There were oil stains in
front of the newly painted fireboard
that hid an open grate, Fully dressed
the girl's clothing and hair had been
saturated with kerosene, the fireboard
had been removed and the body
thrust up the chimney standing. When
the match was touched to her she
burned like a torch. Probably the
_m\n'dm'vr had hoped for an opportun-
ity to remove the body ghder cover of
night, but when the giNs disappear-
ance raised such an uproar and he be«
gan to suspect he was shadowed he
packed and fled in terror. This after-
noon a neighbor living on the same
floor of an adjoining house, noticed
the lumpy bundle outside his window
and thinking it refuse, poked it off
the fire escape into the backyard with
a broom handle. The bundle moved
obstinately and fell with a crash. With
his curiosity more than his suspicions
aroused, he hurried downstairs to have
the janitor investigate. When the two
men cut the strings that bound the
sack, there rolled out before them
the full horror of an atrocious murder,
Both fled for the police.

Ruth Wheeler was 16 years old, the
youngest of three sisters bred by their
mother, a dressmaker to self support.
Both the elder sisters were stenogra-
phers and Ruth had just graduated
from a business college, eager for em-
ployment and proud of her diploma

An employment agency for gradu-
ates is conducted by the college and
Ruth called often to look for situation.
Thursday morning she left home on
her usual errand and never returned.

The girl had been carefully brought
up. She was never on the streets at
night, and her failure to come home
for 24 hours without explanation
meant more than a caprice. The next
morning ehr sisters, Pearl and Ade-
laide, in serious concern, went to the
college and learned that the following
postcard had been turned over to her:
“Dear Madam: Please call in refer-
ence to position of stenographer at
residence of the secretary. (Signed) A.
Wolter. 122 East 105th.”

Investigation at the address given,
soon showed that Wolter, was a youth
of about 20 and had left the apartment

in the same day. He received many
calls from young girls, said the land-
lady and she had particularly noticed
that the one who called yesterday
was fresher of face and better dressed
than the ordinary run of them.

Wolter fied, the detectives waited
for. his wife. When she appeared
they trailed her to a corner where
she met a man answering Wolter's
description. He was immediately ar-
rested, taken back to the rooms he
had vacated and searched. At first
he denied writing postal cards to
business schools, but when the detec-
tives turned up answers from business
schools addresed to him at various
house numbers, he admitted the: cor-
respondence but could not explain it,
Before a magistrate he had nothing
to say but to others he admitted that
the woman with whom he was living
is not his wife. He met her shortly
after coming to this country from
Germany two years ago, he'said; they
fell in love and set up house keeping.
Last summer he and she had worked
at Irvington on the Hudson at a
boarding house. They came to this
city last month and since then the
woman had supported him by work-
ing in a laundry. She has not been
arrested.

The discovery of the body today im-
mediately caused a second search of
Wolter's vacated apartments and a
rigid examination of the tenements
adjoining.

FGE GRS

Montreal Longshoremen Made
Demand For Straight Rate
0f 30 Cents An Hour—River
Opens Soon.

Montreal, Que., March 27.—With the
opening of navigation now only a fort-
night away, there is still great un-
certainty as to how the shipping com-
panies of the St. Lawrence are going
to be prepared to meet conditions.

It is now more than two weeks since
the Longshoremen’s Union demanded
the appointment of a board of concil-
iation and investigation to deal with
their complaints against the steam-
ship companies. The labor department
has not given reply in acquiesence or
refusal. Among business men inter-
ested the oplnion is expressed that the
request will be refused.

It is pointed out that unless actions

during the trouble of three years ago
were not such as to warrant them any
special consideration from the depart-
ment, when the shipping federation
demanded a board the Longshoremen
refused it. Then when they were get-
ting the worst of the battle they ap-
plied for a board themselves and la-
ter refused to accept the findings of
that investigating body. The trouble
was only settled then by the compan-
fes adopting a “take it or leave it”
attitude and sticking to it. Further
it is shown that at the present time
Montreal Longshoremen are by very
long odde the best paid laborers of
the unskilled class in Canada, For
ordinary cargo work they have drawn
for the last three seasons 27 1-2 cents
per hour day labor with a bonus of 2
1-2 cents per hour, a total of 30 cents
per hour,
The chief points at issue is that
bonus. The Longshoremen demand its
removal, the steamship companies re-
fuse and in.their refusal they are back-
ed up by all the import and export in-
terests who despite their recent clash
over porterage are at one with the
corporations in this matter.

In the course of his sermon last
evening, in Centenary church, Rev. Dr.
Flanders having described the manner
in which gardens were fenced in an-
clent Palestine, referred to the move-
ment now In progress in St. John
to eliminate dirt "and ugliness and
bring in a greater measure of beauty.

Dr. Flanders sald that there were
miles and miles of fences in St. John
that did not add to the beauty of the
city, or indicate much respect for
public taste on the part of the owners
of the property fenced in. He thought
it would be a good plan to have them
taken down. Thelr removal would
tend to induce owners of the plots
now fenced in to give more attention
to the cultivation of gardems. Back-
vards and alleys, if open to the pub.
lic gaze, would also be kept clean and
tidy.

Dr. Flanders declared that it was
a selfish procedure to fence in a beau-
tiful garden. Men should rather take
pride in giving the public opportunity
to observe their well kept gardens.
The rich did not have a monopoly of
the love of the beautiful; he had of-
ten seen ragged boys peeplng through
a crack in a fence, feasting their eyes
upon the beauties of some garden plot,

The startling announcement is made in despatches
from Washington that an agreement has been practically

It is further state®
in this despatch that while some ninety articles are
mentioned in the French Treaty with Canada, the United
States has consented to receive the intermediate on
much legs than half that number, and this is explained
by the remark that in many of the articles, “the United
States has little or no interest. The Washington cor-
respondent states that this arrangement gives general
satisfaction in his neighborhood, as giving the United
States the minimum rate in Canada. Naturally this is
described as a triumph of American diplomacy since
the boon is obtained without a single reduction in the
United States duties on Canadian goods.

Until this announcement is confirmed in some
authoritative way it is fair to Mr. Fielding and his
colleagues not to accept it as a statement of fact. It
it shall prove true that the Canadian government has
made concessions to the United States, for no price but
that of immunity from the maximum tariff of that coun-
try, the extent of the surrender would depend upon the
number and character of articles on which favored terms
are given. There are in the French tariff a large
number of articles which do not figure extensively in
our trade with France, but amount to a great deal in our
trade with the United States, and would amount to much
more if the tariff were cut down to the intermediate or
treaty rate. Among these are canned meats, canned
corn and tomatoes, canned fruits, sardines, garden and
field seeds, florists and nursery stock, candy, confection-
ery of all kinds, photographs, cards and engravings, medi-
cinal preparations, perfumery, ink, china and other table
ware, cement, common window glass, plate glass, and
glassware, silverware, aluminum ware, clocks, watches
and watch actions, cutlery, locomotive and motor cars
and automobiles, iron and steel ware, woodenware, fur-
niture, ' thread, woolen cloths and woolen dress goods, |
carpets and mats, pianofortes and other musical lnstru»i
ments, boots and shoes, gloves and mitts, jewelry, lead
pencils and pens, trunks, valises, leather, velvets, laces
and embroideries, brass and copper manufactures, soap,
and many other staples of trade. It goes without saying
that if the United States has obtained for nothing except
he threat of a maximum tariff, the Canadian reciprocity
rates on a considerable number of these articles there
is good reason for satisfaction at Washington. There
will be corresponding reason for surprise and indigna-
tion in Canada. Equally strong are the reasons for re-
fusing to believe that such a surrender has taken place
or is contemplated,

On the eighteenth day of November last Mr, Fielding
intreduced the bill ratifying the amended French treaty.
A treaty was made two years before and ratified by
the Canadian parliament. The French senate refused

to ratify umless further concessions were made, Mr.
Fielding made them in a new convention, getting no addi-
tional favors in return, and on the date mentioned submit-
ted his new treaty for approval of the House of Commons.

No one was able to show that the treaty as mutilated

was of any great value to Canada. It was certainly not a

matter of urgency since it had been held up some two
years at Paris without attracting much notice in this
country The Payne bill had in the meautime become
law in the United States, and it was questioned whether
the President would not be authorized by it to impose
the maximum penalty on Canada, unless the concessions
made to France by way of bargain should be given
1o the United States by way of free gift. Mr. Borden,
Mr. Foster, Mr. Monk, and other opposition members
suggested to Mr. Fielding that a few months further
delay would do no harm, and there would be time to

ratify the treaty after the first of April, when the gov-
ernment and the House would know how the United
Btates tariff wonld affect the question.

Mr. Foster is thus reported:—"Canada’s trade with
‘France is only ten millions, while that with the
“United States is two hundred and seveunty millions.
*Hardly a merchant from Halifax to Vancouver but
*would suffer from an American surtax. 1 am as strong
“as any one in declaring that after we know the facts
“and see that a certain course is in our interest, we
“should follow that course without regard to what the
“United States may think. But it is the height of ab-
“surdity to refuse to wait until we get the information.
“The treaty has now waited a long time, and nothing has
“happened to the detriment of Canadian trade, and noth-
“Ing would happen if we wasted two or three months
“more.”

Mr. Borden spoke in the same sense. “No one,” he
8aid “desires Canada to take up an undignified position.
“At the same time the ratification of the treaty might
“have an important bearing upon a large section of our
“foreign trade. * * * There is no hurry about
“this treaty. It can be ratified at any time before the
“end of the session and I can see no reason why we
“should not want information as to the attitude of theé
“United States.” Mr., Monk pressed the same argu-
ments and Mr. Middlebro asked Mr. Fielding whether he
would still press the bill through if he thought it would

Four months ago, when these words were spoken,
Mr. Fielding evidently did not expact to make one trip
to Albany and one to Washington before the first of
April, because this treaty was regarded at Washington
as an undue discrimination. There {s nothing in his
words to indicate that he expected to go to Washington
with terms of surrender. Whether he has made ma-
terial concessions or not it is evident that the tariff policy
of the United States has ceased to be a matter ¢ Indif-
ference to the Minister of Finance. These Journeys
are not exactly in the way of “quietly and deliberately
working out our own tariff policy” without considering
The
advice given Mr. Fielding by Mr. Borden and Mr, Foster
last November was good, and safe counsel. It could
have been followed without loss of dignity. Nobody
cared enough about the French Treaty to be concerned
whether it passed in November or in April, or whether
it stood over another two years. It was not worth risk-
ing a dislocation of trade with any other country which
did large business with Canada. A delay of a few
weeks to see how the treaty might affect our trade with
the United States would have been ordinary business
prudence, and no loss of dignity, But it would be
quite another thing to ratify the treaty and then go
meekly to the United States to pay a penalty for the
liberty we have taken. The Canadian people may have
their own opinion of Mr. Fielding’s wisdom in rushing
into this unnecessary trouble. But since he has done
it, and has made such a bold declaration, we are sure
that the people would rather see him stand fast and
take the consequences than go to Washington with
apologies and tribute. Nothing could be much more
disagreeable to the people of this country than to find
the United States obtaining gratuitous tariff concession
from Canada when they know that the United 'States
tariff is already more than one-half higher than that of
this country.

MR. ROBINSON'S PARTY AND THE
RAILWAY,

VALLEY

At various times before the late session of the
legislature began, and occasionally since, the organs
of the opposition have predicted a revolt or, dissention
in .the government party in the House. At the be-
ginning of the session of last year trusting readers
of the Telegraph were led to expect a revolution of
some sort. They must have been grievously disap-
pointed when nothing of the kind happened. This
year's predictions were received with less faith, though
they were offered with equal solemnity. The Valley
Rallway was the rock on which Mr. Hazen's bark was
to split. The craft sails on. It is the other boat that
has found disaster. Now we find the Telegraph com-
plaining of the “tame followers™ of Mr. Hazen,

Mr. Robinson’s followers were abs@lutely unruly.
Mr. Robinson and Mr. Copp, who seem to be pillars, and
the Telegraph, which seems disposed to lay down the
law for the government, are apparently helpless to
mark out a policy for the opposition party in the House,
After all the clamor against Mr. Hazen for not rushing
a guarantee bill through last session, and after the
demand that he should this year have a bill enacted to
give immediate effect to the Intercolonial proposition,
we find more than half the followers of Mr. Robinson
voting for an amendment which would prevent action of
any kind before a general election. Mr. Burchill, who
is not a follower of Mr. Robinson, is consistently op-
posed to the government guarantee under either the
Intercolonial proposition or under Part Three, He
moved an amendment that before the province guarantee
the bonds of the Valley Railway the question be submit-
ted to the people. This might mean a plebiscite or
might mean that the question be postponed until the end
of the legislative term. In either case it flatly opposed
the position taken by the leader of the opposition and
by the press supporting him. Mr. Robinson himself,
with Mr. Copp, Mr. Tweeddale, Mr. Burgess, Mr. Upham,
voted against it. But Mr. Labillois, Mr. Sweeney, Mr.
Bentley, Mr. Lowell, Mr. Byrne, and the two Messrs.
Leger voted for the postponement and against their
leader. Thus Mr. Robinson was outvoted in his own
party on the very question which was to divide the
government party. Both St. John county members
have thus declared themselves opposed to any guaran-
tee of bonds for the Valley Railway, to be operated by
the Dominion government or otherwise, until the question
has been referred to the people at the polls.

Now it is clear that the influences behind Mr. Burch-
ill's motion would go toward the defeat of the guar-
antee proposition if it were submitted to a plebisecite.
It is equally certain that if the government were to
appeal to the provinee on the issue in a general election
he and the Valley Railway proposition would be opposed
by Mr. Robinson and his followers In the House. So
whatever may be the meaning of the Burchill resolution
which was supported by a majority of Mr. Robinson's
following, it signifies opposition and obstruction to the
Valley Railway guarantee on any terms.

The appearance of Mr. Robinson and five of his thir-
teen supporters coming to the help of ‘the government

1against the remainder of the opposition and Mr. Burchill

is a spectacle of rare interest. But if the party led by
Mr. Hazen had behaved in the same way the people of
the St. John Valley would have been in a pretty hard
case,

Mr. Robinson may have learned caution from his
experience with the man who gave him false information
about execessive cost of Albert county bridges. The
man who told him was obliged to confess that he made
the statements without having seen one of the bridges
in question. When he had finished his testimony and
the case was complete evén the opposition on the ac-
counts committee found there was nothing in it. Some
complaint was made of the cost of investigating these
false charges. There is no occasion to complain.
Money is well expended which clears up suspicion in
cases of this kind, or confirms charges of wrong doing.
The people have a right to know the facts.

Ald. McGoldrick.

Ald. McGoldrick, chairman of the
board of works when interviewed, sald
that he would like to see the citizens
organize a civic housecleaning carni-
val. It might seem like a reflection
upon the city authorities, but, as the
city authorities here had some diffi
culty in securing the co-operation o
the citizens in these matters, it would
probably tend to develop a mew and
better conception of their duties on
tho part of the citizens.

The city authorities kept the streets
oJf St. John much cicaner than many
cities he had visited, but were not re-
sponsible for the cn dition of alleys
and back yards, Some streets in St.
John required little work to keep
them clean, while others never looked
very well under any conditions.

The degree of cleanliness attaln-
able in any city, and indeed in any
gtreet, varies with the character of
the people and their education in
sanitary matters and depends largely
upon their co-operation. In Canadian
cities, it is not uncommon to see news-
papers, banana peelings. ete., dropped
on the street, with no public protest
wheress in Burope such an act would
provoke a protest from the passerby
and lead to the offender’s arrest if he
refused to remove the refuse.

In one of his reports the late Col
Jaring, the famous stréet cleaner of
w York, declared that no other sin-
gle cause contributes so much to the
difficulty and expense of sweeping the
streets as the action of careless and
thoughtless persons in making the pub
lic streets the receptacle of all kinds
of rubbish—fruit parings, bits of pap-
er, etc., of which they wish to be rid.
An Offence to Public Taste.

Mr. M. Y. Paddock, treasurer of
the St. John Art Club, said the litter
in some of the streets and other public
properties was an offence to public
taste. The playgrounds of one of the
public schools he had passed v«n.h!n
an hour was a disgrace to any civil-
ized community priding itself on its
concern for the public health or the
artistic sensibilities of its people.

“The idea of giving the school chil-
dren a holiday when the city clean-
ing carnival was held,” he thought,
“was a good one. Many of the school
children could find plenty of work to
do cleaning up their playgrounds and
neighboring premises. The school au-

thorities might very well intercst them
selves in this matter, or celebrate Ar-
bor Day earlier in the spring.

Mr. Paddock added that M:. W. S.
Fisher, the president of the Art club,
would not be in St. Johmn for some
time, but that there could be little
doubt that the Art club would, on hu-
manitarian  as well as uesthetic
grounds, support the movement to
brighten up the city.

Evmelllt William Matheson deliv-
red his farewell address before a|
lll‘le meeting held in the Opera House
last evening, Rev. J. J. McCaskill pre-
sided, and introduced Mr. Matheson
as one of the great evangelists of the
ay.
In opening, Mr. Matheson gave St.
John and its people a certificate of
character. “St. John,” he said, “is the
best, the most moral, and most relig-
fous eity I ever vigited, even if its
city government does not stray from
the straight and narrow way. Never
have I been treated with so much
kindness. The spirit of God pervades
the people of this city, and is made
manifest in their works and ways.”

Mr. Matheson then proceeded to ex-
pound his favorite subject, the parable
of the prodigal son. After an eloquent
description of the ancient prodigal's
descent into the depths of unright-
eousness, he went on to describe his
personal experiences along the same
way of life.

His Life History.

“Billy Matheson,” he said, “was
born of godly parents down in a little
town in Cape Breton, and was taught
to reverence God from his childhood.
But in his lusty manhood, evil desires
laid hold of him, and he followed the
broad way to ruin with eager feet.
When he was flying his kite high, he
feared nothing here or hereafter, and
spent his last dollar to gratify his
evil desires. He knew all the sins and
all the furies.

“8in,” he continued, “is very attrac-
tive. In a gilded saloon in Buffalo,
gold dollars are strewn about every-
where, and everything is sumptuous
and ornate. My friends, I believe,
that hell itself is—the audience held
its breath.

Good at the Core.

“But Billy Matheson was like the
rotten apple that though cast over
by men, has good seed in it and if
planted in the ground will in® time
bring forth good fruit. God had look-
ed upon Billy Matheson in his degrada-
tion, had seen that there was good
seed in him, and in his infinite mercy
had held out a helping hand and led
him into the way of Grace.

“Billy Matheson came out of the
woods. He made his peace with ‘the
law of man and with the law of God,
and ever since his heart has been
filled with thankfulness and love for
his God and his fellow men, and with
a great desire to save the lost of
the world.

A Change.

“And look at him now,” he contin-
ued. “Here he is in this Godly city
of St. John, treated with respect and
kindness by everyone, The ministers
of God take him by the hand; the peo-
ple and the press have a kind word
for him; and even the police speak
to him. So great is the power of God
to exalt the sinner that truly repenteth.

The evangelist wept. But presently
he recovered his composure and con-
tinued his address, illuminating bis

athetic stories of sinners by inci-

ents drawn from a large and varied
personal experience.

In conclusion he made a moving ap-
peal to all prodigals in St. John to
return to the Henvenly Father, and
asked those who desired to be prayed
for by Billy Matheson on his last ap-
pearance in St. John, to put up their
hands, and a hundred or so hands
were raised.

The ex-pugilist then prayed for St.
John and its people, and asked that
they would keep him in their remem-
brance; after which Rev. David Lang
expressed his appreciation of the ser-
vices rendered by the evangelist dur-
ing his campaign here.
