There is no present indication of 
a general strike In France, although 
many miners in the north are in favor 
of it.

The strike in England has been 
practically without effect, in the 
French coal market. In a few places 
alone there has only been a rise of 
about 20 cents a ton as all prepara­
tions had been made for the stopping 
of work by the miners in the British 
Isles by the laying up of large sup­
plies of coal. It is not believed here 
that the English strike will be of long 
duration.

London, March 1.—The deadlock in 
the British coal dispute which affects 
over, 1,000,000 miners Is complete. All 
of today's conferences were futile and 
attempts to reconcile the opposing 
forces were suspended until Monday 
when both the coal owners and the 
miners again will see Premier Asquith 
and his cabinet colleagues.

Premier Asquith today invited the 
miners’ executive committee to meet 
the coal owners, but the men declined, 
saying they had nothing to discuss. 
They had, they aaid, placed their 
schedule of minimum rates on the 
table and they would maintain that 
position until otherwise instructed by 
tho miners.

London, Mar. 1.—The- suffragettes 
made several violent demonstrations 
this evening in various parts of Lon­
don. One woman fired a revolver shot 
through the window of the Colonial 
Office. The bullet smashed the window 
but hurt no one. Three other women 
stoned the windows of the official resi­
dence of Premier Asquith breaking 
three of them.

Because the coal miners had been 
able to gain government recognition 
of their grievance by threatening the 
buslcess of the country, the suffra­
gettes late today also entered on a 
policy of menace to trade. And they 
carried it out suddenly and wun an 
ardour that resulted in heavy financial 
losses, brought consternation to the 
merchants of the most prosperous 
shopping district of the city and par­
alyzed business at the busiest hour 
of the day. The police were taken 
completely unawares by the on­
slaught of the women and before they, 
were able to muster their forces and 
restrain them, the.^tieeta were cover­
ed with shattered plate glass that 
once had bqen the show windows of 
ht ores.

The record for words, how­
ever. is with Mr. MacDonald of Pictou, who got in 8,500 
while he was on his feet, or 2,600 words more than the 
Minister of Finance, upon whom fell the burden of stat­
ing the Government's case.

She pointed out the 
good résulta which have followed the 
granting of the vote to women in 
Australia, New Zealandr' and other 
countries, not only in' the way of im 
proving the conditions under which 
women labored, but in serving the 
cause of temperance and promoting 
other reforms in which men and wo­
men were Jointly Interested. She call­
ed attention to the good results In 
Colorado, where the women on re­
ceiving the franchise Immediately 
supported and carried through an act 
to prohibit the liquor trafic in so far 
as possible.

She also pointed out how much the 
women voters of New' Zealand had 

to promote the cause of temper- 
that advanced cohntry. She 

her hearers to give their undi­
vided support to the bill to be sent 
to the legislature, and write to the 
representatives of the city ahd county 
asking them to vote for the passage of 
the bill.

C. Fraser McTavish, of the St. John 
County Temperance Federation, also

their bill to give women the right to 
vote before the local legislature at its 
approaching session. The Woman 
Suffrage bill was sent to the legisla­
ture some years ago. accompanied 
by the signatures of 2,000 women of 
the city of St. John, who believe that 
the fair sex could exercise the fran­
chise as well as. If not better, than 
the men. Since that time the suf­
fragette movement has been gaining 
strength throughout the province, 
and when the bill Is brought up again 
It will be supported by a petition 
signed by over 4,000 women in differ­
ent parts of the province. An impet 
us to the movement in Canada has 
been given by thp>action of the ^Jo- 
mens Christian^Temperance Union 
of Canada, which at its last annual 
convention in Sherbrooke passed a 
resolution urging the various branches 
of the union to take up the question, 
and work for the passage of an act 
giving the ladies the right to vote.

At the quarterly meeting of the St. 
John Coünty W. C. T. U. held yester­
day afternoon, a resolution was adopt­
ed unanimously endorsing ihe bill ror 
woman suffrage, which is to be 
brought up in the legislature again 
this year. The meeting was largely 
attended, and Mrs. Fiske, superintend­
ent of the Equal Rights Department 
of the organization delivered an inter­
esting address on the question or 
woman’s right to vote.

In Douglas Avenue Christian church 
Rev. Gordon Dickie spoke upon The 
Religious Background of the Gospels.
He said In psrt: "People get the Im­
pression that the Jews of Jeans’ day 
were not religious. They crucified 
our Lord. Against their religious lead 
ers Jesus hurled some of Ills strong­
est denunciations.

But as a matter of fact they were a 
very religious people according to this, 
our tradition. The religious life of the 
time of the Gospels embraced two ele­
ments, the ritualistic and the legalistic, 
the first represented by the Sadduces, 
the second-by the Pharisees, the form­
er aristocratie, the latter more theo­
cratic; the former with strong faith 
in temporal, the latter In spiritual 
powers.

In tho time of Herod, the Pharisees 
prospered, which meant that legalism 
replaced ritualism, the teaching of the 
law supressed sacrifice. Against both 
legalism and ritualism Jesus set His 
face. He opposed the closed religifiVs 
organization, established no church, 
gave no ritual, taught men that God 
is Spirit.

Dr. Hutchinson speaking of the splr: 
ltual preparation of the Sunday school 
teacher set forth that a sincere love 
for the Saviour must lie behind all 
genuine Interest and love for the 
work. It is the Christian worker’s pri­
vilege to be filled with the Holy Spirit 
by whose power alone Jhe word spok 
eti becomes a life message. The teach­
er should wait on God In prayer after 
all other preparations until he gets his
