W AsHING?ON, April 15.—President Mc-
Kinley is being very strongly urged to
exercise the authority givea him by the
army re-organization act to organizs &
provisional army of 35,000 men to serve

1f the opposition dared to mske
a charge against the minister of the ir-
terior or any other minister, they would
be given a full judicial or parliamentary
investigation. Mr. Fielding exjylain-
ed an insinuation of Bir Charles
Tapper’s sgainst Mr. Sifion in
connection with the Yukon permit
issued to Philips, & former law partner
of the minister of the imterior. This
permit authorizses Mr. Philips to take
into the Yukon such provisions s he
choee withoutregard to regulatione. Sir
Chail:s alleged this permit was hawked
about as a liguor permit and drew an
inference from this againet Mr. Bifton.

This astornding information
naving been communicated to the rank
snd fils at a recemt caucus, they, too,
took the nightmare, in earnest, and s: 1
emnly resolved to keep on t: lIking until
the gession should be carried along into
Augoet. Of course nobody can stop
them. They tarn up every afiernoon at
8 o’clock, set up some luafy-lunged
talker on his feet, get bim well started
over the ground which has already been
covered a score of times, and then saunx-
ter about in order to fill in the time At
8 o’clock & new tilker is put on the
tread-mil’, s:d he keeps the machice
going unul midnight, when the Louse
adjomrns, the Tories go home, where
t.ey probably sit up until dayiight
reading “Jack the Giant Kille:” and
other congenial snd fortifying litera-

tare.

While the back-benchers have been
keepiog up this groterque struggle, Mr.
Foster and Mr. Mclaerny have found
time to take a hand in the bye election
in Brockvil .

Novitsky, an officer of the Russian
Guards, recently passed four months in
Indis, making such inspection as he
could of the Anglo-Indian troops and of
the general military condition of the
country. He gave the results of his ob-
servations in a lecture which he deliy.
ered in the Guarde’ hesdquarters
at Bt Petersburg, having ‘for audience
& grand duke or two and any nom-
ber of eminent Rossian military author-
rites. His verdict upon the Indian army
was not flattering. He insisted, partica-
larly, upon the 1>w degree of education
among the native officers and the ab-
sence of any government measures for
improving their wretched condition
This is a singular statement to come
from a native of Rumsis, whose people
are the moat illiterate of any in Europe
not more than one-fifth of the recrnits of
the Russian army being able to read
and write. This Russian captain also
read a short strategicel account of the
northwestern region of India, dwelling
more fally upon British Baluchistan and
the Khaibar Paas, both of which he had
visited. The review of those localities
and the border defences of Indis in gen-
eral showed, he said,that the fortification
of the northwest frontier was unsatisfac-
tory and in a very difforent state from
that in whiesh it had been represented
from English sowrcer. The sattitude of
the Indian nativee towards th e Englieh,
he declared, was hostile, but there was
lses danger in this respect among the
vative troops and proletsriat. The feel-
ing of the natives towards Russia was
not what the msjority of Russians im.
ogined it to be~ The natives had
heard very little about Ruesia, and
what they had heard was false and un-
favorable.

No doubt this representation of the
condition of India and its army was
very gratifying to the grand dukes who
heard it, and the officers of the Russian
Quard, bus it need not affect the spirits
of any loyal citizen of the British em-
pire.  The Indian native army has
proved its excellence on many
bhard fought flelds, and it never
stood higher in public estimation
then now. As for the Indian
fortresses on the North West frontier the
Ruseians will probably find $hem qnite
sufficient when they get to them, which
will probably rot be for some time. The

FREDERICTON, April 13—Afer recess
the Hon. Mr. Emmerson moved his
rosclation with reapec: to Woman’s
suffrage, as fcllowe:—

“Resolved, Tha: in the opinion of this
house the time is mow ripe for the er-
actment <! a lsw providing that the
rights of citizenship shall not be denied
or abridged on account of sex, buf that
full franchise be granted to the women
of this province on the same terms as to
the men.”

In sapporting the resolution Mr. Ex-
merson eaid that be had introduced the
resolution in response to & largely signed
petition from the women of all sections
of the province. This matter had always
been brought before the legislature in
the form of a resolution rather than by a
bil, and he thonght iy better to
have the princizl; of weman suffrage
afirmed; and in santicipation of
the affirmation of that principle by this
legislature he had this aftercoon intro-
duced s bill complying with the terms of
the petition. This seemed to him the
better course, as there might be honor-
able members who would be fav-rable
tothe principle of the bill, but who
might differ very iaterially wiin re-
spect to the detaile M-. Emmerson
zeferred to similar spplications which
had been made to the legislatare from
time to {ime, and psinted cut that there
had been & great cnecge in pu 1.c centi-
ment on this question within the 128t
fow years. - When it was first proposed

He did not feel called upon to
discuss this matter from the standpoint
of principle, because there could be no
successful objection or argument made
against the principle of the extension of
the franchise to womep. He did, how-
ever, feel that he sbould make some ref-
erence to the question of expediency. It
was that which made men hesitate abount
extending the franchise fo women.
Looking at the practical results of the
extension of the franchise, and recog-
nising the light menner in which a
gnnt many yoong men view this right,

e (Emmerson) was moved to take into
consideration the question of ex
in alowing the right to everyone,
whether they be male or female, Many
of the young men of the coantry did not
value the right of franchise a8

it should be valued, snd he
(Emmerson) feared there might be
&8 wsimilar want of sppreciation

by the womer. That was the only thing
which made him hesitate in this mat-
ter. It was true a 1args majority of the
women did sot w-nt the right to vote,
but that was the result of prejudice to a
large extent. There were some who
thought it was not womarly, but fheir
number was small. If there are women
who would not exercise the franchise if
they had if, that was no reason why we
should deny it to those who would exer-
cise it. Many of the women of this
country take as much intarest in its af-
fairs as the men; and they should have
8 say in tha affairs of government,
which control not only their interests in
relation to their property, but which re-
1ate to their weil being—to their 1ivee.

Mr. Emmerson referred to the fact
that there were thousands of women in
this country today who are earning a
« livelihood in the different avenues
opened to them, and some of the most
suocessfal business ventures in the coun-
try are run by women.

In the profession of teaching, they out-
number the men by nearly four to one,
and they are ed in many other
omen a8 & rule were

He
for one would vote for the regolution and
if the resolation carried, he would be the
first to come forward in favor of passing
a hil' to #'1>w of the women enjoying the
fal froition of their just rights and
claime. -

Mz. Porter, in seconding the resolution,
said that while our constitation pro-
fessed to be by the people for the people,
yet only helt the people had a voice.
Wherever we fonnd civilization, thrift
and intclligence, woman is in the var.
Wherever we found poverty, Ia-vless-
ness and barbariem, woman is degrad-
ed. Self-zorernment issell-respect. We
have freedom in the exercise of a!l the
nations! rights of man except the fran-
chice A law that debars one half of
gociety from the franchise is uvjust. In
order to lay the foundstions of the state
su- e and not to be victimsof immor: 1 ty
and corraption, as other states had been,
we must extend the franchige to women.
The banner of liberty should be carried
to the heights of progress and prosper-
ity by the hand of the “lady of the
81 Owa.”

Mr, Pagsley said he was not entirely
oppoted to the granting of suffrage to
women. Some years ago, he had voted
to grant the suffrage to widows and
spinsters. He was not quite sostrongly
in favor of that proposition now as form-
erly. The honorable leader of the gov-
ernment had admitted that he had his
doubta and he (Pageley) was inclined o
think that if the honorable member - as
called upon, as & result of the passing of
thie resolution, to prepare & bill enfran-
chising the women, he woull then b:-
come still more dubious on. the subjec’.
It was & matter of remark that though
Kings county was one of tbe moat
enlightened eounties in the province
no semtiment had been expressed there
by the womeén im its favor. Before a
change so radical, g0 permanent and
far reaching wae adopted, the question
shounld be embmitied to the people. It
tollowed a8 a logical corclusion that if
the right o vote was given to women
the right to represest the people in the
legislature weuld inevitably follow. It
was because of these far reaching re-
spongibilities that he shrank from hasty
legislatior. He was told that in the
state of Colorado, the most serious con-
sequences had resulted from the adoption
of woman sufirage. Before taking eo
important & siep it was desirable that
reasonable time should be given so that
all possible information should be pro-
cured.

He moved in amendment, seconded
by Mr. Hazen, “That sll the words of
the resolution after the word ‘house’ be
struck out and that the following words
be eubstituted in lieu thereof: ‘That the
petitions which have been presented
praying that a law may be passed giv-
ing fall parliamentary suflrage to women
on the game terms as those now enjoyed
by men, are entitled to the respectful
consideration of this houses but that, in

view of the important ehange which

would be eflected by the enactment of

such a law, and the daties and burdens

which wounld .thereby be cast uron

countries where it has been adopted,
and that a committes of five members

such information as may guide the
house in reaching & wisé conclusion on
this question; the committes fo report
the result of their investigations at the
nextsession of the legislative assembly.”

He did not propose that the committee

‘should incur expense in this matter, bat

that they shounld endeavor to secure this
information by correspondence ‘and
otherwise. He denied the proposition
that women did not occupy the position
to which she was entitled by reason of
not having the sufirage. He ventured
to say that whether in Colorado, Wyo-
ming, or otherwize, in no conntry were
women treated with gresater respect than
in New Brunswick. (Applauee.) If
lady school teachers did mot occupy &
place of equality with men as to salary,
he wou!ld have thought the honor-
able member would have en-
deavored at once, without waiting
to confer the rfghu of suffrage,
to zedress that grievance. The property
of women today was abseolutsly free
from the control of her husband. In
many respects she stands in & better
position as far as property is concerned
than man. In this and other measures
the legislature had shown the utmost
desire to- deal liberally and fairly with
the oppositesex. It was because he de-
sired that the homes of this country

‘should remain as they are foday that he

hesitated to throw the women of the
conntry into the storm and strife of poli-
tical life.
Mr. Robertson said in view of the
tions from St. John which included
he names- of the most influential citi-
zens of that city, he felt it his duty to
state briefly the position he occupied.

Hon. Mr., Emmerason gaid he proposed
to exercise his privilege of closing the
debate. The honorable member from
Sunbury had referred to the petitions
being signed by comparatively few
namer, That argunment had no weight
whatever. These petitions only purport
to come from the women’s unions, out-
side of 8t. John city. No genmeral effort
to obtain esignatures had been made.

IMPERIAL BUDGET PRESENTED.

Sir Michsel Hicks-Beach Reports
8 Small Surplus,

Lonpox, April 13—The chancellor of
the exchequer, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach,
pressmted the budget in the house of
commone todsy. The house was crowd-
ed when he rose to make his speech.
He eaid the trying periods of last year's
Spanist-Americaa war and the differ-
ences un the Niger and the Nile had no
prejudicisl effect on the country’s rev-
enue, the result for the year being s
small surplue.

Continuing the chancellor of the ex-
chequer said he confessed to being dis-
spoointed with the tobacco receipte,
that if they were able to leave tcbscco
alone he felt onfident the anticipations
of an increase of revenune fom the in-
creased consumption would be more
than realised during the coming year.

He estimated the exvenditure for the
coming year at £112927 000, an increaee
of £6,098,000 over last year, the total in-
crease of exrendifares during the )gst
four years being no less than £19,076,000.
It this incresse was to continue, the
soeaker pointed out, pailiament must
agree to & large increass in taxation or
discover new and prodmctive sources of
revenue, or the resnlt would be a reac
tion cgainst great expenditure, and be
foared that euch & reaction might im-
pair the efficiency of the defensive ser-
vices to the point in which they unhap-
plly stood during the last generation.

Lowpon, April 183—The chanceilor of
the exchequer then said: —

“We muet however be hopeful that
the approaching conference of the
powers who are animated by a desire for
pesce. may devise a check jor this
territ 13 competition in armaments, fro n
which even the wealthiest nations may
well pray to be delivered. At the same
time, if the expenditare on srmaments is
reduced I am convinced we ehall have
to increase ‘it in snother directior. I
fear the expenditare of the present year
csnnot be regarded merely temporarily.
The sum of £7,736,000, - the largest on
record will be availat 15 for $he reduction
of the deot.”

In conclision the chavcellor of the
exechequer remarked: “We are a!l) to
estimate 8 revemue of £111,157000 to
meet an expenditure of 110 927,000, leav-
ing & surplus of £230,000. The large ex-
penditare is not due to an aggressive
policy upon our part, but has been
forced upon us by the ineressed and
incressing armaments of ot:eis and the
consideration of the wnigne position of
our natiou: 1 prosperity and eecurity.”
