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THE SHAM'D THVMZ vs. 
OAMADZAM PACIFIC.

We devote considerable editorial 
space this week to a well written 
letter addressed by the Hon. Peter 
Mitchell to Lord John Claude Hamil­
ton, who, in an interview with a 
Globe representative, indulged in 
statements calculated to assist the 

^Grand Trunk Railway (of which he 
is a director) and to injure the Cana­
dian Pacific, unless such statements 
were promptly met and shown to be 
unreliable, to say nothing more. 

’Mr. Mitchell’s letter is a most inter 
eeting one, and as it deals with the 
affairs of the two greatest railway 
corporations in Canada, between 
whom there is open antagonism, will(

; be eagerly read by all who take an^ 
interest in the affairs of the country. 
To Lord John Claude Hamilton, M. P. 

for Liverpool and Director of the Grand 
Trunk Railway.

My Lord : In the Toronto Globe of 
to-day, a copy of which I nave received 
this evening, I And a report of an inter­
view between yourself and a representa­
tive of that newspaper. The interview 
appears to have taken place in Ottawa 
on Friday, and, I presume, occurred 
under the Vice-Regal roof. In this re­
port there are statements credited to 
you, which, although they appear to 
have been carefully written out for pub­
lication, I should hope you would, on 
receiving toller information, hasten to 
withdraw as incorrect, since many of 
them are of the nature of aspersions of a 
great semi-public corporation in this 
country, at present engaged in one of 
the greatest and most important and 
beneficial enterprises of the age. There 
are also statements which, I am sure, 
being a comparative stranger in Canada, 
you can not, of your own information, 
know to be correct, but which, I doubt 
not, you have received and published in 
good faith. I shall first correct you in 
some of the minor matters before pro­
ceeding to deal with those larger ques­
tions on which you seem to have been 
grossly misinformed.

As your “ interview” appears to be 
largely of the character of a laudation ol 
the Grand Trunk Railway as at present 
managed, I am happy to be able to agree 
with you to the extent of saying that the 
management is better than formerly, 
when accidents were of daily occurrence, 
and people who used the railway did so 
in fear and trembling. T° what extent 
this is due to the coroners’ juries it is 
not for me to say. In the ten years in­
tervening between jour last and present 
visit the Grand Trunk has drawn an en­
ormous revenue from the people of Can­
ada, and it would indeed be singular if, 
with the millions of surplus In those 
years, the management had failed to 
Improve their track and equipment. 
True, you have been advised that “ the 
Grand Trunk stockholders had invested 
“ enormous sums of money in Canada 
“ with practically no return,” but who­
ever gavétyou this information did great 
injustice to Canada. If you will kindly 
turn to a report from Mr. J. C. Brydges 
to the Canadian Government, of date 

, July, 1875, you will see that this gentle­
man, who had been the managing direc­
tor of the Grand Trunk for many years, 
states even in that year that :—“ The 
“ total capital of the company is, there-j 
“ fore, to-day, for cash actually expend- 

■ “ ed, £15,000,000, instead of £37,000,000,
: “ and of the smaller amount £3,112,000, 
“or upwards of 20 p. c., is provided 
“ free of all present cost to the company
“by Canada__ The company’s own ac-
“ counts for 1874 show that they nearly 
“ earned a net profit of five per eent. 
“ upon their actual outlay.” Does this 
look like the traflic of Canada giving no 

. return to the Grand Trunk? If you will 
again turn to the report of your com- 

. pan y for 1883 you will find that the sur- 
"plus sent out of Canada to Grand Trank 

shareholders amounted to a very large 
sum indeed, the dividends distributed 
for the half year ending December 31 
being alone nearly $3,000,000. If your 
road cost to build three or four times 
what It should have cost ; if it was 
burthened With onerous leases and other 
engagements ; if its stock was watered 
to an almost incredible extent ; if its 
-management was for years as bid as it 
well could be, no blame attaches to the 
people of Canada, nor should the world 
.be told that Grand Trunk investments 

’ in Canada are giving “ no return.”
But, my Lord, yon do not hesitate to 

s$y, in the face of “ no return,” that 
the Grand Trunk “ has a great future 
before it;” that the pressure of traffic on 
its lines calls for extensive improvements 
and additions; and you Instance the 
necessity for the erection of a suitable 
depot at Montreal to cost half a million 
ofr dollars, and the double tracking of 
the line between Toronto and Montreal, 
which will cost several millions more. 
It' is not the fault of the people of 
Canada, then, that you are not getting 
suitable returns for your investment, 
since by your admission the traffic that 
is offered is really beyond the facilities of 
the Grand Trunk to handle properly 
without those “ many improvements and 
“ extensions required by the necessities 
“ of trade,” of which you speak. It 
might be well for your Lordship to re­
vise your judgment before again suggest­
ing that the fault lies with the Canadi­
ans ;, and on the same evidence you 
shçpld withdraw your condemnation of 
thdSe who have provided a competitive 
road. On another point—one of local 
interest in Montreal—you appear to be 
in error. You seem to think that there 
is no obligation binding on your com­
pany to erect a suitable depot at Mon­
treal. You intimate that until the line 
is double tracked between Montreal and 

.Toronto, “the Grand Trunk would not be 
able to handle additional traffic at Mon­
trealand again you say that, as it 
would cost half a million to build the 
Montreal depot, “this amount the com­
pany would devote to (he purpose at soon 
at they could afford it,” the company 
meanwhile (in your own words) being 
“ required to husband their means" and 
“ exercise great prudence and economy” 
In the face of “ enormously reduced 
receipts.” Perhaps your Lordship is not 
aware that by a solemn agreement be­
tween the city of Montreal and the 
Grand Trunk Company, made last year, 
your company undertook to erect this 
depot without delay, at a cost of not 
less than $400,000, and that your repre­
sentatives in Canada agreed so to do in 
order to secure the abandoment of a 
claim for the payment of a loan due to 
the city of Montreal, which experts 
valued at one million of dollars, includ 
ing interest? If you* Lordship had been 
aware of this fact, you would scarcely 
intimate that it rests solely with the 
Grand Trunk whether this depot shall be 
bnüt or not. Your company has been 
repeatedly accused of bad faith in not 
carrying out its engagements in regard 
to the erection of this depot, not in 
private only but in public, and for good 
cause. And here it may be proper to 
enquire, *ho it is that is delegated to 
speak for the Grand Trunk? Is It Mr. 
Hickson, your representative in Canada? 
If so, then he has pledged your Company 
to the construction of the depot without 
delay, while you treat the subject as if 
no pledge, existed. Take the matter of 
the “double tracking.” The Premier of 
Canada stated to Parliament last session 
that the Grand Trunk Company had 
agreed to set aside one million of pounds 
sterling to secure this double tracking, 
and he let it be understood that on this 
account a bill which had been so mutilat­
ed in the Senate by Grand Trank influ­

ences as to destroy the value of the 
clause for double tracking—on the 
strength of which the House of Com­
mons had agreed to the passage of the 
measure—would be permitted to go 
through. When Sir Henry Tyler sub­
sequently addressed the Grand Trunk 
shareholders at their annual meeting he 
was questioned by a Mr. Abbott, one of 
your prominent shareholders, in regard 
to any undertaking to double track the 
road, and Sir Henry then distinctly re­
pudiated any such engagement and em­
phatically declared that there was no 
foundation for such a report. Now we 
have the assurance from yourself, my 
Lord, that “ the Company are pledged to 
lay another track as soon as possible.” 
Would it be improper to request your 
Lordship to reconcile this statement 
with the following from the same inter­
view :—“It was, he, [you] considered 
scarcely proper for one member of the 
Board of Directors to publish his opin­
ions respecting the condition of the rail­
way, at the views of the members of the 
Board were usually supposed to be express­
ed by the President in his annual address. ” 
This being so, the people of Canada will 
be at a loss to understand why state­
ments are now made and assurances 
given at variance with the views of the 
Grand Trunk Board to expressed by the 
President at the annual meeting, and by 
what authority do you affirm what your 
President has, in the most marked man­
ner declared to be without any founda­
tion whatever.

Before passing from the internal affairs 
of the Grand Trunk permit me in all 
courtesy to say that when -you speak of 
the condition and the management of the 
Grand Trunk Railway it is evident that 
your Lordship, as has been the case with 
many other shareholders and directors 
who have presided you in making exami­
nation of their property, has been care­
fully supplied with the most select infor­
mation, and while your statements are 
undoubtedly intended to be strictly true, 
they will be received with derision by the 
people of this country who are acquaint­
ed with the facts. Your Lordship states 
for instance, that the recent accident at 
Pickering was due to “ the loosening of 
a nut on the rail track.” A careful ex­
amination of the Grand Trunk Railway 
by a more exact method than is possible 
from the window of an official car would 
reveal to your Lordship thousands of 
causes of accident, if this be one. In­
deed, the extraordinary number of acci­
dents to which the public are still treated 
on the Grand Trunk Railway would in­
dicate the need of a more searching inves­
tigation, if not by your officials or "direc­
tors, then by competent and conscien­
tious government officers.

The statement that the loss of life from 
accidents on the Grand Trunk has been 
less than upon any railway system of the 
same extent in the world is simply ab­
surd. There has been greater loss of 
life from passenger train accidents on the 
Grand Trunk within the past twelve 
months than on the combined railways 
of the six New England States in five 
years, and I defy Mr. Joseph Hickson to 
indicate any line of railway on this conti­
nent, with mileage corresponding to the 
Grand Trunk, where the loss of life has 
been one-half as great within the past 
year. I have given some attention to 
this matter, and should your Lordship 
desire it I will furnish the particulars to 
justify my statement.

It is well known here that the “ skin­
ning” process has been in operation on 
the Grand Trunk for the past two years, 
and that it has become more and more 
severe as the effect of Mr. Hickson’s vain 
and ambitious schemes for controlling 
all the railways of the country have 
worked their natural result. It is possi­
ble that a railway may be got into such 
perfect condition that Its expenses for 
repairs may be reduced far below the 
average for a considerable time without 
serious danger ; but when this is carried 
over one or two seasons accidents are 
sure to follow. I may remark, however, 
that no one acquainted with the Grand 
Trunk Railway has yet seen it in such a 
condition as to justify the most tempo­
rary suspension of repairs.

I would most earnestly recommend 
that your Lordship should, in your own 
interest as a shareholder, and in the in­
terest of your associates, make enquiry 
about these matters of the train men, the 
station men, and the track men, and of 
those who travel on the line without free 
passes, and not accept without question 
the statements of managers, whose 
anxiety to cover up the results of their 
reckless and unwise policy has not alone 
contributed to these accidents but has 
been the direct cause of shrinkage in the 
revenues of your company. Before 
leaving this branch of the subject, my 
Lord, perhaps I should notice the com­
pliment which you pay to the officers of 
the Grand Trunk, for “ their ability, 
prudence and fidelity to duty.” I do 
think this fairly applies to the rank ana 
file of Grand Trunk officials who are 
constantly risking their health and lives 
in the Company’s service. How far it 
applies to the Chief Executive in Canada 
you may learn by enquiring into the 
genuineness of a report which has gained 
some currency, and which alleges that 
during the present season there were 
purchased in the United States 2,000 tons 
of rails which were found to be totally 
unfit for the main line, and resulted in a 
heavy loss to the Company. Your zeal 
for the Company’s interests will pro­
bably lead you to get to the bottom of a 
report which, if unfounded, should be 
officially and formally contradicted.

There remain, my Lord, now to be dealt 
with, your very serious reflections upon 
the Government ot, this country, and 
upon an enterprise which the people and 
Parliament have seen fit to aid with pub­
lic funds. Here are your words, indited, 
I have no doubt, from Rideau Hall, and 
with a view of promoting Grand Trunk 
interests :—

Unlike the Canadian Pacific the Grand Trunk 
could not make up its 1< sees or replenish its ex­
chequer by cash obtained from the Canadian Govern­
ment. It was iniquitous for the Dominion Govern­
ment to allow the Canadian Pacific Railsray Co. to 
use the money granted by the Public to build the 
main Pacific line in establishing a competing railway 
system in the older provinces. Such a thing would 
certainly not have been permitted in England, 
even, he thought, in tht United States. The Grand 
Trunk did not object to the construction of other 
railways, even with those competing with them, but 
they surely had cause to complain whe , the Gov’t 
of, Canada entered the lists against them, and used 
the public treasury to aid their rivals. The crusade 
of the Canadian Pacific Company against the Grand 
Trunk was suicidal, resulting only in injury to 
both. *»**## 
He could not understand the objects of the Canadian 
Pacific Company’s attacks upon the Grand Trunk,
and was sure that they were not prompted by Mr. 
Stephen, the President, who had always shown him- 
self anxious to promote mutual agreement and har­
mony between the companies. Possibly there were 
others on the C. P. R. Board, or whose opinions were 
represented there, whose interest it was to make the 
Grand Trunk a bugbear; but Mr. Stephen had 
always expressed regret that the preliminary ar­
rangement of last year had fallen through. The 
Grand Trunk Company was anxious to see the Cana­
dian Pacific completed, because it would add to the 
general railway traffic of the country, in which the 
Grand Trunk would share. The general impression, 
however, was that the Canadian Pacific would have 
to be take? ovpr and operated by the Government,

My Lord, your obtrusive compliment 
to Mr. Stephen at the expense of his asso­
ciates is one which I am sure that gentle­
man will not thank you for; and it would 
have been more manly if you had named 
the persons to whom you refer as opposed 
to harmonious action with the Grand 
Trunk. Did you mean Mr. Donald A. 
Smith, a gentleman who is universally 
respected for his enterprise and liberal­
ity? Or do you allude to Mr. Angus or 
Mr. McIntyre, both Of whom have shown 
an unsurpassed amount of faith, energy 
and perseverance in promoting this», the 
greatest national enterprise of the age? 
Or whom do you mean ? I submit that in­
stead of dealing with those whom you 
treat as offenders by inuendo, you would 
be acting a more English part in openly 
naming those whom you accuse.

It would be difficult, My Lord, to char­
acterize your allusions to the Government 
of this country without using the word 
“impertinent.” it is not for you, My 
Lord, a Grand Trunk director, to chal­
lenge the liberality of the Canadian Gov­
ernment in connection with the railways 
of this country. You can scarcely have 
forgotten the fact that the road you re­
present is a debtor to the Canadian Gov­
ernment to the extent of $25,807,393,,pot

counting interest on this vast amount for 
the past ten or twelve years. Have you 
already forgotten that at the last session 
of the Canadian Parliament your Com­
pany asked to be allowed, and received 
permission, to issue about $70,000,000 of 
new bonds to take precedence of this 
longstanding debt. Nor is it for you to 
challenge the mature judgment and ac­
tion of the people of Canada in decid­
ing what railways are or are not worthy 
of public support. When the Grand 
Trunk discharges its debt to Canada, 
when it ceases to be a beggar at the door 
of Parliament for friendly legislation il 
not for alms, it will be time enough for 
its directors to assume the role of dicta­
tor and arraign the Parliament of a free 
country as if it were a machine to be 
manipulated according to Grand Trunk 
interests. My Lord, in the same sen­
tence in which you unjustly denounce the 
Government of Canada for the “ iniqui­
tous” proceeding of aiding to establish a 
competing railway line in Ontario—a line 
to which there has been contributed not 
one dollar of the public money of Canada 
—you allege that “ the Grand Trunk did 
not object to the construction of other 
railways, even those competing with 
them !’’ The statement will be read with 
surprise, if not with indignation, by Ca­
nadians who remember how Grand Trunk 
influence in England drove the late Sir 
Hugh Allan out of the English money 
market when he visited London to sell 
the bonds of the Northern Colonization 
Railway, extending from Quebec to Mon­
treal and Ottawa ; or how, at a later date, 
the same treatment was extended to the 
Treasurer of the Province of Quebec who 
went on similar errand ; how the Grand 
Trunk has persistently opposed every 
movementto supply Canada with railway 
facilities which were not tributary to its 
interests ; and how in its latest efforts 
to obstruct the building of the Canadian 
Pacific it not only attacked the credit 
and character of that enterprise but Went 
to the length of threatening the credit of 
the country itself in the English money 
market. The people of Canada, my 
Lord, have not such convenient memor­
ies as Grand Trunx directors seem to 
need, as they have not forgotten who it 
was commenced the “ crusade,” not 
against the Grand Trunk but against the 
Canadian Pacific. Five years ago, before 
the Canadian Pacific Company had 
signed the contract with the Government 
the Secretary of the Grand Trunk Com­
pany, Mr Renton, writing to a correspon­
dent in Glasgow, openly denounced the 
promoters of the Canadian Pacific Com­
pany as a band of adventurers ; and from 
that day to this, under one pretence or 
another, in season and out of season, it 
has done its utmost to defeat the objects 
and aims of Parliament and the Govern­
ment in connexion with an enterprise 
which the country stands pledged to 
carry forward. If the Grand Trunk 
wished to see the Canadian Pacific com­
pleted, My Lord, as you allege, why do 
Its organs in the press assail the enter­
prise and the country which is to sup­
port it, in terms so vindictive and ma­
lignant? Why are leading officials of the 
Grand Trunk put up to lobby against the 
Government because of its friendship 
for the enterprise which Pari1 ament sub­
sidized? Why was the HicI on corres­
pondence—so insulting to the Govern­
ment and to the Parliament and people of 
Canada—entered upon only a few months 
ago? If, My Lord, the Grand Trunk de­
sires to see the Canadian Pacific com­
pleted and established, it has chosen a 
strange way to display its friendship ! I 
might even appeal to yourself, my Lord ; 
I might refer to your newspaper contri­
bution now under review ; I might de­
clare that here, in the very sentence in 
which you profess a frPndsblp for the 
Canadian Pacific railway, are embodied 
charges as unfair as even Mr. Hickson 
could have penned and as rancorous as if 
they had proceeded from a malignrnt 
enemy rather than a professed friend. 
Take, as an example, my Lord, your al­
legation that “ the Canadian Pacific 
would have to be taken over and operat­
ed by the Government!” Is this the 
language of friendship? Is it not rath­
er the expression of uncompromising 
and impertinent hostility? Was there 
any basis for it beyond the desire natural 
in a Grand Trunk director, the wish that 
is father to the thought? Perhaps, my 
Lord, ycur time in Canada might be 
spent to greater profit if, instead of as­
sailing a Government supported by an 
overwhelming majority in Parliament, 
and Parliamentary action which has been 
endorsed by the people at the polls, you 
had given more attention to the affairs 
of the Grand Trunk itself, you might 
have seen reason to so far change your 
mind as to lead to the belief that of 
the two railways the Grand Trunk is 
by all odds the most likely to be “ turned 
over and operated” by the bond­
holders who practically own it. 
Wbat is the position of your company 
today? Your common stock is quoted 
at 104 ; it is practically obliterated ; while 
you have passed the dividends on both 
second and third preferefice stocks. You 
have a capital which is three fourths 
water. Your road stands you at a nomi­
nal cost in capital accountif about £32,- 
000 stg. per mile, to compete with the 
Ontario and Quebec which cost about 
£5,400 per mile. What hope have your 
stockholders or vour later classes of 
bondholders of getting dividends, when 
your road has to face competition with 
such odds against it? There is your debt 
to the people of Canada—$26,000,000— 
without interest What do you propose 
to do about it? Does the Grand Trunk 
intend to repudiate this debt? You 
speak of something not being tolerated 
in England. Would such wholesale re­
pudiation be tolerated in England? If, 
my Lord, you had been present at the 
last session of the Canadian Parliament 
and had witnessed the desperate courses 
to which the agents of your company 
were driven to secure the passage of a 
measure on which, as it was openly al­
leged, the fate of the Grand Trunk was 
suspended ; if you had witnessed the in­
dignation with which every member of 
Parliament regarded the trick to steal 
legislation favorable to your company— 
a trick and a deception which in m* 
place in Parliament I found it necessary 
to expose and denounce—you might have 
come to the conclusion that the safe­
guarding of the honor and true interests 
of your company was quite as extensive 
and important an undertaking as you 
would care to assume, and that attacks 
and insinuations against a company and 
an enterprise enjoying the confidence of 
Parliament, managed by honorable and 
experienced men and having vast re­
sources, are as unwise as they are unpo 
polar and uncalled for. I can assure 
you, my Lord, that it is the ji.ugment of 
the people of Canada that abstinence by 
Grand Trunk directors from interference 
with the affairs of other railway compan 
ies and interests, and a judicious devo­
tion to the duty to which they have been 
would best suit the combination of ail 
ments of which the Grand Trunk is at 
present the victim.

Coast Jottings.
Bathurst, Oct. 2, 1881. 

Dear Advocate.
In a recent trip to Bathurst via Traca- 

die, Shippegan, Caraquet we found the 
roads nearly all the way round in splen­
did condition, the exception only being 
where the roads had been under recent 
repair. In the County of Northumber­
land as you travel towards the adjoining 
county of Gloucester, complaints are 
general as to the short crop of potatoes, 
and the damage done to late grain by 
the frosts of three weeks ago, much of 
the grain so injured being fit for nothing 
but fodder. In this lower part of the 
County the fishing so far has been, no 
herring or mackerel, and but a moderate

Our own correspondent sends the fol­
lowing :—The Excursion to Metapedia 
last Friday passed off very pleasantly.

catch of lobsters, but the recent advanced^espect. Others spent the time partridge
’nr shiin packed lobsters will fully make up for 

the smaller catch, and the unfilled tins 
have been used to put up large quantities 
of blueberries, which were most plenti­
ful until the frost came. In the County 
of Gloucester, from Tracadie to Bathurst 
crops have been anything but encourag­
ing to the farmer, hay light, potatoes a 
very short crop, and grain, which owing 
to the backward spring was late in being 
sown, will make but a small return. In 
addition to this the failure of the fall 
herring to strike in has been a heavy 
loss to those who make extensive pre­
parations for this fishing.

In going from Pokemouche to Ship­
pegan, we went by way of Inkerman, 
crossing at the ferry at the church. 
This is the site of the proposed bridge, 
which if built will be a very great ac­
commodation to the people travelling to 
and from Shippegan from Inkerman, 
Pokemouche and Tracadie. At the fer­
ry on the Pokemouche side Mr. F. P. 
Loggie, of Miramichi, does a large busi­
ness in fresh fish and game, lobsters, 
4c., and persons doing business with 
him from the Shippegan side are at times 
obliged to go a long way round before 
they can get their business done. A 
bridge here would enable them to cross 
at any time. Some two years ago the 
peoplé of this section petitioned the Local 
Gov’t and the House of Assembly for a 
grant for a bridge at this place but so far 
no grant has been made. A few weeks 
ago Hon. P. G. Ryan, Commissioner of 
Public Works for this province, visited 
the site of the proposed bridge and 
made some measurements. The distance 
across is some sixteen hundred feet, the 
channel, a very narrow one, having 
about eleven feet of water at ordinary 
tides, the rest of the distance having a 
depth of water of Irom two to three feet. 
We hope that at the approaching session 
of the Local Parliament the Government 
will grant and authorize the expenditure 
of a sum sufficient to complete this 
necessary public work.

The people in this part of Gloucester 
are sanguine in reference to the beneficial 
results of the building of the Caraquet 
Railway, which will be of vast benefit in 
bringing them within easy reach of bet­
ter markets than heretofore.

From Grand Anse to Bathurst the 
fishing has been fairly successful during 
the past season, lobsters having turned 
out a good average catch, and the catch 
of salmon has been better than for the 
past year or two. At Grand Anse, 
where Mr. Joseph Mann and Mr. Joseph 
Poirier do business, the catch has been 
good, the latter gentleman having caught 
about one thousand dollars worth of 
salmon in his stand of nexts at this 
place. In this district potatoes are a 
poor crop and grain was much injured 
by the early frost.

At Bass River a number of teams were 
at work with steel shovels on both sides 
of the river and the embankment is 
making rapid progress. The line crosses 
the river between the highway bridge 
and the mill of Mr. James Smith. Be­
low the highway bridge stone is being 
quarried for the abutments of the bridge. 
A large amount of work has been done 
between Bass River and Bathurst and as 
soon as the steamer now on the way 
with a cargo of rails arrives, track lay­
ing will commence at the junction with 
the I. C. R. About three miles from 
Bass River towards Bathurst, there is a 
quite an extensive cut and fill, in which 
good work is being done, a large num­
ber of men and trains being employed.

In Bathurst, building operations are 
being energetically pushed forward, 
several very handsome and commodious 
new buildings being in course of con­
struction, of which a description will ap­
pear In a future letter.

Yesterday the opening of the new 
Bathurst Trotting Park took place. 
The track is situated about a mile from 
the village, lying just across the railway 
on the • road to Tete-a-gouche. The 
course is surrounded by a high board 
fence, and the trotting course is half a 
mile round. There were about four 
hundred persons present to witness the 
opening races. The day was fine but 
there was a heavy wind from the N. W. 
which raised the dust in clouds, and 
was anything but pleasant. A number 
of Miramichi gentlemen were present on 
the occasion.

Sad. and Fatal Occurrence.
On Monday morning last, between 9 

and 10 o’clock, our town was the scene 
of an unusually sad occurrence, which 
took place on the site of the new post 
office. Men were engaged moving a 
stone weighing about a ton, which left 
the bank.rather suddenly, and camedown 
with more force than usual. The eastern 
guy snapped and the derrick fell. By­
standers shouted to the men who were 
working in the westerly corner, and right 
in a line with the falling derrick. All but 
one—Arthur Hutchison — avoided the 
falling mas8 by crouching down or 
springing aside. Hutchison did not seem 
to take in the situation, and was struck 
down, it is thought by one of the cross 
pieces used as steps on the derrick, the 
blow being nearly full on the forehead, 
causing fracture of the base of the brain. 
When picked up, blood was flowing free­
ly from the mouth and left ear. The 
poor fellow expired in about thirty min­
utes after the accident. An inquest was 
held during the forenoon at the residence 
of Mrs. McLeod (where deceased board­
ed) before Dr. Freeman, Coroner. The 
contractor (Jos. Treen), John Ingram, 
John Wheeler, John Murphy, Peter 
McEachern, (fellow workmen,) and Patk. 
O’Donnell, a bystander, gave evidence. 
The facts brought out were in substance 
what we have above given. The con­
tractor, who is known to be caretol of 
his men, said that his experience with 
derricks extended over some fifteen 
years, that he considered the gearing 
sufficiently strong to carry three tons 
weight, and that he had used every pre 
caution in this instance to have the rig­
ging safe. In answer to a juror, Mr. 
Treen said the broken guy (all the guys 
being of wire) had been used before, and 
in answer to another juror said he con­
sidered the derrick was sufficient to carry 
double the weight he would require in 
connection with the present contract. 
The jury’s verdict was that deceased 
came to his death by a falling derrick and 
recommend the contractor to use strong­
er rigging in future.

The deceasad, who was 38 years of 
age, leaves a wife and one child, for 
whom much sympathy is manifested. 
His wife is a daughter of the late David 
Bothwell, (whose name is familar to our 
readers) and resides in the Sugary set­
tlement, a few miles in rear of Newcastle.

The deceased belonged to St. Stephen, 
and came of a very respectable family. 
Contractor Treen, who kindly attended 
to matters relating to the final disposi­
tion of the remains, telegraphed on Mon­
day to relatives at St. Stephen, and yes­
terday was instructed by telegraph to 
forward the.remains to that place. At 
noon yesterday the remains were convey­
ed to the station, followed by a number 
of the townsfolk, and went on by the 
noon train, Mrs. Hutchison accompany­
ing them to St. Stephen.

He spoke of the excellent 
teaching staff the Seminary at present 
has and the general interest manifested 
in the institution by Baptists all over 
the province.

Rev. J. I. Porter spoke of the great 
interest felt in the welfare of the Semi­
nary not only in St. John but in Nova 
Scotia.

Thirty one shares of Seminary stock 
were subscribed for at the meeting, and 
the committee will continue their labors 
among the Baptists of Carleton, several 
more shares having been promised.— 
Thursday's Telegraph.

Out of the Fight.
The result of the victory gained by the 

friends of the Canada Temperance Act in 
Haiton county is beginning to be appar­
ent upon a scale even larger than antici­
pated. Not only has it put renewed 
hope and confidence into the promoters 
of the act in the thirty or more counties 
that are to vote upon it in Ontario this 
falb' but it has had the effect of corres­
pondingly depressing the opponents of 
the act. Most significant of all is the an­
nouncement that the Brewers, Wine and 
Spirit Merchants’ Protective Association 
has decided to abandon the struggle and 
leave the tavern keepers in each county 
to fight it out for themselves. This as­
sociation was formed with a great flour­
ish of trumpets, $50,000 was subscribed, 
and its object was to fight the act the 
province through. It fought and was 
sadly defeated in Haiton, and the defeat 
seems to have entirely discomfited the 
association. The temperance people are 
jubilant and now claim that they will 
sweep the country. It cannot be denied 
that in Ontario they have good prospects 
of doing this.—Sun.

Suspicious of Others.
The Advance exhibits a nervous anxiety 

as to what is to be done with the balance 
of the grant voted for the Indian town 
Branch, after Mr. Snowball is paid the 
amount of his contract. This amount is 
said by the organ to be $66,000, and with 
its usual r’uplicity insinuates that it is to 
find its way into the pockets of the 
gentlemen who are arranging the right 
of way for the Government. Is the Ad­
vance really so ignorant, that it does not 
know that there are large expenditures 
to be made outside of Mr. Snowball’s 
contract, for rails and other rolling 
stock needed to thoroughly equip the 
line, the payment of the expenses incur­
red in making surveys, as well as the 
salaries of the engineering staffin charge 
of construction.

I have often been asked as to whe­
ther the feeling of Canada in regard to 
its connection with the empire remains 
as strong as before. I believe it to be 
even stronger than it was formerly, 
and the best test that this is the case 
is seen in the fact that no public man 
or public body has ever ventured to 
formulate iu recent years with any 
success a contrary policy. 1 have of­
ten been asked, too, if 1 believed that 
the feeling of the United States with 
regard to the incorporation of Canada 
is not as strong as before, and in reply 
to this 1 would say that it ie an un­
doubted fact that the United State* 
wonld gladly welcome Canada into 
thffhr empire, but the Canadians show 
as yet no sign that they desire this 
consummation. And except under 
very great provocation, it would not 
be pressed by the public men ot the 
United States. Their idea is that 
the pear, when ripe, will drop into 
their lap, but, meantime, the pear is 
ripening, with a tendency to sow 
vigorous seeds under Its own old 
branches, and to live on in a more 
vigorous and extended life as a separ­
ate nationality, holding the alliance 
with England as its best guarantee for 
the same.—Canadian Pictures, Mar­
quis of Lome.

Sugar in Jamaica.
(Antigua Observer.)

A planter who bas just arrived in 
this country gives ns a very gloomy 
account of the prospects rf sugar 
growers in Jamaica. He says that 
several plantations which are not very 
favorably situated as regards transport 
will not reap the canes at all this sea­
son, as the proprietors do not see their 
way to a profit even upon the bare 
cost ot manufacture, transport, freight 
and London chirges, leaving out of 
account that of cultivation. Hitherto 
the American market has been the 
stronghold of the Jamaica planters, 
but it is now invaded by bounty led 
beet sugar, aud the simple result is 
that the canes are left to rot in the 
fields.

Mr. Robert H. Lawder, of Whitby, 
who is known all over the continent 
as one of the foremost authorities on 
the grain trade of Canada, says in a 
letter to the Mail:

Ignorant ov deceitful politicians 
may meet with applause or approval 
from a few party bigots when they 
bpldly affirm from the slump that 
farmers never have and never can 
obtain any advantage In price from 
duties on grain. The quotations 
during harvest year 1883-4 prove 
beyond the possibility of a candid deni 
al that on wheat and oats at any rate 
every farmer has obtained fully 10c. 
per bushel on the quantity he sold 
more than he would have received 
except from the working ot the 
National Policy and dnly on these tw , 
grains. Let the farmer who has sold 
500 bushels of these cereals capitalize 
his gain at $50 and be will find that 
the interest on this at 6 per c.-nt. will 
pay duty for over six tons of coal al 
50c. per ton. Grit writers aflect a 
great abhorrence ot (his coal duty 
when addressing farmers of Ontario. 
Let the farmers of Ontario bear in 
mind that the consumers of flonr in 
the Eastern Provinces have been pay- 
50c. per barrel more for Ontario flour 
than they could have bought Western 
States flonr for if free of duty. It is 
not the duty of Parliament to 
tavor sectional interests, but to legis­
late for general interests, and to 
endeavour year by year to remedy 
every defect ascertained in the work­
ing of the now generally accepted 
National policy; and, by careful 
remedy to overcome the objections and 
imperfections ol the existing tariff.

HORSE BREEDING.______ r
“It is,” says the Boston Ameri­

can Cultivator, “ a fact from which 
young breeders -may. learn a valuable 
lesson, that not only the fastest trot­
ters but also most of the distinguish­
ed trotting sires were dropped when 
their physical powers were in a heal­
thy, vigorous condition.” The Cul­
tivator also says in a la’er issue that 
“ the stallion Dumps, by Geo. Wiles, 
is the fastest trotter of his size that 
ever drew a sulky ; he is barely 
144 hands high, yet has won seven­
teen heats in 2.30 or better, the fast­
est being in 2.21, and also says that 
his dam was only three years old 
when he was dropped ” This is 
about as good evidence as an)- young 
breeders need to have that there is 
merit in the offspring of vcuug 
marcs, and that they should not 
avoid breeding from young animals 
simply because they are young, if 
they are backed up by the right 
kind of breeding.

THE EYES OF POTATOES.

A correspondent of the Country 
Gentleman writes :—A potato bas 
three crops in itself—an early, a mid 
die and a late one. The cluster of 
eyes at one end will ripen one to two 
weeks earlier than the central eyes, 
The two or three eyes immediately 
surrounding the root end should in all 
cases be discarded in sowing foi 
home use or for market, they produce 
mostly small potatoes, and if large 
they are watery and soft. My usual 
method is to set one man to cat off 
the root end, and another to cut off 
the “ eye end,” thus forming three 
heaps. The root end heap goes to 
the bogs. My great trouble is to get 
them cut close. All the waste flesh 
goes into heaps for cattle or hog feed

THE USE OF SALT.

Salt should only be applied to land 
in small doses. It is not properly a 
manure in itself, but acts as a sol 
vent, especially of phosphate of lime 
Says Wm. J. Fowler:—So common 
ly is phosphate made unavailable 
that veteran f&rmkrs who have long 
used it have been heard to say that 
unless heavy rains fell soon alter the 
phosphate was applied, most of lie 
advantage from its use was lost, 
little salt mixed with the phosphate 
at the rate of one part by weight to 
every ten or twelve, will effectually 
remedy this evil. This slight a 
mount of salt attracts enough mois 
tu re to make the phosphate available 
Salt in large quantities is apt to make 
the soil sterile. Spring is the best 
season for applying salt as a fertil­
izer. Half a bushel of fine salt is 
enough to an acre, and the best way 
to use it is to mix it thoroughly with 
manure. With an open barrel of salt 
in tbe stables, a little may be thrown 
on the manure heaps daily as they 
are forming, with the certainty that 
it will make the manure far more 
effective than it would otherwise be. 
On heaps of horse manure it is especi 
ally beneficial, as it counteracts the 
universal tendency of this manure to 
burn up from lack of moisture. In 
sowing oats or barley it is advisable 
to use a dressing of salt. It helps 
to make tbe straw bright and the 
grain plump, especially on mucky 
soil, where weak straw, rusty and 
light grain are expected. It is excel­
lent on beets, especially in dry sea­
sons, and also on potatoes, though 
it should be used very sparingly, and 
on no account in the hill, as it may 
cause the seed to perish. In fact, for 
potatoes it is best to use salt only 
by sowing broadcast very thinly, and 
long enough before planting so that 
every particle may be dissolved and 
mixed with the soil.— Boston Culti 
valor.

FARMER’S HOMES.

Why should not a farmer’s home 
be a veritable little paradise. Who 
else has so good an opportunity to 
beautify his grounds until they shall 
far exceed in beauty and elegance 
the grandest possibilities of any 
cramped and pent up city lawn?- 
We neglect this altogether too much ; 
we have so much to do, we say, in 
looking after our crops that bring us 
money, th'vt we have no time to 
spend with flowers, shade trees, etc. 
which simply ornament the place 
and bring no money. As an invest­
ment even, we believe this to be 
mistake ; aside from the financial 
side of the matter, we think it pays 
to take a little time—considerable, if 
necessary—to improve the external 
appearance of our homes. Shade 
trees are at the disposal of every 
farmer, flowers and plants arecheajj, 
and easily obtained and cultivated, 
and we believe it is as much every 
man’s duty to make his home and its 
surroundings the most beautiful and 
attractive place on earth, as it is to 
pile up a large fortune for future 
generations and lawyers We do 
not expect to come this way again, 
so why not enjoy as much as we can 
as we go along.
